Austin - The Texas Press 
Association Board of Direc-

Historically, newspapers 
and taxpaying citizens of 
Texas have been frustrated 
by school districts that bring 
a single finalist into the pub-
lic eye after having inter-
viewed several applicants. 
When a school district 
closes off the list of finalists, 
the lack of information es-
sentially and detrimentally 
removes the community -
the stakeholders - from the 
process, a TPA press release 
states.

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The-National Budget 
Allows Us to Set 

Priorities 
Our country. like most 

households, operates on a 
budget which seeks to bal-
ance our spending with our 
income. Budgets are a time 
for serious discussions 
weighing needs and wants 
with the available resources. 
Ih Congress it is a difficult 
process which can take a 
great deal of time. 

The tone of the budget de-
bate is usually set by the 
President's recommenda-
tions for spending. The two 
separate houses of Congress 
then work on their versions 
of a budget, which becomes 
the blueprint for the appro-
priations process. 

I was encouraged by Presi-
dent Bush's overall proposal 
of a $2.7 trillion budget be-
cause the announcement 
means we will have a seri-
ous effort to reduce our bud-
get deficit after several years 
of higher spending to fight 
the war on terrorism. 

As a fiscal conservative, I 
greeted increased expendi-
tures over the recent past as 
painful necessities to protect 
the American people. 

Several years ago, our na-
tional economy was buffeted 
by several extraordinary 
events The economy en-
tered a recession after the 
internet bubble burst and a 
wave of corporate scandals 
rocked the markets. In the 
itidst of this adjustment, the 

attacks took place, kill-
ing thousands and paralyzing 
our economy. Since that 
time, we have gone to war in 
Iraq and Afghanistan to up-
end terror-sponsoring re-
gimes and free millions of 
people. While we have been 
victorious, the effort 
has been, and will remain, 
expensive. But for a safer 
and more secure homeland, 
that cost is a relative bargain. 

As our nation dealt with 
these challenges, Congress 
and President Bush passed 
bipartisan tax relief which 
jump-started the economy 
and led to strong job creation 
and lower unemployment.

The pro-
posed budget would scale 
back increases of discretion-
ary programs to 2.1 percent, 
which is less than the rate of 
inflation. 

The budget for the 2006 
fiscal year beginning in Oc-
tober plans to reduce 
the budget deficit by 8.6 per-
cent in the first year alone, 
excluding costs involved in 
Iraq and Afghanistan. 
Economists say the most im-
portant measure of spending 
is the ratio of debt to the size 
of a nation's economy, or 
Gross Domestic Product 
(GDP). The President's bud-
get projects a budget deficit 
amounting to 3 percent of 
GDP for 2006, down from 
3.5 percent this year.

Since the slow-down or 
move-over law took effect on 
Sept. 1, 2003, DPS has writ-
ten 2,304 citations and 
14,404 warnings to drivers 
who have violated the law. 
Although DPS has issued

continue to see drivers who 
do not slow clown or move 
over for emergency vehicles 
with lights activated, includ-

ing police, emergency medi-
cal service and fire vehicles. 

The slow down/move over 
law requires drivers nearing 
stopped emergency vehicles 
with emergency lights acti-
vated to either slow down or 
change lanes. Specifically, 
the law states a driver must 
either slow down 20 miles 
per hour below the speed 
limit or vacate the lane clos-
est to the stopped emergency 
vehicle that has emergency 
lights activated if the road 

has multiple lanes traveling 

in the same direction. (If the 

speed limit is below 25 mph, 

the driver must slow down to 

5 mph.) Drivers should only 

move over if they can safely 

and legally do so; otherwise, 

they should slow down. 

"Our Highway Patrol 

troopers spend a large part of 

their time working on high-

ways and roads with vehicles 

speeding past," said DPS 
Director Col. Thomas A. 

Davis Jr. "Just the slightest 

slip of the wheel can endan-

ger them. This law requires 

drivers to give them and 

other emergency vehicles 

the space they need to per-

form their duties safely."

Bulbs are not 
dormant, they are alive -- and 
they 'won't last much longer if 
left implanted. If you can get 
them into the ground (either in 
pots or in the garden), chances 
are good that they will grow.

drop into the low 50s or 40s for 
two weeks. 

Time to finish up: once hard 
frosts are coining. Generally 
bulbs root best inthe period six 
weeks or more prior to the 
ground freezing. 

I xpert garden:1 	One 
more late si.‘asoi, o ik up their 
sleeve; thev pot up unplanted 
bulbs Ion indoor forcing, or as 
container plants. With 
containets. you have the 
advantage of being able to 
control the initial soil 
temperature by adding your 
own soil Choose the light 
potting soil mixes sold at al! 

Move small 
containers In an unheated 
garage or other cool, yet 
protected place. In spring. use 
the potted bulbs as accent plants 
or bring them indoors. 
Remember these are last ditch 
measures. Once the time for all 
planting has arrived in your 
area, the sooner bulbs are safely 
in the ground, the better.

Update On 79th Legislature; 
Schools Still A Major Concern 

Other funding would come 
from Corporations based in 
foreign counties, who would 
put up the money for construc-
tion and have a long-running 
program to collect tolls on the 
use of the highways.

One concern is 
that last year. in Sept. 2004. a 
Travis County District Judge 
gave the Legislature just one 
year to come up with a dif-

The Senatehas worked on

Canada plans to expand 
access for U.S. cattle.

The NCBA delegation arrived Monday evening, Jan. 
17, and returned Thursday evening, Jan. 20. 

During the intense. three-day period, the delegation

Can-Fax (Canada's independent economic analysis 
firm), the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA), vis-
ited multiple feed mills and feedlots (including a flyover of 
Alberta's "feedlot alley" that represents 700,000 head of 
Southern Alberta's 1.1 to 1.2 million head on feed) and toured 
of one of Alberta's largest beef slaughter facilities and a ren-
dering facility. 

"Our task was to get as many facts as we could to 
help inform NCBA members on the situation in Canada," 
explained Willrett. 

"It is important- to know that any policies or recom-
mendations-in response to these facts will be made by the 
members. The delegation was not asked to, nor did they 
choose to take, a position one way or another on the issues 
related to the USDA rule," he emphasized.
