Judge sentences
Butler to state jail

A Clarendon man was sen-
tenced to 18 months in a state
jail facility last week, accord-
ing to the office of District
Attorney Stuart Messer.

Butler had been placed on
probation on April 9, 2001, for
the State Jail Felony offense
of endangering a child.

Hall defeats Thompson

Citizens vote to return all incumbents to county offices

Donley County Judge Jack Hall
led all local incumbents in Tuesday's
General Election as he easily defeated
former sheriff William J. Thompson
by a margin of 2.5to 1.

Hall won the right to a second
full term, capturing more than 71
percent of the vote and beating his
Republican challenger by a margin
of 1,035 0414,

“I just appreciate all the voters in
Donley County,” Hall said. “This is a
great place to live and a great place to
be associated with.”

Sparks flew between the Hall
and Thompson campaigns in recent

weeks as the issue of county taxes
became prominent. Thompson spoke
out against a 27.78 percent increase
in the county tax rate, which took
effect this fall, and Hall stood on his
record of service and as being a sup-
porter of the courthouse restoration.
In other county races, all incum-
bents were re-elected in hard fought
campaigns. County Treasurer Becky
Jackson, a Republican, defeated
Democratic challenger Vicki Sl6an,
799 to 607. Democratic District and
County Clerk Fay Vargas was the
voters’ choice over Republican Vicki
Knowles, 838 to 611. And Precinct 4

Commissioner Bob Trout, a Demo-
crat, narrowly defeated Republican
Wayne Riggs, 165 to 120

Precinct 2 Commissioner Don
Hall (R), Precinct 1&2 Justice of the
Peace Jimmy Johnson (R), and Pre-
cinct 3&4 Justice of the Peace Ann
Kennedy (D) all ran unopposed.

Clarendon native Mac Thorn-
berry (R) was the clear choice of
local voters to continue as the repre-
sentative for the 13th Congressional
District over Democrat Zane Reese,
1,222 to 203. At press time, Thorn-
berry led district wide with a 78.7
percent lead.

Local voters also preferred Gov.
Rick Perry (R) over Tony Sanchez
(D), 1,026 to 343; David Dewhurst
(R) over John Sharp (D) for Lt.
Governor, 813 to 553; Comptroller
Carole Keeton Rylander (R) over
Marty Atkins (D), 1,138 to 240;
and John Cornyn (R) over Ron Kirk
(D) for US Senator, 962 to 380. All
Republicans were leading those races
statewide at press time.

Also of local interest, Donley
County voters were in favor of
amending the Texas Constitution to
allow for abolishing unnecessary
constable positions by a margin of

767 to 118. The amendment was
leading statewide at press time.

If approved, the new amend-
ment would allow the Donley County
Commissioners’ Court to abolish the
Precinct 1&2 constable office, which
was the source of controversy and a
lawsuit following the last General
Election. The county or the voters
could re-activate the position in the
future if it was desired.

A total of 1,449 local voters cast
ballots in this year's election — a more
than 56 percent turnout. That is down
from the 2000 General Election when
1,759 or 67 percent cast ballots.

petition to judge

A petition to change the tax rate
in Donley County was presented to
the County Judge's office last Thurs-
day afternoon but cannot be officially
accepted until the next Commission-
ers’ Court meeting.

Judge Jack Hall said that by law
a rollback petition must be presented
to “the governing body™ of the taxing
entity. Hall also said Donald Smith’s
name has been placed on the agenda
for the November 12, 2002, court
meeting along with a line item for the
petition to be submitted to the court.

The petition, which reportedly
bears the signatures of 614 Donley
County voters, seeks to force the
county to hold an election and allow

| citizens to vote on the 2002 tax rate.

But before any election is held, the
commissioners’ court must first
determine the validity of the petition.

“Just because he [Smith] sub-
mits the petition, doesn’t mean we
approve it,” Hall said. “We have 20
days to determine if it is a valid peti-
tion.”

The judge said commissioners
would likely call a special meeting
to examine the petition and adopt
a resolution on its validity. If com-
missioners find the petition valid,
the county would have 30 to 90 days
from the twentieth day following its
submission to hold an election.

The tax petition was circulated
in response to county officials raising

the property tax rate 27.78 percent
from 0.372934 10 0.476547. The
addition this year of a special debt
component rate of 0.09745 accounts
for most of the increase. Funds from
the debt rate will go towards the
indebtedness related to the court-
house restoration.

Petition organizers have said that
a lot of residents are upset with the
tax increase and that they felt they
ought to have the right to vote on the
issue.

Under ordinary circumstances,
a rollback election would lower
property taxes. But since Donley
County’s current tax rate is lower
than the maximum rollback rate, a
successful election would actually
raise taxes by nearly two cents per
$100 valuation. For that reason, it
is likely commissioners will find the
petition to be invalid.

“People in America have the
basic freedom to sign a petition, and
we're fortunate to have that right,”
Hall said. “But people need to be
informed about what they are sign-
ing”

Hall said he has received phone
calls from people who have had
second thoughts about signing the
petition,

“Some residents have called
inquiring as to how they could have
their name removed from the peti-
tion,” Hall said.

Panhandle Transit receives federal funding for rural transportation

The Texas Department of Transportation
and the Texas Transportation Commission has
awarded Panhandle Transit $41,000 in federal
funds. -

Panhandle Transit serves an estimated
287,891 people as the area’s rural transporta-
tion provider and spans 25,825 square miles.
According to a TxDOT news release, Panhan-
dle Transit provides about 150,000 one-way
passenger trips each year. Texas rural transpor-
tation operators reported more than 4.4 million
one-way passengers in 2000.

Robert Whorton, Transportation Director
for Panhandle Transit in Amarillo, said the
organization saw an increase in federal funds
this year, but state funding decreased by 13 per-
cent from 2001 to 2002. The decreased state
funding may critically affect Panhandle Tran-
sit. Whorton also said reduced state funding
could mean fewer jobs for transit employees
and less windows of opportunity for hours of
operation.

To cut costs, Panhandle Transit might
begin providing transportation services only

three days a week instead of five.

Whorton said the recently awarded federal
funds will fund facilities management and
maintenance, administrative costs, and vehicle
purchases. He also said the federal money will
partially offset the loss of state money.

The Clarendon Panhandle Transit offers
transportation to people in Donley, Armstrong,
Collingsworth, Briscoe, and Hall Counties.
Out-of-town transportation averages 17.5
cents per mile. Rural Clarendon trips to town
cost $5.00, and local trips in town cost $1.00

per stop. Panhandle Transit requires 24-hour
notice for guaranteed rides.

The transit service operates on a demand
response basis and provides transportation for
the elderly, disabled, and individuals that have
major medical concerns. A good number of the
medical trips are covered by Medicaid. If you
have Medicaid, but are unsure whether or not
transportation is covered, call 1-877-633-8747
and have your Medicaid number ready.

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Scary movies provide important lessons

I suppose | am a week late on the
Halloween issue, but I can’t help asking:
what is our fascination with scary movies?
Do we really get that much joy out of
scaring ourselves to death?

I have never been a fan of horror
flicks. When I go to a movie, I want to
be challenged intellectually. I like to cry
when boy meets girl and when boy finally
convinces girl to fall in love with him. |
like to figure out “who done it” before the
detective. I can handle suspense and blood
and gore, but there is something about the
supernatural that I don’t like so much.

When I watch a scary movie, | scare
myself with anticipation long before the
movie ever gets scary. | am very nervous,
my hands get all clammy, and my pulse
starts getting faster. My system shuts

down, and I am scared to death because my
whole body is freaking out.

I watched The Changeling, arguably
the most terrifying movie in the world, on
Halloween night at midnight. It wasn’t
really that scary, but everyone around me
had already seen it a dozen times, and they
were making me very nervous by “prepar-
ing” me for the next big thing. They would
scream because they knew something
was about to happen, and their screaming
would scare me more than the thing that
happened.

In one of the most suspenseful parts
of the movie, I was focused singularly on
the movie, hoping and praying the dude
wouldn’t look in the bathtub. Suddenly,
the guy behind me poked his finger in my
ear (gave me a Wet Willy), and I came
unglued. I thoroughly embarrassed myself
by screaming loudly for no apparent reason
to anyone else and immediately burying
my head in my neighbor’s jacket. I only

knew him casually, so it was rather awk-
ward. | tried to relieve some tension by
laughing uncontrollably for the next five
minutes.

I have to say that, as an actress, that |
sympathize with actors who work in horror
films. It must be difficult to really be
genuinely afraid of a rubber ball bouncing
down the stairs that was thrown by a stage-
hand. On the other hand, if | were alone
in a very large house and the ball I threw
in the East River bounced down the stairs
to meet me, it is safe to say that [ would be
fairly frightened.

The thing about scary movies that
kills me is all the dramatic pauses. If you
took out all the suspenseful inching slowly
down the hall or slowly panning around
an empty room waiting for something to
move on its own accord, the movie would
be twelve to fifteen minutes of solid run-
ning, screaming, and hard core poltergeist
action.

That is how a movie should be made.
That way, you can get your scream in
quickly and not have to wait half an hour
for her to creep through the house and
open a door that you know leads directly to
the room where the murder occurred and a
haunted wheelchair is waiting to chase her
down the stairs.

But, I feel we can learn some impor-
tant life lessons from scary movies.

Number One: If the deal on the big,
old, spooky looking house seems too good

to be true, it probably has a history of kill-
ing its tenants or at least trying to. One
should immediately ask the mysterious real
estate agent if he or she truly exists, or if
he or she is merely a specter. Then, look
for a different house and agency.

Number Two: If a door is boarded up
or a room forbidden, it is probably a good
idea to stay away from it. To disturb it is
kind of like throwing open Pandora’s Box;
you're playing with fire, buddy. A secret
passageway is meant to be kept a secret, or
otherwise it’s just a poorly lit, out-of-the-
way hallway.

Number Three: The more afraid you
are something is going to happen, the
more terrified you are when it actually
does happen. You expect the monster to be
around the corner; and when he is, you are
frightened and delighted at the same time.
It scared your pants off, but you called it.
The same is true with life. If you expect
the worst, you will never be disappointed,
but you might be pleasantly surprised.

Number Four: If your new signifi-
cant other seems rather mysterious toward
nightfall or exhibits some strange habits
that cannot be easily explained, it is prob-
ably a good idea to call it off before you
end up in a situation where you are fight-
ing for your life against the forces of evil.
Love conquers all, I'm sure, except maybe
when the object of your affection is from
the “dark side.”

I guess we like scary movies so much
because they teach us important lessons
about life and survival of good against evil.
If you can live through one without break-
ing a sweat or crying or screaming or wet-
ting your pants — you can probably handle
Just about anything life can throw at you.

Program will determine: ‘Is it mold or just mildew?’

According to Linda Anderson at
Texas A&M, the cost of most Texans
homeowner’s insurance went up and
one reason is mold. Most bave heard
horror stories of how some residents
have been driven from their homes by
something as common and ordinary
as mold. This leaves many people
wondering how that can happen.

On November 18, at the Burton
Memorial Library, Janie Harris,
Texas Cooperative Extension hous-
ing and environment specialist, will
be presenting a program entitled
“Toxic Mold or Ordinary Mildew? Is
It Serious”” According to Harris, not
all molds are created equal, “While
some molds can be a serious health
threat, others - like the ones respon-

sible for creating cheese and penicil-
lin are beneficial.”

However, something like 10 per-
cent of the population develop severe
allergies to mold, she said. These
allergies produce flu-like symptoms,
including breathing problems, nasal
and sinus congestion, watery eyes,
coughing and sore throat, and skin
irritations. Some of these allergies
can trigger asthma attacks, Harris
went on.

“Children, the elderly, pregnant
women, people with existing respira-
tory sensitivities, and those whose
immune systems are impaired are at
higher risk for adverse health effects
from mold,” Harris said.

And not all reactions to mold

are the same either. “Some people
are affected when exposed to very
little mold, while others may show
no adverse health symptoms when
exposed to mold. Exposure to high
mold spore levels can cause devel-
opment of an allergy to mold,” she
continued. “People can react to mold
whether it is living or dead. Even
when mold has dried out and has
stopped growing, the toxins can still
be harmful.”

The most common problem-

causing mold is called “black mold,”
Harris said, or Stachybotrys atra (S.
chartarum). This black mold, which
grows on wet cellulose-containing
materials, “contains a toxic substance
(endotoxin) that can cause serious ill-
ness and death in children, especially
infants, and some adults,” she said.

Because of this and other poten-
tial health problems caused by mold,
“it is not safe to live in houses with
high mold levels,” Harris said.

Come and join us on the Novem-
ber 18 at 6:30 p.m., as Harris will
discuss not only the types of mold
but also steps for preventing and
controlling mold growth. For more
