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SHERIFF CAPTURES BURGLAR SHOT AT HEDLEY

With a bullet wound in his hip,
Jose Soria, 27-year-old Mexican
was in the county jail here today
charged with burglary after being
shot by Luther Johnson of Hedley
when he allegedly robbed the John-
son filling station.

‘Waiving preliminary hearing, his
bond was set at $2,500 each on two
counts of burglary. Another charge
of car theft will be filed later, of-
ficers said,

Soria admitted all three charges
to the officers, Sheriff Guy Plerce
said.

Soria was captured in Clarendon
about 2 o'clock this morning after

a night of crime in which he broke
into the Butler filling station here,
stole a car at a private home and
robbed the Johnson station, Sheriff
Guy Pierce stated.

Sheriff Pierce and deputy Guy
Wright took the Mexican into cus-
tody when he refurned here after
being called by Johnson who told
them he had fired seven times at a
fleeing car driven by a man that
had just robbed his station. The
auto was struck at least three
times, Pierce said. One bullet pene-
trated the auto’'s body and lodged
in Soria's hip.

Johnson was using a 30-30 rifle,
the sheriff asserted.

Pierce said the hunt started at
11 o'clock last night when night-
watchman Lane saw a man in the
Clyde Butler service station here.
The intruder, identified as Soria,
had fled before the officers arrived,
but it developed that he had stolen
a car, owned by Bud Long earlier
in the night,

From Clarendon, the man had
gone to Hedley and entered the
Johnson station, where he obtained
small loot. Johnson discovered the
robbery, shooting at the man as he
was leaving.

Articles in the car were identi-
fied by Johnson, Pierce said.

Clarendon Hatchery
Expects New Record

First Chicks Due Tomorrow
From Big Electric Hen
In 4,000 Batch

“We are expecting to break the
record this season,” manager
Frank White, Jr. stated Monday in
announcing the first hatch due to
come off the 11th., There will be
about four thousand in the first
batch,

After this week, there will be
two hatchings each week leading
up to the peak of the demand when
the two big electric incubators will
be running at full capacity of
110,000 chicks.

Ninety-five percent of the chicks
are sold through mail orders. These
orders include some of the twenty-
eight varieties being hatched here.
Eggs for hatching are produced
locally, in the main, from blood-
tested flocks for which premiums
are paid on these select eggs,. Some
eggs of the rarer breeds have to
be imported, but must be had to
meet the demands of patrons scat-
tered over a radius of five hundred
miles,

“We base our expectations for a

| better demand this year on the fact

that feed is cheaper,” Mr., White
stated. The firm operates another
hatching unit at Shamrock which
is in charge of Glen White, broth-
er of Frank White Jr.

The Russian (Greek) Church
places no small stress on the mar-
riage of its members. Although
there is much joy, yet all are im-
pressed with and reminded of, the
solemnity of the ceremony.

In the evening of the wedding-
day, the bridegroom with a number
of his relations and friends, proceed
to wait on the bride. The Priest
who is to solemnize their nuptials,
rides in front of the group on horse
back. After being duly congratulat-
ed the groom leads the way to a
table. Three dishes are at once
served up, although no one dares
touch them, A seat, at the head of
the table is reserved for the groom,
and while he is talking with the
brides parents, a young man will
set in his seat. On finding him
there the groom must pay the
young man well or he does not re-
ceive his place of honor. Naturally
he pays. At this point the bride is
sent into the room, dressed in her
best gown and veiled. A curtain is
held between the bride and groom
so that they can not steal glances
at each other. The brides hair is
then combed and a crown of gold
or silver is placed on her head, and
at the same time others of the
bridemaids cast hops in front of
the company. There is then placed
on the table a bowl of oats, hops,
barley and small remnants of cloth
all mixed to-gether. From this an-
other bridemaid takes several
hands full and strews it over the
head of the company. The ex-
changing of their rings, and strange
to say the bride or the groom has
nothing to do with the exchanging.
It is done by the parents of each.

On coming to the Church build-
ing, where the pavement is spread
over with silk, and fine cloth the
Priest takes their vows, while hold-
ing the right hand of the groom
and the left hand of the bride. The
blessing read, begins with “In-
crease and Multiply” and ends
with the familiar, “Whom God has
joined together let no man put a-
sunder.” As soon as this is said all
the company light tapers and one
presents the Priest with a glass of
wine, and while he drinks the New-
ly-weds pledge with him. This be-
ing done three times the couple
dash their glasses to the pavement
and trample them under their feet,
denouncing those that might try to
part them. At the same time wo-
men cast linseed and hemseed over
their heads. Thus the ceremony is
ended and the couple depart to
“live happily ever after.”

fails to do satisfactorily., “It was
easy to see,” said Mr. Watson,
“that the men from Washington
were much impressed.”

Mass production of gins is not
expected until spring. At present
there are about 40,000 gins in
America. But inasmuch as one cen-
trifugal type gin will do the work
of four Whitney machines, no
more than 10,000 will be needed at
most.

GERALD C. MANN
T0 BE CANDIDATE

Man Who Worked His Way
'.l‘hm?h School Seeks
tate Office

AUSTIN, Feb, 5.—Former Sec-
retary of State Gerald C. Mann of
Dallas today became an active con-
tender for the office of Attorney
General of Texas.

Bidding for the State’s highest
and most important post next to
the governorship, Mann definitely
announced, in a statement issued
here, his candidacy #n next sum-
mer’'s Democratic primaries,

His brief announcement was col-
ored with a declaration of war
against  political racketeering
which, he said, has become a dis-
grace to the State.

“I have never before asked the
people of Texas for any office,” his
siatement said, “I have ‘been too
busy practicing law and studying
the fundamental defects of our
state government to run for office.

“I tis true that T have held sev-
eral appointive offices—all unso-
licited. But when my work was
done ard I was satisfied that it
had been done well, I resigned to
resume my law practice,

“As Secretary of State, T was
able to perform a valuable service
to the people of Texas by writing
a Securities Act to protect inno-
cent investors. The court records
will show anyone who cares to in-
vestigate how this law has driven
from Texas innumerable gangs of
highlbinders and investment vul-
tures who had regarded our state
as a paradise for sucker-hunters,
under the old, inadequate Blue Sky
law,

“The Legislature thought enough
of this act to pass it by a unani-
mous vote with an emergency
clause in May, 1935,

“It is my sincere belief that the
people of Texas are getting tired
of political racketeers who come to
the voters every year with the
same moth-eaten bag of political
sophistry, legerdemain and hokum.
As Attorney General of Texas I
shall serve the State in the courts
as legal representative of the peo-
pie and give them the benefit of
broad training and wide experience
in public duty. Political hypocrisy
will have no desk in my office.”

Mann enters the race with a
varied background of public service
and popularity.

As a member of the State Demo-
cratic Executive Committee, he
now represents Dallas county in
the state party organization, but
he has held no political post since
he returned from Washington in
1936 where, as a special emissary
of Texas, he aided in correlating
state and federal relief projects.
Prior to his appointment as Secre-
tary of State, he served as Assist-
ant Attorney General,

Mann was born in Hopkins coun-
ty and worked his way through
high school and two universities by
doing everything from chopping
wood to cleaning dormitories. He
first attained national* fame thir-
teen years ago at Southern Metho-
dist University. As a star quarter-
back of the Mustang team, known
as the “Little Red Arrow,” he be-
came a national football figure.

After receiving his B, A. degree,
Mann went to Harvard to complete
his law studies, working his way
as a shipping clerk in a local fac-
tory. When the factory closed down
during the depression he tried out
for the pulpit of an interdenomina-
tional church in a nearby suburb
and was called by the congrega-
tion. During the remainder of his
law course he devoted his Sundays
to preaching.

Besides paying his own way,
Mann supported a wife and baby.
He is now the father of two child-
ren, Gerald, Jr, and Lola Ann,
Mann said that a complete state-
