County approved
for CRP extension

Donley County has gotten
an extension for Emergency
Grazing for certain Conserva-
tion Reserve Program acres

The required payment
reduction is 25 percent of the
per acre annual rental payment
rate times the number of acres
actually grazed. This authoriza-
tion is in effect from now until
February 28, 2002.

Additional
include:

* Temporary cover or dead
litter crops are not eligible for
this program

* Only fields established to
permanent cover will be eligi-
ble.

* You must contact FSA
and NRCS before any grazing
takes place

* CRP may be leased to
an eligible livestock producer
located in an approved county.

* CRP participants must
leave at least 25 percent of each
field ungrazed for wildlife.

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The Donley County Sheriff’s
Department wrapped up the old year
and started the new one with several
significant arrests recently.

According to Sheriff Butch
Blackburn, officers exercised a search
warrant on the Clarendon home of
Shannon Thomas on January 2 at4:45
a.m. and arrested him. Thomas was
charged with two counts of possession
of methamphetamines, sexual assault,
sexual performance by a child, and
possession and/or promotion of child
pornography.

Thomas was arraigned by County
Judge Jack Hall on January 2 and was
released January 4 on $90,000 bond.

Also arrested was Tommy
Thompson, who was charged with
possession of marijuana,

As a result of the search at
Thomas’ house, Blackburn said more
than 100 items were logged into evi-
dence, including several items that
had been stolen in Donley County
over the last six months.

Among the items found by offi-
cers were a printer and computer

scanner taken from the Saints’ Roost
Museum, a 1999 Polaris 4-wheeler,
and a Sea-Doo personal watercraft.

“This was part of an ongoing
investigation over the last three
months,” said Blackburn. “We've
cleared up four church burglaries, the
museum burglary, and the burglary of
eight vehicles.”

The sheriff said his department
arrested Stephen Randall and Billy
Aaron Curry on November 27, 2002,
in connection with the museum
break-in and burglaries at the Assem-

Incumbents face challengers this fall

Filing for local offices closed last
Wednesday with all but three local
incumbents drawing opponents.

The Democratic and Republican
primaries will be held March 12,
2002, and early voting by personal
appearance in the county clerk’s office
will be February 25 through March 8.
No local candidates are contested in
the primary elections however.

In countywide races this year,
incumbent Democrat Jack Hall will
face Republican challenger William J.

“Jimmy” Thompson for the office of
county judge. Democratic incumbent
Fay Vargas is opposed by Republi-
can Vicki Knowles to be county/
district clerk. The incumbent county
treasurer, Republican Becky Jackson,
will face Democrat Vicki Sloan.

Justices of the Peace Jimmy
Johnson (R) and Ann Kennedy (D)
drew no opponents this year. County
Commissioner Pct. 2 Don Hall (R) is
also unchallenged.

The incumbent Pct. 4 commis-

sioner, Democrat Bob Trout, will face
Republican Wayne Riggs in the gen-
eral election.

In other offices of local interest,
District 13 Congressman Mac Thorn-
berry (R) of Clarendon will be chal-
lenged by Democrat Zane Reese of
Crosby County and Libertarian Dale
Sutherlin of Sheppard Air Force Base
near Wichita Falls. State Rep. Warren
Chisum (R) of Pampa is unopposed
as is State Sen. Robert L. Duncan (R)
of Lubbock.

Eradication producing returns to Texas producers

Boll weevil eradication produces
significant returns to cotton growers,
according to the Texas Boll Weevil
Eradication Foundation.

This impact has been docu-
mented in cotton-growing states that
have eradicated the weevil, but the
effect in Texas is just becoming clear.
Two recent studies draw a stark con-
trast between areas in eradication and
those still struggling with the damage
caused by cotton’s most consistent
enemy.

A report prepared by John Rob-
insen, an agricultural economist for
Texas A&M, compared cotton pro-
duction in the South Texas/Winter
Garden Eradication Zone with pro-
duction in nearby counties that are
not conducting eradication activities.

His report, taken from data pro-
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vided by the Texas Agricultural Sta-
tistics Service, shows the South Texas
zone greatly outperformed the coun-
ties not in eradication.

The ST/WG showed an average
increase in production of 119 pounds
per acre, a 24 percent gain, from
1997-2000 compared with the four
previous years. Fort Bend, Jackson,
Matagorda and Wharton counties,
which are not in eradication, posted
an average loss of 38 pounds of cotton
per acre, or a 7 percent decrease,
over the same time span.

“We can’t explain the difference
other than the boll weevil eradication
program,” Robinson said at a recent
meeting with growers in the Upper
Coastal Bend Eradication Zone.

The zone is composed of the four
counties in Robinson’s study, along

with Austin, Colorado and Brazoria
counties and part of Waller County.
Growers in the zone will vote this
month on beginning eradication activ-
ities.

The economist said the yield
increase translates to a benefit to
South Texas cotton growers of $75
per acre, or a return of $6.40 for every
dollar spent on eradication.

“Any region that does not eradi-
cate the boll weevil will find itself in a
competitive disadvantage,” Robinson
said in a recent Southwest Farm Press
article. “It’s a good investment.”

The South Texas/Winter Garden
zone began eradication in 1996 and
recently reaffirmed its commitment to
eradication when almost 88 percent
of growers in the region approved a

Each torch bearer will
cover two-tenths of mile and will be
escorted by a caravan of official vehi-
cles and two attendants.

The celebration in Amarillo will
begin at 7 p.m.

Then a
variety of activities will be offered
throughout the evening leading up to
the arrival of the Olympic Torch.

Green is scheduled to carry the
torch at approximately 2:42 a.m. north
on Amarillo’s Buchanan Street.

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Rules change
for election
year letters

As promised last issue, this week marks the end of
our old Letters to the Editor policy. The response you see
to your right from the county treasurer is the last letter
of its kind. (Please note, county judge candidate Jimmy
Thompson was told we would accept another letter from
him this week, but he apparently chose not to write one.)
Our new policy can be summed up simply — “No letters
will be printed from candidates for political office.”

Additionally, no letters will be printed from anyone
endorsing or attacking candidates for local office.

The new policy is borne from the chaos of the 2000
sheriff’s election in which letters to the editor — from
both sides — got completely out of hand. Some of those
letters were well thought out, some were just plain mean-
spirited, and others were attempts at subterfuge.

Last year’s “debate” became ridiculous. During the
course of the election, we received letters from candi-
dates, letters from the wife of a candidate, one letter from
a man who later claimed he didn’t write the letter, and
another letter from a woman who it later turned out was a
resident of the cemetery in Lakeview. Some letters were
factually inaccurate, and other letters were unsigned or
contained a cryptic address, such as “Formerly of Donley

Not all of those letters were printed, but sorting them
out and trying to be fair to both sides became a trouble-
some task. But the bigger headache was listening to sup-
porters on both sides moan and bellyache. One person
would come in with their letter and take 15 minutes
complaining; then another person with the opposite point
of view would do the same thing. There went 30 minutes
of my life. Frankly, I've got better things to do than to be
the arbiter of spats in the letters column.

It should be noted that the ENTErPRISE didn’t just
dream up its new policy. We solicited the opinions of a
dozen newspapers from around the State of Texas. None

Book-burning isn’t good, neither is Potter

I came across your website a number
of months ago and have been a regular
reader of the “e-version” of your paper
since that time. In particular, I have
enjoyed your editorials and, for the most
part, have found myself in agreement with
them. However, your recent comments on
the Harry Potter books compel me to write
a response.

With respect, I believe that you have
missed the point behind much of the criti-
cism of the Potter series. No, I am not
going to defend the tactics of Pastor Brock.
Book-burning, just like unquestioning
devotion, distorts proper consideration of
the merits of a literary work. And, by flam-
boyantly focusing on the books and any
alleged influence that they may have on
children, such protestors may diminish the
ultimate responsibility that rests on parents.

However, just because the reaction
against the books in some circles might be
a bit flaky, it does not, in itself, mean that
the series is good. We still have to ask of
the books “Are they good literature?” or
simply “Are they good?”

Problems and conflict with the Potter
series become apparent if one looks at life
with a Christian philosophy. This is the
perspective from which I now write. The
Potter books offer no place for God, as we
know Him. They send a distorted view of
good and evil, where the victory of good
over evil is left in doubt. The mix of
religion that results sends conflicting sig-
nals to children who are taught a Christian
perspective of life.

We teach the redeeming work of Jesus
Christ and the defeat of satan. Harry Potter
shows a powerful evil force that may yet
win at the end. We teach the omnipotence
of a benevolent, loving God. Harry Potter
shows good and evil as opposing, though
equal, forces. We teach reliance on a
heavenly Father and a covenant with Him
through Jesus Christ. Harry Potter shows
power centered in self. We teach a rela-
tionship with a living Savior. Harry Potter
says that people only need to learn how
to manipulate an impersonal force, whether
good or evil.

I am not going to say that exposure to
certain materials necessarily sends some-
one to hell. However, when parents are
trying to teach their children Christian
values — a Godly perspective of life - then
the Potter series does conflict with that

of them printed letters from political candidates, and only

So how will candidates get their message out and
how will people express their preference for one candi-
date or another? Simple: Buy a political ad. Also, as we
have done for the past several years, we will be printing
profiles of candidates as we get closer to the election.
Each local candidate will then be given an opportunity
to state their position on issues and briefly outline their
goals and reasons for running for office.

What letters will be accepted? We print almost every
letter we get when it complies with our established poli-
cies. Letters cannot be libelous or slanderous. All letters
must be signed by the author and must include an address
and phone number. Preferably, letters should be signed
in the presence of the editor or the office director. Anony-
mous letters will not, will not, will not be printed so
don’t even bother sending one in. Those go directly in
to what Cyndi Roberson of the Jackson County HERALD-
TriBuNE calls “the circular file under the desk.”

We will still accept letters that deal with the issues
facing our county. If you want to debate the pros and
cons of the courthouse project, the budget, or the condi-
tion of your county road, that’s fine. Just don't attack or
offer your support for someone running for office.

We prefer that letters be typed, double-spaced, and
less than two pages in length. Also, no letters about
county issues will be printed just prior to the election. As
always, we reserve the right to edit any letter we receive;
and remember, letters submitted to the editor become the
property of the ENTERPRISE and will not be returned.

~ These rules should help keep the race for county
offices clean while being fair to both sides. Of course, if
you don't like the new policy, you're free to write a letter
about that t00. .. unless you're a candidate.

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Emission proposal recipe for economic disaster

Planet Earth seems to be getting
warmer - but is it anyone's fault, or is it
just the result of a natural planetary cycle?

Through the ages, Earth has under-
gone drastic swings in temperature. The
Great Lakes were carved out by glaciers.
In Texas, great swaths of West Texas were
once ocean floor. These shifts from ice
age to tropical climes took place eons
before any human activity could have been
responsible.

The scientific community is divided
and uncertain as to the cause of today's
warming trend. Some believe industrial
activities are at fault; others say there’s no
conclusive evidence.

In 1997, more than 160 nations,
including the United States, met in
Kyoto, Japan, to negotiate limits on so-
called greenhouse gases (carbon dioxide
and methane) from developed nations.
Although the United States is a signer to
the treaty, the Senate - having received
reports of studies that show the called-for

reductions would have a catastrophic effect

on our nation’s economy - is certain to
reject ratification.

A 1998 study by the DRI-WEFA,
a global economic information company,
estimates the Kyoto Protocol would cost
the U.S. economy almost $300 billion a
year, eliminate 2.5 million jobs by 2010,

and reduce the U.S. gross domestic product
by more then 3 percent below projections
for 2010.

For obvious reasons, the Bush Admin-
istration opposes the protocol, while sup-
porting voluntary reductions in emissions.

Despite overwhelming evidence that
compliance with the protocol would lead
to economic disaster, certain environmen-
tal activists would like to impose the Kyoto
reductions and economic consequences on
Texas. They have petitioned the Texas Nat-
ural Resource Conservation Commission
to adopt the reductions mandated by the
Kyoto Protocol.

What consequences? By 2010, Texas
would lose 124,600 jobs, leading to an
unemployment rate of up to 6.3 percent.
Because of the reduction in industrial pro-
duction, the state would lose $6 billion in
tax revenue.

Virtually all aspects of the economy
would be affected. For example, the man-
dated CO2 reductions would require the
shutdown of the power plants that produce
25 percent of the nation’s electricity and
almost 30 percent of the electricity pro-
duced in Texas, precipitating a crisis of
energy shortages and skyrocketing prices.
For residential customers, the price of nat-
ural gas would increase 69 percent and
electricity 71 percent.

Fortunately, the TNRCC staff so far

has rejected the idea of mandating any
level of emission reductions and may rec-
ommend a number of alternate approaches
to commissioners. These may include such
things as the development of more renew-
able energy projects, supporting mass
transit development, providing incentives
for electric technologies, providing grants
for reforestation and incentives for recy-
cling, and encouraging participation in the
Department of Energy’s Climate Challenge
program.

Additional scientific research is
needed to determine the exact scope of
global warming and to identify any rem-
edies that may be effective in halting or
reversing the trend.

This is a more realistic approach.
These efforts will lead to effective
improvements in our environment and, to
the extent that human activity may contrib-
ute to global warming, will help alleviate
that problem - without causing the eco-
nomic upheaval that would diminish public
support for all environmental improvement
programs.

It is important that all of us who
believe in maintaining a sound economic
climate in Texas, while working responsi-
bly for a better environment, convey our
thoughts to the TNRCC commissioners.

State health department warns of wintertime dangers of CO

One key to safety, Soper said, is
to examine the color of a flame. A
hot blue flame produces less carbon
monoxide and more heat than a flick-
ering yellow flame. A yellow flame in
the furnace or stove burner is a signal
to have the equipment re-adjusted to
get more air to it. Not only will the
stove or furnace be safer, but it also
should be less costly to operate.

Soper said people with gas appli-
ances should invest in a carbon mon-
oxide detector. Widely available, CO
detectors can warn people if carbon
monoxide levels in their surroundings
become dangerously high.

Anyone who suspects symptoms
of CO poisoning should open doors
and windows, turn off gas appliances,
and go outside. In case of severe CO
poisoning, call 9-1-1.

measure to continue eradication.

Another study confirms the ben-
efits of eradication. The 2000 “Cotton
Insect Losses” report prepared for the
2001 Beltwide Cotton Conference,
sponsored by the National Cotton
Council, showed dramatic differences
between the Lower Rio Grande Valley
and Upper Coastal Bend areas of
Texas compared with the South Texas/
Winter Garden.

During the 2000 growing season,
ST/WG showed no losses because of
boll weevil damage, but more than
37,000 bales of cotton were lost to
boll weevils in the Upper Coastal
Bend. The LRGV, which encom-
passes the southernmost counties at
the tip of Texas, lost more than 15,000
bales.

From a dollars and cents per-
spective, boll weevils cost the UCB
more than $10.8 million, or $42 an
acre, and almost $4.5 million, or

$18.22 an acre, in the LRGV. Add
the expense of insecticides growers
applied to control boll weevils, and
the cost to the UCB increases to
$78.36 per acre and $69.29 per acre
in the LRGV. South Texas growers
pay an assessment of $23.14 per acre
for eradication.

“From the experience in other
states, we've always known that erad-
ication benefited cotton growers,” said
Lindy Patton, executive director for
the Texas Boll Weevil Eradication
Foundation.

“Now data from Texas cotton
fields show that Texas producers can
reap the same results.”

The Texas Boll Weevil Erad-
ication Foundation is a nonprofit,
grower-initiated and funded organi-
zation dedicated to the elimination of
the cotton boll weevil in the state in
the most cost effective and environ-
mentally responsible way possible.
