Clarendon College faces an addi-
tional 2.8 percent cut in state funding
if the current budget in Austin is
approved, but CC President Myles
Shelton hopes to avoid any further
cuts in services or personnel

“I'm going to do everything
[ can to make sure that doesn't
happen,” Shelton said. “With the cuts
we've already made and the increase
in tuition and fees, we feel like we
won’t have to make further cuts.”

Looking at the current numbers
coming from the Legislature, Claren-

don College's state funding has been
slashed from $2.318 million to $2.09
million, a total reduction of about 9.8
percent. CC already cut its spend-
ing by seven percent in February,
resulting in the elimination of five
staff positions as well as spending
restrictions.

While Shelton says his inten-
tions are to not have any more per-
sonnel reductions, the college is not
yet absolutely certain of its funding
for next year

“We're still sorting through the

bills,” Shelton said. “There's a lot
of things we don’t know. The state
comptroller has to certify the budget,
and then the governor has to sign it.”

The college is also uncertain
about the financing for its employee
health insurance. The state mandates
coverage and last year funded CC
with $401,465 to cover its employ-
ees. Now that number has been
slashed to $299,224, and the state has
stopped providing any funds to cover
physical plant employees.

Enterprise dedicates historical marker

The Texas Panhandle’s first
newspaper and Clarendon’s oldest
business dedicated a state historical
marker last Thursday in observance
of its 125th anniversary.

Mayor Tex Selvidge gave the
official welcome during ceremonies
at THE CLARENDON ENTERPRISE, which
was established June 1, 1878, as THE
CLARENDON NEws. Current publisher
Roger Estlack gave a brief history
of the newspaper and the men and
women who shaped its history.

“Each editor brought his own
style and his own beliefs and intro-
duced progressively changing tech-
nology from Ed Carhart’s handset
type to Joe Warren’s Linotype to
the digital revolution begun by Bob
Williams,” the publisher said. “From
Blake to Beville to Braswell and
from Estlack to Singleton to Woody
— each editor has made their own
contribution and left their own last-

ing mark.”

Donley County Historical Com-
mission Chairman Jean Stavenhagen
spoke of the paper being here since
the beginning of the town while other
businesses were started, prospered,
and then passed into history.

“We are here today to honor the
long line of men and women who
worked diligently through the years
to get the news to the presses and
the newspapers to the community,”
she said.

Stavenhagen then presided over
the unveiling and read the inscribed
text of the marker.

Following the ceremonies, 112
people toured the Enterprise’s newly
remodeled offices and enjoyed cake
and refreshments.

Ken Long with the Texas Press
Association flew from Austin for the
event and presented the ENTERPRISE
with a certificate for esteeming “to

the highest standards of Texas jour-
nalism” and recognizing the paper as
a leader in the newspaper industry.

Also in attendance were rep-
resentatives from area newspapers,
several former employees of the local
paper, and numerous friends, readers,
and advertisers.

No one came with the much
talked about first issue for which
a $1,000 reward has been offered.
But Willene Judd did win the oldest
newspaper contest with the February
17, 1893, edition of THE INDUSTRIAL
WEesT. She received $125.

“We appreciate Mrs. Judd’s par-
ticipation in the contest and everyone
else who brought in old copies of
the paper,” Estlack said. “We're not
giving up on that first edition though.
Everyone keep digging, because our
offer still stands. We'll give $1,000
for the first edition of THE CLARENDON
News dated June 1, 1878."
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in the way the health insurance is
administered, and we don't know yet
what our $299,224 will buy.”

Total
enrollment for the college and its
satellite campuses is 225 compared
to 167 last year.

Electric utility seeks
fuel factor increase

AUSTIN — Mutual Energy-
SWEPCO (ME-SWEPCO) has filed a
request with the Public Utility Com-
mission of Texas (PUCT) to increase
the fuel factors for electricity cus-
tomers in Donley County as well as
portions of Childress, Collingsworth,
Hall and Wheeler counties.

The request was filed because
the existing fuel factors do not reflect
the market price of natural gas used
to generate electricity.

ME-SWEPCO began serving the
approximately 7,100 customers when
retail electric competition began in
January 2002 for most of Texas. This
is the first time that ME-SWEPCO
has requested permission to increase
the fuel factors although electricity
customers in neighboring areas have
seen two increases in their fuel fac-
tors over the last 12 months.

If approved as requested, the
increase would go into effect by the
end of June. Residential customers

using 1,000 kilowatt-hours electric-
ity a month would see their average
monthly bill increase from approxi-
mately $92 to $111.80 if the factor
increase is approved as requested.

By comparison, WTU Retail
Energy customers who use the same
amount of electricity in neighboring
areas currently pay a monthly aver-
age of $112.80.

ME-SWEPCO is a subsidiary of
American Electric Power. American
Electric Power owns and operates
more than 42,000 megawatts of gen-
erating capacity in the United States
and select international markets and
is the largest electricity generator in
the U.S.

AEP is also one of the largest
electric utilities in the United States,
with almost 5 million customers
linked to AEP’s 11-state electricity
transmission and distribution grid.
The company is based in Columbus,
Ohio.
