Voters can ballot 
early thru Oct. 29

Early voting is currently 
underway for this year’s general 
election, and Donley County 
voters have several local races to 
decide.

In the only county-wide 
contested race, County/District 
Clerk Fay Vargas is facing a chal­
lenge from Janette Cox Wagner. 
Vargas is running on the Demo­
cratic ticket and Wagner is on the 
Republican ticket.

Voters in Precincts 3&4 w ill 
choose a new Justice o f the Peace 
to replace the retiring Ann Ken­
nedy. Democrat Colleen Owens 
w ill face Republican Denise Ber­
trand for that office.

Precinct 4 voters w ill also 
select a new commissioner to take 
the seat occupied by the retiring 
Bob Trout. Dan Sawyer is running 
for that office as a Republican, 
and Brad Dalton is running as a 
Democrat.

Other local officials are run­
ning without opposition; includ­
ing County Judge Jack Hall, 
County Treasurer Wanda Smith, 
Precinct 1&2 Justice o f the Peace 
Connie Havens, and Precinct 2 
Commissioner Donnie Hall.

Precinct 3&4 voters also 
have an unopposed write-in can­
didate for the constable’s job 
in that part o f the county. Doug 
Wright is seeking that currently 
vacant position.

Early voting is being held 
from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. weekdays 
in the Donley County Clerk’s 
office in the Courthouse Annex 
and w ill continue through next 
Friday, October 29. Election Day 
is November 2.

Aldermen tap Little as next administrator
Lambert Little was the unani­

mous choice as the next city admin­
istrator when the Clarendon Board of 
Aldermen met last Tuesday, Oct. 12.

Mayor Larry Hicks said he 
thinks Little w ill do a good job for 
the city and be able to save money 
due to his experience.

Aldermen praised L ittle ’s 
experience, knowledge o f munici­
pal laws, and good sense o f humor 
during their discussion, and the 
board approved a salary o f $50,000 
plus benefits.

In a telephone interview this 
week, Little told the E n terprise  

he is looking forward to coming to 
Clarendon.

“ I'm  excited, and I ’m load­
ing up the motor home right now so 
that 1 have a place to camp out for a 
while,’’ L ittle said.

Before starting a career o f city 
management. Little served four 
terms on the city council in his 
hometown o f Hamilton and then was 
mayor o f that city for two terms. He 
then managed the cities o f Mexia

and Edna before going back to col­
lege to finish a bachelor’s degree in 
Business Administration.

After getting his degree. Little 
became the C ity o f Hico's first city 
administrator and held that position 
for five years.

“ Hico is about two-thirds the 
size of Clarendon, but we did a lot 
in five years,”  Little said. “ We had 
about S3 m illion in public works 
improvements, and the state com­
pleted a $6 m illion highway project. 
Citizens saw' dirt flying all the time.”

Little also helped organize 
H ico’s annual Texas Steak Coo­
koff. which brings as many as 5,000 
people to the city.

He left Hico nine months ago 
and returned to his hometown where 
he and his twin brother have a land­
ing strip and work on various air­
plane projects, but he says he’s ready 
to get back into city government.

" I ’m looking forward to meet­
ing with people in Clarendon,”  Little 
said, noting that he intends to find out 
what is most important to the council

and to the community before setting 
any goals for his time in Clarendon.

L ittle ’s employment with the 
city begins November 1. A t press 
time, city officials planned to have 
Little at City Hall on Wednesday, 
October 20, from 1 to 3 p.m. to meet 
with citizens and employees.

In other city business last week, 
the aldermen approved a resolution 
authorizing a grant application for 
the c ity ’s recycling center, and the 
board elected Alderman Ann Huey 
to serve as the c ity ’s mayor pro tern.

A C e n tu r y  of L i v i n g

What is the secret to living a century?
Just ask Curtis Lee (C.L.) Benson. He 

knows the answer.
“ Tend to your own business and stay 

focused,”  he said. "There’s not too many o f us 
out there."

Benson celebrated his 100th birthday on 
October 7. His family and friends gave him a 
party on October 9, where he became one of the 
few who get the chance to blow out the candles in 
celebration o f a century o f life.

“ I ’m 64, and C.L. shows me there’s hope 
coming up to this end," Benson's caretaker and 
friend Diane Chisum said. “ His mind is sharp, 
and he can do his laundry and his ironing on 
his own, as well as tell us w'hat to do to keep us 
straight. He does quite well for his age."

Benson’s long life began October 7, 1910, 
when he was bom in Brice to Justus Lee Benson 
and Bertha Izella Hudson Benson.

He is the oldest o f two siblings. His sister, 
Susie Kent, w ill be 99 in March.

“ Yeah... I ’m the oldest,”  Benson said. “ I ’ m 
the oldest, period."

When Benson was 8, he moved to Clarendon 
and has lived here ever since.

“ His parents moved them into a brick house 
on Sixth Street, and that’s where he grew up,”  
Chisum said. “ He has lived on Sixth Street ever 
since then, just in different houses.”

He attended school in Clarendon from first 
grade through college.

“ I started first grade in the second floor o f 
what now is the high school," Benson said. “ Mrs. 
Vaughn was my teacher, and now there’s a dorm 
named after her. When I was in sixth grade they 
moved all the primary and secondary levels out 
o f that building and into the old saddler)' by the 
park. Then for high school and college I returned 
to the current high school building. I went to 
Clarendon College for one year and studied engi­
neering.”

Instead o f playing the W ii or watching 
movies for fun, Benson and his childhood friends 
did other activities for entertainment.

"We would go skate on the Courthouse 
Square or go swimming at the YM CA,”  he said. 
“ The YM C A swimming pool was under the City 
Hall. It was open in the afternoon all week long 
except Sunday, because that’s when they drained

They also discovered ways to get into 
trouble.

“ We always hunted swimming holes,”  
Benson said. “ We would find a pond on some­
one's place and slip in. O f course they would 
always catch us and run us out.”

But it was not all fun and games. While 
growing up, Benson had many chores that are 
unnecessary today.

“ Since I was the oldest, one o f my jobs was 
to fire up the furnace every morning," Benson 
said. “ I would wake up early every morning and 
go out, chop the firewood and build the fire.”

He still remembers the day America won 
World War I.

"They blew the whistle to let everyone 
know it was the end o f the war,”  Benson said. 
“ Everyone left school and went to [Kearney 
Street), and then the fun began. We all went to

the courthouse square and celebrated way into 
the night. Most o f the kids didn’t even get home 
until midnight.”

Benson also recalls when the Adair Hospi­
tal was running.

“ Mrs. Adair built the hospital for the JA 
Ranch cowboys," he said. “ She wanted them to 
have a place to go i f  they ever got hurt."

When he was older, he became a farmer 
with his brother Lloyd and grew many crops 
on the land in Brice they inherited from their 
father. They called themselves “ The Benson 
Brothers.”

He retired in 1975. He still owns the land, 
but now he leases it out.

“A ll I ever knew was the farm," Benson 
said. “ We grew cotton, maize, a little wheat and 
even soybeans once. We tried peanuts, but the

hogs rooted them out."

Throughout the years. Benson 
has witnessed drastic innovations in 
the farming industry, from having 
field hands pick the cotton by hand 
to having cotton strippers and put­
ting in his first irrigation system.

“ One o f the best things that hap­
pened was going from steel wheels 
on a tractor to rubber," he said “ That 
made farming a whole lot easier.”

According to Chisum, as a 
young farmer Benson was “ the catch 
o f the town."

“A ll the girls wanted to go out 
with him." she said.

He met his wife, Avis Lee 
McElvany at a party held by Willard 
and Francis Skelton.

"The whole point o f the party 
was to get us together," Benson said. 
“ It was a frame up.”

He married Avis on December 
24. 1941.

“ For their honeymoon, they 
took a train to Dallas to see the 
football game,”  Chisum said. "They 
loved to travel.”

They were married 40 years 
when she passed away in 1981.

They had two daughters 
together: Judith Lynn Cornell and 
Andrea Jill Finch.

“Avis Lee was the homemaker," 
Chisum said. “ She stayed home with 
the kids while C.L. went to work

every day at the farm.”
Now, Benson has four grand­

children and three great-grandchil­
dren.

“ You should’ve seen how' happy 
he was w hen his great-grandchildren 
came to his birthday party," Chisum 
said. “ You can really tell how much 
he loves them.” #

According to Chisum. Benson 
was completely independent until 
last May when he fractured his hip. 
Now, he requires around the clock 
care.

But he still continues to amaze 
her with his good health.

“ He’s on very' little medication 
for his age,”  Chisum said. “ His dia­
betes came about two years ago. and 
we have that under control. His lon­
gevity o f life is golden raisins soaked 
in gin. It keeps him from having 
arthritis, and it works.”

Chisum said that Benson is a 
“ fabulous”  person, and she enjoys 
the time she spends with him.

“ C.L. is my hero,”  she said. “ He 
is truly a huge inspiration to me."

Under the Law No Social Security COLA for 2011
Monthly Social Security and 

Supplemental Security Income (SSI) 
benefits for more than 58 m illion 
Americans w ill not automatically 
increase in 2011, the Social Security 
Administration announced today.

The Social Security Act pro­
vides for an automatic increase in 
Social Security and SSI benefits i f  
there is an increase in the Consumer 
Price Index for Urban Wage Earners 
and Clerical Workers (CP1-W) from 
the third quarter o f the last year a 
cost-of-living adjustment (COLA) 
was detennined to the third quarter 
o f the current year. As determined by 
the Bureau o f Labor Statistics, there 
is no increase in the CPI-W from the

third quarter o f 2008, the last year a 
COLA was determined, to the third 
quarter o f 2010, therefore, under 
existing law, there can be no COLA 
in 2011.

Other changes that would nor­
mally take effect based on changes 
in the national average wage index 
also w ill not take effect in January 
2011.

Since there is no COLA, the 
statute also prohibits a change in 
the maximum amount o f earnings 
subject to the Social Security tax as 
well as the retirement earnings test 
exempt amounts. These amounts 
w ill remain unchanged in 2011. The 
attached fact sheet provides more

information on 2011 Social Security 
and SSI changes.

Information about Medicare 
changes for 2011, when available, 
w ill be found at www.Medicare. 
gov. The Department o f Health 
and Human Services has not yet 
announced i f  there w ill be any Medi­
care premium changes for 2011. 
Should there be an increase in the 
Medicare Part B premium, the law 
contains a “ hold harmless”  provision 
that protects more than 70 percent o f 
Social Security beneficiaries from 
paying a higher Part B premium, 
in order to avoid reducing their net 
Social Security benefit. Those not 
protected include higher income

■Security benefit. The state w ill be 
required to pay any Medicare Part B 
premium increase.

THE MIRACLES DID NOT SWAY THEM
Have you ever wondered why those who witnessed miracles performed

in Show Animals”  w ill be presented 
by the Texas AgriL ife  Extension 
Service offices o f Roberts, Gray and 
Carson counties on Nov. 2.

Various preventive and thera­
peutic medicines may be used 
lor disease management in show- 
market livestock and poultry, said 
Brandon Dukes, A griL ife  Extension 
agent in Roberts County.

These include vaccines and 
bacterins, antibiotics and antibac­
terials, parasiticides and corticoste­
roids.

Exhibitors o f show animals 
must ensure that carcasses are free 
o f violative and illegal residues o f 
drugs, chemicals and feed additive,
Dukes said.

Therefore, only substances

approved for the animal species 
being treated should be used, and 
these must be administered pru­
dently.

The keynote speaker w ill be 
Dr. Buddy Faries, AgriL ife  Exten­
sion program leader for veterinary 
medicine.

Faries has extensive knowl­
edge o f medications and withdrawal 
times, and handles the residue 
avoidance program for the major 
livestock shows in Texas.

Program topics w ill include: 
proper use o f medications, chemi­
cals and feed additives, residue 
avoidance, food safety and the Qual­
ity Counts program.

Troopers to 
ride buses

As part o f National School Bus 
Safety Week (Oct. 18-22), Highway 
PatTol troopers in many areas o f 
Texas w ill ride school buses looking 
for motorists illegally passing school 
buses.

“ Loading and unloading are the 
most dangerous times for students 
who ride school buses, and motor­
ists should remember that state law 
requires them to stop for a school 
bus when its red alternating flash­
ing lights are on,”  said David Baker, 
DPS Assistant Director— Texas 
Highway Patrol. “ We’ ll have High­
way Patrol troopers riding random 
school buses across the state, and 
we’ ll issue citations to drivers who 
violate the law.”

Motorists who are cited for 
driving past a stopped school bus 
whose red alternating flashing lights

Paducah, 
Samnorwood and Wellington. A revision to 
the application was filed with the Railroad 
Commission. The proposed rate is $2,628 
per mcf. GreenLight proposes to recover rate 
case expenses through a $0,046 per mcf sur­
charge which will be in effect for three years. 
The combination of the rate plus the surcharge 
results in a rate of $2,674 which reflects an 
increase of $0,254 per mcf and is expected to 
increase GreenLight's revenue by about 2.7%. 
About 3,255 residential and 523 commercial 
customers would be affected. An average 
residential monthly bill (4.5 mcf) would see an 
increase of $1.14 per month. An average com­
mercial monthly bill (31.3 mcf) would see an 
increase of $7.95 per month. This rate change 
requested by GreenLight, which is organized 
as a not-for-profit company constitutes a major 
increase as defined by Section 104.101 of the 
Texas Utilities Code.
