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Broncs beat Claude in OT

The Clarendon Broncos opened the 
1999 football season with a 26-20 overtime 
win over Claude Mustangs.

After a scoreless first quarter, Colt 
Floyd scored on a 29-yard run, followed by 
an extra point kick by Nathan Floyd, to put 
the Broncos up 7-0. The Broncos led 7-6 at 
the half.

In the third quarter, Colt Floyd con­
nected a 42-yard touchdown pass to Sam 
Holton. Nathan Floyd scored the extra point, 
and the Broncs led, 14-6.

The Broncos would score again in the 
fourth quarter with a 2-yard run by Dee Th­
ompson, but that would not put the relent­
less Mustangs away. The Mustangs returned 
an 89-yard kick off for a touchdown. Then 
the Mustangs capitalized on a Bronco turn­
over and scored again with 41 seconds left 
in the game. The game was tied 20-20.

The Mustangs went into overtime with 
momentum from the turn of events at the 
end of regulation. The Broncos won the toss 
and scored instantly off their second play 
with a 20 yard run by Thompson. The Bron­
cos regained their momentum and held off 
the Claude Mustangs to win, 26-20.

Head football coach Mark Howard was 
pleased with the Broncos’ performance.

“Our kids showed some character in 
overtime, because Claude definitely had the 
momentum on their side,” Howard said. 
“Our kids came through when they really 
needed to. Our defense stepped up and

stopped what Claude was doing earlier in 
the game with the lead option.

“I was really pleased with the character 
the guys showed.”

The biggest disappointment to the Bron­
cos and the coaching staff was the loss of 
junior Michael Kelley and senior Brandon 
Word. Kelley will be out for possibly two 
weeks with a sprained MCL. Word, who 
suffered a broken fibia bone, will probably 
be out for the remainder of the season.

“Some kids will have to step up. We 
still have a good football team, so we can’t 
let this hold us back," Howard said. “We 
knew we would face some adversity; we just 
hoped it wouldn't be this early in the sea­
son.”

The Broncos will host Shamrock this 
Friday at 7:30 p.m. Shamrock lost to High­
land Park last Friday night.

With their first win under their belt, the 
Broncos are looking forward to battling the 
Irish.

“We are looking to run the ball at them 
and throw the ball some too,” Howard said. 
“We are going to play hard, aggressive de­
fense like we have been. We’re not going 
to change and put in a bunch o f new stuff, 
but with what we have, we are going to fine 
tune and go out and play football.”

The JV Broncos will host Wellington 
this Thursday following the 7th and 8th 
grade games, which begin at 4:30 p.m. The 
JV won their game last week against White 
Deer with a final score o f 22-7.

ABILENE -  West Texas Utilities Company 

(WTU) has become a Charter partner in the US 
Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) new 
voluntary partnership aimed at reducing emis­
sions o f sulfur hexafluoride (SF6).

SF6 is a gas used by the electric power in­
dustry as an insulator in electrical transmission 
and distribution equipment, such as circuit break­
ers. The SF6 Emissions Reduction Partnership 
for Electric Power Systems is an EPA greenhouse 
gas reduction initiative.

“We have chosen to reduce SF6 emissions 
to further our goals o f good environmental stew­
ardship, improving the quality o f customer ser­
vice, and achieving economic savings,” said

David Teeter, WTU Director o f Transmission and 
Distribution Operations.

The EPA is pleased to join WTU in the new 
voluntary program.

“EPA applauds WTU as an industry leader 
for their efforts to reduce emissions of SF6. By 
joining with EPA in this new partnership, WTU 
is showing that protection o f our global environ­
ment and good business can go hand in hand” 
said Kathleen Hogan, Director o f EPA’s Atmo­
spheric Pollution Programs.

Electric power companies that join the part­
nership sign a Memorandum o f Understanding 
that details the roles of the partner and the EPA.

According to the memorandum, partners

agree to, where possible, estimate SF6 emissions 
starting sometime between 1990 and 1998; and 
take annual inventory emission of SF6 using an 
EPA protocol.

They also agree to establish strategy for re­
placing older pieces of equipment; implement 
SF6 recycling; ensure that only knowledgeable 
personnel handle SF6; and subm it annual 
progress reports.

The EPA will act as a clearinghouse for tech­
nical information on successful strategies to re­
duce SF6 emissions; provide partners with rec­
ognition for their achievements in reducing SF6 
emissions; and serve as a repository for data on 
emissions reduction achievements o f the partners.

Local sales tax rebates 
down for September

AUSTIN -  All three incorporated 
cities in Donley County saw their sales tax 
rebates drop when Texas Comptroller 
Carole Keeton Rylander delivered the 
payments for September last week.

Clarendon saw a decline o f 17.21 
percent from a year ago for a total o f 
$15,155.81 this month. Hedley’s rebate of 
$ 152.47 reflected a 23.97 percent drop, and 
Howardwick was down 9 55 percent to 
$1,107.08

Statewide the comptroller reported a 
net gain of about 6.8 percent in rebates to 
Texas cities over the same period last year 
Year-to-date sales tax payments are running 
6.2 percent ahead of last year

September sales tax rebates include 
local sales taxes collected in July and 
reported to the Comptroller in August.

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E ducation  isn ’t 
a nation al issu e

An ABC News ftashmgton Post poll this week had 
something important to say about education In the 
random poll of 1.526 American adults. 79 percent said 
“Improving Education- will be a very important issue 
w hen they cast their \ ote for president in 2000.

This is an important statement because it show s that 
a majority of Americans don't have a clue what the 
proper role of the Federal gov ernment should be. That 
majority would apparently include the man in the White 
House

Impeached president Billy Jeff Clinton has seized 
on the public's support o f this issue by running all over 
the country to find America's most dilapidated and 
sorriest schools to use as bully pulpits As a typical 
Democrat, he wants to spend your tax money

On August 7. Clinton unveiled grants for schools in 
the amount of SI 20 million. On August 28. he made S98 
million m grants available to schools, states, and existing 
programs This week, he’s touting S24.8 billion in tax 
credit bonds to use for school modernizations A S I00 
million here, a SI00 million there, and S25 billion over 
there pretty soon we're going to be talking about real 
money'

Before we get into a spending frenzy, the govern­
ment should have a reality check. Let's look and see 
w hat the United States Constitution has to say about the 
federal government's role in education. Hmm . Nope 
There's no mention of education or schools or classroom 
size or national exams.

There is. however, one interesting line which is 
listed as the tenth article of amendment: "The powers not 
delegated to the United States by the Constitution, nor 
prohibited by it to the States, are reserved to the States 
respectively, or to the people."

That seems pretty clear Since it’s not mentioned in 
the Constitution, education is a concern which must be 
dealt with by the several states and the people in those 
states It's not even a national issue really. The federal 
government is not empowered to get involved in 
educational funding or standards In fact, any federal 
involvement in these areas is unconstitutional.

Speaking at the microphone before Clinton. AFL- 
CIO President John Sweeney proclaimed Monday in 
Norfolk. Virginia. "Our schools are crumbling, and it is 
a national disgrace."

No. sir If schools in Virginia are crumbling, it is a 
disgrace to Virginians

Texas can take care of its own schools. If they need 
some repairs, we ll find a way to do it ourselves.

The last thing we need is more federal involvement 
in our local school systems

It is sad that 79 percent of Americans apparently 
don't understand that It’s even more pathetic that our 
own government doesn't understand it either.

No guns? Who cares?
After all the hoopla of the Littleton school violence 

had about subsided, another incident enlivened the same 
debates stemming from Columbine Buford Furrow 
opened fire on a Jewish community center in California 
on August 10. spurring more calls for gun control.

Furrow's actions were horrific, as were those in 
Colorado But would the country have heard as much 
about those incidents if guns had not been used9 Boston 
Globe columnist Jeff Jacoby has answered that question, 
according to Advocates For Self-Government.

On May 3. Steven Abrams drove past the 
Southcoast Early Childhood Learning Center in Costa 
Mesa. Calif, where 40 small children were frolicking 
noisily in the playground,” Jacoby wrote on August 23. 
'Deciding, as [Abrams] later told police, ‘to execute 

those children.' he pulled a U-turn, headed back toward 
the play ground, and floored the accelerator. The car -  a 
1967 Cadillac sedan - tore through the chain-link fence, 
sent the jungle gym fly ing, and plowed into the crowd of 
children It stopped only when it ran into a tree ”

Abrams killed two children Four others and a 
teacher were injured Furrow , by comparison, didn’t kill 
anybody But since Abrams didn't use a gun. he didn’t 
get as much coverage from the national media

On May 5. many papers around the country ran an 
Associated Press story on the Costa Mesa massacre 
Perhaps half a dozen ran a follow-up. also from the AP, 
on May 9 And that was it,” wrote Jacoby

There are no major pushes to limit automobile 
ownership to reduce violence Sarah Brady is not 
pushing for a waiting periods or background checks for 
car buyers And presidential candidates do not want to 
raise the legal driving age to 21.

Why then is there the double standard for crimes 
committed with guns9 If some homicidal maniac tries to 
kill a bunch of people especially children, then the 
focus should be on the crime and not what tool was used 
to commit the crime It shouldn't matter whether the 
man used a gun or a chainsaw or a Cadillac sedan. It 
shouldn't matter whether he had hate in his heart or love 
or jealousy It should only matter that he did it, and he 
ought to be subject to the toughest penalty of the law

As Jacoby said. "Perhaps the nation's editors and 
producers have a sound journalistic reason for paying so 
much attention to Buford Furrow when they had paid so 
little to Steven Abrams But none comes to mind.”

This is exactly what is going to 
happen if the ACLU wins the issue 
regarding prayer at high school football 
games

Why is being a Christian such a bad 
thing9 Obviously, the ACLU believes 
Christian behavior such as praying before 
a ball game or praying in school should be 
illegal.

With the state of our schools and the 
eroding family structure, a little prayer 
could only help. Prayer in school will 
never be completely banned. As long as 
kids take tests, prayers will be said, and 
everytime there is an injured player on the 
field, prayers will be said by fans, coaches, 
and fellow athletes.

It is a shame that the ACLU is 
dictating to us when and where we can be 
Christians

Our forefathers would be sickened in

knowing that an organization, which was 
created to protect people's rights, is 
attempting to ban prayer.

The United States was founded on 
Christian principles. Our currency states 
“In God We Trust,” and still today, a 
chaplain opens every session of Congress 
with a prayer.

We teach our children, just as our 
parents taught us, to bow their heads at 
mealtime and kneel beside their beds for 
nighttime prayers.

There are enough 
things going wrong in this country, and 
banning prayer at ballgames should not be 
added to the list

Being a Christian is not easy, nor has 
it ever been. Being a Christian is more 
than going to church on Sunday. Parents, 
community leaders, and local politicians 
should take a stand and publicly state that 
prayer is welcome in their schools and 
community. Be a role model for the 
children before the ACLU tries to become 
one for them.

Tax r e lie f package w ill benefit w om en
One o f the most interesting and 

positive aspects o f the taxpayer refund 
proposal that Congress just passed is the 
way it responds to the needs of women in 
particular. Whether they’re married, 
single, homemakers, employees, or 
employers, women are big winners under 
this plan.

Lowering taxes, as Congress proposes 
to do in order to refund a small portion of 
the SI trillion taxpayer overpayment, 
means female (as well as male) taxpayers 
will be able to hang on to more of the 
money they earn, rather than send it to 
Washington where someone else can 
decide how to spend it.

Opponents of the congressional plan 
to lower taxes cite Medicare and Social 
Security and their impact on women 
because women live longer. But Congress’ 
plan allocates more than S2 trillion to the 
long-term solvency of Medicare and 
Social Security. The non-partisan Con­
gressional Budget Office estimates that the 
congressional plan will cut federal debt in 
half in ten years.

The highest priority of Congress’ plan 
is marriage tax penalty relief, which is 
approached in several ways. For instance, 
right now the standard deduction is $4,300 
for an individual. If two taxpayers happen 
to marry, their standard deduction is not 
the S8.600 one might expect ($4,300 
twice). Instead, it is $7,200. Congress’ 
plan phases out that unfairness for those 
who choose the standard deduction rather 
than itemizing.

It would also double the income levels

capitol
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for the lowest tax bracket. Two unmarried 
people earning $25,000 each are taxed at a 
marginal rate of 15 percent, but when they 
marry, the government taxes their com­
bined income at a rate of 28 percent. We 
want to end feat by expanding the size of 
fee 15 percent tax bracket This would 
prevent a working wife’s income from 
being taxed at the higher marginal rate.

The plan includes another great 
innovation, one that helps women make 
extra contributions to their pensions and 
other retirement savings programs.
Women who do not work outside fee 
home have been at a disadvantage when it 
comes to pension savings programs such 
as IRAs and 401(k)s. we began addressing 
this problem three years ago when my 
Homemaker IRA plan became law. This 
allows stay-at-home spouses to set aside 
the full $2,000 for retirement, just as their 
working spouses can, rather than fee $250 
allowed them before.

Women who work outside the home 
go off fee savings track when they leave 
the workplace to raise children. One result 
can be feat women end up wife smaller 
pensions when they retire. We want to 
recognize this disparity by permitting 
“catch-up” payments for those who return

to the workforce. Congress’ plan allows 
women who return to work after raising 
their children to contribute as much as 50 
percent more per year to their pension 
plans.

Women remain the primary care 
givers for elderly family members. 
Congress’ plan will help them bear the 
costs of home-based care more easily if a 
loved one faces long-term illness. Con­
gress’ proposal also allows an additional 
personal exemption for those caretakers of 
elderly family members, and it permits 
people to deduct the cost of long-term care 
insurance.

Finally, Congress’ tax relief plan 
would help women by recognizing feat 
they constitute the fastest growing 
segment of business owners in America. 
The plan would allow fee self-employed to 
deduct the cost of their health insurance, 
making it possible for a greater number of 
people to get health care coverage, and it 
would phase out the death tax so female 
(as well as male) business owners can pass 
their success on to their children.

Congress and the White House agree 
that two out of three dollars in the ex­
pected surplus over the next 10 years will 
be dedicated to saving Social Security.
The debate is over the remaining dollar. 
Congress wants to give a quarter of it back 
to those who worked so hard to send it to 
Washington and use the rest for even more 
debt reduction and Medicare stability. The 
plan is balanced, and it’s fair. And the big 
winners will be women.

Why not check it out?

It’s amazing what people connect to the Internet

Throughout my career, people 
have told me that “computers will be 
used for everything!” After attend­
ing some of the high tech trade shows 
and conventions, I find myself believ­
ing them. The Internet, however, has 
always seemed pretty straightforward. 
After all, there’s only so much you can 
do online, right?

Well, get ready folks. Some in­
ventive individuals are coming up 
with a slew of imaginative ideas for 
cyberspace.

First, let’s start with the Coke ma­
chines. Yps, you heard right: Coke 
Machines. Back in 1984, two students 
at Carnegie Mellon University, John 
Zsarnay and Lawrence Butcher, 
hooked a Coke machine up to the col­
lege network. The computer would 
monitor the little “empty lights" on the 
machine. At any time, the students 
could check the status of those lights 
from their computers by typing the 
“Coke" command. Eventually, the 
college network connected to the 
Internet and now anyone can check the 
status o f the machine at http:// 
www.cs.cmu.edu/~coke/.

When people asked them why 
they did it, the two inventors simply 
shrugged their shoulders and said, 
“We got tired of making the long trip 
to the machine only to find it out of 
our favorite beverage."

After the success of the Internet 
Coke machine started making the 
rounds, other students started connect­
ing other devices, the most popular 
being coffee machines. (Funny how 
all of these inventions revolve around 
caffeine.) While trivial in their use, 
these initial experiments in connect­
ing items to the Net led to bigger and 
better things.

Take for instance the Telegarden 
(http://telegarden.aec.at/). Started 
back in 1995 by the University of 
Southern California, this project al­
lowed people on the Internet to plant, 
cultivate, and harvest small crops in a 
small garden plot via an industrial ro­
bot arm. The circular garden allowed 
thousands of people to plant whatever 
they wanted and monitor the results 
of their care. Recently, the whole gar­
den was transferred to Austria where 
it is on display at the “Ars Electronics 
Center.”

Maybe you would like to leave 
some electronic graffiti, though. Two 
sites allow you to put your message 
up in lights, literally. The “Lights on 
the Net” project http://www.flab.mag. 
keio.ac.jp/light/) takes you to the Gifu 
Softopia Center in Japan. A large 
matrix of 49 light bulbs adorns one of 
the halls and can be controlled by any­
one on the Net. By clicking on a light 
bulb, you can turn it off and on, mak­
ing your own patterns. Another site.

the Geocast Engineering Sign (http:// 
www.weissman.org/sign/) allows you 
to send short messages to a large room 
of Netscape Engineers. Your message 
is displayed briefly on a large “bus” 
sign in the middle o f the room. If you 
hit your “reload" button enough, you 
can see it as it is displayed to all of the 
employees.

One of the more “useful” sites 
you’ll find is the Micro Observatory 
at Harvard (http://mo-www.harvard. 
edu/Micro-Observatory/)- Students, 
by invitation only, can control the 
movements of five automated tele­
scopes from their computers, viewing 
the results on any Internet-connected 
computer. Classes halfway around the 
world have used the service to teach 
Astronomy. Of course, taking your 
daytime class halfway around the 
world allows you to view live night­
time images from the telescopes.

If  art is your bag, check out 
PumaPaint (http://yugo.mme.wilkes. 
edu/~villanov/). Dr. Man Stein, of 
Wilkes University (Pennsylvania), had 
a very large industrial robot just sit­
ting around, so he programmed it to 
handle paintbrushes. Using a great 
web interface, anyone can paint a real 
canvas with four colors of paint and 
varied brush pressures and move­
ments. If you provide your postal ad­
dress, he’ll even send you your art­
work via snail mail. All he asks is that

you not use swear words or write 
simple messages, like “Hello." Be 
creative!

One o f the more fun sites is 
“Khep on the Web" (http://KhepOn- 
TheWeb.epfl.ch/). Located in Laus­
anne, Switzerland, this system allows 
you to drive a little robot mouse 
through a maze.

The interface is one o f the best 
I’ve seen and truly shows the power 
of the Web for machine control. The 
English, however, is a little broken, 
but not unreadable. The site even 
shows you how to construct your own 
robot mouse for your own personal 
maze navigation adventures.

Finally, in case you haven’t had 
enough yet, check out the Net’s own 
Magic Eight Ball (h ttp ://8ball. 
federated.com/). Remember those 
things from your childhood years. You 
would ask a question, shake the ball 
and read the answer on the bottom. 
Jim Studt took an actual Magic Eight 
Ball, set it inside a Lego Mindstorm 
“shaking cradle,” and then set his 
computer to control and monitor it.

By going to the web site, you can 
ask your question, then watch as the 
ball is shaken and see your response! 
When I asked if I would ever win the 
lottery, it responded, “Hazy, try 
again.”

Hmmmmm....
See you in Cyberspace!

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Speed limits change on 
most Texas highways

CHILDRESS -  The Tex** De­
partment of Transportation (TxDOT) 
began removing the 60 mph day/55 
mph night truck speed limit signs on 
all interstate, US, and state highways 
on September 1, 1999.

This is a result of House Bill 676 
passed by the Texas Legislature 76th 
Session. The new lay applies to both 
rural and urban areas and states that 
large truck (including 18 wheelers) 
will have the same speed limit as cars 
on interstate, US, and state highways.

This new law does not impact 
Farm-to-Market (FM) and Ranch-to- 
Market (RM) roads. The maximum 
truck speed limit on these roads will 
remain at 60 niph during the day and 
55 mph at night. There are approxi­
mately 41,000 miles of FM and RM

in Texas. The maximum speed limit 
for cars on these roadways will remain 
at 70 mph day and 65 mph night.

Having all vehicles traveling at a 
uniform speed is considered safer than 
having vehicles traveling at a variety 
of speeds on the same roadway. The 
uniform speeds reduce the chance of 
conflict between vehicles.

Motorists are reminded that they 
should always drive at a speed that is 
safe and appropriate for the condi­
tions. Speeds should be reduced dur­
ing bad weather and during other poor 
driving conditions.

Crashes can be prevented if mo­
torists practice safe driving habits. 
They should obey the speed limit, use 
safety belts properly, pay attention to 
traffic, and never drink and drive.

PROPOSITION n o : I ’
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 44 - HJR 44 proposes •  constitutional 
amendment that would ensure a clear suc­
cession in event of vacancies in the offices 
of Governor and Lieutenant Governor. Spe­
cifically, the amendment would provide that 
if after qualifying for the office, the Gover­
nor is temporarily unable to serve, the Lieu­
tenant Governor shall act as Governor until 
the Governor is able to serve; but ifthc Gov­
ernor is permanently unable to serve, the 
Lieutenant Governor shall become the Gov­
ernor for the remainder of the unexpired term. 
The amendment would require a Lieutenant 
Governor who becomes Governor to forfeit 
the office of Lieutenant Governor. The 
amendment would also provide similar suc­
cession procedures when a vacancy occurs 
in the office of Governor before the newly 
elected Governor qualifies for office, and 
when the newly elected Governor is tempo­
rarily unable to take office. The amendment 
also would provide that if there is a tempo­
rary vacancy in the office of Lieutenant Gov­
ernor, the President pro tempore of the Sen­
ate will fill the position; but if there is a per­
manent vacancy in the office of Lieutenant 
Governor, the President pro tempore of the 
Senate shall serve as Lieutenant Governor 
only until such time as the whole senate can 
convene to elect one of its members to per­
form the duties of Lieutenant Governor. Fi­
nally, the amendment would provide that if 
the Lieutenant Governor, while temporarily 
exercising the powers of the Governor, be­
comes temporarily disabled or unable to 
serve, the President pro tempore of the sen­
ate shall exercise the powers and authority 
of the office of the Governor until such time 
as the Governor or Lieutenant Governor re­
assumes those powers and duties.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment to revise the provisions for the filling 
of a vacancy in the office of governor or lieu­
tenant governor.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 12 - SJR 12 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would resolve conflicts be­
tween the Texas Constitution and federal law 
relating to the definition, rules, and proce­
dures of reverse mortgages. The amendment 
would define “reverse mortgage” in pan as 
an extension of credit made against the home­
stead of a person who is 62 years or older, or 
whose spouse is 62 yean or older. It would 
expand the list of circumstances under which 
payment of principal and interest become due 
and the procedures involved in foreclosure, 
and would require certain advances to be 
made according to specific terms in loan 
documents, including advances by the lender, 
on behalf of the borrower for payments nec­
essary to protect the lender's interest. Finally, 
the amendment would require the Texas Su­
preme Court to promulgate rules of civil pro­
cedure expediting court-ordered foreclosures 
of reverse mortgage liens.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment relating to the making of advances un­
der a reverse mortgage and payment of a re­
verse mortgage.”

amendment that would simplify and clarify 
the language of the Texas Constitution. The 
amendment would make no substantive 
changes, but would eliminate duplicative, 
expired, out-of-date, and ineffective terms.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment to eliminate duplicative, executed, ob­
solete, archaic, and ineffective provisions of 
the Texas Constitution ”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 4 - HJR 4 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would broaden the defini­
tion of charitable organizations. The amend­
ment would exempt from ad valorem taxa­
tion the property of any organization engaged 
primarily in public charitable functions, and 
it would allow such an organization to con­
duct additional activities to support its chari­
table functions.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment to authorize the legislature to exempt 
property owned by institutions engaged pri­
marily in public charitable functions from ad 
valorem taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 26 - SJR 26 proposes an amendment that 
would remove the restriction prohibiting state 
employees who receive all or part o f their 
compensation from the state from serving as 
members of a governing body of a school 
district, city, town, or other local governmen­
tal district unless the state employee receives 
no salary for such service. The amendment 
would allow state employees to receive com­
pensation from the governing bodies of 
which they are members.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment allowing state employees to receive 
compensation for serving as a member of a 
governing body of a school district, citjr, 
town, or other local governmental district.

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 22 - SJR 22 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would increase the maxi­
mum size of an urban homestead, which is a 
homestead in a city, town, or village, from 
one acre to ten acres and require the urban 
homestead to be composed of either ■ single 
lot or several lots that are adjacent to one an­
other. The amendment also would provide 
that the urban homestead must be used as a 
home or as both a home and place of busi­
ness, whereas current law does not requite
that mi urban homestead that is used as a place
of business be used also as a home.

Current law further allows a person to se­
cure a home equity loan on their homestead, 
provided that the loan does not overburden 
the homestead. That is, the principal amount 
of the home equity loan, when added to the 
total of the outstanding principal balances of 
all other indebtedness secured against the 
homestead, does not exceed 80 percent of the 
fair market value of the homestead on the 
date the extension of credit is made. The

proposed amendment would clarify current 
law by specifically allowing home equity 
loans on all or part of urban homesteads of 
up to ten acres and subject such loans to the 
tame requirement that the refinanced or new 
loan not overburden the homestead.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot a* follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment increasing the maximum size of an ur­
ban homestead to 10 acres, prescribing per-

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 16 - HJR 16 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would provide that if an em­
ployee is delinquent in paying court-ordered 
spousal maintenance, a portion of that 
employee's wages may be withheld to pay 
the spousal maintenance. Current law allows 
such withholding, or garnishment, only for 
payment of delinquent court-ordered child 
support.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing garnishment of wages for 
the enforcement of court-ordered spousal 
maintenance.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 95 • HJR 95 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would provide that the ad­
jutant general, who is appointed by the Gov­
ernor and who serves as the governing of­
ficer of the state military forces, serves as 
long as the Governor wishes the appointed 
person to serve in that capacity rather than 
serving a specific two-year term set by the 
legislature.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot aa follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment to provide that the adjutant general 
serves at the pleasure of the governor”

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 10 • SJR 10 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would authorize the legisla­
ture to create a judicial compensation com­
mittee to make recommendations for salaries 
for the justices and judges of the Supreme 
Court, the Court of Criminal Appeals, the 
Courts of Appeals, and the District Courts. 
The amendment would mandate that the rec­
ommendations become law if neither the 
Senate nor the House of Representatives re­
jects them by majority vote.

The propoaed amendment will appear on the 
ballot aa follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing the legislature to create a 
judicial compensation commission ”

PROPOSITION NO. 10 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 74 - HJR 74 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would provide that the com­
missioner of health and human services, who 
is appointed by the Governor, serves as long 
as the Governor wishes the appointed per­
son to serve in that capacity rather than serv­
ing a specific two-year term set by the legis­
lature

The propoaed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment to provide that the commissioner of 
health and human services serves at the plea­
sure of the governor ”

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 69 • HJR 69 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would authorize a county, 
city, town, or other political subdivision to

spend public funds or extend credit to pur­
chase nonassessable property or casualty in­
surance from a mutual insurance company 
authorized to do business in Texas. Under 
current law, a political subdivision is gener­
ally prohibited from spending public funds 
or extending credit to become a stockholder 
in a corporation but is permitted to purchase 
nonassessable life, health or accident insur­
ance policies from a mutual insurance com­
pany authorized to do business in Texas. This 
amendment would authorize a political sub­
division to atsb obtain non-assessable prop­
erty and casualty insurance from such a com- 
pany.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot aa follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment permitting a political subdivision to pur­
chase nonassessable property and casualty in- 
surance from an authorized mutual insurance 
company in the same manner that the politi­
cal subdivision purchases life, health, and ac­
cident insurance.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 21 - SJR 21 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would exempt from ad va­
lorem taxation a leased motor vehicle that is 
not used by the lessee primarily to produce 
income. The amendment would provide that 
the legislature also may limit the ability of a 
political subdivision to subject such a vehicle 
to taxation.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment to authorize the legislature to exempt 
from ad valorem taxation leased motor ve­
hicles not held by the lessee primarily to pro­
duce income."

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 16 - SJR 16 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would authorize the legisla­
ture to allow the Texas Higher Education Co­
ordinating Board to issue and sell general ob­
ligation bonds in an amount not to exceed 
5400 million in order to finance educational 
loan* to students. The amendment also would 
authorize the Legislature to limit the amount 
of interest the bonds can bear and establish 
procedures for the investment of the bond 
proceeds. The proposed amendment would 
specify the method of repaying the bonds.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment providing for the issuance of $400 mil­
lion in general obligation bonds to finance 
educational loans to students.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 29 - HJR 29 proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would authorize the Leg­
islature to require the board of regents of the 
state university and boards of trustees or 
managers of the educational, charitable, and 
penal institutions of the state, whose mem­
bers serve six year terms, to be composed of 
an odd number of three or more board mem­
bers (for example. 5.7, or 9 members). The 
proposed amendment would allow approxi­
mately one-third of members of boards 
whose membership is not evenly divisible by 
three to be elected or appointed every two 
yean. The amendment also would allow the 
Legislature to set the composition of consti­
tutionally required boards, whose members 
serve for a term of six yean, to a number 
divisible by three so that exactly one-third 
of the board memben may be elected or ap­
pointed every two years

The proposed amendment will appear on the

j the legislature to provide 
that a state board, commission, or other 
agency shall be governed by a board com­
posed of an odd number of three or more

members”

PROPOSITION NO. IS 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 36 - HJR 36 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow spouses, by an 
agreement in writing, to convert all or part 
of their separate property into community 
property. Separate property is primarily the 
property owned or claimed by the spouse 
before marriage and the property acquired by 
the spouse during the marriage by gift or in­
heritance. Community property consists of 
the property, other than separate property, 
acquired by either spouse during marriage.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment permitting spouses to agree to convert 
separate property to community property.”

PROPOSITION NO. 16 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 71 - HJR 71 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow a county with 
a population of 50,000 or more, rather than
30.000 or more, to be divided into four to 
eight justice of die peace and constable pre­
cincts. The amendment also would allow a 
county with a population between 18,000 and
50.000 to have two to eight justice of the 
peace and constable precincts, rather than the 
current maximum of five precincts. Further­
more, the amendment would limit Randall 
County to not less than two and not more than 
six precincts. Finally, the amendment would 
set a minimum of four precincts for any 
county that as of November 2, 1999, is di­
vided into four or more precincts.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend­
ment to provide that certain counties shall 
be divided into a specific number of pre­
cincts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 17 
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 58 • HJR 58 proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would require the board 
of regents of the University o f Texas System 
to manage investments of the permanent uni- 
versity fund (PUF) according to the standards 
of a prudent investor. Generally, earnings 
from the PUF are distributed to the available 
university fond (AUF) and then ultimately 
distributed to the public university systems 
of Texas. Under tte  amendment, the amount 
distributed to the AUF would consist of dis­
tributions. as determined by the University 
of Texas System board of regents, from the 
total return on all investment assets of the 
PUF. instead of consisting only of the divi­
dends. interest, and other income of the PUF 
minus administrative expenses. The amend­
ment also would provide guidelines for mini­
mum and maximum amounts to be distrib­
uted to the AUF. and require that the board 
of regents manage distributions to the AUF 
in a manner that will provide the AUF with a 
stable and predictable stream of annual dis­
tributions and maintain the purchasing power 
of the PUF investments and annual distribu­
tions to the AUF.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment relating to the investment of the per­
manent university fund and the distribution 
from the permanent university fund to the 
available university fond '
