Bairfield Foundation 
gives $5k to DCSC

The Donley County Senior 
Citizens Association has received 
a grant of $5,000 from the Charles 
E. and Thelma A. Bairfield 
Memorial Foundation to be used 
for their computer system and 
general operating expenses.

Trustees for the founda­
tion reviewed all previous grant 
awards, and a number of worthy 
causes were discussed before 
granting the funds to the Senior 
Citizens.

The board was impressed by 
the fact that in 2007 the Senior 
Citizens served 9.335 meals in- 
house plus another 6,843 meals 
to seniors in their homes. Those 
numbers are expected to increase 
in 2008. but that can only happen 
with some financial aid. which 
the Bairfield Foundation chose to 
contribute.

Joe Lovell, presiding trustee, 
advised that with this grant, the 
Bairfield Foundation has now 
given $108,156 for just and 
deserving causes since 1993.

Voters to cast primary ballots Tuesday
Democrats and Republicans 

will head to the polls Tuesday 
to select their candidates for the 
November general election.

Voters can cast ballots in either 
the Democratic or the Republican 
primary but not both. Citizens who 
do cast ballots will also be entitled 
to attend the county convention or 
precinct caucus of the party they 
voted with.

Several local candidates are 
on the ballots, but only one race is 
contested on the party level. Donley 
County Pet. 3&4 Constable Tony 
Sellers is being challenged by Ralph 
Graves on the Democratic ticket.

Other candidates on the Demo­
cratic ballot are Pet. 1 Commissioner 
Ernest Johnston, Sheriff Butch 
Blackburn. Pet. 1&2 Justice of the

Peace Connie Havens. Pet. 3 com­
missioner candidate Henry Stephens, 
and district attorney candidate Luke 
Inman of Wellington.

Candidates on the Republican 
ballot include Pet. 3 Commissioner 
Andy Wheatley, Pet. 1 commis­
sioner candidate Mark White, tax 
assessor/collector candidate Linda 
Crump, and district judge candidate 
Stuart Messer.

On the Democratic side, County 
Chair Jean Taylor says two thirds of 
the state’s delegates to the national 
convention will be selected based on 
the popular vote. One third will be 
selected by caucus votes.

Democratic voters will gather in 
precinct caucuses at 7:15 p.m. next 
Tuesday to choose delegates to the 
county convention. Those delegates

will be chosen based on presidential 
preference. To attend the caucus, a 
voter must have voted in the Demo­
cratic primary and have their voter’s 
registration card stamped "Demo­
cratic" or have a card given to them 
by the election judge.

Democratic primary caucus 
locations are listed further down in 
this article. Delegates chosen at next 
Tuesday’s caucuses will meet in a 
Democratic County Convention at 
the Courthouse on March 29 at 10 
a.m. to select delegates to the June 6- 
7, 2008, state convention in Austin. 
These delegates will also be chosen 
by presidential preference.

Donley County Democrats will 
send two delegates to Austin, one 
chosen at the caucus and the other 
the local party chair. At the state

convention, presidential candidate 
delegates will be chosen, and three 
delegates will be selected from the 
28“’ Senatorial District to go on to 
the national convention.

On the Republican side, voters 
who cast ballots in that party’s pri­
mary will hold a convention next 
Tuesday night in the Commissioners' 
Courtroom of the Donley County 
Courthouse at 7:30 to choose two 
delegates to the state GOP conven­
tion. which will be held in Houston 
June 12-14.

Early balloting for the prima­
ries continues at the Donley County 
Courthouse Annex through Friday. 
February 29. Votes in next Tuesday’s 
primaries can be cast from 7 a.m. to 
7 p.m.

Democratic polling and caucus

locations are as follows; Boxes 101 
& 102 - Howard wick City Hall; Box 
201 - Donley County Courthouse: 
Box 301 & 303 - Hedley Lions Den; 
and Box 401 - Burton Memorial 
Library (voting) and Donley County 
District Courtroom (caucusing).

Republican polling locations 
are: Box 101 - Clarendon College 
Bairfield Activity Center; Box 201 
-  Howardwick First Baptist Church; 
Box 301 -  Church of Christ Family

McCoy 
resigns 
as judge
Settlement ends 
Investigation

District Judge David McCoy 
will step down and forfeit his law 
license following a settlement agree­
ment reached with the state last 
Thursday.

McCoy was facing a second 
degree felony of Theft by a Public 
Servant and a third degree felony of 
Abuse of Official Capacity and had 
been indicted last November.

The indictments charged that 
McCoy unlawfully appropriated 
money with the intent to deprive 
the lOOrh Judicial District Probation 
Office. The indictments also charged 
that he did "intentionally and know­
ingly misuse government personnel,” 
namely county employees and items 
belonging to the government.

Under the terms of the agree­
ment signed by McCoy and District 
Attorney Pro-tern Harry White, the 
judge resigned his office effective 
March 15, gave up his law license 
and can never have it reinstated, 
agreed to never run or serve in any 
public office, and will pay $20,000 
in restitution for the benefit of the 
100*h Judicial District Juvenile Pro­
bation Office.

In return, the state agreed to not 
prosecute McCoy for any case cur­
rently under investigation, and the 
two indictments against the judge 
will be dismissed.

The settlement was approved 
by Judge George Gallagher.

In a letter to Gov. Rick Perry on 
file with the settlement agreement. 
McCoy said he was "retiring" from 
his position.

“1 wish to express my apprecia­
tion to the people of my district and 
of the State of Texas for giving me 
the privilege of serving them as dis­
trict judge and before that as district 
attorney," McCoy wrote in the letter.

McCoy has served as district 
judge since 1993.

Gov. Perry urges Texans to prepare for severe w eath er
AUSTIN - Gov. Rick Perry 

this week urged Texans to prepare 
for severe storms which historically 
impact our state in the spring by des­
ignating February 24-March 1, 2008 
as Severe Weather Awareness Week.

"Severe Weather Awareness 
Week reminds Texans that danger­
ous climate conditions can develop 
quickly, so it’s vital that we plan 
ahead for such threatening situa­

tions,” Perry said. "By building a 
culture of preparedness, we can take 
steps to reduce risk, ensure safety 
and ultimately save lives."

During Severe Weather Aware­
ness Week Texans are advised to 
assemble a “readiness kit" of impor­
tant emergency supplies including a 
first aid kit, bottled water and non- 
perishable food; and are encouraged 
to keep a battery-operated radio or

television set to receive important 
information during storms, designate 
a place to go in case of evacuation, 
and develop an emergency plan for 
communicating with relatives and 
friends.

While (Jangerous storms can 
strike at any time of year. March, 
April and May bring the greatest 
potential for violent weather events 
in Texas, including damaging thun­

derstorms. hail storms, straight-line 
winds, tornadoes and flooding. 
According to the National Weather 
Service, Texas leads the nation 
with an average of 139 tornado 
strikes per year and often suffers 
the highest resulting death toll of 
any other state. Additionally, Texas 
endures the second-highest level of 
lightning fatalities and often leads 
in the number of flash flood deaths

per year. A majority of these victims 
suffer due to failure to take proper 
precautions in such emergencies.

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McCain needs 
to consider 
Watts as VP

If conventional wisdom holds true and John 
McCain ends up the last man standing in this year's 
Republican primary, he’s going to have his work cut 
out for him in the general election.

It’s no secret that many conservatives — not just 
Rush Limbaugh. Sean Hanmty, Laura Ingraham and 
Ann Coulter — have major problems with McCain's 
positions on a wide range of issues, as well as with 
many of the less than conservative, if not downright 
liberal, pieces of legislation he’s attached his name 
to. One man’s, "maverick” is another man’s “mealy- 
mouthed moderate. ”

However, if McCain does get the nod, conserva­
tives are not left without choices. They can either 
“dance with the one what brung ’em’’ and vote for 
McCain, sit this one out and hope a more appealing 
suitor comes calling in 2012, or try to send a message 
by strapping-up as a "suicide-voter” and pulling the 
lever for either Hillary or Obama (ala Ann Coulter). 
That’s a personal decision each conservative will have 
to make.

Still. McCain can do a lot, in my estimation, to 
influence that decision. If he hopes to have any chance 
at all, I submit he should get about the business of 
mending fences, posthaste. He needs to offer conser­
vatives some real assurances that he’ll adopt a Reaga- 
nesque approach to governance on the key issues. He 
might win over a few conservatives if. at a minimum, 
he pledged to honor the Republican Party Platform.

Maybe it’s that "maverick” mentality, but, as 
of yet, McCain hasn’t seemed to extend much of an 
olive branch to conservatives; and when he has, it’s to 
whack ’em upside the head.

Historically, it hasn’t really mattered who a presi­
dential candidate picks as a running mate. But this 
time around. 1 don't see how it can’t. If McCain goes 
with anyone other than a bona fide, dyed-in-the-wool 
fiscal and social conservative (both foreign and domes­
tic), I suspect he’s toast. He’ll likely join A1 Gore in 
the "media darling maverick" hall of fame.

Democrats are coming out 2-to-1 over Repub­
licans in the primaries this year, and GOP dysphoria 
hangs in the air like whatever that smell is in Newark. 
New Jersey.

Speculation has already begun as to whom 
McCain might tap for his veep if he gets the nomina­
tion. I’ve heard some good names and some bad ones. 
There are many quality conservatives for McCain to 
choose from, but a name I haven’t heard mentioned is 
former Oklahoma congressman J.C. Watts.

Now. it’s quite possible the good congressman 
won’t appreciate my throwing his name out there at 
all. but it seems to me that, barring some major skel­
etons in his closet, J.C. Watts could bring a lot to the 
table.

He's a rock-solid social and fiscal conservative 
and is pals with Sean Hannity and Rush Limbaugh.
If he were on the ticket, it might placate conservative 
heavy hitters just enough to call off the dogs.

He’s a former minister and is 100 percent pro­
life. pro-family and pro-traditional marriage. This is a 
must for evangelical voters, who make up the prepon­
derance of the GOP base.

Congressman Watts is young, vibrant, articulate 
and from the South (well, Southish). He’s a former 
Oklahoma Sooners football star and, I believe, would 
appeal to conservatives both young and old.

Oh yeah, and J.C. Watts is African-American.
This might attract minorities whose values — espe­
cially on social issues — are more closely aligned with 
those of Watts than Clinton or Obama.

So, again. I’m not suggesting that J.C. Watts is 
the only potential running mate for McCain who might 
convince conservatives to poke his chad, or, for that 
matter, that any VP choice can.

But. since it's the season for speculating about 
possible vice presidential candidates. 1 thought I'd go 
ahead and speculate.

New  poem  leads to g rea t success
There can be no greater feeling 

than to realize that someone gets you. 
There is a satisfaction in knowing that 
you have communicated so well that 
the abstract thing that was bom in your 
brain has found its way to the concrete 
and made itself a part of someone else’s 
brain.

You see, I have had a particularly 
satisfying academic week.

After that terrible episode with 
my dual personality, I thought I had 
completely lost it. But my thesis advisor 
e-mailed me the next Monday to let me 
know she really liked what I was doing. 
She could tell I was really working hard.

I did not dare to correct her.
This morning, my creative writ­

ing professor brought me a poem that I 
had written for class. It was about my 
sister and my brand new nephew, and in 
the process of writing it. the poem had 
become very precious to me.

It was inspired by another poem 
by contemporary poet April Lindner.
In it. she talks about the experience of 
pregnancy and feeling her baby moving 
inside of her. She cannot comprehend 
how this child was conceived out of the 
parents’ “hunger of skin for skin.”

A racy poem, no doubt.
I had wanted to write a poem for

my nephew 
for months. I 
wanted it to 
be happy, but 
I could not get 
over my guilt 
for missing the 
birth. He spent
his first few lessons
days in ICU by carrie tip fen
because of a
lung problem, and I could not get the 
image of my sister crying over his incu­
bator out of my head

I could not reconcile the happiness 
I felt when I saw him with the sadness of 
his first few days.

But the hunger of skin for skin 
seemed to sum up what 1 was feeling.
I wanted to touch that baby so badly.
I wanted to welcome him to the world 
with kisses and hugs and zerberts on his 
belly.

1 imagined how my sister felt that 
hunger exponentially. For nine months, 
no one could touch that baby but her.
She knew him so intimately, and after 
holding him for only moments in the 
flesh, he was gone.

A nurse was taking care of his 
needs; feeding him, bathing him. chang­
ing him. She was petting his black hair

and tweaking his nose and tickling his
feet, and my sister was not allowed to 
touch him.

She was so hungry to get her hands 
on that baby, she sneaked her hands 
under the plastic just to feel his skin.

In sorting out my own feelings and 
trying to place myself in my sister's 
position, I made a discovery about 
human nature, a purer, more elemental 
hunger than 1 had ever experienced on 
my own.

I felt like I had stumbled across 
something very profound and acciden­
tally created something beautiful.

I expected this poem to come back 
like every other. The professor always 
writes questions in the margins: “I don’t 
understand this image," or “what are 
you trying to say with this metaphor,” or 
“this feels very confused.”

But on this poem he wrote “Carrie, 
definitely a publishable poem," and 
“wonderful imagery throughout.” and 
"Wow!”

I accepted it with grace and humil­
ity, but as soon as I turned the comer, 1 
did a little dance.

I understood someone else’s brain 
like never before, and someone else 
understood mine. I have had no greater 
success.
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Health care: big picture, better access
The American health care system 

provides the best quality health care in 
the world to a majority of our citizens; 
however, there is a growing disparity in 
access to health care because of soaring 
medical costs and rising insurance pre­
miums. This is particularly true in Texas.

Skyrocketing insurance premiums 
are increasingly becoming an obstacle 
to quality medical care. Between 2000 
and 2006, the median rise in income of 
10.8 percent fell far behind the reported 
79.7 percent increase in family health 
care premiums for Texas subscribers to 
employer-based insurance. The accelera­
tion in insurance premiums occurred 
while plans offered more limited cover­
age of services, meaning Texans are 
paying more for less.

Compounded with the problem of 
rising premiums is the fact that fewer 
employers are offering medical cover­
age. Texas now ranks 48th in the nation, 
with only 52 percent of Texans receiving 
the option of health insurance through 
work. Nearly half of our state’s citizens 
must purchase their own insurance, 
which they have to buy individually in 
the private market without the tax ben­
efits available to employers, who usually 
subsidize the premiums. More and more

In 2007, 
the U.S.
Census Bureau 
reported that Texas has the highest per­
centage of uninsured residents in the 
nation, with one in four adults having no 
medical coverage. Many families must 
prioritize spending, and unfortunately, 
health insurance frequently falls behind 
necessities such as rent, food, and basic 
utilities. The large number of uninsured 
in Texas has resulted in cost shifting by 
insurance providers. Costs associated 
with the rising number of uninsured in 
the state and related unreimbursed health 
care are passed down to Texas families, 
resulting in higher annual premiums of 
approximately $1,551.

We can and must do better than 
this.

First, we must make it affordable 
for the nearly one-half of Texans who 
aren't covered through their employers

to purchase their own health insurance. 
Individuals who do not receive insurance 
through their employer should be treated 
equal to those who do. Tax benefits 
should be available to those who pur­
chase health insurance from the private 
market just as tax benefits are given to 
employers.

Finally, it does little good to equip 
Texans with quality medical insurance if 
there are barriers to medical providers, 
such as doctor shortages in rural areas. 
We have made significant progress in 
bringing physicians to the state since 
enacting medical liability reform. When 
Texans voted to place reasonable limits 
on noneconomic awards in medical 
liability lawsuits in 2003, physicians’ 
malpractice premiums dipped to some 
of the lowest in the nation and Texas 
became a much friendlier place for doc­
tors to practice. We must build on this 
progress and continue to recruit medical 
providers to rural communities that are 
medically underserved.

With better ideas for access, we 
can improve the quality of health care, 
lower premium costs, begin to reduce 
the number of uninsured, and empower 
individuals to take ownership over their 
health.

Extension offers tips on LASIK surgery

Is it right for your eyes? LASIK 
(laser assisted in-situkeratomileusis) 
is a surgical approach used to correct 
vision in people who are nearsighted, 
farsighted, or have astigmatism. The 
goal of LASIK surgery is to reduce 
dependence on contact lenses or 
eye glasses. “All laser vision cor­
rection surgeries work by reshaping 
the cornea, or clear front part of the 
eye, so that light traveling through it 
is properly focused onto the retina 
located in the back of the eye. The 
LASIK procedure permanently 
changes the shape of the cornea 
using an excimer laser (see FDA- 
approved lasers for LASIK).

• For this reason, those think­
ing about having LASIK eye 
surgery should: be completely 
aware/informed of how the proce­
dure works, know whether or not 
they are a good candidate for the sur­
gery, know the potential benefits and 
risks, and have realistic expectations

about the outcome of the surgery.
Eye Anatomy - Refractive error
“The eye is like a camera. In a 

camera, light passes through a lens 
system back onto the film.” In the 
normal eye, light rays of an image 
pass through the cornea and lens 
(like the camera’s lens system) and 
focus onto the retina (like the cam­
era’s film) at the back of the eye.

The retina changes these light 
signals into electrical signals, which 
are sent to the brain where they are 
translated into the images we see.

“Ideally, we should see images 
that are sharp as a result of being 
focused on the retina.” The shape 
of the cornea and eye. however, can 
cause blurry vision. “When an image 
gets focused in front of or behind the 
retina, the result is blurry vision." 
These types of problems are called 
refractive errors.

Refractive errors include: 
Myopia (nearsightedness), Hypero­
pia (farsightedness), Astigmatism

(blurred vision due to irregular 
curvature of the cornea or lens), and 
Presbyopia (progressively dimin­
ished ability to focus on near objects 
with age).

Myopia, hyperopia, and some 
types of astigmatism can often be 
corrected with LASIK eye surgery. 
Presbyopia cannot currently be cor­
rected with LASIK.

Is LASIK for You?
“Not everyone who wears 

eyeglasses or contact lenses is a 
good candidate for LASIK.” The 
qualifications of a good candidate 
for LASIK generally include the 
following:

At least 18 years of age. This 
guideline is in place because it is 
possible for eyes to change until 
around age 18.4 In fact, some sug­
gest that vision changes are more 
likely even into your early 20s so 
this is a factor you may want to dis­
cuss with your doctor before making 
a decision for LASIK.

Maintained stable vision over 
the past year.

Have no history of corneal 
disease.

Do not have significant medical 
or eye problems, which may reduce 
the effectiveness of the surgery or 
the patient’s ability to heal properly 
and quickly. These may include: dia­
betes or diabetic retinopathy, cata­
racts, ocular herpes (herpes infection 
of the eye), rheumatoid arthritis, 
lupus, corneal ulcers, keratoconus 
(thinning of the cornea), macular 
degeneration, and glaucoma.

Remember LASIK is a 
relatively new technology. The first 
laser was approved for LASIK eye 
surgery in 1998. Therefore, the 
long-term safety and effectiveness 
of LASIK surgery is not known. For 
more information or get a checklist 
of information from the U.S. Food 
and Drug Administration (FDA).

It is the resolution of this 
problem, which so many must face 
in today’s world that provides the

Relapsing MS: Cancer Drug May Be Helpful
A recent issue o f  the Vew England Journal o f Medicine included 

the results of a year long study of the effect o f  a well known cancer 
drug on relapsing forms o f multiple sclerosis (MS). The drug is Ritux- 
an (rituximab), which is approved for rheumatoid arthritis and a spe­
cific type o f lymphoma. What is surprising is that Rituxan appeared to 
researchers to be more effective against existing relapsing MS than are 
the first-line drugs approved for this condition. In the study, two injec­
tions o f  Rituxan. given two weeks apart slowed the progression o f  MS 
for nearly a year. The dm g was not as effective in preventing relapses.

MS is an inflammatory condition o f  the central nervous system 
At sites in the brain and spinal cord where plaques (patches o f damage) 
appear, the nerves affected lose an insulating material called myelin. 
The symptoms o f MS vary widely, no two people are affected in 
exactly the same way. Symptoms may include muscle weakness and 
spasms, cramps, pain, loss o f balance, fatigue and short term memory 
problems. It is estimated that as many as 350,000 people in the US are 
affected by MS.

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Extension: Save th a t tax refund
COLLEGE STATION - A new 

high-definition television set. A Car- 
ribean cruise. Pay off bills.

Lists are being made all across 
the nation now as Americans ponder 
how to spend a tax refund.

But financial planners encour­
age a different mix - one that allows 
some spending but also adds “Save” 
to the list.

"Sometimes when 1 am doing 
tax work. I’ll ask, what are you going 
to use your refund for, and a lot of 
people say paying bills, buying a car, 
or getting a car to get them to work if 
they have a car that is not reliable. A 
lot of people are just going to go out 
and spend it on whatever. Saving is 
not a very common answer," said Dr. 
Joyce Cavanagh, a Texas AgriLife 
Extension Service family economics 
specialist.

She said people have been con­
ditioned to thinking a refund comes 
in one check and thus can be used in 
one way - either spent or saved.

But now, people may select to 
receive their refund either in one 
lump sum or have it divided and dis­
tributed to as many as three accounts 
using Form 8888, according to the 
IRS.

"Realistically, you are not going 
to get most people -  particularly if 
they get a really large refund -- to 
save all of it, ' Cavanagh said.

A tax preparer or individual 
simply designates on the form the 
account numbers and routing num­
bers for the refund to go to, she said. 
This may include checking or sav­
ings accounts or even mutual funds 
or a retirement account.

“People can feel like they can 
spend some, but there is a way to 
designate a certain amount of it to 
go to a vehicle where they are saving 
it,” Cavanagh added. "Because if it 
all gets deposited into the checking 
account, the likelihood of saving any 
of it is not as high as if you automati­
cally designate part of it to go to a 
savings account to begin with."

Nancy Granovsky, AgriLife 
Extension family economist, recom­
mends having a "set-aside account” 
to deposit some of the refund to 
cover unexpected or occasional 
bills that otherwise don’t factor into 
monthly payments.

“People can look at the times 
during a year that require expendi­
tures that put them in a bind,” she 
said. "Things like school supplies.

car insurance premiums and holiday 
gifts, for example.”

But debt repayment is another 
consideration for tax refund use. 
Granovsky said.

“Think of it not just as paying 
off a debt but as a return on an 
investment. If you pay off a credit 
card with 22 percent interest, that is 
like earning a 22 percent return on 
the dollar," she explained.

Overall, the family economists 
recommended, following three 
refund rules: *

* Plan ahead before spending 
a refund.

- Devote a portion toward long­
term financial security.

- Don’t “throw away" a portion 
of your money on loan fees just to 
get a quick refund.

Granovsky said family econo 
mists actually enjoy this season as 
it affords the opportunity to help 
people make better decisions on 
paying taxes and using possible 
refunds.

“Taxes come and taxes go,” she 
said. “But they can be an opportunity 
to look at our overall well-being and 
see how that tax money can work 
for us."

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Tip s g ive  beef heifers a good start to life
FT. WORTH -  Setting your 

beef heifers up for a long, success­
ful life in your herd starts before 
weaning, says Dr. Gary Williams, 
Texas AgriLife Research. Beeville. 
Williams will lead the discussion on 
managing and developing heifers at 
the Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association School for Suc­
cessful Ranching, Mar. 14-15 at the 
in Corpus Christi.

"We can maximize lifetime 
productivity of females if they are 
developed right,” says Williams.

Fine-tuning health programs 
and getting them started with solid 
nutrition will put producers on the 
right track.

“Heifers must be placed on 
an appropriate nutritional program 
after weaning ... to assure that they 
have adequate opportunity to reach 
sexual maturity within a specified 
time period, usually between 12 and 
15 months of age, depending upon

breed type," Williams says.
A good herd health program 

will include early-calthood vacci­
nations. booster shots and properly 
timed deworming.

“At our location, a sound 
immunization program, including 
a booster to their early-calfhood 
blackleg vaccination, a broad 
spectrum respiratory virus vaccine 
(IBR/PI3/BVD and BRSV) and 
lepto/vibrio are administered two to 
three weeks before weaning or at 
purchase. Heifers then receive boost­
ers at weaning with the respiratory 
vaccine, lepto and vibrio."

Williams continues, “Heif­
ers are dewormed at this time and 
dewormed again 30 days later, 
because I want them to have the best 
opportunity to utilize the feed and 
forages.”

Weight at puberty varies with 
breed type. Williams explains. "In 
the Gulf Coast region, most cattle

have some Bos indicus influence 
and will be later maturing compared 
to straight English-bred heifers. 
The typical F-l Braford will reach 
puberty at 725 to 750 pounds. If they 
gain about one and a half pounds 
per day from weaning until targeted 
breeding, the majority will be puber­
tal at the desired time," he explains.

Keeping heifers on track with­
out coming in above or below the 
magic number will give these ani­
mals the best chance.

"Cattlemen are trying to 
upgrade their herds and improve 
genetic worth with these females,” 
Williams says. "It is important to 
develop them right and select for 
fertility to get maximum lifetime 
production. Reproduction is at the 
top of the list when it comes to 
profit indicators, but breeders have 
to select replacements for what they 
want as a brood cow.”
