Local Pilgrim Bank Texas offi-
cials have been busy this week allay-
ing customers’ concerns following
the bankruptcy filing of the bank’s

corporate namesake Pilgrim’s
Pride Corporation.
“Pilgrim Bank and Pilgrim

Bank Texas are not owned or oper-
ated by Pilgrim’s Pride Corporation
nor any of its affiliates,” said the
banks’ regional president Dana Bell

The banks, which have offices
in Clarendon, Wellington, Pittsburg,
Mt. Pleasant, and Sulfur Springs, are
owned by a holding company, which
in turn is owned by Bo Pilgrim, who
was the founder of Pilgrim’s Pride.

“The banks are strong,” Bell
said. “Now the chicken company has
problems. No doubt about it.”

Pilgrim’s Pride filed for Chapter
11 bankruptcy last Monday, Decem-

ber 1, according to the company’s
website.

TiME magazine reported last
week that Pilgrim’s Pride has been
hurt by a large debt load and “vola-
tile feed prices.” The article said the
poultry company had “$3.75 billion
in assets and $2.72 billion in debts”
as of September 27 and that part of
its debt load was caused by the $1.3
billion purchase of rival Gold Kist,

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Mayor White resigns,
Ford takes city’s reins

The Clarendon Board of
Aldermen accepted the resignation
of Mayor Mark White during last
Tuesday’s city meeting.

White was elected to the posi-
tion of Donley County Commis
sioner for Precinct 1 on November 4
and will begin his new duties in that
office next month.

Mayor Pro-Tem Chris Ford
immediately assumed the duties of
the city’s chief executive; and, as the
Enterprise went to press Tuesday,
it was expected that the Board of
Aldermen would name him as the
city’s 36th mayor.

White had served as mayor
since May 2006 when he was
appointed to that position after the
retirement of Mayor Tex Selvidge.
White was elected to a full term in
office the following May.

The appointment of an alder-
man to fill Ford’s seat on the board
and the election of a new mayor
pro-tem were also items up for con-
sideration Tuesday night and will be
reported next week.

In other city business last week,
the Board of Aldermen engaged in a
spirited discussion about utility rates
under Ordinance 385.

Aldermen Tommy Hill and Ann
Huey objected to raising the base
rate for water while lowering the
minimum water usage from 5,000
to 2,000 gallons. The board tabled
the matter, and that also was to be
discussed this week.

Aldermen reviewed a proposed
new logo for the city as presented by
City Administrator John Webb. The
logo in blue and white will incorpo-
rate the five-pointed star from the
city seal along with the words “City
of Clarendon.”

The bourd approved a resolu-
tion authorizing OJD Engineering to
do the work on a new water stand-
pipe to replace the aging water tower
on the west side of town.

Aldermen also discussed a
proposal to do away with testing the
city’s emergency siren at noon every
day but ultimately decided to keep
blowing the noon whistle.

Bell said the Pilgrim Banks
have not and do not lend any money
to Pilgrim’s Pride and will not be
directly affected by the bankruptcy
filing.

Recovering

the Magic
of Christmas

When I was a child, Christmas was the best time
of the year. And what made it so exciting was that
everyone seemed to join in the fun. There was a Santa
in every store, songs like “Rudolph the Red-nosed
Reindeer” played on the radio, and people gener-
ally acknowledged that the day had special meaning
because of the Christ Child - thus the reason for the
Christmas season.

But times have changed. We have grown more
cynical and weary — the hallmarks of our materialistic
culture. In fact, the season for giving has turned into
the season for getting. Even before the Thanksgiving
turkey is gobbled up, shopping malls are decorated
and playing Christmas music to get people in a buying
mood.

Not only does greed now dominate the season,
but a pervasive political correctness is doing away
with the true celebration of Christmas.

“Christmas.”

In many cities, the Christmas tree is now referred
to in more Orwellian terms as a “community tree.”
And Christmas parties at work are now winter parties
where people whisper “Merry Christmas,” as if they're
dealing with pornography.

Add to this silliness a new campaign by the
American Humanist Association. Ripping off lyrics
from “Santa Claus is Coming to Town,” the group is
running ads that proclaim, “Why believe in a god? Just
be good for goodness’ sake.”

#  But Christmas is not, nor was it ever, intended !

just for religious people. Even the Bible is clear on
this point. As the angels proclaimed at Christ’s birth,
“Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, good
will toward all men.”

Indeed, the birth of the Christ Child signaled that
peace could be restored to a troubled world. People
could overcome their petty disputes and divisive egos
and work together for a better world for everyone,
especially the poor and downtrodden. In fact, when
Jesus became a man, he made clear that God favored
the meek, the poor, the persecuted and the peacemak-
ers over the rich and warmongers. What a message
~ one that our fractured world so desperately needs.

Sadly, the true Christmas story as represented by
the baby Jesus has little to do with how we have come
to celebrate the holiday. Isn’t there something more
important than receiving? Isn’t the true meaning of
Christmas about giving and helping the needy?

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Governors speak against bailouts

As governors and citizens, we'’ve
grown increasingly concerned over the
past weeks as Washington has thrown
bailout after bailout at the national econ-
omy with little to show for it.

In the process, the federal govern-
ment is not only burying future genera-
tions under mountains of debt, it is also
taking our country in a very dangerous
direction — toward a “bailout mentality”
where we look to government rather than
ourselves for solutions. We're asking
other governors from both sides of the
political aisle to join with us in opposing
further federal bailout intervention for
three reasons.

First, we're crossing the Rubicon
with regard to debt.

One fact that’s been continually
glossed over in the bailout debate is that
Washington doesn’t have money in hand
for any of these proposals. Every penny
would be borrowed. Estimates for what
the government is willing to spend on
bailouts and stimulus efforts for this year
reach as much as $7.7 trillion according
to Bloomberg.com - a full half of the
United States’ yearly economic output.

With all the zeroes in the numbers,
it's no wonder Washington politicians
have lost track.

That trillion-dollar figure is the tip
of the iceberg when it comes to checks
written by the federal government that
it can’t cash. Former U.S. Comptroller
General David Walker puts our nation’s

total debt and unpaid promises, like
Social Security, at roughly $52 trillion
- an invisible mortgage of $450,000 on
every American household. Borrowing
money to “solve” a problem created by
too much debt seems odd. And as fis-
cally conservative Republicans, we take
no pleasure in pointing out that many

in our own party have been just as com-
plicit in running up the tab as those on
the political left.

Second, the bailout mentality
threatens Americans’ sense of personal
responsibility.

In a free-market system, compe-
tition and one's own personal stake
motivate people to do their best. In this
process, the winners create wealth, jobs
and new investment while others go back
to the drawing board better prepared to
try again.

To an unprecedented degree, gov-
ernment is currently picking winners
and losers in the private marketplace,
and throwing good money after bad.

A prudent investor takes money from
low-yield investments and puts them in
those that yield better returns. Recent
government intervention is doing the
opposite — taking capital generated from
productive activities and throwing it at
enterprises that in many cases need to
reorganize their business model.

Take for example the proposed Big
Three auto-maker bailout. We think it’s
very telling that each of the three CEO’s
flew on their own private jets to Wash-
ington to ask for a taxpayer handout.

No amount of taxpayer largess could
fix a business culture so fundamentally
flawed.

Third, we’d ask the federal gov-
ernment to stop believing it has all the
answers.

Our Founding Fathers were clear
and deliberate in setting up a system
whereby the federal government would
only step in for that which states cannot
do themselves. An expansionist federal
government of the last century has
moved us light-years away from that
model, but it doesn’t mean that Congress
can’t learn from states that are coming
up with solutions that work.

In Texas and South Carolina, we've
focused on improving “soil conditions”
for businesses by cutting taxes, reform-
ing our legal system and our workers’
compensation system. We'd humbly
suggest that Congress take a page from
those playbooks by focusing on targeted
tax relief paid for by cutting spending,
not by borrowing.

In the rush to do “something” to
help, federal leaders would be wise to
take a line from the Hippocratic Oath,
and pledge to do no (more) harm to our
country’s finances. We can weather this
storm if we commit to fiscal prudence
and hold true to the values of individual
freedom and responsibility that made our
nation great.

Keep nation’s security a priority

On November 26, the world’s larg-
est democracy, India, fell victim to the
senseless horrors of terrorism. Armed
terrorists descended on Mumbai, a
tourist hotspot and a hub of the Indian
economy, with the goal of destroying
innocent human life and crippling the
nation’s economy.

America has not been attacked on
U.S. soil since September 11, 2001. But
the domestic security we have enjoyed
has not merely been good fortune.
According to a Washington D.C. think
mk.wehvepnvemedulwt 19
planned attacks against the United States
since 9/11. However, it is unrealistic to
think that our homeland security efforts
will thwart every violent plot against

- America. A bipartisan commission -
mdbyConnentommnethe
greatest threats to our national security
reported on December 3 that nuclear or
biological weapons will likely be used
in a terrorist attack somewhere in the
world by 2013. Therefore, if America is
to remain safe, we must remain vigilant
and guard against slipping into a state of
complacency that will lure terrorists to
attack us again.

* First, we must enhance security
along our borders and at our nation’s
 ports.

Our defense and intel-
ligence agencies must continue to work
together and with ailied nations, such as
India and Pakistan, to track and disrupt
terrorists’ plots. In order to do this, U.S.
officials must have the means to gather

information on our enemies. The modern

and relevant tools established under the
Patriot Act and the Foreign Intelligence
Surveillance Amendments Act of 2008
must be maintained and enforced in the
next administration.

On December 1, the world was
watching as former Sen. Barack Obama
unveiled his national security team.

In particular, Mr. Obama’s decision to
keep Defense Secretary Robert Gates in
his cabinet and to name General James
Jones National Security Advisor puts
our allies and adversaries on notice that
vigilance will continue to guide our
national security policy. It is critical that
the next administration and Congress
work together to avoid complacency, and
we must remain committed to the defeat
of global terrorism.

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Vandalism, tampering
of signs serious matter

("4ILDRESS Vandalism,
tampering with or stealing Texas
Department  of Transportation
(TxDOT) property such as roadway
warning and safety devices cost
Texas taxpayers millions of dollars
annually. Most importantly, it can
cause serious injury or death to the
traveling public.

Recently, TXDOT has seen an
increase in vandalism of roadway
warning and safety devices. These
types of incidents are reported to the
local law enforcement, investigated,
and will be prosecuted.

“TxDOT considers tampering
with roadway warning devices seri-
ous and will not tolerate it,” said Fu
Benavidez, Donley County Mainte-
nance Supervisor.

“When a roadway safety device
is deliberately damaged, stolen, or
tampered with the cost can be more
than a dollar amount,” said Benavi-
dez. “All of these devices are there
for a reason and if taken down, it

creates a real safety problem.”

According to state law, tamper-
ing with a roadway warning device,
such as bridge safety end treatments
and highway signs is a Class B
Misdemeanor and carries a penalty
of not less than $25 or more than
$1,000, or up to a two-year jail sen-
tence, or both the fine and jail time.
However, much stiffer penalties can
be handed down in cases where van-
dalism has resulted in serious injury
or death.

“We are always concerned
when state property is vandalized
or tampered with in any way, but
more because of the hazard it can
create for drivers,” said Benavidez.
“If you see anyone removing or
damaging TxDOT property call
the Donley County Maintenance
Office or the Donley County Sheriff
Department.”

Holidays can lead to emotional difficulties, depression

The holidays are very difficult
on many people both financially
and emotionally. Singles, Widowed,
Divorced, Low-Income, Middle and
Upper Income individuals deal with
the stress of change in various ways,
but it all relates down to a personal
crisis.

People respond to a personal
crisis with many feelings: anger,
anxiety, outrage, self-doubt. They
may be hostile - lashing out at
those closest to them. Or, they may
become moody and depressed. Their
tension may show up as restlessness,
loss of appetite, loss of interest in
sex, insomnia, and feelings of apathy
and exhaustion. While some of these
symptoms may be unpleasant, they
are normal, predictable reactions of
people experiencing a loss or critical
change in their lives.

The first step to accepting feel-
ings is to sort out and identify your
feelings. Some feelings - often those

that are painful - may become so
buried you may not even be aware
they exist. Recognizing these strong
feelings, understanding why they
may be present, and dealing with
them in positive ways are important,
Refusing to accept your feelings
can cause physical and emotional
damage stressed man.

One of the first feelings you
will probably identify is anger.
Anger is a powerful emotion that is
often viewed negatively. Unchecked
anger can be an emotional “time
bomb” exploding when triggered by
little things such as a glass of spilled
milk or a spouse asking how the job
hunt went today.

Looking beyond the anger, you
may begin to uncover many other
emotions hidden underneath. Anger
may stem from feelings of failure,
being unappreciated, exploited,
manipulated, or humiliated. Anger
may result in feelings of helpless-
ness, worthlessness, frustration,

anxiety, guilt, fear, or resentment.
Once you begin to look at the variety
of feelings behind the anger and to
understand the hidden feelings, you
can find ways to express your feel-
ings in a positive manner.

Look behind your anger.
Remember exactly where you were
when you first felt it. Who was with
you? How did you fee! at the time?

Ask yourself if your anger is
reasonable. Are you expecting too
much from yourself or others? Are
you looking at your situation objec-
tively?

Anger is often fueled by blame.
Blaming yourself or others is a
way to avoid the real problem. The
energy you spend blaming could be
better spent on working to under-
stand your feelings.

Feeling good about yourself,
or having high self esteem, is one
of the most valuable assets you can
have. Self-esteem develops as we
grow from childhood into adult-

hood. The love and acceptance we
get from parents, family members,
and friends shapes our self-esteem.
It is linked to how competent and
successful we feel

Having positive feelings about
yourself is easier when things go
well. When things take a turn for the
worse, you often lose some of your
self-confidence and begin to doubt
yourself.

Whether it is your first experi-
ence with personal crisis, or you
have been there before, you may
feel a sense of loss that extends well
beyond losing your income. Work
contributes to your identity. It helps
define who you are and makes you
part of a larger community. Working
helps you feel you belong and are
important because you have some-
thing to contribute.

If the past year has been full of
changes in your life there is a sense
of loss which is characterized by
stages of denial, anger, depression,

Shoes, fabric, meat, butter, gas-
oline, all went to the war effort; and
we civilians learned again to “make
do”. Our parents had just survived
the Great Depression and now faced
the Big War. We were fortunate to
have a garden with milk cows and
chickens, and meat was furnished

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BBB: Shop safe online this holiday season

Online sales are again expected
to increase this seaso., 2« more shop-
pers mark off the rames on their
“nice” list from the comfort of their
homes. Unfortunately, scammers
will again be setting up shop online
this year, using low prices to entice
shoppers, but ultimately not deliver-
ing the goods

comScore, Inc., reports that
e-commerce spending covering the
first 23 days of the 2007 holiday
season (November 1-23) totaled
more than $9.3 billion. Online retail
spending was strong on both Thanks-
giving Day in 2007 (up 29 percent
from 2006 to $272 million) and on
“Black Friday” (up 22 percent to
$531 million). For the 2008 holiday
season, Barclays Capital forecasts
that Internet sales will increase by
a solid eight percent over last year,
greatly outpacing a one percent
growth in holiday sales expected at
brick-and-mortar stores.

“Many consumers have come to
feel extremely comfortable shopping
online and simply don’t consider
the increased threat of identity theft
or unscrupulous retailers during the
holiday season,” said Janna Kiehl,
CEO of the BBB of the Texas Pan-
handle. “While the online environ-
ment has become a thriving, trusted
marketplace, e-commerce has also

opened a door and created a ripe
environment for scammers to set
up shop online simply to rip people
off.”

Given the reach of the Internet,
potential scams are not restricted to
one area, or even one country. BBB
received complaints from consum-
ers across the U.S. and Canada
who paid for game consoles such
as Playstation3s, Wiis, and Xboxes,
but never received the items. The site
required shoppers to pay via Mon-
eyGram, a money wire service, and
unfortunately that meant the money
consumers paid was impossible to
recover.

Top 10 Online Shopping Tips
form your BBB to help you prevent
being taken by unscrupulous online
retailers, scammers and hackers:

Always protect your computer
by having the most recent updates
installed for spam filters, anti-virus
and anti-spyware software, and also
have a secure firewall.

Shoppers should use trustwor-
thy Web sites and start with BBB
to check on the seller’s reputation
and record for customer satisfaction.

If a consumer receives
such an email, BBB recommends
picking up the phone and calling
the contact number on the Web site
where the purchase was made to
confirm that there really is a problem
with the transaction

Confirm your online purchase
is secure by looking in the address
box for the “s” in https:// and in the
lower-right corner for the “lock”
symbol before paying. If there are
any doubts about a site, BBB rec-
ommends right-clicking anywhere
on the page and select “Properties.”
