Kidnapping
suspects
are indicted

A Donley Grand Jury returned
indictments last Monday, November
10, against two men in a kidnapping
case that shocked Clarendon this
summer.

James Michael Brinkley, age
37, of Lelia Lake was indicted on
charges of Aggravated Kidnapping
and Sexual Assault, according to
information from District Attorney
Luke Inman’s office.

Brinkley allegedly assaulted a
32-year-old female on July 28, the
same day he in participated in the
kidnapping of a McLean man.

Thirty-eight-year-old John
E. Arbukle of Childress was also
indicted on charges of Aggravated
Kidnapping, according to papers
filed in the Donley County Clerk’s
office.

The indictments stem from
arrests made this summer when
a 52-year-old McLean man was
reportedly kidnapped in Amarillo by
two or possibly three subjects. The
victim was reportedly bound and put
in a white van which was later being
driven through Clarendon, followed
by the victim’s red Lincoln Naviga-
tor, which was driven by one of the
suspects.

The vehicles then pulled off at
Lowe’s Family Center in Clarendon
abont noon that day. There the
McLean man managed to free him-
self, injure one suspect, and escape
into the supermarket. He reported
another person, the 32-year-old
female, was being held against her
will. She was found later that day
and reported being held at a resi-
dence near Lelia Lake by Brinkley.
She was subsequently arrested on
drug charges and later released on
bond.

Arbukle, who was also a sus-
pect in the case, was later stopped by
a Donley County Deputy for a traffic
violation and arrested on outstanding
warrants.

The Donley County Sheriff’s
Department said Tuesday that Brin-
kley remains in the local jail and said
that Arbukle is now in state custody.

Herbert, Ticer
accept plea
agreements

Two plea agreements were
reached in separate cases in the
100th Judicial District last Monday,
according to District Attorney Luke
Inman’s office.

Jason Herbert, age 32, of
Clarendon was sentenced to 12
months in the Texas Department of
Criminal Justice State Jail Facility
for burglary of a building. Herbert
pleaded guilty to the offense and was
convicted for the state jail felony of
burglary of a building.

Herbert was indicted by the
Donley County Grand Jury on June
22, 2007, for the offense which took
place on April 15, 2007. Herbert
pleaded guilty to the indictment.

Tye Ticer, age 37, from Chil-
dress was sentenced to two years
in the State Jail Facility of the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice, for
engaging in organized crime. Ticer
pleaded guilty to the offense and was
convicted for the state jail felony of
engaging in organized crime.

Ticer was indicted by the Chil-
dress County Grand Jury on Febru-
ary 8, 2007, for the offense which
took place on or about December 28,
2006, in Clarendon.

In both cases, Inman prosecuted
the case with the Hon. Judge Richard
Dambold presiding by assignment.

Time to bring
free market
ideas back

Bailout mania continues in Washington this week
as Congress looks to bail out America’s Big Three
automakers.

The top guys at Ford, General Motors, and Chrys-
ler say they need $25 billion or else they’re going to
just fold up shop. And the only real question being
debated seems to be whether "
to let the Big Three have a
piece of Uncle Sam’s $700
billion cure-all-our-troubles
pie or whether to just redirect a
previously approved $25 bil-
lion auto stimulus bill that was

meant to spur the development ed“or’s

of more fuel efficient cars. commemry
There do, however, seem 4y roger estlack

to be a few politicians who are

starting to grow spinal columns and are beginning to
balk at bailing out everybody. Companies begin and
end as a natural part of the economy, they note. Maybe
it’s time to let some of them die; maybe it’s inevitable.

Critics of the automakers say the Big Three aren’t
responding to the changing economy by making better
products. Sen. Richard Shelby (R-Alabama) went so
far as to call the Big Three “a dinosaur,” and Sen. Jon
Kyle (R-Ariz.) said giving the automakers $25 billion
would just delay “the day of reckoning.”

But who really is at fauit for the financial crisis
facing the car industry? It’s net like they ‘re making
buggy whips when everyone wants a horseless car-
riage. People are still driving cars and trucks. Besides,
dinosaurs, to continue the senators’ analogies, weren't
heading for extinction millions of years ago. It was a
giant asteroid smashing into the Yucatan peninsula that
brought about their “day of reckoning.”

In this case, there are two asteroids gunning for
the “dinosaurs.” One is the federal government, and
the other is organized labor.

The auto industry has got to be one of the most
heavily regulated in the country. They have to meet
all kinds of federal safety standards. My trustworthy
S-10 Chevy Blazer, El Muerto Blanco, is just littered

«with warning labels inside. For seven years, one on
the visor that I must look at every day cautions me not
"to go too fast in a turn or else the vehicle will fly up
on two wheels like the General Lee going around the
Hazzard County Courthouse Square. Another implores
me not to put a child safety seat in the front passenger
seat or else the child will be crushed to death by an
airbag in the event of an accident.

I can’t remove the labels; they are painted on.
Despite my best efforts, El Muerto has never gotten
up on two wheels; and as far as the air bags go, why
did the government ever require them to be installed if
they could possibly kill a child? Shouldn’t they be an
option?

That’s just two small examples, but imagine the
cost of implementing all the safety devices and devel-
oping mandated fuel efficiency standards across all the
lines of cars and trucks at all the automakers.

Then there are the unions to contend with. As
Coach Beck always said, unions were probably okay
in the early 20th century when workers were labor-
ing under horrific and unsafe conditions. “But,” as he
went on to say, “when you've got some guy with just a
high school education screwing five lug nuts on every
vehicle on an assembly line making $50 an hour, now
you've got the tail wagging the dog.”

Is it worth $25 billion to rescue the American

automobile industry? Absolutely not, We’ve bailed out

Chrysler once, so I think it’s time to put the nails in :
that coffin. That brings us down to about $16.6 billion.
Let’s cut it fo $10 billion, give GM $5 billion, and
Ford $5 billion. But let’s make it clear that the UAW
is going to have to learn to live with less and that the
government is going to have to mind its own business.

Adter that, we should let the free market dictate
what happens to the Big Two. If Toyota and Nissan are
making cars getting 50 mpg, Detroit better roll some
out that get 60 mpg. Learn to respond nimbly to the
market and avoid extinction. The burden for the fate
of the automakers will then be exactly where it should
~ in the hands of the consumers and the manufacturers.
That’s the way the system is supposed to work.

Rather than bailout the automakers and slap more
onerous regulations on them under the direct scrutiny
of an unelected bureaucrat, the federal government
should reintroduce America to the concepts of capital-
ism and the free market. Make this the last “do over,”
and make it clear that it's sink or swim time.

Blame should be on government

Speaking of the financial crisis,
French president Nicolas Sarkozy
recently said, “Laissez-faire is finished.
The all-powerful market that always
knows best is finished.”

Sarkozy was echoing the views of
many, including president-elect Obama,
who assume that the financial crisis was
caused by free markets - by “unbridled
greed” unleashed by decades of deregu-
lation and a “hands off” approach to the
economy. And given this premise, the
solution, they say, is obvious. To solve
this crisis and prevent another one, we
need a heavy dose of Uncle Sam’s elixir:
govérnment intervention. Whether it's
more bailouts, stricter regulation, a new
round of nationalizations, or some other
scheme, the only question since day one
has been how, not whether, government
is going to intervene.

And the issue is wider than the
financial crisis. Millions of Americans
don’t have health insurance? Well, says
Obama, that’s because we've left the
health-care cystem to the free market.
The solution: a complete government
takeover of medicine. A few companies
engaged in accounting fraud? It must
be because we dicn’t impose enough
regulations on businessmen. The solu-
tion: rein in corporations with Sarbanes-

But while capitalism may be a con-
venient scapegoat, it did not cause any
of these problems. Indeed, whatever one
wishes to call the unruly mixture of free-
dom and government controls that made
up our economic and political system
during the last three decades, one cannot
call it capitalism.

Take a step back. In the lead up to
the “Reagan Revolution,” the explosive
growth of government during the '60s
and "70s had left the American economy
in disarray. A crushing tax burden, run-
away inflation, brutal unemployment,

 looking for an alternative. That’s what
~ ment and promising a new “moming in

America.”

Under Reagan, some taxes were
reduced, inflation was subdued, a few
regulations were relaxed ~ and the ecoa-
omy roared back to life. But while mar-
kets were able to function to a greater
degree than in the immediate past, the
regulatory and welfare state remained
largely untouched, with government
spending continuing to increase, as well
as some taxes. Later administrations
were even worse. Bush Jr., often laugh-
ably called a champion of free markets,
presided over massive new governmental
controls like Sarbanes-Oxley and mas-
sive new welfare programs like the pre-
scription drug benefit.

None of this is consistent with
capitalism. As the economic system that
fully recognizes and protects individual
rights, including the right to private
property, capitalism means, in Ayn
Rand’s words, “the abolition of any and
all forms of government intervention
in production and trade, the separation
of State and Economics, in the same
way and for the same reasons as the
separation of Church and State.” Lais-
sez-faire means laissez-faire: no welfare
state entitlements, no Federal Reserve
monetary manipulation, no regulatory
bullying, no controls, no government
interference in the economy. The gov-
ernment’s job under capitalism is single
but crucial: to protect individual rights
from violation by force or fraud.

America came closest to this
system in the latter haif of the nineteenth
century. The result was an unprec-
edented explosion of wealth creation and
consequent rise in the standard of living.
Even now, when the fading remnants of
capitalism are badly crippled by endless
controls, we see that the freest countries
~ those which retain the most capitalist
elements - have the highest standard of

Why then should capitalism take
the blame today — when capitalism
doesn’t even exist? Consider the current
crisis. The causes are complex, but the
driving force is clearly government inter-
vention: the Fed keeping interest rates
below the rate of inflation. thus encour-

aging people to borrow and providing
the impetus for a housing bubble; the
Community Reinvestment Act, which
forces banks to lend money to low-
income and poor-credit households; the
creation of Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac
with government-guaranteed debt lead-
ing to artificially low mortgage rates and
the illusion that the financial instruments
created by bundling them are low risk;
government-licensed rating agencies,
which gave AAA ratings to mortgage-
backed securities, creating a false sense
of confidence; deposit insurance and the
“too big to fail” doctrine, whose bailout
promises have created huge distortions
in incentives and risk-taking throughout
the financial system; and so on. In the
face of this long list, who can say with a
straight face that the housing and finan-
cial markets were frontiers of “cowboy
capitalism™?

This is just the latest example of a
pattern that has been going on since the
rise of capitalism: capitalism is blamed
for the ills of government interven-
tion - and then even more government
intervention is proposed as the cure.
The Great Depression? Despite massive
evidence that the Federal Reserve's and
other government policies were respon-
sible for the crash and the inability of
the economy to recover, it was laissez-
faire that was blamed. Consequently, in
the aftermath, the government’s power
over the economy was not curtailed but
dramatically expanded. Or what about
the energy crisis of the 1970s? Despite
compelling evidence that it was brought
on by monetary inflation exacerbated by
the abandonment of the remnants of the
gold standard, and made worse by prices
controls, “greedy” oil companies were
blamed. The prescribed “solution” was
more government control.

It’s time to stop blaming capitalism
for the sins of government intcrvention,
and give true laissez-faire a chance. Now
that would be a change we could we
believe in.

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New year bringing several changes to Medicare program

» By MaryRuth Bishop, County Agent

Recently, the Centers for Medi-
care and Medicaid Services (CMS)
announced changes to the Medicare
program for 2009.

These changes will take effect
01 January 2009. It is important to
look carefully at all these changes
and determine how they might
affect you, especially changes to
Medicare Part “D,” the prescription
drug benefit.

If you have not already, you will
be receiving a copy of Medicare and
You 2009 in the mail. This handbook
will help you navigate the services to
which you are entitled under Medi-
care and should be kept in a place for
easy reference.

If you happen to lose your
copy or do not receive one, you may
access it through the Medicare web-
site: http://www.medicare.gov.

An overwhelming majority of
Medicare beneficiaries do not have
to pay a monthly premium for their
Medicare Part “A™ benefit, inpatient
hospitalization coverage, because
they have at least 40 quarters of
Medicare-covered employment (or
are the spouse or surviving spouse).
However, for those who may not
have worked the required 40 quar-
ters, you may obtain Part “A” cover-
age by paying a monthly premium.
For those who worked less than 30
quarters, this premium will be $443
per month for 2009. For those who
worked 30 to 39 quarters, this pre-
mium will be $244 in 2009.

The annual Part “A” deductible
in 2009 will be $1,068, an increase
of $44. This amount is paid by the
beneficiary when admitted as a hos-
pital inpatient.

beneficiary’s only cost for up to 60
days of Medicare-covered inpatient
hospital care in a benefit period.
Beneficiaries must pay additional
amounts for stays longer than 60
days - these amounts will increase
slightly in 2009.

For the first time in a number of
years, there will be no change in the
monthly premium for Medicare Part
“B,” the optional outpatient health
insurance. The standard Medicare
Part B monthly premium will be
$96.40 in 2009. Additionally, the
$135 annual deductible for services
for 2009 is unchanged from 2008.

The 2009 open enrollment
period for a person to enroll in or
change a Medicare prescription drug
plan begins on 15 November and
ends on 31 December, 2008. Any
and all changes made will go into
effect 01 January 2009.

Each beneficiary should com-
pare the changes in cost and drug
coverage that will take place in 2009
to their current prescription drug
plan. Beneficiaries should then com-
pare this to the costs and coverage
of other plans that will be offered in
their community - checking to see 1)
the costs of these plans, 2) the medi-
cines and services they cover, and 3)
how it works with their pharmacies
and doctors.

Each beneficiary needs to
choose the best plan that meets their
prescription drug needs and then
enroll in this plan.

Conditions and costs of each
plan will vary by provider and by
the plan type. Some plans offer
additional help and some beneficia-
ries will qualify for extra assistance
based on income. To find out the spe-
cifics for each plan, consult the plan

provider directly. In 2009, monthly
premiums will average $30 and ben-
eficiaries must meet the $295 annual
deductible before the Part “D” plan
begins paying, unless that particular
plan has some exception.. Coverage
will continue with the beneficiary
paying just the co-payment and any
residual cost for prescription drugs
until the amount paid by the plan
and the beneficiary reaches $2,700.
At that point, the beneficiary will be
responsible for 100% of drug costs
until $4,350 is reached unless the
particular plan has some exceptions
for coverage during this gap period.
Once the beneficiary has spent more
than $4,350, coverage resumes under
the plan.

According to CMS, some Part
“D” beneficiaries may see significant
premium increases or changes - such
as reduced coverage in the gap - if

they stay in the same prescription
drug plan in 2009. Medicare encour-
ages individual Dbeneficiaries to
review how their plans are changing
and what other options are available.

Clarendon started their recycling
program in 1998 and has added to
the program over the years. The
City of Clarendon sells recyclables
through a partnership with the Pan-
handle Regional Planning Commis-
sion (PRPC) and the Cooperative
Texas Recycling Assistance (CTRA)
office in Austin, which works with
smaller communities to transport
and market recyclable materials
Those efforts are now proving their
“mettle” (pardon the pun).

The City of Stratford earned the
2008 Composting Award by being
the Panhandle’s most proficient
composting community. In 1999,
the City of Stratford started diverting
wood waste from the landfill with
the purchase of a large wood chip-
per. In 2006, Stratford expanded
their efforts with the purchase of

“Yard Waste Only” dumpsters
that were placed in alleyways for
residents to separate yard clippings
so the City could then divert them
from the landfill and they could be
used for composting. This past year,
Stratford diverted 1,117,016 pounds
(516 per resident) of grass and wood
waste.

It takes many years and a lot
of taxpayer dollars to permit and
build a new landfill and the efforts
of these and all the recycling centers
in the region help extend the life of
our landfills, which, in turn, saves
everyone money. The PRPC and
PEP thank all the recycling centers
in the Panhandle and congratulates
yOU ON your success.

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Two New Treatments for MS Show Promise

Two new potential therapies for multiple sclerosis (MS) are
receiving attention. One is an experimental drug that is taken
orally called oral fumarate. The other is Campath Alemtuzumab),
an approved drug for leukemia, that in early clinical trial
performed very well. According to study results reported in the
medical journal The Lancet, oral fumarate reduced the number
of new lesions in persons with relapsing-remitting MS. A recent
article in The New England Journal of Medicine reviewed the
three year results of a study involving Campath. When compared
to an existing MS therapy, Campath reduced the number of MS
relapses by almost 75%.

MS causes the nerves of the brain and spinal cord lose a protective
material called myelin, resulting in a slowing or blocking of
messages between the brain and the body. Milder symptoms may
include muscle weakness and/or visual problems. Advanced MS
may affect a person’s ability to write, speak or walk. While there is
currently no cure for this condition, medical researchers continue
to find drugs that help control symptoms.
