T h e\liorlgInes of .Australia, proli 
ably the most iirliiiltlve of the sur­
viving races, are rapidly dying out 
1; Is revealed tiy the rejiort of th»* 
commonvv**alth stntlstlehin. notes a 
Sydney corresjiomlent Iti the Los .An­
geles Times. 'I’he iiuniher fell hy lit 
|s*r cent last y a r .  The figure of 
.M.'v'm Is .VJ'Ni l.elow that which was 
retiirm*d in l!i;l3 and Is tragically 
lower than the iio|uilation before the 
arrival of the first white set'ler.

Only one-half of 1 per cent 
of the oiirinal Insured banks havs 
withdrawn; while 14,100 banka, hold­
ing 90 per cent of tha nation’a depoalta 
In llcenaed banka, are now oltarlng 
thla protection.
