FORM” IN TEXAS?

Taxpayers of Texas find themselves in an uncomfort-
able situation this week when the Legislature meets in
special session to consider Governor Allred’s message to
raise $15,000,000 alditional revenue in order to keep state
expenditures from piling up an enormous deficit.

The News believes with a great section of Texans that
the additional revenue can be found without adding any
more taxes, which are becoming a great hindrance to prof-
itable business in this state. We believe that since the Tex-
as Constitution provides that “taxation shall be equal and
uniform,” that it is time that something is done about the
huge proportion of real and personal property in Texas
which today escapes any form of taxation through the
bunglesome system now in vogue, The Texas Tax Journal
says that it “ventures . .. more than one-third of the prop-
erty is escaping taxation.”

The Galveston News, arguing along the same lines, says
“it is notorious that collection of taxes against personal
property is almost a farce. The Tax Journal suggests that
the state would recover millions of dollars by amending the
law to make a tax lien against personal property a first lien,
just as in the case of real estate.

“The outstanding fact is that one legislature after anothre
has dodged the issue of tax reform, taking the line of least
resistance, until the tax system has become a travesty on
the constitutional injunction that ‘taxation shall be equal
and uniform.”

| Postmaster General James A.
Farley announced last night that,
' through the efforts of the Post
Office Department, another gigan-
| tie swindle carried on through use
| of the United States mails, which

| netted its operators approximate-

ly one million dollars and number-
ed among its victims individuals
in every state of the Union, Can-
ada, Mexico and Cuba, has been
stamped out, It was also pointed
out that twenty-four members of
| various groups engaged in this

brought to trial and convicted.
The latest swindle to receive the
attention of postal inspectors in-
volved the promotion of the myth-
ical “Baker” or “Becker” estates
in the State of Pennsylvania, par-
ticularly in the city and county
of Philadelphia. The promoters
of this racket represented to their
victims that they had indisputable
proof of the existence of these
estates, which included properties
in the vorgf heart of Philadelphia,
worth approximately sixty million
dollars, In addition, Independencs
Hall, Franklin Square and the
grave of Benjamin Franklin it-
self, as well as the Post Office
and the United States Mint in
Philadelphia were included by
these promoters as being “Bak-
er” property. Broad Street Sta-
tion of the Philadelphia Railroad
and the abutments on the Phila
delphia side of the Delaware Riv-
er Bridge were, likewize, given
as part of the “Baker” estate.

A so-called will, dated Decem-

ber 27, 1839, and claimed to have

,|been executed by one Jacob Bak-

er, was used by the promoters of
this swindle to obtain money from
their victims, The will purported
to dispose of the valuable prop-
erty mentioned in the City of
Philadelphia and the mineral
lands throughout the state to so-
called heirs of Baker. The scheme
of some of the groups carrying on
the racket was to solicit money
through the mails and otherwise
for the pretended purpose of pro-
bating the alleged will. If the
person solicited was not a Baker
or Becker descendent, then he was
sold a share in the mythical es-
tate, Other groups solicited “en-
rollments” at ten or twenty dol-
lars each, in addition to “mem-
berships” with monthly dues.
Inspectors assigned to this work
thought it very unusual that an
authentic will to such valuable
property should remain unprobat-
ed for almost one hundred years.
Through court proceedings the al-
leged will was obtained. Inspec-
tors caused the paper and the
writing thereon to be analyzed by
a chemical engineer and hand-
writing expert, It was discovered
that the paper on which the will
was written was not manufactur-
ed until about 1890, over ({fifty
years after its date. The paper
ha dbeen artifically aged. The
signatures of the witnesses
the will had been forged, it was
discovered. The information thus
obtained by the inspectors proved
beyond a doubt that the promot-
ers were attempting to pass off
a forged and spurious instrument
to the thousands of persons, who
believed and were led to believe
they were heirs to a vast estate.
As the will in question and rep-
resentationsg of the promoters call-
ed for property throughout Penn-
sylvania as part of the alleged
inheritance, it became necessary
for the inspectors to trace in and

out of the name of “Baker” or
“Becker” and various companies

these traced the ancestors of the
vietims back to the Baker or Beck-
er of whom they were supposed
be an heir, Charges for these
charts ranged from one to fifty
dollars or whatever the traffie
would bear.

Many of the swindlers organized
into “Associations.,” ‘“Leagues.”
