In a country of unbound liberty, they
clamor against oppression, In a country where property
is more evenly diwided than anywhere else, they rend the
air shouting agrarian doctrines, In a country where wages
of labor are high beyond parallel, they would teach the
laborer he is but an oppressed slave,

“What can such men want? What do thev mean? They
can want nothing but to enjoy the fruits of other men’s
labor, They can mean mothing but disturbance and disorder,
the diffusion of corrupt principles and the destruction of
the moral sentiments and moral habits of society.”

Yes, the man who wrote this has been dead nearly 90
vears, He was the great Daniel Webster,

BILITY of the dairy industry to

maintain cash payments to
farmers for milk and employee pay-
rolls is evidence, says the Milk In-
dustry Foundation, that this 3%
billion dollar industry is a main-
stay of agricultural and industrial
purchasing power during periods of
recession.

Milk, the largest source of farm
cash income, was also the only
major farm commodity except cot-
ton to return farmers more cash in
January than the same month of
1937 Farm cash income from milk
of $132,000,000 for January was the
largest for the month in eight years
and 148 per cent greater than in
January 1937 Total farm cash
from marketings of all other farm
products was down 10 per cent.

$1.476,000,600, an increase of $58,
000,000 over 1936 and $490,000,000
greater than the low of 1832, An
important factor in the steady in-
crease of dairy farm income results
from the axiom that farmers benefit
most from milk sold in fluid form
to homes, stores, hotels, restau-
rants,

Foundation reports from 136 mar-
kets throughout the country show
that payrolls of milk companies
were 4.3 per cent higher and em-
ployment down only 1.8 per cent in
January 1938 compared with Janu-
ary 1937,

Further evidence of the fmpor-
tance of fluid milk distribution to
economic stability is that despite
curtailed business activity during
the last quarter of 1937, milk com-

Bible Commentary
Added To Museum

The Donley County Museum
continues to open its doors to the
public each Monday afternoon ac-
cording tc an announcement by
Mrs. L. 8.

A stir of unusual interest was
crea this week at the museum
by the addition of an old Bible
Commentary published in London
in 1677, loaned by W. A, Clark,
former dean of Clarendon College.

The front page was inscribed,
“The Works of the Pious and
Profoundly-Learned Joseph Mede,
B. D, Sometime Fellow in Christ's
College in Cambridge.” The pub-
lisher inscribed it to ‘“His Most
Gracious Majesty,” who was
Charles II. Among the leaves of
i this worn, leather-bound volume
|ure slips of paper on which some-
one in years past had made notes
in Latin, Greek and Old English,
and one paper is folded in enve-
‘lope fashion and sealed with seal-
ing wax.

Mr. Clark also loaned the mus-
eum a large old-fashioned Bible,
bound with tooled leather and re-
inforced with metal clasps, and its
pages illustrated with fine steel
engravings, This, too, was publish-

Rev. Robert Jamieson, D.D., a
minister of Glasgow, Scotland, It
perhaps dates back 100 years or
more.

Another new addition to the
collection of the museum is a
small trunk loaned by Odos Cara-
way, It was once the possession of

his small sister, Miss Bonnie
Caraway, who received it as a
gift in 1893,
