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STAMPS BRING $2,324 50
ADDITIONAL INCOM' IN
MONTH OF DECEMBER

Expenditures for food in Clar-
endon aud Douley County were
increased $2,324.50 during the
month of December through the
Government’'s fodo stamp pro-
gram, it was revealed today by
L. J. Cappleman, Regional Direc-
tor of the Surplus Marketing Ad-!
ministration for the thirteen
Southern States.

This sum represented the
amount of blue stamps issued by
the Clarendon and Donley County
Stamp Program office during the
month. In addition, $3,071 of
orange stazmps were purchased
from the Government durnig the
period, bringing the total amount
available for food purchases due |
to the stamp program to $5,-
395.50 for December.

Participating in the Clarendon
and Donley County stamp pro-
gram during the month were
224 cases, representing with their
tamilies, 947 persons. Those
participating represented 84.1
percent of the 1,126 persons in
the area eligible to receive stamps
during December.

Since the stamp plan has been
in cneration, $16,849.50 in blue
gtamaps have been issuned in Clar-
endon and Donley County, aug-
meniing regular food expendi-
ture for the area by that amount.

Amount of blue stamps issued
per person during December ave-
raged $2.45.

The oldest Masonic Lodge in
The Netherlands East Indies was
established in 1837, and its cen-
tennial was celebrated four years

ago in Batavia. Three Batavia
Lodges operated under The
another Lodge, established in

Netherlands Constitution, while
another Lodge, established in
1921, was under the jurisdiction
of the Grand Lodge of Scotland
There are some twenty
Dutch Lodges in the archipelago

from Sumatra to Celebes. Schools

orphanages and other welfare
work are conducted by these
Lodges.

Masonry was naturally sup-

pressed in The Netherlands when
it was occupied by the Germans
in the spring of 1940.

Repairing of farm machinery con-
siderably ahead of the time it will
be needed this year will be nec-
essary, especially if new parts are
required, says M. R. Bentley,
.gricultural engincer of A. and M,

Repairing farm machinery and
equipment has a direet relation
to the possible seasonal or sec-
tional shortage of labor. Cons-
equently all labor saving equip-
ment should be considered in the
program of repair, from the milk-
ing machine to the combine.

It is reasonable to assure, Ben-
tley explains that machinery
they had sufficient repair parts
for 1942 needs. But during the
last couple of months orders to
nanafacturers for parts have been
unuasually heavy. Moreover it
takes an estimated 90 days to
get new parts made and delivered
even when the raw material is on
hand .

“Taking conditions as they are,
will need machinery parts this
it would seem that every one who
year should, in self protection,
order them at once.

SALE OF CARS AND
TRUCKS HALTED
BY GOVERNMENT

The  goverment Friday prohib-
ited purchase, sale or delivery of
new passenger cars and trucks
pending establishment of a rat-
ioning board and disclosed simul-
taneously that production of new
automobiles would be halted
entirely within a few weeks.

OPM said that it is expected
that purchases will be limited
under the plan to government,
lend-lease, and the most essential
civilian users. However the offic-
als further said that it was poss-
ible that additional modifications
might be permitted to cover
particular hardship situations.

OPM estimated that at the pre-
sent more than 450,000 passenger
cars are in stock with dealers,
and action would be taken to
permit competition of sales, chat-
tel mor{nge and similar purchase
contracts if delivery was made
prior to January 1. The others
also will be amended to permit
repossessions.

Passenger automobiles under
the ban are 1942 models or cars
that have not been driven more
than 1,000 miles.

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Freakish Weather In 1941, Record -
Moisture Falls, Mercury Tops 100

Only Once, Low Of

The year 1941 was freakiest in
all phases of weather.

Donley County closed its wet-
test twelve months in its re-
corded history at twelve o'clock
Wednesday night with a total of
moisture received reaching a to-
tal of 37.46 inches.

Temperature readings also
showed a mild winter and a cool
summer with the low reading
reaching only fifteen degrees
above' zero on one occasion, Nov-
ember 23. The hot spell of the
year came in August and then
on only one occasion did the
mercury top 100, On August
fifth the themometer reached an
even 100 but the hottest day of
the year did not follow until a
week later when on August 12
the reading reached 102,

But the moisture was out-
standing. Not one month during
the year falled to receive mois-
ture in the form of snow or rain.
January and November were the
driest with only .50 and 42 of
an inch respectively.

Donley County's tire rationing
program was announced last
week and County Judge R. Y.
King, Clarendon Mayor T F. Con-
nally and Hedley Mayor, Leon
Reeves, Monday named a three-
man board to handle applications
for new tires,

The local quota was set at
sixteen tires and thirteen tubes
for cars, motoreycles and light
trucks and 28 tires and 23 tubes
for trucks and busses.

To act on the board will be
Ed Kinslow of Hedley, J. R. Bulls
and Claude Lindsey of Clarendon.

Steps for the three-man local
board to admisister the program
in Donley County was taken this
week when Gov. Coke Stevenson
issued instructions to county
judges throughout the state to
cooperate with mayors in selecting
a board.

Administration of the rationing
plan will be under the direction
of Washington, certification of
tire needs in the hands of local
boards to be formed through
cooperation of local defense coun-
eils and committees, according
to announced plans., Conultants
to assist states in setting up the
local boards already are in the
field.

Meantime, the OPM Priorities |
Division has extended the freezing
order of December 11 prohibiting
the sale of new tires except on
purchase orders bearing priority
ratings of A-3 or higher. The
freezing order will continue in
effect until January 5, instead
of December 22, as orginally
announced.

Under the order, no one can
sell, lease, trade, or transfer any
new auto tires. Tires that have
been used for fewer than 1,000
miles are included as new tires.

America's 27 million car own-
ers can help their country con-
serve rubber by making their
own tires last longer. In an ap-
peal for cooperation of car own-
ers, the OPM listed 10 simple
rules by which civilian require-
ments for rubber can be reduced.

1. Use tires as long as possible
by having them retreaded The
cost is about half that of a new
tire. Retread wear is about 80
per cent of that of a new tire.

2. Inflate tires weekly. Never
let pressure fall more than three
pounds below recommomed min-
imums,

3. Reduce speed. Tires run at
40 miles per hour last twice as
long as at 60 miles per hour.

4. Avoid short top and jack-
rabbit starts.,, They burn rubber.

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5. Avold hitting curbs, holes,
rocks, o bumps . That increases
wear and encourages blowouts.

6. Check wheel alignment twice
a year. A tire a half inch out of
line drags sideways 87 feet per
mile and causes uneven wear.

7. Repair cuts, leaks, breaks
promptly. Delay increases dam-
age. Use blowout patches only
temporarily., Use vulcanizing.

8. Swap wheels around every
5,000 miles Tires last longer.

9. Use only tires that fit your
rims., Have your garage man ad-
vise you.

10. Cooperate to save rubber.
Waste is sabotage. Don’t speed
around curves. Use your car only
when essential. Use public trans-
portation where possible. Team
up with your neighbors to use
fewer cars, make fewer trips.
Help the merchants conserve, too,
by carrying small bundles in-
stead of asking for delivery.

Approval on a WPA project to
rebuild the Clarendon High
School rock wall at the athletic
field was announced today by
Stearn Tucker deputy state ad-
ministrator.

The project calls for a Govern-
ment expenditure of $4226 and
a sponsor's contributioi of $868.

Approximately forty-two work-
ers will be employed on the wall
which was destroyed in the Clar-
endon tornado last spring.

20-44 AGEMEN IS
SET FOR FEB. 16

President Roosevelt has set
Feb. 16 as the day for the new
draft registration of men from
20 to 44 years of age, and ar-
rangements are expected to be
completed within the next few
weeks for the registration in this
connly.

Volunteer workers will be
needed to register the men, the
draft boarl announced, and per-
sons. who will give their tife are
asked to call the draft board
office, immediately.

Although recent changes in the
draft law permits registration of
men from 18 through 64, the
President’s call today was for
men in the age brackets from 20
through 44. Men who have reg-
istered under previous 21 to 35-
year law need not register again,
it was pointed out.

The president’s proclamation
ordered all men in the age brac-
kets to register between 7 a. m.
and 9 p. m. on Feh. 1¢. The
order lncfudes all men bhorn on
or after Dec. 31, 1321,

The President urged private
employers and government agen-
cies to give the men sufficient
time in which to register.
