In his Oklahoma City speech a few nights ago, Lindbergh dis­
played the terrible growth of his controlling hate for England by drop­
ping into a fallacy that a ten year-old would hardly be guilty o f, as 
he wildly charged that England had “ turned on Finland and France, 
using this sort of groundless argument to support his wishful thinking 
lhat England would likely turn on America. Anybody mature enough 
to think as he ha* read the turn of affairs in Europe, knows that Eng­
land was forced to look on Finland and France as enemies, because 
the governments o f those two powers ranged themselves with Hitler, 
the arch-foe o f  Britain, and all things Democratic. Lindbergh has a 
right to be heard but his madness has reduced his reasoning to a level 
unworthy o f the notice o f loyal Americans.

Lindbergh’s one dominant purpose is to belittle and misrespresent 
England and the British Empire. H e may love America in a naive 
sort of way, but when hate dominates the life, love grows fitfully weak. 
H is all-consuming hale o l England is burning his mentality, hi* effi­
ciency, his reason, his loyalty to embers. N obody in America can help 
him in hi* sad plight. That i» only for G od— if H e is given the chance.

Last Sunday's International Sunday school lesson was on the 
Christian law o f love. Timely is the repetition of this great law. T h e 
world must have love if it is to be saved. T he individual must have 
love if he is to be preserved.

There is no greater necessity for a peaceful, abundant life, than 
Love. It’ s G od  s law, and woe to the man who flies in its face.

hundreds of thousands of men 
are drafted, a portion of them 
v-lll remain permanently dis­
satisfied. However, the reporters 
state that at the present time 
there is a comparatively low state 
of morale among many m»n. who 
entered the service In the ex­
pectation of benefiting from It 
and enjoying It. The principal 
ennse of unrest are these:

1. There Is a lack of martial 
spirit, due to the fact that we 
are not at war, and our emo­
tions have not been stirred to 
the bolting point. As Ernest Lind- 
l<y puts it, 'Tt is like trying to 
Infuse morale into a football 
team that has no games sche­
duled.” Unless we actually go 
to war, this phase of the morale 
problem will probably remain 
unsolved.

2. Many conscript soldiers lack 
confidence In their officers. The 
Army has on its rolls many offi­
cers who have no concept of 
modern warfare, and who have 
little capacity for leadership or 
for Instilling respect and ad­
miration In the men they com­
mand. The General Staff, headed 
b> energetic General Marshall. 
Is said to recognise this, and Is 
gradually weeding out Incompe­
tents In the commissioned per­
sonnel.

3. Lack of adequate weapons 
and other materials has ’ been a 
sore point. Conscripts couldn't 
make sense out of maneuvers In 
which broomsticks were used for 
cannons, cans for shells, and In 
which ancient trucks were paint­
ed, "Tank.”  Now, however this 
deficiency Is being' corrected as 
arms output increases. Troops are 
getting more and better equip­
ment and by next year many 
divisions should posses every-

The changes that El Paso has
undergone— and the picture Is 
true In general of Texas cities 
and towns -ts graphically set 
forth by William Moran, able 
editor of the El Paso abor Ad­
vocate, who wrote this during 
prohibition days:

Horses were still to be seen on 
downtown streets, and people 
curried packages unashamed. In­
stallment buying was but faintly 
developed. Homes were furnished 
In tearful taupes and mournful 
inauves; Jazz decoration, rich 
colorings and rococo style were 
evidences of crudeness and bar­
barity. The bathroom was un­
holy unless In white.

•Gin had not yet become a 
household word. The cocktail 
shaker never appeared except at 
stag suppers, and people quit 
dancing after fotry. Divorces were 
spoken of in whispers. The speed 
limit waa fifteen miles an hour.

Today. where the horse- 
wrangler lately piled his trade, 
we have city-planning and zon­
ing, stop streets, through streets, 
one-way streets and loading zones, 
with electric traffic c o n t r o l .

the time necessary expenses are 
met, there is little left for re­
creation or even the simplest 
luxuries of life. As a result 
soldiers have an extremely diffi­
cult time finding amusement. The 
cost of giving the privates a fair 
wage— $50 to $75 a month—  
would amount to relatively little, 
in the light of the gigantic costs 
the defense program Involves. It 
is probable that laws to subs­
tantially raise the Army’s wages 
will be Introduced In Congress.

5. Tied in with Inadequate pay 
is the lack of organized recrea­
tional facilities. Many major 
Army camps are located in areas 
where there are few communi­
ties. The United Service Organi­
zations (USO) has raised con­
siderable money through public 
subscription, but the total pro­
duced is far from being suffi­
cient to provide amusement on 
anything near the desired scale. 
All the reporters who have in­
vestigated Army conditions, tell 
of finding groups of soldiers loit­
ering on street corners on their 
evenings off, broke, and with 
nothing to do.

It should be emphasized, in the 
interest of fairness, that a high 
proportion of the Army’s enlist­
ed personnel has excellent mor­
ale. Further, In the Navy, air 
corps and marine corps there is 
no morale problem whatsoever, 
as these branches of the fight­
ing forces have no conscripts. 
Most of the conscripts have gone 
It)to the infantry, and it Is there 
that the morale problem exists. 
Progress is being made in bet­
tering the lot of the men, but it

is essential to an A-l fighting
force.

A short time ago, in the beau­
tiful, historic French town of 
Fountalnhleau, squads of work­
men went to work on a wreck­
ing job. That job involved the 
tearing down of two huge sta­
tues. One statue was of a great 
American who led a victorious 
democratic army— General John 
J. Pershing.

There is a tragic symbolism in 
this. For it indicates how com- 
I letely Fratfce has deserted the 
democratic way of life, and em­
braced the doctrines of the total 
state as laid down and enforced 
by Hitler.

It is generally felt that the 
great bulk of the French people 
hate Hitler, and pray for allied 
victory. But, so long as the pre­
sent Vichy government exists, 
there seems no other course than 
to regard modern France as an 
ally of Germany.

The hope that General Wey- 
gand would eventually refuse to 
use his great African army to 
help the Germans is, In the view 
of most experts, futile. The re­
cent appointment of Admiral Dar- 
lan as head of French defense 
shows the way the wind blows. 
Darlan Is anti-democratic, and 
pro-Nazi. It will not come as any 
great, surprise if the French 
fleet is in time placed at Hitler’s 
disposal.

PASTURE IS CHEAP 
ROUGHAGE FOR 
DAIRY COWS

College Station, Sept. °— Pas­
ture is the cheapest aud best 
roughage for a dairy cow, and 
according to E. R. Eudaly, A. 
and A. College Extension Ser­
vice dairyman, September la the 
Ume to plant oats, barley or 
wheat for (all and winter pas­
ture.

Prompted by the request of 
the secretary of agriculture for 
increase In milk production, 
Eudaly suggests that the coming 
fall and winter offer an oppor­
tunity to farmers “ to make a 
little money producing milk, 
provided they can keep the cost 
down." Pasture is the best means 
ot holding down the cost and, 
currently, “ milk is selling for a 
fair price,”  he says. Texas cow­
men have pasture about as often 
as they are without it, “ and If 
w* don’t plant we sure won’t 
have any.’ ’

Cows grazing on oats, barley, 
or wheat during the fall and 
winter will need some hay since 
the grain pasture will be high in 
water and low in dry matter. An 
average Jersey cow needs from 
18 to 20 pounds of dry matter 
daily in the form of roughage. 
She will eat about 80 pounds of 
the grain pasture daily, which 
furnishes the equivalent of 12 to 
14 pounds of dry mhtter. There­
fore, the cow will need from two 
to six pounds of hay daily. If 
some hay isn’t furnished she will 
develop scours. When this hap­
pens she fails to get the full 
benefit of the grain mixture 
which is fed at milking time. 
This lowers milk production, in­
creases the cost and reduces pro­
fits.

Eudaly advises that the pro­
tein content of the grain mixture 
should be 12 to 14 percent when 
the cows are getting their fill 
of oats, barley and wheat pas­
turage. If they are not getting 
their fill of oats, barley and 
wheat pasturage. If they are not 
getting all the pasturage they 
want, as a a consequence are 
eating more hay or silage, the 
protein content should be raised. 
If the cows are eating as much 

j as 10 pounds of carbonaceous 
j hay -such as can, and Johnson 

grass, dally, or 25 pound of sil­
age, the proteifl content of the 
grain mixture should be raised 
to 16 or 18 percent, dependent

ECONOMY OF BUILDING FARM  
TRENCH SILOS STRESSED BY 
COUNTY AGENT

Still pushing on a farm im­
provement idea which he hopes 
to get going in Donley County 
County Agent H. M. Breedlove 
this week pointed out the real 
economy to farm feed growers of 

| storing their feed in a home 
made trench silo.

A trench silo big enough to 
j  hold 150 to 300 ton of silage 
can be dug with a tractor or a 
team, Breedlove said, at a cost 
of around $20. F'eed stored in a 
trench silo does not dry out, is 
all usable, and will keep Inde­
finitely, for years if need be, he 
said.

Since there is likely to be a 
good feed crop in Donley County 
this year, Mr. Breedlove is hop­
ing to interest a large number of 
farmers in the trench silo idea, 
v.hlch will be demonstrated to 
them in a trench silo demons­
tration meeting. This meeting 
will be held soon, on some farm 
in Donley County, where farm­
ers can see a silo actually being 
built and filled.

Austin, Texas, September 2— 
The ten day open season on white 
wing doves proclaimed by Secre­
tary of Interior Harold L. Ickes 
came as a distinct surprise to 
officials of the State Game, Fish 
and Oyster Commission who had 
been led to believe that there 
would be no open season on 
white wing doves this year.

The federal open season of ten 
days, however, conflicts rather 
sharply with the state law which 
permits the shooting of white 
wing doves in Webb. Zapata. 
Starr, Hidalgo, Cameron and Wil­
lacy counties only between 12 
noon and sunset on Sept. 16, 18, 
21, 23 and $5. Hence, under
federal relations w h i t e  w i n g  
doves may be shot at any time 
between September 16 and Sept. 
25 but under the state law they 
may be shot in the above named 
counties only between 12 noon 
and sunset on the five after­
noons specified by law. And, of

course, the state law takes pre­
cedence in this instance.

The season on white wing doves 
Is from Sept. 16 to Sept. 25.

PROPER CARE OF MIN­
NOWS: Many minnows are lost 
each season by Improper methods 
of taking, handling and hold­
ing. When minnows are taken 
in seines or traps, the ones to be 
kept should be placed In water 
of the same temperature from 
which they are taken, and the 
ones to bo returned should be 
handled with great care and 
placed in water of sufficient 
depth and not in the shallow 
wuters or in dense vegetation.

, If ice Is used in transporting 
j minnows to the holding tank.
I the temperature of the water 
should be equalized.

When minnows are dipped 
from, a tank, a small net should 
be used, handling only a few at 
a time. A great deal of harm Is 
done when too many minnows 
are caught at one time In large 
dip nets. Fungus develops readily 
during the warm summer months 
when the slime is removed due 
to handling and results in a 
great loss.

I should he free from chlorine or 
^cther chemicals that might be

used in treating drinking water, 
and also weil aerated. The water 
can be aerated by running it 
over a rough surface or fine 
screen, and also by spraying 
through the air. If icy water that 
is treated is used, it should be 
filtered through a container or 
a regulation filter for this parti­
cular purpose.

A good filter can be made by 
using a container about the size 
of a thirty gallon barrel, filled 
with one-third gravel in the bot­
tom. and one-third sand and one- 
third fine charcoal on the top. 
A screen should be placed over 
the inside of the outlet at the 
bottom. It is better if the water 
is sprayed into the top of the 
barrel.

SQUIRREL SHORTAGE: A 
possibility that fox may be res­
ponsible for the shortage of 
squirrels in Medina and Bandera 
counties was contained in a re­
port received by the game, fish 
and oyster commission from one 
of Its field men. The warden 
said he saw a fox catch a squir­
rel on the Seco Creek, south of 
D’Hanis. He said the squirrel in 
n frantic effort to escape the fox 
ran part way up a fence post 
but was caught by the fox be­
fore he could scamper to the top 
of the post. A few days later this 
BPme warden said he was parked 
in a secluded spot near Medina 
Lake when a fox came near to 
his car with a squirrel in its 
mouth.

Albinos continue to appear in 
Texas, according to reports re­
ceived by the game department. 
A few days ago a pure white 
humming bird was found near 
Brownwood. It was the first of 
the albino humming birds that 
the state game warden in that 
area has seen.

DID YOU KNOW: That the 
age of a rattlesnake cannot al­
ways be determined by the num­

ber of rattles on itB tail. The age 
can be determined from the rat­
tled only when the snake still 
possesses the first rattle, or true 
button, according to game de­
partment experts. The true but­
ton often is knocked off when 
the snake strikes its tall against 
some hard object.

Except for San Antonio and 
Nacogdoches, which had long 
been Spanish outposts, Galveston 
Island is probably the only place 
in Texas which can trace back 
a more or less continuous and 
active settlement to a time be­
fore the coming of Stephen F. 
Austin. Its early fame it owes 
chiefly to Jean Lafitte, of course: 
but even for a year before his 
establishment there the island 
was a hot spot in Gulf of Mexi­
co politics.

Galveston apparently got off 
to a very early start in the de­
velopment of Texas. Some his­
torians believe La Salle touched 
the island in his wanderings of 
1685 and 1686: In 1788, at any 
rate, its population was report­
ed as having reached 268; and 
the next turn of the century 
found It famous as a buccaneer 
stronghold, according to H. S. 
ThralP’s “ Pictorial History of 
Texas." a University of Texas 
Library standby. But it was in 
1816 that it finally assumed a 
real significance in Gulf affairs. 
Aury. Mina and Perry

In 1816 Mexico was embroiled 
in the revolution which was ul­
timately to bring it independence, 
and on September 12 of that 
year Galveston Island became an 
official port of entry of the un­
recognized Republic, a base of 
Republican operations in the 
hands of three men— Louis de 
Aury, Xavier Mina, and Henry 
Perry.

For some time these three, 
with a combined force of about 
700 men, were content merely 
to raid Spanish and slave-trade 
commerce in the Gulf. But in 
April, 1817, they led a Repub.' 
can expedition against the de­
fenseless Mexican coastal town 
of Soto La Marina as the first 
step in a proposed Invasion of 
the Interior.

The attack on Soto La Marina 
was a success, but it was also 
the last project In which the 
three leaders participated to­
gether, for they quickly dis­
agreed and, one by one, parted 
v/ays.

SOCIAL SECURITY 
CARDS NECESSARY 
TO WAGE EARNERS

In this part of the State there 
are men and women who spend 
most of their time workirg on 
farms or ranches, and then at 
edd periods during the year find 
jobs in the city which require 
each worker to obtain a social 
security account number, it was 
staed by Dewey Reed, manager 
of the Amarillo office of the So­
cial Security Board.

“ Many a worker already has 
his social security account num­
ber, and there Is no reason why 
he should obtain another one. 
Each wage earner should have 
one— and only one— a c c o u n t 
number and that number is for 
his use during his entire life­
time. Th Amarillo office of the 
Social Security Board will fur­
nish a social security account 
number card to anyone who re­
quests it. If a worker has had an 
account number card and lost it, 
he may obtain a duplicate card 
with the same, number on it 
There is no charge for this ser­
vice, which may be obtained by 
calling at or writing to the Ama­
rillo office located in the New 
Post Office Building.”

It was further explained by 
Reed that the government can­
not keep a complete record of a 
worker’s wages unless he has a 
social security account number 
and gives that number to each 
employer for whom he works. 
Every three months an employer 
is required to report the wages 
of his employees to the. Federal 
Government. In his quarterly tax 
report, he includes the name and 
social security number of each 
employee.

"Benefits which may become 
payable to a worker or to the 
survivors of a deceased worker 
under the Federal old-age and 
survivors insurance law are based 
on the amount of wages receiv­
ed by the worker. It is important 
therefore, that an employer have 
each employee's account number 
ir. order that he may record it 
on his books along with the 
name and amount of wages of 
each worker.’ ’

A change in the operation of 
the 1941 cotton loan program has 
been made to protect Donley 
cotton farmers and make their 
loans more convenient to handle, 
Walter J. Flynt, county ACA 
secretary, said this week.

According to Mr Flynt, Donley 
cotton producers who wish to sell 
their equities In loan cotton must 
obtain signatures of certain de­
signated witnesses on the trans­
fer of equity forms before they 
are legal, under the new rules. 
Designated witnesses include the 
following: regular clerks in the 
county AAA office in Claren­
don, Donley AAA committee 
members, and officials of the 
banks through which the cotton 
loans were made No other .wit­
ness signatures will be binding 
on the equity transfer, Mr. Flynt 
said. Also, clerks who fill out 
loan forms will be limited to duly 
recognized officials of the lend­
ing agency which makes the 
loans, it was said.

Maximum charges for execut­
ing loan papers have been set at 
15 cents for one to two bales of 
cotton, 20 cents for three to four 
bales, 25 cents for five to six 
hales, 30 cents for seven to eight 
hales, and 35 cents for nine to 
ten. bales.

FARMERS URGED TO 
PLANT WINTER 
COVER CROPS

College Station, Sept.—Texas 
farmers are being urged in the 
name of national defense to plant 
more winter cover crops as a 
means of nicreastng production 
of needed foods for America and 
the embattled democracies.

Meeting in College Station on 
the request of Secretary of Agri­
culture Claude R. Wickard, the 
Texas USDA Defense Board stud­
ied a threatened shortage of win­
ter legume seed and recommend­
ed increased plantings of both 
winter legumes and non-legum- 
lnous cover crops.

“ Protection of our soil is more 
important than ever during the 
defense emergency,” B. F. Vance, 
chairman of the hoard, told board 
nit mbers representing all USDA 
agencies in the state. “ Food is 
vital to our national defense, and 
Increased production of the nec­
essary foods to a great extent 
depends on increased productivity 
o< the soil.”

Winter cover crops, it was 
pointed out. prevent leaching and 
erosion, of the soil and add to 
its fertility. Most widely-used 
legume cover crops in Texas are 
vetch. Austrian winterpeas, and 
various clovers. Non-legumlnous 
cover crops in the state include 
oats, barley, rye, and Sudan 
grass.

Texas farmers this year order­
ed nearly a million pounds of 
winter legume seed through the 
AAA's conservation materials pro­
gram, Vance told the board, and 
already have received 60 percent 
of their order. A delay in ship­
ment of the rest of the order 
wil seriously curtail the planting 
of winter legumes in the state 
and will result in serious dam­
age to the state’s soil, he de­
clared.

It was explained to the board 
that most of the vetch and Aus­
trian winterpea seed supply was

RAISES HEALTH 
STANDARDS

Recognizing the serious prob 
lem of mal-nutrltlon in the U 
£. the Federal Government in 
cooperation with the medical 
Vi'offMBion and the millers and 
bakers of the country, have em­
barked on a scientific course to 
to improve the nation’s diet.

An Important forward step in 
(he improvement of America's 
diet has been the development of 
"enriched’’ white flour. Up to 
Ihts time most of the flour on 
the market was the plain white 
kind, made from the inner part 
of the wheat grain with the germ 
and most of the bran removed.

With the introduction of the 
new “ enriched" white flour home­
makers can purchase a higher 
vitamin and mineral content 
flour than in the past. A defini­
tion and standard for "enrich­
ed" flour will become effective 
under the Food. Drug and Cos­
metic Act, January 1, 1942. This 
"enriched’ ’ flour will have to 
contain a certain amount of 
Thiamin, chloride (vitamin Bl ) ,  
riboflavin (vitamin G), nicotinic 
acid (the pellagra-preventive fac­
tor), and iron. It may also have 
calcium and vitamin D added, 
but these will be optional ingre­
dients. Enriched Dour on the 
market before the definition and 
standard were announced did not 
have to contain riboflavin.

The Surplus Marketing Ad­
ministration has listed "enrich­
ed”  flour as a "blue stamp food.” 
It can be purchased by clients 
of the Food Stamp Plan, with 
their free blue food stamps.

A. Arm straight out for left 
turn; arm out and up for right 
turn; arm out and down for 
slow or stop. All signals to be 
given with left hand.

Q. What vehicles are allowed 
to have a red light on the front?

A. Police cars, fire trucks and 
ambulances.

Q. What are you required to 
do when you see a burning red 
light on the front of a vehicle 
or hear a siren?

A. Pull to the curb and stop.
Q. Name five safety devices 

on your car that should be kept 
iu good order.

A. Lights, brakes, horn, steer­
ing, windshield wiper, rear view 
mirror, muffler, and tires. (All 
these must be in good condition 
before license will be issued.)

Q. In meeting other motor 
vehicles at night, should you 
watch the center line, the head 
lights, or the right edge of the 
lavement?

A. Watch the right edge of 
pavement.

Q. If you are driving on slick 
pavement and the rear wheels 
of your car start skidding to the 
right, which direction would you 
cut your front wheels?

A. Cut the front wheels to the 
right.

Q. If you are entering a state 
highway from a sideroad, what 
should you do?

A. You must stop and see that 
the highway l« clear before en­
tering.

Q. When do people walking 
have the right-of-way?

A. Always.
Q. Should you be Involved In 

an accident what should you do?
A. Stop, give assistance, and 

report wreck. Each driver is re­
quired to furnish his name and 
address.

Q. Name several ways in which 
it is a violation to paBS other 
vehicles.

A. It is a violation to pass 
cars on a hill, on curves, meet­
ing other vehicles, passing at 
intersection, and passing on 
the right hand side.

Q. Is it. a violation to park 
on the pavement or main travel­
ed portion of a highway?

A, Yes.
Q. When entering a street or 

highway from a private drive­
way, what should you do?

A. Stop.
Q. In parking on any street 

or highway which side should 
you park on?

A. Always park on the right

KITCHEN SAFETY 
HINTS GIVEN

College Station. Sept. 2— Life 
irsurance companies have figures 
showing that many thousands of 
deaths and disabling accidents 
each year reuit from accidents 
In home kitchens. To cut down 
on kitchen casualties, Louise 
Bryant, Extension Service specia­
list in home management, sug­
gests a check-up to make this 
important room in the house 
safe.

A third of the deaths of chil­
dren under five from home acci­
dents come from scalds and 
burns. To avoid such tragedies, 
cook with the handles of all pots 
and pans turned to the back of 
the stove so they’ll be out of 
reach of children.

Safety catches can be put on 
petcocks to prevent children from

Q. How far may the load 
legally extend beyond the line 
of the fenders on a passenger 
car?

A. Three inches on the left 
Bide and six inches on the right
side.

Q. Who is required to have 
en operator's license?

A. Every person who operates 
a motor vehicle upon a public 
highway must have a license in 
bis possession at all times. Never 
allow anyone else to use your 
license.

A fire extinguisher for the 
kitchen is a good safety invest­
ment, especially for homemakers 
who live in the country.

Farmers who have been over­
planted and have later disposed 
of part of their crop to bring it 
with the acreage allotment, can 
Itave the acreage rechecked for 
SI for the first plot, and 50 
cents for each additional plot, 
M- Flynt said.

On the other hand, if any 
farmer disagrees with the first 
check of his acreage which might 
have showed him to be over- 
planted, he can ask for a re­
check and get it, provided he 
will put up a deposit of SJ. This 
deposit is returned to the farm­
er if the recheck shows that a 
mistake was made and his acre­
age is within the quota allot­
ment. In cases where rechecks 
have been made and the farmer 
is due to get back his deposit of 
$2. he is asked to come by the 
Clarendon AAA office and sign 
an application for the refund, 
which will be made by govern­
ment check.

The loan rate was fixed for 
Tledley, where a cotton compress 
la located, and presumably it will 
apply to all county cotton, Mr. 
Flynt said.

It Is 
true that has been the method 
of my sustenance for a good 
many years, but somehow, to me 
it seems higher and holier than 
that. I love the ministry. I love 
this church. I want to do the 
thing that is best for you and 
me and everybody concerned. I 
therefore, offer my resignation 
to take effect October 1. 1941.

“ I am asking for these extra 
thirty days In order to complete 
this Assoclational year, attend 
the Association, and help to per­
fect your organization. I also 
want to find .another place of 
service and not have to resort 
to Borne other method of liveli­
hood. Then too. I want to get 
my business in shape, and right 
any wrong that I tnay have done, 
and gain back atijr frienus that 
I may have lost. I apologize 
most sincerely If I have done or 
said anything to hurt or hinder 
In. upright Christian living. I did 
not Intend it that way. My stay 
with you has been too delightful 
to be spoiled now. I want to be 
a Christian and act like a Christ­
ian.

“ For the sake of the church 
and the glory of God, I am ex­
pressing the hope that someone 
who feels that it would be al­
right for me to remain as pas­
tor move the acceptance of my 
resignation. God bless you and 
lead you to His man as your 
undershepperd.
