Services held for former CC instructor

Services were held Sunday for
one of the most influential figures to
ever work at Clarendon College.

Jerry Hawkins died Tuesday,
November 7, 2006, in Arlington at
the age of 71. He had taught at CC
for 35 years and was remembered
Sunday for his love of education,
his appreciation for a good prank,
and, most of all, his devotion to his
students

The Clarendon College Harned
Sisters Fine Arts Auditorium was
filled to capacity for the 2 p.m.
service, and overflow seating and a
broadcast of the service were set up
in the Bairfield Activity Center. Rob-
ertson Funeral Directors estimated
more than 750 people attended the

service.

Rev. Darrel Burton, Pastor of
the Martin Baptist Church and Rev.
Milton Gage, family member, offici-
ated the service, and burial was in
Citizens Cemetery. Arrangements
were under the direction of Rob-
ertson Funeral Directors, Inc., of
Clarendon.

“Jerry was always for his school
and always sold on his job,” said Rev.
Gage, a cousin of Mr. Hawkins, who
recalled seeing Jerry’s strong charac-
ter even as a young boy.

“If they told Jerry to do some-
thing, he did it. The rest of us would
wait until the pitch went up two or
three levels,” Gage said. “For Jerry, if
you had something to do, do it, get it

over with, and move on to something
else.”

Most of the crowd assembled
had known Mr. Hawkins as a friend
and educator, and Rev. Gage recalled
that Mr. Hawkins’ focus was always
on the kids — their accomplishments
and their education

“Jerry said, *When I die, I don’t
want a bunch of flowers around me,”
Gage recalled. “He said, ‘I want you
to do something that will send some
kids to college.””

The service was also fittingly
sprinkled with levity, especially from
his former students, who among
other memories recalled his driving
habits on long judging trips, and
more than one speaker stated simply,

“The highways are safer now.”

Jerry Milo Hawkins, was born
November 6, 1935, in Hobart, Okla.,
to Cecil (Spud) and Vera Wilkes
Hawkins. He attended school in
Higgins and graduated from Higgins
High School in 1953. He married
Glenda Borden on June 3, 1960, at
Clarendon. Jerry received his Bache-
lor’s Degree in Animal Science from
Texas Tech University in 1957 and
his Master’s Degree in Agriculture
Education from Texas Tech Univer-
sity in 1964. He had been a resident
for Clarendon since 1968.

Mr. Hawkins had taught at
many schools during his career as
an agriculture teacher. He had taught

Local sales tax receipts increase in November

Sales tax receipts for the City
of Clarendon climbed higher for
the third month in a row according
to information released by Texas
Comptroller Carole Keeton Stray-
horn last week.

The city’s November allocation
of $30,260.71 reflected an increase
of 18.13 percent over the same
period last year. Clarendon is now
running 11.02 percent ahead for
the year-to-date with total sales tax
revenues so far this calendar year
standing at $275,776.86.

Hedley's allocation was also up
11.81 percent to $844.62, and that
city’s year-to-date figure is now up
59.31 percent to $9,247.57.

The November allocation is
also on the positive side for the City
of Howardwick, which received
$1,278.52. That figure was up 7.18
percent over the same period last
year and pushes Howardwick’s
year-to-date total to $11,653.50, an
increase of 6.65 percent.

Strayhorn said the state col-
lected $1.6 billion in sales tax

revenue in October, up 17.3 per-
cent compared to October 2005.
Her office sent $505.3 million in
November sales tax rebates to local
governments, up 11.9 percent com-
pared to November 2005.

“Texas continues to see an
increase in sales tax collections,
from both consumer and business
purchases, as we progress into the
final months of the year and the start
of the holiday shopping season,”
Comptroller Strayhorn said.

Strayhorn sent Texas cities

$348.8 million in sales tax alloca-
tions, up 12.2 percent compared to
November 2005. So far this calen-
dar year, city sales tax allocations
are up 14 percent compared to the i
same time period last year. |

October sales tax collections
and November sales tax allocations
to local governments represent Sep-
tember sales reported in October by
monthly tax filers and July, August
and September sales reported to the
Comptroller in October by quarterly
tax filers.

AEP files
for rate

increase

AUSTIN - AEP Texas North
Company (TNC) filed a request last
Thursday with the Public Utility
Commission of Texas (PUCT) to
increase the transmission and distri-
bution rates charged to retail electric
providers (REPs).

The rate requests include the
amounts that are charged the retail
electric providers for the delivery of
electricity over TNC's transmission
and distribution lines. TCC is seeking
approval of a $25 million increase,
which included the expiration of $6.2
million in billing credits that have
been in place since 2000.

If the request is approved and
assuming the REPs pass the full
amount on to their customers, the
increase for a residential customer
using 1,000 kWh a month of electric-
ity in the TNC service area would be
around $1.24 a month, or less than a
one percent increase.

Current charges to the retail
electric providers are not sufficient to
cover the companies’ cost of deliver-
ing electricity, according to Charles
Patton, AEP Texas president. Addi-
tional investment in transmission and
distribution facilities, as well as cost
increases that have occurred since
2005, have compounded the prob-
lem, Patton added.

“We know the overall price of
electricity has risen dramatically over
the last few years, and it’s a major
concern for all of us,” Patton said. “It
is important to remember that TNC
does not bill the end-use customer.
We bill the retail electric provid-
ers through our wires charge. The
charges associated with energy deliv-
ery in the TNC territory is less than
25 percent of a residential customer’s
bill. The wires charges by TNC have
remained essentially constant since
retail competition began in 2002

Once a Christmas Cash loan has
been approved, the borrower will
be issued specially printed Christ-
mas Cash Dollars, which may be
spent like US currency toward new
purchases of products and services
(excluding Lottery tickets, gasoline,
and tobacco products) at all of the
participating businesses. Businesses
will display posters indicating they
are participants of the promotion.

There will be no exchange of
US currency to make change. For
example, if someone purchases
items valued at $72.95 and gives the
merchant $80 in Christmas Cash, the
merchant can give them $7.05 in-

store credit. The customer may also
pay $70 in Christmas Cash and the
remaining $2.95 in US currency.

Christmas Cash is available in
three denominations: $10, $20, and
$50. There are two signature lines,
much like traveler’s checks.

The borrower’s signature is
placed on the signature line before
they leave the bank, and then they
must sign on the endorsement line
when they spend the “Cash.”

Christmas Cash must be spent at
the participating merchants by Janu-
ary 1, 2007. Unspent Christmas Cash
may be applied toward your zero-per-
cent loan at the bank through Janu-
ary 5, 2007. Christmas Cash notes
are paid back in ten equal monthly
installments.

After January 5, 2007, Christ-

mas Cash becomes worthless.

It’s amazing the variety of prod-
ucts Christmas Cash can purchase.
Some of the items purchased in years
past included: replacement windows,
vehicle repairs, groceries, Christmas
dinner, car stereos, specialty gift
items, centerpieces, clothing, and
much more.

The Donley County State Bank,
Herring Bank, and Community Bank
will buy Christmas Cash from par-
ticipating merchants at a rate of 95¢
for every $1.

His
family and friends will mourn his absence even more
in the days and weeks and months to come.

My own family’s experience with Jerry Hawkins
goes back pretty far. My father ran around with the
former Glenda Borden when they were teens in the
fifties. After she fell in love with Jerry, she arranged
for her Texas Tech roommate — a young Helen Hartzog
~ to meet her old friend from Clarendon. The rest, as
they say, is history.

The emotion of losing such a man as Jerry

to his closest friends is overwhelming. Some people
you just expect will be around forever; and when they
leave so suddenly, it is an incomprehensible thing that
leaves us shocked, confused, and saddened.

The constant theme throughout Jerry’s life was
education. His love for Clarendon College and his love
for his students and livestock judgers — Jerry's Kids
— survive him and will continue to do so for many
years to come.

I have often thought that if every faculty member
and every coach at old CC had half the passion for
their own programs that Jerry had for his, Clarendon
College would be one of the biggest most prolific
community colleges in the state. Enrollment and
growth wouldn’t be a problem in that scenario except
in terms 6f how to Keep up with it. ) .

_Jerry always did what he thought was beSt for =~
his school and for his kids, and, as was pointed out at
his funeral, he always thought that “this group” was
the best group. It didn’t matter that last year’s group
was “the best” or that next year’s group would be “the
best.”” Jerry just went out and got the best kids he could
find or the ones he thought he could turn into the best,
and let them spread their wings.

In going about the course of his job, Jerry was
what one might call a one-man chamber of commerce
for Clarendon. It’s a title that very few men in our his-
tory are worthy of, but Jerry more than earned it. He
launched FFA and 4H contests and camps that draw
literally thousands of people to this town every year.

The Clarendon College Invitational Livestock
Judging Contest alone draws more than 2,000 people
every April, effectively doubling the city’s population.
In recent years, the responsibility for that event has
been passed to a new generation and ably handled.
But without Jerry Hawkins, it would not be what it is
today. In fact, the college itself would not be what it is
today.

Men like Jerry Hawkins come along once. When
they are gone, they cannot be replaced. But they can
be remembered. And Jerry Hawkins will most assur-
edly be remembered and remembered fondly by thou-
sands of people in this community, across Texas, and
around the country.

And while it won’t erase their pain, his family can
at least take comfort in knowing that Jerry has left a
lasting legacy.

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Hawkins in terms of what he meant to his family and |

As we work to address current
national challenges, there is no better guide
than history. Every issue today appears
new or unique or unprecedented, but there
is always a relevant episode in the past that
can serve as a guide or a learning experi-
ence. Conditions in the world may change,
but the nature of human beings remains
constant.

My generation grew up in the midst of
the Vietnam War. Our outlook was shaped
in part by the political and social upheavals
generated by our involvement in Southeast
Asia. It was a most turbulent time in the
American experience.

I remain extremely proud of, and
grateful to, the three million Americans
who fought in Vietnam. Some 58,000 were
killed, including more than 3,400 Texans.

As we confront terrorists today in our
current global challenge including Iraqg,
it's important to learn everything possible
about our Vietnam experience. How can
we avoid mistakes we made in Vietnam?

More than 30 years after Vietnam fell,
it’s time for serious historians to take over
the study of that experience. The most
ambitious and significant effort is occur-
ring at Texas Tech University under lead-
ership of Dr. James Reckner, a Vietnam
veteran and current Tech history professor.

Working cooperatively with local Viet-
nam veterans in Lubbock, the Texas Tech
administration has created the Vietnam
Project to collect original source material,
encourage scholarly research, and educate
students and the public about the war and
its lessons.

The Project has already amassed an
impressive collection of material, in some
ways more comprehensive than the Library
of Congress on this subject. It includes
11,000 linear feet of documents, eight
million pages of manuscript materials, 12
million pages on microfilm, some 72,000
photographs and slides, about 80,000
books, 15,000 periodicals and newsletters,
and more than 3,000 audiotapes, video-
tapes and CDs. Some 2.5 million pages
have already been digitized for online
viewing.

The collection also ranges from
restored helicopters — including a Huey and
a Cobra that saw action in Vietnam — to
letters home from a solider to his mother
in Slaton, Texas. The project’s oral history
effort has recruited 1,700 participants from
all 50 states and 10 countries, including
Vietnam. Many recordings are being made
at Vietnam veteran reunions across the
country.

Tech has signed seven cooperation
agreements with universities in Vietnam so
that education and research efforts will be
far-reaching and comprehensive.

Texas Tech has made a serious com-
mitment to the project. Tech regents have
allocated 12 acres for a new facility, and
plans call for $70 million, 191,000-square-
foot headquarters building, including a
world-class museum that would look at the
Vietnam War from all points of view.

The plans include provisions for Viet-
nam veteran reunions in the new facility,
as well as hosting of national and interna-
tional conferences.

Dr. Reckner conceived the idea for

Preserving Viethnam’s lessons for future

this project while visiting Gettysburg and
seeing a list of names on a monument to
Pennsylvania soldiers who died in the 1863
battle.

“The names meant little to me, even
though I was born and raised in the same
state. I could not identify with them; the
monument would not tell me their story,”
Dr. Reckner said.

“I realized that 100 years from now,
the names on the wall of the Vietnam Vet-
erans Memorial in Washington may not
mean much to people, even though for
those of us who served in Vietnam, the
Wall is an intensely emotional reminder of
our comrades in arms who did not return
from the war,” Dr. Reckner says. His idea
is to record and preserve the stories of Viet-
nam survivors, including their memories of
those who made the ultimate sacrifice.

We can hope that one lesson of Viet-
nam has already been learned well. When
men and women returned from the jungles
of Southeast Asia, they were often vilified
and mistreated by opponents of the war.
Instead of targeting their opposition appro-
priately on our civilian leadership, many
war opponents took out their frustrations
on those who had done their duty.

Happily, conditions are different today.
Even most harsh opponents of our involve-
ment in Afghanistan and Iraq are careful to
underscore their support for the men and
women who serve our country abroad. We
now welcome home our volunteer soldiers
with open arms, great pride, and a deep
appreciation for their sacrifices.

There is far more to be learned from
our Vietnam experience.

Health care in need of market reforms

A lot has changed in the world since
the 1940s and changed for the better.
Except the employer-based health insur-
ance system. This vestige of World War 11
economic policies allowed employers to
skirt wartime wage controls by granting
them tax advantages for offering this “ben-
efit” to their employees.

Over the years, this arrangement has
effectively functioned as a mutually ben-
eficial conspiracy between employers and
employees to shield earnings from the
sticky fingers of Uncle Sam. Yet while dis-
tortions in compensation and unnecessary
breaks in health insurance coverage plague
the system today due to these archaic poli-
cies linking employers to health insurance,
many mistakenly view employer-sponsored
health insurance as the key to expanding
health insurance coverage.

We know the rising cost of health
insurance squeezes employers, but the
impact to employees is often overlooked.
While their total compensation package
increases, employees find little of the
increase actually making it to their pocket.
A recent report by Families USA found
that health insurance premiums in Texas
rose almost 80 percent between 2000 and
2006, significantly outpacing increases in
median earnings, which grew by almost 11
percent over the same period.

While these numbers are often used
to highlight the hardship health care costs
place on working Texans, the truth is that
working Texans could pocket more of the

overall increases in compensation each
year if they shared the responsibility to
keep the cost of health care and health

insurance low.

However, the present employer-
focused system separates individuals
from the cost of their health care and
health insurance. This effectively insulates
the individual from any responsibility
to manage their health care as a way to
manage the cost of premiums.

When health care providers and
advocacy groups arrive in state capitols
around the country asking for new disease-
specific and provider-specific mandates
on insurance policies, individuals are
often unaware of the impact these regula-
tions have on their pocketbook. Keeping
the cost of health insurance down means
rejecting regulations that drive up costs
at the outset, and there is no better way to
focus attention on this fact than to have
individual consumers engaged in the dis-
cussion.

This 1940s era system of providing
health insurance through employers is frac-
turing. It can neither meet the demands of
our modern economy and mobile work-
force, nor effectively control the growth in
health care and health insurance costs as
others pay the bills.

If lawmakers are serious about
increasing access to health insurance — or
more importantly, quality health care
~ they should stop creating new incen-
tives and penaities that further tether
employees to the provision of health insur-

ance by employers. Instead, lawmakers
should remove the tax code’s bias toward
employer-sponsored health insurance, or

at least offer equal financial incentives and
tax advantages to individuals who purchase
coverage for themselves. ;

Next, lawmakers should remove gov-
ernment-imposed barriers and biases that
increase cost through regulation and limit
both competition and consumer choice. In
particular, lawmakers should remove state
mandates on health insurance coverage
that often drive costs up and value down,
as well as allow individuals the freedom to
purchase coverage from any insurer in any
state.

In addition, Congress should expand
Health Savings Accounts by loosening
limits on contributions, ensuring that indi-
viduals can better build savings to cover
out-of-pocket costs, as well as loosening
restrictions on purchasing coverage with -
HSA funds.

By creating real health care consum-
ers, rather than separating the individual
from their health care decisions and health
care dollars, individuals will increasingly
demand better quality services at competi-
tive prices. Furthermore, these consumers
will rightly demand greater choice through
a deregulated health insurance market that
offers individuals more flexibility in choos-
ing coverage that meets their needs.

Texas Corridor (TTC). The Texas
Highway Department, as TxDOT
was originally named, was created
in 1917; and its major projects since
that time have included the Farm-to-
Market system in the 1930s and the
Interstate Highway System in the
1950s.

Keener said the state’s popula-
tion has gone up 57 percent in the last
25 years and is expected to increase
dramatically in the coming decades.
The highway system isn't keeping
up with this growth, and the TTC is
designed to meet those needs. While
most of the focus is on the 1-35 cor-
ridor right now, Keener said our area
may benefit most from the utility and
rail corridor aspects of the TTC as
electric transmission lines are needed
to carry power from Panhandle area
wind farms down state and as the
need arises to accommodate addi-
tional freight train traffic through
this area.

Drugs in the News

Vaccines Delivered In a Skin Patch

Early stages of research aimed at delivery of vaccines in a skin patch are
just beginning. Media reports indicate that current research is focusing on
vaccines that would protect against influenza (flu) and traveler’s diarrhea.
One recent news story provided by the Associated Press indicates that flu
vaccine is currently being tested in 270 volunteers to determine if those
who get vaccinated with the vaccine delivered through a skin patch would
develop as many antibodies against the flu as those who get the standard
flu shot. Another vaccine is designed to prevent traveler’s diarrhea.

The report indicates that one of the goals of flu vaccine studies is to deter-
mine if older persons can use a skin patch vaccine to boost their immune
systems. As a general rule, older persons tend to be less protected from
standard flu shots than are children and younger adults. A small study of
elderly volunteers has already shown that giving the flu shot along with
vaccine in a skin patch provided higher antibodics against the flu than
did the shot alone. Obviously much more research needs to be conducted
