The search is over.

Clarendon’s first newspaper
has found its way home and is
revealing new details of the town’s
pioneers to local historians.

The long lost issue and 88
other early Clarendon papers
recently turned up with a Penn-
sylvania dealer of rare books and
newspapers after being missing for
several decades.

Brent Snyder of Crinkley
Bottom Books in Gap, Penn., said
he had obtained the papers from
an antiques dealer who had in
turn purchased them from an auc-
tion house. Synder contacted THE
CLARENDON ENTERPRISE through its
Web site last Tuesday to see if the
local paper would be interested in
purchasing the collection.

“We were just blown away by
that e-mail,” said publisher Roger
Estlack. “Finding the first issue was
like a dream come true.”

The EntereriSE, which cel-
ebrated its 125th anniversary as
the Panhandle’s first newspaper in
2003, had put up a reward for the
first issue at the time, but it had
gone unclaimed. The second issue
was later found in the holdings
of the Square House Museum in
Panhandle and was donated to the
Saints’ Roost Museum in 2005.

Estlack and Snyder quickly
agreed on terms for the papers, and
the issues arrived back home last
Friday.

The centerpiece of the collec-
tion is Volume One, Number One,
of Tue Crarenpon News dated
Saturday, June 1, 1878. The paper,

which eventually evolved into THE
CLARENDON ENTERPRISE, was edited
by Rev. L.H. Carhart with the assis-
tance of James H. Parks.

The collection is still being
examined, but it appears the entire
first and second volumes are com-
plete. The News began as a monthly
publication, and those 24 issues
chronicle the first two years of
Carhart’s Christian colony, often
referred to as “Saints’ Roost.”

“We now know the exact
date that settlers first arrived in
Clarendon — March 15, 1878,” Est-
lack said.

Using copy provided from
the colony, Volumes One and Two
were printed by Carhart’s relatives
in Oshkosh, Wisconsin, before Ed
Carhart brought the first printing
press to the Panhandle in 1880 and
took over the paper.

Arrangements will be made
in the near future to have the col-
lection microfilmed by Texas Tech
University.

Donley County Historical
Commission Chair Jean Stavenha-
gen is among the few people who
have viewed the papers since their
arrival last week.

“We are so fortunate to have
been able to acquire these original
editions of the local newspaper
after so many years,” Stavenhagen
said. “They are simply priceless
to all historians and especially to
researchers of Donley County his-
tory. I can hardly wait until they are
filmed and available for use.”

The collection includes several
scattered issues from 1880 through

1884 and then skips to one issue
dated February 2, 1888.

“That issue is important
because it was published just a few
months after the move was made to
New Clarendon on the railroad,”
Estlack said. “It included an ‘Immi-
gration Supplement,” which was
used to entice settlers to the area
with a map of New Clarendon, a
listing of businesses operating at
that time, a discussion of the his-
tory of the county and of the paper,
and a description of neighboring
counties.”

How these historic newspapers
ended up in Pennsylvania is still
a mystery, and contact could not
be made with the auction house
that sold them before press time.
Currently, there are two leading
theories about the origins of the
collection.

The first was posited by Snyder
in an e-mail last week: “Due to the
folds of the newspapers and the
absence of any handwritten sub-
scriber name or other markings, I
believe these copies were folded,
inserted into envelopes, and mailed
long-distance — possibly to a rela-
tive, friend, or more likely to a reli-
gious organization that sympathized
with Mr. Carhart’s endeavors.

Snyder says he has not been
able to find any Carharts in Lan-
caster County but said there are
about 35 within Pennsylvania.

“From your historical account,
it appears that Mr. Carhart was
quite the salesman,” Snyder wrote,
“and it would be quite likely that he
sent his papers far and wide to gain

support for the cause.”

Carhart did indeed send sev-
eral copies of THE CLARENDON NEwS
back east to encourage settlement
of his colony, and the fact that the
collection was accompanied by
other papers from Texas may lend
credence to Snyder’s theory.

But there could be another
explanation for the papers. Estlack
believes the collection could actu-
ally be the newspaper’s missing
archives, which he said could also
explain the absence of subscriber
information on the copies.

“We know the newspaper
had copies of these early issues
up through the early 20th century
because they quoted from them,”
Estlack said. “But after the 1920s
and 1930s, they are never men-
tioned again; and we know by the
time my family purchased THE
CrLAReNDON NEews in 1945, those
original issues were gone.”

Estlack said he believes a
former publisher or editor took the
old issues and kept them privately
and that they have just now sur-
faced, possibly in an estate sale.

“We're going to do some
research, but we may never know
the whole story,” Estlack said. “The
important thing is that they are here
now, and we will soon have a much
better understanding of our local
history.”

Information from the collec-
tion will be reprinted during next
July’s Pioneer Edition, but for now
the priority of the ENTERPRISE is
to secure the papers and preserve
them for future generations.

Lambert, who is the Republican
candidate for county attorney in this
year's general election, was born in
Memphis and grew up in Childress
He graduated from Childress High
School and received his bachelor’s
and law degrees from Texas Tech
University.

After passing the bar last
November, he opened his law office
in Clarendon, filed to run for county
attorney, and won the Republican
primary with no opposition.

Lambert is not facing any chal-
lengers this November.

Aldermen
to review
R1 mobile

home rules

The City of Clarendon will
review zoning regulations in the R1
residential zone next week following
a second request by Loy Davis to
place two modular homes at Eighth
and Leroy streets.

The Board of Aldermen had
initially turned down Davis’ request
because the homes fall under the
description that bans trailer houses
in the southwest part of town. But
during last Tuesday's city meeting,
Davis showed pictures of what his
modular homes would look like and
pointed out that exceptions have been
made to the zoning rules in the past.

Alderman  Janice  Knorpp
recalled that the board had allowed
Davis to put two modular homes at
Eighth and Johns streets a few years
ago and said the homes were not
what the city anticipated. She said
the structures look like doublewide
mobile homes.

After that exception, city alder-
men began turning down subsequent
requests for variances to the zoning
ordinance. Mayor Mark White
reminded the board of this and said
some of the neighbors are opposed to
Davis’ request.

Alderman Tommy Hill said he
didn’t have a problem with Davis
locating the homes there because
the town needs more rental property,
but Knorpp said people have bought
and built homes in that zone with the
understanding that mobile homes are

not allowed.

Alderman Michael Tibbets said
the city should be consistent and
moved to table the issue but asked
that it be placed on the next agenda.
The motion carried with Alderman
Hill opposed.

The R1 residential zone is
bounded by the city limit on the west
with the boundary running along US
287 to Bugbee Ave., then east along
Third Street to Parks Street, south
to Fifth Street, east one block to Jef-
ferson, then south to Wood Ave, and
then west along Wood Ave. and FM
2161 to the city limit.

Also during last week’s meeting,

But the first one — the premier of the
Panhandle’s first newspaper ~ remained lost. I offered
a reward for it a few years back, hoping it would spur
someone to dig through grandma's attic and uncover
it, but it didn’t work out. Still, I had hope.

Then, like I said earlier, Providence intervened.

Quite by chance, I received an e-mail last Tues-
day from Brett Snyder in Gap, Pennsylvania. He had
what I had been looking for, and he has'my everlasting
thanks for contacting us. You can read the details of
the rest of that story on page one this week.

I haven’t had near enough time to go through that
first issue and the others that accompany it. But I have
read enough to know this — what we do here every
week is important because someday what you're read-
ing right now may be all that is known about how we
lived and played and worked and died here in Donley
Caunty.

It may seem cliché to say that the newspaper is
the first draft of history, but it is very true. Indeed,
sometimes the newspaper maybe the only draft of his-
tory. For when we are all long gone from this earthly
realm in 128 or more years, who will be left behind to
tell our stories? Will we be forgotten completely? Or
will some young editor’s eyes light up like a kid in a
candy store when this issue of THE CLARENDON ENTER-
! prIsE is pulled from someone’s dusty storage?

Only someone yet unborn will
know how the story ends.
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US must take steps to defeat terrorists

After a flurry of last-minute activity,
Congress is now adjourned for six weeks.
Most members will use the time to return
to their districts and communicate directly
with their constituents in advance of
national elections on November 7

This period will be beneficial for our
democracy. Elections help cut through the
fog of rhetoric coming from Washington
and hopefully provide voters with clear
choices. We all benefit when voters give
direction for the future and deliver their
evaluations of the job Congress is doing.

A key issue in this election will be
prosecution of the war on terror. Americans
are, understandably, reluctant participants
in foreign wars. We rightly want to know
that the significant costs involved ~ the pre-
cious lives and resources — are necessary
to protect United States national security
interests.

Our campaign against terrorism is not
like previous warsg, with battles fought by
uniformed combatants. America is now at
war with an enemy who knows no borders,
wears no uniform, and has no respect for
human life.

The enemy we face is united simply
by a devotion to a radical, violent inter-
pretation of Islam, and a dedication to the
destruction of democracy.

The first duty of the federal govern-

ment is to protect our people from future
attacks. So it is cnitical that we recognize
the true nature of this threat, and the strat-
egy and tactics being used, and address
them accordingly

Before Congress recessed last month,
it approved a controversial measure cover-
ing the way we treat apprehended terrorist
suspects. This measure was particularly
important because this war promises to be
extended, deadly, and difficult.

The Bringing Terrorists to Justice Act
will give the President clear authority to
prosecute those who have threatened our
nation and our citizens, and it will ensure
these terrorists are brought to justice. It
will also provide clear guidelines covering
how terror suspects can be interrogated
and prosecuted. The goal is to protect our
citizens while observing international stan-
dards of justice and our treaty obligations.

I believe this legislation well accom-
plishes these goals. It allows continuation
of a high-value detainee interrogation pro-
gram that has provided important informa-
tion about future terrorist plans, and it has
demonstrably saved American lives ~ both
civilian and military.

It does so while ensuring that these
unlawful enemy combatants are treated
in a manner consistent with our laws and
values. In fact, they will be provided with
more procedural protections than the

Geneva Conventions require even for pris-
oners of war.

Let's be clear. The new law will not
provide these terrorist combatants with the
same legal rights available to U.S. citizens
accused of a crime. But it wili make certain
that as we bring terrorists like Khalid Sheik
Mohammed to justice, we are not forced to
hand over classified national security infor-
mation that will find its way to other terror-
ists. It will allow aggressive interrogation
techniques, some of them not to be made
public, that have already proven their value
in preventing attacks on our homeland and
our military forces.

The Bringing Terrorists to Justice
Act was approved by substantial bipar-
tisan majorities in both the U.S. House
and Senate. The President will sign it into
law. Yet the bill was opposed by a vigor-
ous Congressional minority who were
concerned the legislation did not provide
adequate rights to accused terrorists. It
promises to be a central topic of discus-
sion in the coming election season, and it
should be.

We are a compassionate nation and a
civilized one. But it is the duty of those of
us in public office to ensure the safety and
security of our citizens, first and foremost.
Texans can be confident I will do every-
thing possible in the U.S. Senate to ensure
that we fulfill this primary responsibility.

By end of this letter, we hope that you,
the voter, agree with us: inclusion is better

| than exclusion.

We are referring to the Texas election

. code and the upcoming November 7 elec-

tions. Exclusion is the common theme that
voters encounter. In non-democratic gov-

| ernments, choices are restricted or don’t

exist. Our democratic process is intended

| to give the people the power to choose. In

practice, political parties are taking voting

| power away and restricting choices.

Consider the practice of gerrymander-
ing. Instead of the voters choosing their

| elected representatives, an incumbent polit-

ical party chooses the voters. Instead of
representing compact regions of voters, the
legislatures are composed of people that

| represent whatever voters the party chose

when they redrew the maps. You as a voter
are just a pawn on the chessboard, and the
incumbent party can move you around
wherever they like. Who is being empow-
ered here? Clearly it is not the voter.
Consider Primary Screenout. Texas
is alone in excluding a voter that votes in
the Democratic or Republican primary
from signing a petition to place another
candidate or party on the ballot. The same
incumbent legislators that take an oath to
uphold the Constitution ignore the first
amendment when they deny this right.
Consider the exclusion of candidates
and parties from the ballot. We as leaders
of political parties are well aware of how

Texas is far more exclusive in ballot access
than most states. We certainly congratulate
Kinky Friedman and Grandma Strayhorn
for raising the huge piles of money neces-
sary to buy signatures and get on the ballot.
However, consider that Ralph Nader col-
lected over 80,000 signatures yet failed to
qualify for the 2004 presidential ballot in
Texas. Voters want choice, and the restric-
tions on choice give many of you nothing
to vote for and you stay home. We recog-
nize reasonable qualifications for appearing
on the ballot, but the current law is clearly
excessively exclusionary.

These are a few examples of the way
in which you, the voter, are being excluded
from making choices. These are issues
that need to be changed in the law in next
year's legislative session.

Yet, there is an exclusion that you can
fix before November 7.

Consider the public debate for gover-
nor of Texas. Rick Perry, Kinky Friedman,
Grandma Strayhorn, and Chris Bell have
been included in the debate sponsored by
the BELO network of television and radio
stations to be held October 6 and broadcast
throughout the state. However, when you
vote on November 7 there will be five can-
didates on the ballot for governor of Texas.
Who is being excluded?

In 2004, over 82,000 voters in Texas
signed a petition to place candidates of the
Libertarian Party on the ballot. In that elec-
tion, 843,911 (over 16%) of the statewide

voters selected Libertarian Quanah Parker
for State Judge, Court of Criminal Appeals
Place 2, clearly demonstrating the signifi-
cance of that choice. However, Libertarian
candidate for governor James Werner has
been excluded from the public debate on
October 6.

We do not expect you to pity us. We
the leaders of our political parties under-
stand the challenges of competing against
the incumbent parties.

What about you? Do you want to walk
into the voting booth after seeing four can-
didates debate on television and then see
five on the ballot? Wouldn't you be upset
about this? Aren’t you being excluded from
seeing all the choices before you vote?

We began by asking whether inclu-
sion is better than exclusion. You as a voter
are the one being excluded. You have the
power to include yourself. You can contact
the debate sponsors and demand inclusion
of James Werner in the public debate. You
can contact your legislator to reform the
election code to be more inclusive of the
concerns of voters instead of incumbent
political parties.

We want you included. We hope you
do as well.

Herring Bank president Jerry Wood-
ird addressed the board concerning
its September 12 depository bid vote,
which resulted in the city moving its
deposits from Herring to the Donley
County State Bank. That vote ha;i
come 2-1-1 with Aldermen Tibbets
and Bobbie Kidd in favor, Alderman
Hill opposed, and Alderman Knorpp
abstaining. At the time, Tibbets said
he felt the city should select the
Donley bank because the business
should be spread around and Herring
had more accounts from local gov-
ernments than did Donley.

Woodard said Herring Bank had
served the city for eight years and
helped it with equipment notes and
with the tax notes to pave the streets,
and he said he did not think the
board’s decision was made according
to the bids.

“There are two ways you lose a
bid,” Woodard said. “You either don't
do your job, or you get outbid. Your

decision was based on how many
depository contracts the bidder has.
You don’t have the right to reject or
accept a bid based on criteria that are
not in the bids.”

Woodard asked Alderman Tib-
bets how long he had been employed
by Clarendon College.

Tibbets replied, “Since 1989.”

Woodard then said the situation
would be like saying Tibbets had
enjoyed his job long enough and that
it was time to let someone else have
Tibbets’ job and give it to someone
with less experience but pay them
more money.

Woodard is a member of the
Clarendon College Board of Regents.
After Woodard left the Board Room,
Alderman Tibbets asked City Secre-
tary Linda Smith to have the minutes
reflect that Mr. Woodard “threatered
my job at the college.”

Woodard later told the ENTER-
PRISE that he was trying to make an

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Grant to boost math, science students at WT

CANYON - West Texas A&M
University is stepping up to the plate
in an effort to increase ¢he number
of rural and underserved students
who receive baccalaureate degrees
in mathematics, science, and engi-
neering.

The National Science Founda-
tion (NSF) has awarded WTAMU
almost $1 million to participate in
its Science, Technology, Engineering
and Mathematics Talent Expansion
Program (STEP). The NSF reviewed
141 proposals and granted only 15,
according to Dr. Pamela Lockwood,
associate professor of mathemat-
ics and principal investigator of the
proposal.

WTAMU’s proposal is titled
“Increasing Numbers, Connections

and Retention in Science and Engi-
neering (INCRSE).” The University
will receive a total of $980,204 over
the next five years. The Texas Engi-
neering Experiment Station, which
assisted WTAMU faculty in the
development of the proposal, will act
as thz fiscal agent for the project.

The money will be used in a
variety of ways to promote STEP,
the goal of which is io increase the
number of students (U.S. citizens
or permanent residents) receiving
associate or baccalaureate degrees in
established or emerging fields within
science, technology, engineering and
mathematics (STEM).

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peratures are limiting Panhandle
crop development and may result in
decreased yields, said a Texas Coop-
erative Extension specialist.

Dr. Randy Boman, Extension
cotton agronomist in Lubbock, said
lack of maturity is the biggest issue
facing cotton producers, especially
those north of Amarillo.

Proper use of harvest aids such
as desiccants, defoliants, and boll
openers can help producers harvest
carlier and at the same time maintain
fiber quality and seed quality, Boman

said. However. maturity is a big con- °

cern when harvest aids are applied.

Premature crop termination has
been shown to reduce lint yield,
seed quality, micronaire, and fiber
strength, he said. Once a defoliant
or desiccant is applied, the cotton
fiber won’t improve any further. No
harvest-aid chemical can increase the
rate of fiber development, Boman
said. Only additional growing
weather, including open skies and
adequate heat units combined with
functional leaves, can help cotton
bolls to mature.

Only temperatures that aver-

age above 60 can advance
the¥maturity process, she explained.
The measure of this available heat
is called a “heat unit”. A heat unit
is determined by adding the high
temperature and low temperature in a
day, dividing by two, and subtracting
60. To determine maturity, he said,
bolls can be cut open with a sharp
knife. If the boll is watery and the
seeds are jelly-like on the inside, the
cotton is immature and needs more
heat units. If the knife cannot slice
through the lint and the seedcoats
are tan to black, the boll is nearly
mature.
Because of the late rain this year
and cooler September, the region
north of Amarillo is behind on heat
units and thus much of the cotton
lacks maturity, Boman said.

“Some of these fields are going

We're looking at trying to get every

thing mature and then apply the har

vest aid. But in reality, what we face
is a lack of maturity going into the
time of year we lack heat units.”

Then, Boman said, it may be
necessary to open the bolls with a
product called ethephon

Ideally, 50 percent to 60 percent
of the bolls should be open before the
harvest-aid chemicals are applied, he
said. Some cotton producers mix boll
openers with defoliants to enhance
natural leaf drop.

“The problem we get into is the
cotton doesn’t open up,” he said
“A lot of times we’ll tell producers
to apply a conditioning rate of boll
opener (high rate).

“If you are going after all the
pounds you can get while recogniz-
ing that immature fiber will result in
low micronaire values at the classing
office,” Boman said, “you need to
look at a rate of 32 to 42 ounces of
those with the 6 pounds per gallon
formulation.”

Expected yield is a part of
determining if there are enough
mature bolls, he said. Higher yield
expectations usually have maturity
prob¥ie. Bneugh cotton may be
mature for a two-bale crop, but some
areas north of Amarillo are making
three bales or more to the acre, and
those fields may not be as open at this
time. Necessary heat units are trail-
ing off and typically will be gone by
mid-October throughout much of the
region, Boman said. When the aver-
age temperature gets below 60 F, the
heat units are zero.

“Producers need to be watching
the weather and make their boll-
opening application before we run
out of heat units,” he said. “If the
cotton gets a killing freeze, these
products do not work.”

Every year is different, Boman
also warned.

“Last year we were hot and dry.
This year it is cool and wet,” he said.

WASHINGTON D.C. - Taxpay-
ers wil! be able to track all federal
spending on a new, searchable web
site, under a bil! approved by Con-
gress recently.

Congressman Mac Thornberry
joined in support of S. 2590 the
“Federal Funding Accountability
and Transparency Act of 2006,”
noting that such a simple bill was “a
major step for common sense and for
accountability in government.”

The web site’s search engine
and database will offer information
on federal contracts, grants, loans,
earmarks, and other federal assis-
tance and expenditures.

The legislation calls for the web
site to be user friendly - all informa-
tion must be accessible in a single
search. Frequent updating of the
site is also required under the bill.
Information on government con-
tracts, grants or other funding must
