Incumbents Lee Ann Cook
and Sam Grider will be joined on
the ballot by challengers Susie
Langford, H.L. “Buster” Baird,
Stanley Couch, and Milton Brown.

Early voting continues through
Tuesday, May 9; and City Hall will
be open for balloting every busi-
ness day from 9 a.m. to noon and
| p.m. to 4 p.m., except for May 9
when it will be open from 7 a.m.
to 7 p.m.

Election Day will be Saturday,
May 13

and residents should start seeing
some signs of its pending arrival
this month.

The restaurant’s owner, Gary
Davis of Blanchard, Okla., told the
EnTeRPRISE this week that he has
encountered some obstacles but
that the project is still on track to
2o in west of the Pizza Hut and east
of the Best Western Red River Inn
on US 287.

“We've got some trees we
have to move, and you hate to do
that; but there is one that would be
right in the driveway,” Davis said.

A state speed limit sign
will also have to be moved, and
approval for that has already been
received. Meanwhile, city work-
ers have been busy locating and
moving lines

“The city has been really good
to us so far, and it's been a pleasure
to work with them,” Davis said.

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City okays penalty for illegal dumping

Using a city Dumpster without
permission could cost you $2,000
following last week’s regular meet-
ing of the Clarendon Board of Alder-
men

The board approved Ordinance
361 on its second and final reading,
making it a crime to dump garbage
or waste materials in city trash bins
for individuals and corporations who
do not pay a monthly fee for that
service.

City Secretary Linda Smith told
the board that news of the issue had
generated calls to City Hall from
rural residents.

“We've had several people upset
about it,” Smith said. “But when I
explain that someone is paying for
that Dumpster, then they under-
stand.”

Joe Shadle, who works in the
city’s sanitation department, cau-
tioned the city about try"ng to extend

its trash pick up service to county
residents, noting the costs of fuel
and time.

“You can't service everybody in
the county,” Shadle said.

The aldermen agreed with
Shadle and said they would consider
locating some central Dumpsters
that county residents could use for a
monthly fee.

Shadle also brought up another
issue related to the city's waste

transfer station, asking why the city
doesn't charge the school, the col-
lege, or the Texas Department of
Transportation when they bring in
trailer loads of trash.

The aldermen indicated they
were not aware of that policy, and the
board agreed to take up the matter at
their next meeting.

In response to a question from
the Enterprise, the board said Ordi-
nance 361 is not intended to apply

to the recycling bins at the corner
of First and Kearney. Everyone is
welcome to use those bins for their
recyclables.

In other business, the board rati-
fied the employment of Stormy May-
berry and discussed finding someone
to replace Alton Gaines, who has
taken a job with the school.

The board also received updates
from City Superintendent Jim Rob-
erts and city engineer Che Shadle.

The End Is Near

Street project could be finished next week

It will all be over soon.

Weather permitting, that is.

The 2005 Street Project,
which was originally scheduled
to be completed last November,
should be finished next week,
according to city engineer Che
Shadle

“If we get the weather we
need, we should be through,”
Shadle said.

But as the ENTERPRISE was
going to press Tuesday evening,
the clouds opened up, dumping
rain and hail on the city, and more
was forecasted for this week.

On Tuesday morning, sub-
contractors were in town and shot
the oil primer on Seventh Street
and the cross streets of Leroy,
Johns, Collinson, McLean, and
Bond. Workers planned to shoot
the remainder of the streets on
Wednesday, and then the paving
was scheduled to begin in earnest
on Thursday.

“They’ll come in here and do
all the streets at once, and it will
take four or five days,” Shadle
said.

Jordan Paving, which is the
subcontractor for this part of the
job under B&B Solvent, will put
down one course of asphalt, lay
one course of rock, roll it, and then
repeat the process.

“It won’t take long, and people

can drive on it just as soon as it
goes down,” the engineer said.

Shadle’s firm, OJD Engineer-
ing, will monitor the paving as it
is done.

The finished streets will be
30 feet wide inside the curbs, and
the project covers the following
streets: Third Street from Collin-
son to McLean, Fourth Street from
Collinson to McLean, Sixth Street
from Cottage to Koogle, Seventh
Street from the western city limit
to Koogle, Eighth Street from

Leroy to Bugbee Avenue, Leroy
Street from Fifth to Eighth, Johns
Street from Sixth to approximately
one-half block past Eighth, Collin-
son Street from Clarendon Avenue
to Eighth Street, McLean Street
from Clarendon Avenue to Eighth,
and Bond Street from Sixth to
Eighth.

The project, which had an
original price tag of $974,485, is
being paid for with some money
the city had on hand raised from
higher utility and service fee plus

seven-year tax obligation notes
for $800,000. Additionally, the
Clarendon Economic Development
Corporation has already pledged
$150,000 to the project, and the
CEDC board also intends to pro-
vide $30,000 each year to help the
city pay the indebtedness.

Shadle says the contractor
will be responsible for maintaining
the streets for one year after the
completion date; but after that, it
will be up to the city to take care of
them to stand the test of time.

H-wick gets
state grant
for firetruck

Howardwick has been approved
for a Texas Forest Service grant to
get a new truck to replace the one
that was lost battling the 1-40 fire on
March 12.

Fire Chief Robert Cole said his
department was notified Friday that
the state agency had given the go
ahead for the $108,000 award. Ten
percent of that must be matched by
the city.

“We haven’t ordered the new
truck yet, but it will be what we call a
pump and roll truck that can do any-
thing,” Cole said.

The chief said he estimates that
more than $3,000 has been donated
to the fund at Community Bank to
help the city replace the truck.

The forest service has also given
the department a 2.5-ton flatbed
truck, courtesy of the Federal Excess
Personal Property (FEPP) equipment
program, through which military
equipment is loaned to qualifying
departments at no cost for as long as
the equipment is in use.

The FEPP program is just one of
several aid programs available to vol-
unteer fire departments to help them
protect the communities they serve.

The forest service also provides
local training in wildland firefight-
ing and assists with applications for
assistance.

Cole said Howardwick has
submitted one of those applications,
which, if approved, would provide
$2,500 for equipment to outfit the
truck obtained through the FEPP
program.

USPS making
itself useless

in digital age

Eight months ago this column alerted our loyal
readers about a new rule that had been proposed by
the United States Postal Service that, if implemented,
would devastate our ability to deliver this newspaper
to out of county subscribers in a timely fashion.

That was in August. By
December, Texas newspapers
were leading the nation in let-
ting the USPS know how we felt
about the change and the impact
it would have on our businesses.
We thought that we had achieved
a victory, and we received assur-
ances that the new rule would Oduor’s
not come to pass. But we were
lied to. In January, the new rule
was published, and now it will
take effect on May 11, 2006.

Without going into too much boring detail, those
of you who subscribe to the ENTERPRISE need to know
how your paper is mailed. Currently, this newspaper
divides our out-of-county subscribers into 16 separate
mail sacks, and we are allowed to place as few as six
papers in one sack in order to get the best possible
delivery for you. For instance, all the papers going to
Lubbock are placed in one bag, all the papers going
to the San Antonio area go in another bag, and all the
papers going to the Austin area go in a third.

But effective May 11, 2006, the USPS will
change the way all newspapers across the country are
prepared for delivery, and all mailbags will have to
contain a minimum of 24 newspapers. This means the
EnterPrISE will have to prepare fewer bags, probably
dropping down to eight bags. Some subscribers will
not notice any difference, but for many, this new rule
means their paper may be delayed for a day or two or
three longer than it already is.

The situation is bad enough as it is. Many times
the news is delayed in getting to its appropriate desti-
nation. While readers closest to Donley County may
get their ENTERPRISE Within a day or two of us mailing
it; readers in Central and East Texas, the Hill Country,
and more distant points may not get their paper for
five or six days. And in some cases — particularly out
of state, we know it takes weeks for the post office to
find the time to deliver your paper.

Before I paint with the broad brush, it is worth
noting that the employees of the Clarendon Post Office
are some of the best the USPS has to offer. And I know
this from listening to my colleagues from around the
state and across the nation. Our postmaster and his
staff bend over backwards for us. We are lucky, we
know it, and we are thankful for it.

But sadly, our local employees are not representa-
tive of the USPS at large and certainly not representa-
tive of its leadership. We have had postal employees in
nearby cities who had the audacity to tell subscribers
that we didn’t print a paper the week they missed one
or who insisted that we didn’t mail an issue to a sub-
scriber when it was they who put in the wrong box.
We have instances of postal carriers in big cities who
simply don’t deliver the mail because they are too
stupid to do their jobs or just too lazy to care.

Then there is the overriding systemic problem of
a federal agency that is pretty much quasi-indepen-
dent from any kind of meaningful oversight. Itis a
monopolistic beast that is more concerned with gob-
bling up all the cash it can from junk mailers than it is
with delivering the mail that people actually want to
get. America’s daily newspapers alone spend almost
$1 billion per year with the USPS, but that is nothing
compared to the multiple billions spent on junk mail.

I and a few other publishers - like Randy Mankin
of the ELDORADO Success — have been saying for quite
some time that newspapers must come to terms with
the reality of the situation. Two weeks ago that hap-
pened when the board of the Texas Press Association
met and generally agreed with us that as an industry
we have to find other ways deliver our news to you,
the readers, because the United States Postal Service
does not give a damn when you get your paper or even
if you get your paper at all. It has become apparent
that they would just as soon we didn’t use them at all.

Which, frankly, is just fine with us. We are so
sick and tired of the post office and all its crap, that
the ENTERPRISE, the Success, and a growing number
of other newspapers are offering fully digital editions.
Technology, you see, is making the post office irrel-
evant.

It was eleven months ago that we launched ENTER-
prise-D, the all-digital 21st century edition of the paper
that features all the same stories, pictures, and ads that
you are used to seeing in our old-fashioned paper edi-
tion. EnTERPRISE-D subscribers save money and get the
local news before the paper edition even hits the stands
in Clarendon.

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Time to do something real about energy

One of many things that unite Texans
is this: we drive. It’s a big state, and cars
and trucks are essential to getting around.
But with gas prices close to $3 per gallon,
a stop at the gas station has rarely been as
painful as it is now.

Some people simply can’t afford the
$50 or more that it costs to fill up today.
It’s a serious situation for some, and criti-
cal for others.

Whenever we have economic disrup-
tions like this, citizens understandably
look to the government to do something.
In an election year, there’s no shortage of
ideas. My goal is to make certain that any
government action actually helps resolve
the underlying problem and isn’t simply a
stunt to make politicians look good.

Gasoline prices are higher, in large
part, because there is increased global
demand for oil. International tensions that
threaten energy supplies, such as concern
over Iran’s nuclear weapons plans, also
contribute to higher prices.

Congress can do many things, but
it cannot repeal the law of supply and
demand. Countries such as India and China
are industrializing rapidly and buying
more oil. If demand grows, and supply of
energy isn’t increased, then prices will rise.
Our goal should be increasing the supply
of energy ~ through new production,
conservation, and developing alternative
sources — all to meet this demand, not to

make headlines or score political points.

Some proposals, including some from
my political party, quite frankly do little to
address that long-term supply-and-demand
situation. A governor from a neighboring
state recently asked the oil and gas industry
to send him $50 million, so he could dis-
tribute what would amount to $25 checks
to his citizens. It made the news headlines,
but it’s not going to happen. And it would
have had zero impact on the price of gas.

I prefer to look for more permanent and
effective policy changes.

First, we have to diversify and expand
our domestic energy sources. We rely
too much on foreign oil. We should also
expand the use of clean nuclear energy and
use the 300 years of coal available in this
country to make more power in a clean and
environmentally sensitive way.

Where it’s available, we should pro-
duce more oil in the U.S. We can explore
and produce in small parts of rural Alaska
and offshore in deep water areas beyond
our coastline — without endangering the
environment.

We have to eliminate unreasonable
regulations that artificially reduce our
energy supplies. We've not built a new
refinery in the U.S. for 30 years because
of excessive restrictions. Refiners are
required to produce a bewildering array of
“boutique” gasoline grades, and that only
complicates fuel production and drives up
the price.

Federal and state governments are
already providing major incentives for
conservation and development of alterna-
tive sources such as wind power and solar
power. These efforts are worthwhile and
should be pursued.

What I'm describing is the heart of the
Bush administration’s energy policy. But at
almost every turn, politicians have played
to special interest groups and thrown up
roadblocks, delaying — by several years
- an effective response to our growing
energy shortage.

Instead of maximizing our ability
to produce energy, some politicians are
exploiting sky-high energy prices to make
political hay. A favorite target this spring
is oil companies, major employers in our
state which are reporting very high quar-
terly earnings.

But at a hearing we held earlier this
year, the U.S. Senate learned that oil firms
are using their profits to increase supply
— by reopening marginal wells, drilling
new ones, building pipelines and expand-
ing refinery capacity where possible, and
hiring more Texans to develop and distrib-
ute these resources. If we want a growing
economy, this path is the only way toward
an eventual easing of gasoline prices.

Instead, what we are getting in Wash-
ington is the usual blame game. I hope it
stops before we approve legislation that
makes the energy problem even more
severe than it is today.

Goetze said farmers may be eligible
for loans of up to 100 percent of their
actual losses or the operating loan
needed to continue the agriculture
business, whichever is less. For
farmers unable to obtain credit from
private commercial lenders, the inter-
est is 3.75 percent.

“As a general rule, a farmer must
have suffered at least a 30 percent
loss of production to be eligible for
an FSA emergency loan,” Goetze
said. Farmers participating in the
Federal Crop Insurance program will

have to consider proceeds from those
programs in determining their loss.

“Applications for loans under
this emergency designation will be
accepted until December 20, 2006;
but farmers should apply as soon as
possible. Delays in applying could
create backlogs in processing with
possible delays into the new farming
season,” Goetze said.

FSA is a credit agency of the
U.S. Department of Agriculture. It
is authorized to provide disaster
emergency loans to recognized farm-
ers who work at and rely on farming
for a substantial part of their living.
Eligibility is extended to individual
farmers who meet U.S. citizenship
requirements and to farming partner-
ships, corporations, or cooperatives
in which U.S. citizenship require-
ments are met by individuals holding
a majority interest.

30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through
Friday, and the phone is 806-874-
3561.

Cowboys don’t always ride
horses anymore, but many of them
drive pickups. And so do a lot of
other people. In fact, 2002 data from
the U.S. Census Bureau shows that
almost one-quarter of the vehicles in
Texas are pickups, said Bev Kellner
of Texas Cooperative Extension’s
Passenger Safety program.
Unfortunately many of these
pickups’ drivers and passengers may
be riding with a false sense of secu-
rity, Kellner said. Although pickups
are larger and heavier than passenger
cars, she said, they don’t provide an
extra measure of safety, especially
when it comes to rollover crashes.
“Pickup drivers think they are
safer in trucks than in cars, but they
are not,” Kellner said. “According to
research from the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration, in fatal
crashes pickup trucks roll over twice

as often as passenger cars do. And
being thrown out of the vehicle is
the most common cause of injury and
death in rollover crashes.”

That’s the reason behind the
“Buckle Up In Your Truck” cam-
paign.

But according to information
on the “Buckle Up In Your Truck”
Web site, many people aren’t listen-
ing. Information on the Web site
says the five-state region of Texas,
New Mexico, Oklahoma, Arkansas,
and Louisiana is home to more than
a million pickup drivers and passen-
gers who do not wear safety belts.
And more than 1,300 of them die
from crashes every year.

“Pickup drivers often say they
feel safer because their trucks are
bigger, stronger, and sit up higher
than most cars on the road,” the Web
site stated. “But half of the fatali-
ties in pickup crashes were killed in

vehicle rollovers. Safety belts reduce
the risk of dying in a rollover crash
by up to 80 percent.”

According to statistics provided
on the Web site, about 60 percent of
the region’s pickup drivers involved
in fatal crashes are between the ages
of 15 and 39; about 86 percent are
men; and about 42 percent were not
using a safety belt at the time of the
crash.

No doubt about it, Kellner said,
safety belt use saves lives.

And “The Click It or Ticket”
and “Buckle Up In Your Truck™ cam-
paigns appear to be working. During
2005, vehicle drivers and passengers
in Texas increased their use of safety
belts to a total of 89.9 percent in pas-
senger vehicles and 85.5 percent in
pickup trucks, Kellner said. Because
of this, the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration estimates that
a possible 185 lives, 3,000 serious

injuries, and $600 million will be
saved.

To emphasize this point even
further, local law enforcement offi
cials in the five states will be enforc-
ing the “Click It or Ticket” campaign
from May 22-June 4 this year.

According to the Click It Or
Ticket Web site, “The goal of the
‘Click It or Ticket' mobilization is
not to give out tickets, but rather
to influence people to buckle up
and prevent injuries and fatalities.

Extension specialist offers turfgrass advice

DALLAS - ‘Tis the season for
planting, fertilizing, and watering
lawns to get them as lush and green
as possible, said Dr. Jim McAfee, an
Extension turfgrass specialist.

But for many homeowners this
year, all the fertilizer and watering
in the world won’t be enough to keep
their St. Augustine and centipede
grass lawns from yellowing and thin-
ning, McAfee said.

Unlike previous years, such
diseases as take-all root rot, brown
patch, and grey leaf spot are not the
main problem, McAfee said. Instead,
homeowners are now experiencing
fallout from the prolonged drought.
McAfee said 2005 was one of the
driest years on record, and North
Texas is 20 inches behind on rainfall.
There is no water in the soil, he said,
and lawns are stressed.

“What we're seeing this year is
desiccation or root damage due to
the drought and people not watering
enough,” McAfee said. “It's been
nine degrees warmer than average
for the year. Even though people may

have been watering some, with these
dry conditions and the winds, it just
takes more water.

The high winds and freezes we
had in December and March were an
added problem. Yards under dry con-
ditions when those freezes occurred
were hit the hardest.”

A secondary problem caused by
drought is that lawns already stressed
by environmental conditions are also
highly susceptible to such diseases as
take-all root rot, McAfee said. Take-
all root rot is a fungi which attacks
the plant’s root system in the fall and
the spring when soil temperatures
are in the 60 to 65 degree Farenheit
range.

He said the old advice of apply-
ing manure is no longer recom-
mended because some manures can
be alkaline and salty. So what’s a
homeowner to do? The answer is
spaghum peat moss.

“It’s an organic product, and you
can get it anywhere,” McAfee said.
“Topdress the affected areas of the
lawn with two bales of peat moss per

1,000 square feet.

“The theory is that spaghum is
an acidic material and holds acidity
in the soil, which in alkaline soil
helps control the growth of the plant,”
McAfee said. “That is under research
right now in six states, thanks to a
grant from the Environmental Pro-
tection Agency.”

McAfee said it is still too early
to determine how much of the grass
will recover.

“People need to have patience,”
he said. “Don’t try to force it by put-
ting out a lot of water and fertilizer,
because that could make matters
worse. It tries to force too much top
growth when the plant doesn’t have
a root system to support that growth,
which means it puts an additional
stress on the plant.”

McAfee said homeowners
should put 1 inch of water per week
on their lawn and mow it at least once
each week. For St. Augustine lawns,
mow to a height of 2 to 2 %2 inches in
sun and 3 to 3 %2 inches in shade. For
centipede lawns, mow to a height of

1 to 2 inches each week. McAfee said
he is hearing landscapers and lawn
care companies are being inundated
with questions from homeowners
because their yards are looking bad.

“I don’t want to send the mes-
sage for everyone to get out there
and turn on their sprinklers and run
them everyday,” McAfee said. “The
lakes are dry, and it is not necessary.
Overwatering is problematic too.
We're stressing proper watering and
conserving water for the summer.”

McAfee said most of North
Texas is under stage two water
restrictions, but many cities are
already expecting to go to stage three
by June. He said details of the water
restriction levels vary slightly from
city to city, but generally stage one
is normal water use following proper
watering guidelines; stage two is vol-
untary water restriction; stage three
restricts watering to once per week
between the hours of 10 pm. - 6
a.m., and stage four prohibits outside
water use for landscapes, washing
cars, and filling pools.

Finishing course vital to protecting kids with immunizations

Parents often teach their children
not to be quitters, to finish what they
start. The same philosophy applies to
childhood immunizations.

One of the most frequently
missed doses in the series — one that
comes at one year of age - is the
fourth DTaP vaccination, which pro-
Pertussis or whooping cough.

About 21 percent of Texas chil-
dren from 19 months through 36
months have not received the fourth
dose. A fifth dose is recommended
beginning at 4 years.

Diphtheria, tetanus, and per-
tussis are all caused by bacteria.
Diphtheria and pertussis are spread
person-to-person. Tetanus enters the
body through cuts or wounds.

In addition to diphtheria, teta-
nus, and pertussis, a child’s immu-
nizations should include hepatitis B,
haemophilus influenza type B (Hib),
polio, measles, mumps, rubella
(German measles), varicella (chicken
pox), meningococcal, pneumococcal
and hepatitis A vaccines. Starting
at 6 months, children also should
receive an infleunza shot yearly.

Parents can get assistance in
keeping track of their children’s
immunizations by using ImmTrac,
the state’s voluntary immunization
registry.

With ImmTrac, immunization
providers also can remind parents
when their children’s shots are
needed. To find out more informa-
tion, talk to your healthcare provider.

Treatment of Recurrent Depression in the Elderly
Recurrent depression is a major health problem in the elderly and
has been shown to recur at a rate of 50-90% over a 2-3 year period. Treat-
ment to prevent the recurrence of depression has not been fully evaluated
in the elderly, and it is currently not known what types of therapy would
benefit this age group the most. Drugs, psychotherapy, or combinations
of the two are commonly used in spite of the lack of confirming evi-

In a recent study published in the New England Journal of Medi-
cine, investigators tested the differences between medication therapy
with paroxetine (Paxil, Seroxat), placebo (no drug), psychotherapy, or a
combination. The study evaluated elderly persons over a 2 year period
who had previously responded to paraxetine. It was effective in prevent-
ing the recurrence of depression. A recurrence of depression was asso-
ciated with only one-third of those who took tive drug. Psychotherapy
alone did not appear to prevent recurrence of depression.
