City will consider public pool proposal
The owner of the Western Skies 

Motel made an unexpected proposal 
to Clarendon Aldermen when the 
board met in regular session last 
Tuesday night.

G. Patel said he intends to build 
a new swimming pool in the grassy 
area in front of his motel office on US 
287, and he offered to sell his current 
swimming pool to the city for use as 
a public pool.

Nothing is wrong with the exist­
ing pool, Patel told the board, but he 
said most travelers do not know it is 
there since it is hidden from view, 
and being out of sight of his front 
desk makes it hard for him to monitor 
what’s happening in the pool.

A new pool in front of the motel 
would be easier for him to manage 
and more visible from the highway, 
Patel said.

The current pool is fenced in on 
the west side of the motel between 
it and the Dollar General. Patel said 
he would also include the property 
between the highway and the pool as 
part of the deal.

The board asked Patel what his 
asking price was, and he said he had 
not figured that yet as he was just 
seeing if the city was even inter­
ested.

The aldermen asked Patel to 
prepare a legal description of the 
property to be sold and bring that 
back to the city. They also directed 
City Secretary Linda Smith to con­
tact the city’s insurance carrier to 
determine what the liability would 
be to the city.

In other city business, the board 
discussed the upcoming municipal 
election and again revisited the idea

of contracting with Donley County 
to conduct the election and use the 
county’s electronic voting machines.

Aldermen had previously resisted 
the idea and had questioned whether 
the federal Helping America Vote Act 
applied to the city. But Mayor Tex 
Selvidge said the Texas Secretary of 
State's office had told the city it had 
no choice in the matter.

Also unchallenged is Repub­
lican Landon Lambert seeking the 
County Attorney’s office.

A total of 287 local citizens 
cast ballots in this year’s primary 
elections, but new voting tabula­
tion machines required by the 
federal government were unable to 
break down that total by Republi­
can and Democratic voters.

Only 11.2 percent of eligible 
Donley County voters cast ballots 
in the primaries.

Bulldogs stun nation’s number one team
The Clarendon College Bulldogs 

delivered a stunning upset here last 
Thursday night when they defeated 
the team ranked number one in the 
nation and sent Howard College 
home with its first loss of the season.

The final score in Bulldog Gym 
was 86-80 in favor of the home team, 
and Coach Tony Starnes said he was 
just as surprised as everybody else.

“We were down six points at the 
half, and we were down two players, 
so we did it all without our normal

rotation,” Starnes said. “Our kids 
just responded. Howard got into foul 
trouble; and we made our plays, sank 
some critical shots, and stepped up to 
the plate.”

Starnes citied Pat Joseph, Andrd 
Johnson, Rick Hamilton, Andy 
Hulsey, and Darrell D. Brownlow 
for their performance but said no one 
player was responsible for the upset 
victory. Due to injuries and other 
issues, the Bulldog squad was down 
to 11 men, and they all got to play.

It wasn't the first dramatic win 
for the Bulldogs this season, having 
beaten number five San Jacinto in 
a tournament earlier; but thumping 
Howard was a sweet way for the CC 
men to end their season and claim 
some bragging rights.

“Howard has a legitimate shot at 
winning the national title, and now 
we hope they win it.” Starnes said. 
‘They were 29-0, and now they’re 
29-1.”

Howard College is coached by

former CC coach Mark Adams, and 
he has four or five players who are 
being courted by Division I universi­
ties, Starnes said.

The Bulldogs began their con­
ference season pretty well, going 4-3 
in the first round, Starnes said. But he 
said his team hadn't played well in 
the last three weeks.

If Odessa College had fallen 
to New Mexico Military last week, 
CC still could have gone on to the 
regional tournament; but Starnes

knew NMM1 wasn’t strong enough 
to do that.

“We all knew it would be our 
last game,” Starnes said. “So we just 
got down to it, and everyone played 
well.”

Starnes said he’d like the town 
to focus on the CC women now, who 
are ranked third in their league and 
will head to the regional tournament 
this Friday. The Lady Bulldogs will 
play Weatherford at 5 p.m. at Lub­
bock Christian University.

Former Hedley athletes make impressions at universities
Three years ago, basketball fans 

in Donley County watched with 
excitement as the Hedley Lady Owls 
climbed their way up to the State 
Tournament. Fate dealt the girls a 
cruel blow in Austin, but two mem­
bers of that historic team -  Rebekah 
Howard and Lauren Hill -  have since 
found their niches at two separate 
senior colleges.

Rebekah Howard walked on to 
the Lady Bobcats team at the College 
of the Osarks in Point Lookout. Mis­
souri, last year and has proven to be 
a strong member of her team, accord­
ing to Coach George Wilson

“Rebekah is a big asset for us, 
and we’re looking for good things 
from her in the future," Wilson told 
the E nterprise last week.

The coach said Howard doesn't 
start every game, but she does play

at least half of every game for her 
team. The 5’ 11” center averages nine 
points a game and racked up 241 
points during 30 games this season.

The Lady Bobcats have a record 
of 29-1, and Wilson said that one loss 
came from a Division I team in Los 
Angeles. Howard and her teammates 
will be playing for the NAIA title this 
week, March 8-14, in Sioux City, 
Iowa.

According to the C of O Web 
site, Howard was chosen as the 
recipient of the NAIA Champions of 
Character award last season and also 
made the Dean’s List.

Lauren Hill, meanwhile, played 
for the Clarendon College Lady Bull­
dogs before graduating from CC last 
year and is now attending Henderson 
State University in Arkadelphia, 
Arkansas, where she is a member of

the nationally ranked Lady Reddies 
basketball team.

This year the Lady Reddies have 
won the Gulf South Conference West 
with a 14-2 mark, which is the best 
record in the school’s history. Their 
overall season record is 26-4, which 
is also a school record.

Hill’s team heads into post 
season with a ranking of 11th in 
the nation in the NCAA Division II. 
They will host the South Regional 
Tournament with a ranking of 2.

Hill contributes an average of 24 
minutes of playing time per game. 
She averages four rebounds, one 
assist, one steal, and six points per 
game. She also has a 90 percent accu­
racy from the free throw line, where 
she is 34 for 38 this season.

Hill is reported to be looking for­
ward to the post season for the chance

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Obese world 
near collapse

“Fatty, fa'ty, two by four, can't get through the 
kitchen door.”

Oh, I’m sorry, was that insensitive? That old lim­
erick was just the first thing on my mind after reading 
about the latest crisis facing humanity.

It seems that public health care and indeed the 
very economies of the civilized world are threatened 
not by Bin Laden, al Qaeda, or othei Islamo-Fascists 
but rather by McDonald’s, Burger King, and Wendy’s. 
That’s right, true believers. According to a report 
released this week, humanity is 
fat and getting fatter, and soon 
the whole of our society will col­
lapse in upon itself because of 
the great gravitational attraction 
of our own ever-growing guts.
And when it happens, and the 
experts tell us that it will happen, 
the resulting implosion will be 
the most devastating thing that 
has ever happened to our species 
-  something on the order of what that terrible asteroid 
was to the dinosaurs.

Okay, that may be an exaggeration of the report, 
but I'm telling you, the news is bad. Bad, 1 say!

According to the Associated Press, the report in 
question was printed Monday in the International 
Journal o f Pediatric Obesity. (See, this is so bad the 
problem has its own journal.) The article warns that 
nearly 50 percent of kids in North and South America 
will be fat by 2010. That’s up from about 33 percent 
currently, the study says.

Now, just as an aside here, I would refer you to an 
article published online last Friday by WebMD which 
cites the Centers for Disease Control as saying 16 per­
cent of American children aged 6-19 are overweight. 
Maybe kids in the US did a lot of chowing down over 
the weekend, or maybe kids in Mexico, Canada, and 
all the third-world nations on the South American con­
tinent are really considerably chubbier than US chil­
dren. But I doubt it. Right off the bat, I question the 
prestigious International Journal o f Pediatric Obesity 
and call their data suspect.

Be that as it may, let's continue with the crisis at 
hand.

In the European Union, the Journal's report says, 
25 percent of children are fat and that number will 
swell up to 38 percent by 2010. Rates of lard-butted- 
ness are also expected to increase in the Middle East 
and Southeast Asia. (Not in the report is the fact that 
growing up to be a suicide bomber does prove to be an 
effective method of weight reduction -  a Tipoplosfrfn? 
if you will.)

“We have truly a global epidemic which appears 
to be affecting most countries in the world,” Dr. Philip 
James, chairman of the International Obesity Task 
Force, told the AP. “They’re being bombarded like 
they are in the West to eat all the wrong foods. The 
Western world’s food industries without even realizing 
it have precipitated an epidemic with enormous health 
consequences.”

Oh, dear.
The fat task force Nazi went on to say that “living 

in isolated areas was no longer a safeguard to secur­
ing quality of life or traditional eating habits” and that 
governments of the world need to take action and slap 
a “a ban on all forms of marketing.”

A doctor for the fat in Manchester, England, 
warned the AP that if the situation isn’t brought under 
control, these portly kids of the world will grow up

that isn’t bad enough, they will also suffer from heart 
disease, strokes, and other health problems.

Another fat Nazi in Toronto said the crisis could 
“swamp the public health care system” and said law­
makers must take a “broader view” (no pun intended 
apparently) of the problem and consider “banning 
trans fats and legislating against direct advertising of 
junk food toward children.”

So here is the problem in a low-fat nutshell. The 
West (i.e. America) has been successful in feeding its 
own people and also the world. Not only has Western 
culture provided food in abundance, it has convinced 
much of the world’s population, that eating regularly is 
a good thing.

Coach Beck once described the Texas Panhandle 
in Francisco Coronado’s day as being a place where 
all there was “were a bunch of Indians running around 
naked, hunting grasshoppers for groceries." And so it 
was, and so it has been in much of the underdeveloped 
world where people cannot produce their own food.

Their children play in filthy communities, and 
they are maybe lucky enough to grub up something to 
eat. Obesity was not a problem among the natives of 
this country or in the outbacks of other lands, because 
life was hard, food was not that plentiful, and people’s 
time on this earth was often short.

America changed all that. Food is good, and we 
like to eat. We think you should, too; because other­
wise, you'll get sick and die.

Now, these medical pinheads try to tell us that 
having a little meat on our bones and a little reserves 
around our mid-section is a bad thing. They tell us, in 
not so many words, that we were better off in the days 
of hunting and gathering for our subsistence and that, 
essentially, it's better for people to die of malaria or 
malnutrition at the age of 22 than of heart disease at 
the age of 78.

Marketing (i.e. advertising, i.e. freedom of speech 
and of the press) is the evil to them. And, they say, it 
should be stopped and stopped soon before any more 
of -  all together now -  “the children” fall victim to the 
West's corporate greed and corruption.

Border security equals national security
The idea "Think Globally, Act 

Locally” has influenced many decisions 
since its first use at an international con­
ference in 1972. It conveys the idea that 
effective solutions to large problems often 
begin with steps taken in your backyard.

Today, keeping America safe requires 
the same concept. While our federal gov­
ernment protects us by meeting global 
threats abroad, we also need to act locally, 
addressing the potential security threats 
posed by illegal immigration.

We are all aware that important mili­
tary missions are ongoing in dangerous 
parts of the world, and we are grateful 
for the courage of our military men and 
women. However, it would be a dishonor 
to their service if we did not protect our 
interests at home with the same dedication 
and vigor that they show overseas.

Domestic security requires our atten­
tion and cannot be overlooked. We must 
devote additional resources to securing 
our nation’s borders. Our southern border 
has become a sieve, and protecting Texas’s 
border with Mexico is one way that we can 
fight the war on terror at home.

Monitoring Texas’ border with Mexico 
is no easy task; it spans 1,248 miles 
-  about the distance from Houston to 
Washington, D.C. But just because some­
thing is difficult does not mean it cannot be 
done. We have to do whatever it takes to 
secure our borders because the alternative 
is simply not an option.

Securing the Texas-Mexico border is 
also critical to our economy because illegal 
immigrants can become a serious expense 
to local communities in the form of over­
whelmed emergency rooms and overbur­
dened schools.

President Bush’s recent budget request 
is a good first step toward dealing with 
some of the immigration problems facing 
our state. The president requested $450 
million to provide 1,500 new border patrol 
agents. While this increase is a step in the 
right direction, it is not enough.

Terrorists are 
counting on south­
ern border policy 
to be weak, and we 
cannot allow that to 
happen. The 9-11 
Commission rec­
ommended adding 
2,000 new border 
patrol agents a year 
each year from 2006 
to 2010 -  at a minimum. This increase was 
also recommended in the National Intel­
ligence Reform Act that became law in 
December 2004. Leading the fight for new 
border patrol agents in the Senate, I intro­
duced a budget amendment providing full 
funding for them.

Last year, we caught over 160,000 
other than Mexicans (OTMs) crossing 
into our country illegally, and we do not 
know how many we failed to catch. The 
Census Bureau estimates that over 10 mil­
lion people reside in our country illegally 
-  that’s more than twice the combined 
populations of Houston, San Antonio, 
Dallas and Austin. Immigrants from coun­
tries other than Mexico are coming into our 
country in large numbers, and we need to 
make sure they go through proper security 
channels.

Additional funding will help accom­
plish the Department of Homeland 
Security’s goal of eliminating, by October, 
the catch and release program in place for 
OTMs. Of the 160,000 OTMs caught and 
released, only 30,000 (under 20%) showed 
for their court hearings. That is unaccept­
able. I have urged the Department to use 
temporary facilities to begin detaining 
non-Mexican illegal entrants immediately 
instead of releasing them until new facili­
ties are prepared.

I have worked in Congress to increase 
immigration-related funding, and last fall 
we passed over $31 billion for the Depart­
ment of Homeland Security, providing $9 
billion for Customs and Border Protection,

Immigration & Customs Enforcement, and 
related activities, 250 criminal investigators 
(for a total of 6,000), and 20,000 deten­
tion beds. During the previous Congress, I 
cosponsored legislation in the Senate reim­
bursing Texas hospitals approximately $47 
million a year for the cost of treating illegal 
immigrants.

Yet immigration reform requires more 
than just funding. Last year a community 
in New Hampshire attempted to prosecute 
illegal immigrants, but it was thwarted 
when a judge ruled the federal government 
has exclusive jurisdiction on civil immigra­
tion issues. Other communities around the 
country have faced similar legal obstacles 
in their attempts to stem the flow of illegal 
immigrants.

In response, I proposed the Illegal 
Immigration Enforcement and Empower­
ment Act. This bill would allow state and 
local law enforcement to become more 
involved in the process of catching illegal 
immigrants. State and local governments 
should be permitted to pass their own laws 
so they can prosecute all immigration vio­
lations, both civil and criminal.

The Illegal Immigration Enforcement 
and Empowerment Act would allow states 
to enforce federal immigration law and 
to create state immigration enforcement 
provisions in accordance with federal law.
It would also authorize the Department of 
Homeland Security to create a Volunteer 
Border Marshall Program that would use 
trained, volunteer, state-licensed peace offi­
cers on temporary missions on the border 
to assist the Border Patrol.

This program would provide tempo­
rary help to identify and control illegal 
immigration. It would also supply extra 
support to stop human and drug trafficking. 
This is a sensible option for communities 
that are looking for broader capability.

Security at our borders is an invest­
ment in national security, and we must 
attack the problem at every level.

Ports deal shows political opportunism

The firestorm over the proposed lease 
of certain U.S. port facilities to Dubai 
Ports World, a company owned by the 
government of the United Arab Emirates, 
raises several chilling questions. None has 
anything to do with the deal itself. It was 
approved in accordance with the same 
law and procedures followed in more than 
1,500 prior cases where national security 
implications were assessed.

But to be extra certain, and to atone 
for its political maladroitness in failing to 
keep key congressional leaders in the loop, 
the Bush administration has instituted a 
full 45-day review by the Committee on 
Foreign Investment in the United States 
(CFIUS). Its outcome should be honored.

The chilling questions have more to 
do with the proclivity of certain politi­
cians to exploit understandable American 
anxieties about security for their own 
political purposes. Do members of Con­
gress have legitimate reasons to question 
the administration’s efforts at protecting 
the homeland? Do they really believe the 
administration would subordinate national 
security concerns to other considerations? 
Have they no faith in an oversight process 
they themselves authored?

If the answer is “yes" to any of those, 
Americans need to hear why. Credible 
evidence that our security has been sys­
tematically compromised might shatter a 
covenant we take for granted. Despite any 
doubts and misgivings many of us may 
have about government’s capacity to do 
things well, and regardless of our affinity, 
indifference, or disaffection for the Bush 
administration, most of us believe that the 
administration views national security as

its paramount responsibility.
Referring to certain pledges made by 

DPW to make policymakers more comfort­
able with the deal. Sen. Robert Menendez 
(D-NJ) asserted that the company’s “prom­
ise isn’t worth the paper on which it is 
written." Why? The comment implies that 
Sen. Menendez has credible evidence that 
this company is untrustworthy. What is that 
evidence? And what are the national secu­
rity implications?

Congressional detractors who have no 
evidence or who would answer “no” are 
guilty of exploiting fears or of knowing too 
little about port security to even begin to 
question the efficacy of CFIUS’s endorse­
ment of the deal. The website of Sen. 
Charles Schumer (D-NY) claims, "Next 
week control of the Port of New York and 
New Jersey will be handed over to Dubai 
Ports World...” That is patently false. Con­
trol of the ports, including security func­
tions, has been and will remain the domain 
of the U.S. Coast Guard and the Depart­
ment of Homeland Security.

To speak from a position of author­
ity without understanding port security 
operations is reckless and misleading. Such 
demagoguery is worthy of stem rebuke, 
particularly considering the potential col­
lateral damage caused by the hysteria.

The Bush administration’s Middle 
East policy, which some argue has been 
an utter failure, consists of carrots to 
complement the more familiar sticks. The 
carrots include access to the U.S. market 
through bilateral free trade agreements.
The United States has agreements with 
Jordan. Morocco, Bahrain, and Oman, 
and is in the process of completing a deal 
with the UAE. None of the Arab free trade

agreement partners participates in the Arab 
boycott of Israel. Bahrain turned its back 
on the boycott right after signing the agree­
ment. The UAE would likely follow suit.

Encouraging moderate Arab states 
to remain moderate and to embrace capi­
talism and other western institutions is 
the quiet success of the administration’s 
Middle East policy.

It is also threatened by reflexive politi­
cal opportunism that is driving the furor 
over the port deal.

Maybe a debate about CFIUS, its pro­
cesses, and the possibility of involving key 
members of Congress in decision-making 
is warranted. Maybe Arab investment 
should be held to a higher security standard 
than that of other would-be acquisitions. 
Maybe it already is.

Regardless, it is imperative that Con­
gress and the administration get on the 
same page about the purpose and operation 
of CFIUS. As the world economy becomes 
even more integrated, we should expect to 
see more foreign acquisitions, particularly 
if the dollar depreciates, as many in Con­
gress advocate. A cheaper dollar makes 
hard U.S. assets more attractive to foreign 
buyers. Let’s not impede that important 
process with rules that are perceived as 
arbitrary and capricious.

Granted, matters of national security 
trump matters of commerce. If U.S. secu­
rity would be legitimately compromised by 
some commercial transaction, that transac­
tion must be prevented. So far, the investi­
gation into the ports deal has produced no 
credible reasons to intervene.

Clarendon Dl students earn 
right to compete at state level

LUBBOCK - Six area students 
of Clarendon Elementary took 
top honors when they competed 
as a team in the Northwest Plains 
Regional Destination ImagiNation 
meet in Lubbock, Saturday, March
4.2006.

Placing first among six teams 
from Midland, Lubbock, and Ama­
rillo, the group earned a berth at the 
Destination ImagiNation state meet 
in Corpus Christi, March 31-April
1.2006.

Jency Burton, Kenzie Perryman, 
Jonah Sell, Jentry Shadle, Adam 
Topper, and Cole Ward, all fifth grad­
ers at Clarendon Elementary, com­
bined their efforts and talents to take 
the top honor. The competition uses 
team-based, creative problem solving 
to teach life skills and to expand the 
students’ imaginations. Teams create 
solutions to challenges and present 
the solutions in eight minute live per­
formances that feature props, script­
ing. costumes, and original music all 
created by the students.

The Clarendon team competed 
in the Inside Dimension category 
made up of two phases with several 
components, including: architectural 
design and structural engineering, 
construction, research, mathematics, 
theatrical arts, spontaneous critical 
thinking, and teamwork. The team 
selects a noted architect, researches 
his/her life and accomplishments,

presents their findings in a creative 
and theatrical manner, as well as 
constructs a structure under strict 
specifications. The structure is made 
up of two separate pieces comprised 
of wood and glue only. They cannot 
exceeed 14 grams (0.49 oz.) com­
bined. One structure must fit within 
the other and is tested by placing 
weights upon it until it fails. The 
Clarendon team's design held 130 
lbs. The second place team held 65 
lbs.! The performance, written com­
pletely by the students, is acted out 
by the students while the structure is 
simultaneously tested.

The second phase consists of an 
Instant Challenge where the teams 
are asked to solve a challenge in a 
very short period of time, without 
knowing ahead of time what the 
Challenge will be. Teams go into a 
room and are given a Challenge and 
the materials with which to solve it. 
They use their thinking-on-their-feet 
skills to produce a solution, usually 
in a period of five to eight minutes! 
All of *his without the assistance of 
coaches or teachers.

The Clarendon team is  facili­
tated by Karen Simmons. The next 
advancement after state level would 
be the national competition in Nash­
ville, Tennessee. Congratulate these 
students and support them as they 
represent Clarendon Elementary and 
Clarendon at Corpus Christi.

The board voted 3-1 to have the 
county conduct the election with 
Aldermen Michael Tibbets, Tommy 
Hill, and Mark White in favor.

Hospital board ponders indigent costs
The Donley County Hospital 

Board met in regular session Febru­
ary 21 in the Conference Room of the 
Medical Center Nursing Home.

The board approved a bid on tax 
delinquent property in the Pueblo 
section of Howardwick as presented 
by the Donley County Appraisal 
District.

Board president Alan Fletcher 
discussed the potential financial 
impact of paying for indigent care in 
Donley County and advised the board 
that there are no limits for paying for 
this item other than a cap of $30,000 
per individual. The budgeted amount 
of $25,000 for this item has almost 
been reached with five months left in 
the fiscal year.

Holly Eads reported that three 
new applications are pending for 
indigent care. A reimbursement of 
$1,563.48 was received for a client 
who received Medicaid retroac­
tively, bringing the reimbursed total

to $6,264.41 out of $8,345.67 in 
expenses. Providers who have not 
reimbursed the hospital district have 
been telephoned.

Board member Onita Thomas 
presented the opportunity for the hos­
pital district to again sponsor the PSA 
prostate cancer lab tests at the county 
health fair. These tests have been suc­
cessful in the detection of cancer in 
local residents, and the board voted 
to sponsor the tests again.

County Clerk Fay Vargas pre­
sented a proposal for leasing elec­
tronic voting devices to the hospital 
district and handling early voting 
duties for the May election. The fee, 
as established by county commis­
sioners would be $500. The board 
voted to table this until March 21, 
2006, to determine if any candidates 
are opposed.

District administrator Vicky 
Robertson reported the nursing home 
census as 52 residents. She also

reported that the Legislative Budget 
Board had approved a $10 per day 
per Medicaid resident increase retro­
active to January 1, 2006, to be con­
tinued through August 1, 2006. This 
will total approximately $100,000 
in increased revenue for the nurs­
ing home. She suggested obtaining 
$10,000 thirty-day Certificates of 
Deposit with these funds as they are 
received.

Associated Ambulance Author­
ity Director Anita Aaron reported 
her service had 60 calls serving 60 
patients in January.

Fletcher reported meeting with 
Clarendon College Dean of Instruc­
tion Tex Buckhaults and hospital 
board member Bright Newhouse 
regarding accrediting EMT classes 
being organized by Mrs. Aaron. CC 
will require $20 per student not to 
exceed $250 per class for CC accred­
itation. Fletcher and Newhouse will 
meet with Buckhaults again.

Prepare emergency kits for tornado season
March came in like a lamb with 

dry, dry weather. But it will rain, so 
we should be prepared for severe 
weather.

The first thing on the list should 
be where to go if a tornado is headed 
our way. Many homes in Howard- 
wick have storm cellars; and if you 
have one, now is the time to get 
it cleaned out. If you don't have a 
cellar, get to know your neighbor 
and get an invitation to share, or plan 
to use the community storm shelter 
located between the fire department 
and the trash dumpsters.

The shelter is never locked, but 
the door is stubborn at times. If you 
plan to use the shelter, I would sug­
gest you go into it before a storm 
and become familiar with the door, 
lights, seating, and steps so there are

no surprises. Be forewarned, pets are 
not allowed.

After finding a hiding place, the 
next question is what should I bring 
with me? The Governor’s Division 
of Emergency Management urges 
us to have an emergency supply kit 
on hand. Supplies should be kept in 
water resistant, easy to lift containers 
that can be moved rapidly if neces­
sary. They should contain a first aid 
kit, some cash, a battery operated 
radio, and a flashlight with extra bat­
teries.

The next item on the list is 
important papers, which should 
include copies of driver’s licenses, 
proof of residence, possibly copies of 
insurance papers, and anything else 
you think is necessary.

The three-day supply of food

and water is 
self explana­
tory with one 
gallon of water 
per person 
per day, also 
coolers for 
food and ice 
storage.

D o n ' t  
forget toilet 
paper, clean­
up supplies, duct tape, a can opener, 
garbage bags and ties, a knife, and 
tools. Then there are extra medica­
tion and supplies for babies and pets. 
Remember to date the containers and 
change perishable supplies and water 
every six months.

New Vaccine for Infants Approved
A new vaccine for the prevention of a contagious viral infection 

called rotavirus gastroenteritis in infants was recently approved. It is 
called Rota Teg (live oral rotavirus vaccine). This vaccine will be avail­
able as a liquid for oral administration to infants between the ages of 6 
and 32 weeks.

According to information from the FDA, approximately 72.000 
healthy infants in the US and several other countries were studied to 
determine the safety of Rota Teg. Over 5,000 infants were studied to 
determine how effective the vaccine was in preventing infection. Pub­
lished results indicate that the vaccine prevented more 70% of cases of 
viral enteritis and over 95% of hospitalizations due to the infection.

Rotavirus infection typically causes fever, vomiting, bouts of severe 
diarrhea, and dehydration in babies and young children. These symp­
toms may linger for 3 to 8 days. The virus is often transferred to infants 
on their fingers as they put them into their mouths after touching con­
taminated objects. The virus can also be spread by adult caregivers as 
they change a diaper and forget to wash their hands.
