MUST CONTINUE
Increased production is being

g 1951,

erops will probably be needed.
This call for increased production
does not mean a call for a plow-
hp of improved pastures or of
land, that form a conservation
standpoint, might better be left
in hay or other essential craps,
according to B. F. Vance, Chair-
man, State PMA Committee.

Vance says a let-down in soil
and water conservation at this
time would undoubtedly lose
much that has been accomplished
since the beginning of the Agri-
cultural Conservation Program.
He points out that 62% of all the
cultivated farm lands of the Na-
tion was on farms where soil and
water conservation practices were
carried out in cooperation with
the ACP in 1949.

The most commonly used prac-
tice for the Nation was that of
applying minerals such as lime-
stone, phosphate and potash to
our soils. The health of the peo-
ple of the Nation depends upon
foods from soils where there is an
 adequate amount of these min-
erals. Each crop harvested from
the land helps to deplete these
mineral elements. We must con-
tinue to replace them,

Here in Texas, fifty-two per-
cent of the range land and forty-
six percent of all the cropland
was on farms carrying out ACP
practices. Operators on 131,045

Large amounts of soil and water
conservation work has been done
that, in all probability, would not
have been done had it not been
for the ACP. -

Even though much has been
accomplished, there is still much
to be done, says Vance. We are
still losing too much of our soils
from which our food supply and
much of our fibre comes. Increas-
ed production is needed but not
at the expense of further deplet-
ing our soils.

Bulbar or respiratory cases make
up 10 per cent of the total num-
ber, and of these, half are apt to
be 19 years of age or older.

There was a general discussion
of the resoluticns that were
drawn up at the State Farm Bu-
reau Convention, and other prob-
lems of great importance were
brought to our attention.

There was a man from Plain-
view, that gave-us a brief sum-
mary, on rural telephones. He re-
minded us, that thirty five or
forty years ago we had better
telephone service in the rural
area than we do at the present
time. Is that Progress? and went
on to explain their procedure in
getting some action on a rural
telephone program.

It is an evident fact that the
Southwestern Bell Telephone Co.
in that area is trying hard to get
their share of lines in that thickly
populated area row. We read all
of the time what wonderful pro-
gress and what goud service the
telephone companies are giving
in the towns and cities, but they
are certainly back sliding as far

I suppose we will have to do
as others have done that are get-
ting phone Service. There are a
few telephones in the rural areas
that are as good as the phones in
town. We need them as bad if not
worse than they are needed in
town, They would save us many
miles a year, besides the time lost
in running to and Irom town,
when a call would be sufficient.

We can have rural telephones
if we will all put forth a little ef-
fort and some money that would
pay us a great dividend
| We are going to have to Fight

for Our Gasoline Tax refund
 again this year. The delegates
were asked to be in readiness

*again to come to Austin, when
the amendment comes before the
House. The point was stressed
that the greater the number that
goes to ‘Am‘t}p to protest the
amendment, the more influential

our organization will be in its
future attempts at encouraging
or protesting a Bill which ever
the case might be.

In a conference with the State
Commissioner of Agriculture, our
Legislative Committee learned,
that thre Department of Agricul-
ture is in a critical situation.
There is one man available to
cover the entire state, in making
milk and cream tests; there are
only four men in weights and
measures, to cover the State. The
committee strongly recommend-
ed an all out ffeort to co-operate
with the Commissioner in revis-
ing and revitalizing this depart-
ment so vital to Texas Agricul-
ture.

I hestitate to state just what is
to be done in connection with the
rural roads program, but there is
a resolution to levy a state tax
upon our natural resources for
that purpose, and after consider-
able discussion was placed in the
hands of the committee to re-
write, relative to the decision of’
the delegates.

A resolution was adopted, to
prohobit Cottonseed from. being
brought into Texas from Mexico,
in order to protect our State from
any greater infestation of the
Pink Boll Worm.

Mr. Rodger Flemming, Sec.
Treas. of the National Farm Bu-
reau Federation, was the speaker
at the banquet. Mr. Flemming
gave us a summary of the general
attitude of Washington in regard |
to the International situation.
