QUAIL FOOD SUPPLY 
HELPED BY DISKING

College Station — The cheap­
est and m ost effective method 
for providing food for bobwhite 
quail is disking strips in old 
fields and along fence rows.

Disking, says Ed Cooper, ex­
tension wildlife specialist, is of­
ten all th a t is needed to get a 
good stand of choice quail foods, 
such as doveweed and partridge 
peas, growing. This m ethod of 
turning the soil can be done at 
little cost and it gives the quail 
food plants a chance to compete 
with more vigorous growing ones. 
An application of fertilizer, the 
same as used on pastures in the 
area will greatly  increase the 
food produced, adds Cooper.

The disked strips should be 
near low-growing brushy cover 
to give the birds protection from 
natural enem ies while feeding. 
The specialist emphasizes that 
quail may not use the choice 
foods if cover is not available 
nearby. And, he adds it’s easier, 
cheaper and faster to grow food 
plants near cover than to deve­
lop cover plants near good food 
supplies.

Research has shown tha t long 
strips of disked land, at least 20 
feed wide, are better than square 
blocks. In disking, the soil should 
be cut only deep enough to tu rn  
the grass, usually about 4 inches, 
says Cooper. And the best time 
for carrying out the practice is 
from now through April. The 
practice w orks best w hen the 
strips are disked in a th ree-year 
rotation, explains the conserva­
tionist.

Cooper says that livestock us- 
ally  will not graze the type of 
p lants which will grow on the 
disked strips, but if domestic 
food crops are  p lanted  for quail 
food, fencing is required. Too, 
the seeds of native plants usually 
last longer. That is im portant be­
cause quail need the food most 
in w in ter and early spring when 
domestic p lant seeds have shat­
tered or rotted.

And this final rem inder from 
Cooper, if you like to have quail 
around the place, provide them 
food, cover and protection and 
they’ll stay w ith  you.

There has been an interm inable 

am ount of talk and debate over 
the subject of inflation. But, it 
seems, m ultitudes of people don’t 
relate the problem  to their own 
financial situation.

If you’re one of them, consider 
this item which appears in  the 
March issue of N ation’s Business; 
“Living sandards — m easured by 
income — are rising.

“A look ahead shows:
“Total personal income soon 

w ill average $1,900 a year for ev­
ery man, woman, child in the 
country. T hat’s the highest ever.

“But the rise is only half as 
much as it could be.

“Inflation eats heavily into 
income.

“H ere are the facts: Total per-

$625 per person higher than it 
did 10 years ago. A djust for loss 
due to price inflation and you'll 
find that real purchasing pow er 
has gone up only $325 per person.

"W ithout inflation, purchasing 
power of each person would have 
gone up the full $625.”

It can be added th a t if and 
when inflation reaches the real 
“runaw ay” stage,, the prin ting  
presses can’t tu rn  out enough 
currency to keep up, and any 
conceivable wage or income boost 
becomes meaningless. That has 
happened in country after coun­
try  in the last 50 years. It could 
happen here.

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AUSTIN — I t ’s n ine m onths 
u n til the 57th L egislature comes 
to  A ustin  to  pass laws, appro­
p ria te  m oney and, probably, en ­
act new taxes. B ut the  m ajor de­
cisions are  being m ade ncrw.

W hether it’s the  w arm er w ea­
th e r  or th e  Iwindling tim e — 
(first p rim ary  is only a little  
m ore than  a m onth  off) — the 
deciding process is now going 
fu ll tilt.

Candidates have th e ir lite ra ­
tu re  off th e  presses and their 
cam paign organizations in action. 
C hallenges and  prom ises are  be­
ing made, m ostly centered on one 
issue — m eeting the S ta tes’s in- 
the-red  financial predicam net.

In  m ost areas legislators are 
being forced, if the ir announce­
m en t platform s a ren ’t  clear, to 
say p re tty  specifically w hat sort 
of new  tax  they  would favor.

On the  statew ide level, it’s the 
same. Jack  Cox, w ith  the back­
ing of F orm er Gov. A llan Shiv­
ers, has come out for a 2 per cent

sales - tax  - fo r - education. Gov. 
Price Daniel has consistently 
m aintained th a t the s ta te ’s finan­
cial problem s a re  not so great 
they cannot be solved by other 
m eans. D

Jake  Pickle is leaving his post 
as director of organization for 
the  S tate D em ocratic Executive 
Com m ittee and w ill w ork in 
G overnor D aniel’s campaign. Jake  
Jacobsen, form er Daniel aide, will 
head the Daniel headquarters. 
RANCHERS EXPECT G O O D  
YEAR — Reflecting the  age-old 
Texas philosophy th a t everything 
depends on rain, m ost Texas 
ranchers are  w earing a sm ile th is 
spring.

M embers of the  Texas and 
Southw estern C attle  Raisers A s­
sociation m eeting in A ustin  said 
w et w eather had pu t a “season” 
in the ground. Prolonged cold 
m eant a lot of expensive feeding, 
but, in general, the  cattlem en 
look to this year as one of the 
best ever.

Amid th  eoptimism, U.S. Sec’y 
of A griculture Ezra Benson w arn ­
ed against too-rapid expansion 
of herds. It w ill alm ost certainly 
resu lt in a sharp drop in prices, 
said Benson.

Benson noted tha t in the past 
two years cattle  in the U.S. had 
increased by almost 4,000,000 
head a year, double the ra te  he 
felt the  consum er m arket can 
easily absorb.

He estim ated there  w ere a re­
cord-breaking 101,000,000 head 
o cattle  in the  country a t the 
s ta rt of the year. This is “not ye t 
excessive,” said Benson, bu t he

urged th a t fu tu re  increases be 
"m oderate."

Governor Daniel w arned the 
cattlem en to w atch the im port 
situation. Governor’s Exhibit A 
was the Texas oil industry which 
has suffered crippling setbacks 
from  the com petition of lower- 
priced imports.

Secretary Benson opposed ra is ­
ing im port barriers. He suggest­
ed that losses would offset gains 
in th a t a $4,000,000,000 export 
business in  hides and tallow 
would be choked off.

Dolph Briscoe of Uvalde, form ­
er legislator, was elected presi­
dent of the C attle Raisers Asso­
ciation,
CATTLE MEASURES URGED— 
C attlem en voted to seek govern- 
m netal action in  these areas:

1. S tate  and federal agency 
help to enable railroads to oper­
ate more efficiently and economi­
cally.

2. Legislative enactm ent of a 
stronger trespass law to protect 
landowners.

3. Full au thority  for the Texas 
Anim al H ealth  Commission to 
direct the brucellosis eradication 
program  begun under a law pas­
sed by the  Legislature in 1959.

4. Confirm ation by the U.S. 
Sec’y of A griculture of the Asso­
ciation's righ t to carry  out its 
brand regstration  and inspection 
program.

5. Launching by the USDA, as 
quickly as possible, of a screw- 
worm eradication program  in the 
Southw est sim ilar to the dram a­
tically  successful Florida pro­
gram.

HIGHER COLLEGE COSTS — 
N ext legislature probably w ill be 
asked to appropriate about 23
per cent m ore for support of T ex­
as' sta te  colleges and universities.

R alph Geren, director of the 
Commission on Higher Education, 
said an  estim ated $31,400,000
more than present allocations
would be needed for the 1961-63
biennium .

This is some $15,000,000 a year 
m ore than  the $65,000,000 being 
spent th is year. G reen told a Leg­
islative Economy Com m ittee the 
ex tra  funds would be needed to 
m eet increased enrollm ents and 
im prove faculty salaries.

G reen rem inded the  law m akers 
th a t p a rt of increased cost results 
from  the legislature’s having 
m ade a junior college into a sen­
ior college — against the Com­
m ission’s recom m tndation.
MORE YOUTH AID ASKED — 
Texas Youth Council has an ­
nounced it w ill try  again to get 
a paid parole supervision system 
for juveniles released from state 
train ing schools.

Legislature failed to enact this 
last session.

Council also outlined need for 
establishing a home for depend­
ent and neglected Negro children 
and expanding other state schools 
for young people.

O ther tw o m em bers of the 
Council refused to add the ir sup­
port to a wide-scale delinquency 
prevention program  proposed by 
C hairm an W. C. W indsor Jr. of 
Dallas. I t included such recom ­
m endations as m aking 12 years 
of schooling compulsory, keeping

from  the City of A ustin th a t it 
order a com plete recount of votes 
in a hotly contested urban  re ­
new al election.

Issue has had A ustinites in a 
stew for m onths. It w as originally 
announced a fte r  the  election in 
Decem ber th a t u rban  renew al 
had carried  by a 52-vote m argin. 
E ight property  owners contested 
the  election results on grounds 
th a t ballots w ere cast by p e r­
sons not qualified to vote.

A fter 9 of 18 contested boxes 
had been opened, D istrict Judge 
Jam es K. E vetts of Belton declar­
ed th e  election void. He said 
th ere  w ere so m any disqualified 
voters and  im properly m arked 
ballots th a t it w as impossible to 
determ ine the  election outcome.

A ustin’s city attorney petition­
ed the  Suprem e C ourt for a w rit 
of m andam us to  compel Judge 
E vetts to  open and exam ine all 
the  ballot boxes. He contended 
the qualified voters had a right 
to have th e ir  votes counted.

Having lost out on a direct plea 
to the Suprem e Court, City A t­

fu rth e r restric tions on cases it 
w ill handle  to p revent too hea­
vy dockets. Civil Appeals Courts 
w ere created  to  keep everything 
from  going to the Suprem e Court, 
bu t the  high court is flooded 
w ith  appeals from  these courts.

Judge  Norvell suggested lim it­
ing the  Suprem e C ourt to  consti­
tu tional issues and cases w here 
there  is a conflict in  jud icial de­
cisions.

torney Doren Eskew said he 
would go through the usual ap­
peal route, going firs t to the 
Third C ourt of Civil Appeals.

Ben Lewis of Dallas said 
tha t under presen t law a person 
who drives w ithout having a li­
cense can only be hauled before 
a city court and fined about $10.

By contrast, he said, a  license 
holder w ho gets th ree tickets and 
has his license suspended can, if 
he drives during the  suspension, 
be pu t in  ja il and fined as m uch 
as $500.

Lewis said he would propose a 
series of stiffer penalties for the  
people who cannot pass driver 
tests bu t d rive  anyw ay.

are  alm ost wholly edible.
Therefore it  is obvious tha t 

w here brush exists in notable a- 
m ounts there  is w holesale rob­
bery of valuable, m uch needed 
m oisture. Forage production by 
grasses is som ewhat lessened ev ­
en in w et years. In  dry years 
grass production is cut drastically. 
B rush is a higher order of vege­
tation  and not only has an  ad ­
vantage in competition fo r m ois­
tu re  bu t also for space and sun­
light. P lants, like people, require 
a certain  am ount of “space” in 
w hich to  live and derive m uch of 
the ir energy from sunlight.

It is tru e  th a t m any tim es it 
appears tha t the only grass a man 
has left has been “saved” by the 
brush or is growing in or around 
brush p lants w ith the spaces be­
tw een brush virtually  bare. At 
first exam ination this situation 
is m isleading. It has led some 
operators to presum e th a t it 
would be foolish to  get rid  of 
brush. T heir th inking was th a t 
the  brush would “take care of 
them  during droughts.”

Of course the reasons for grass 
being left in and around the 
brush are easily determ ined. 
Some of them  are these: (1) The 
brush  presents a physical b arrier 
against grazing the grass, (2) The 
pricking of thorns presents a 
m ental discomfort against b rav ­
ing the brush plants, (3) With 
less sunlight and w ith chemical 
changes in the soil the grass is 
tough and less palatable for graz­
ing. Therefore the grass between 
brush p lants is more severely 
over grazed and tram pled. This 
abus coupled with its already low 
state  of vigor because of the 
drought quickly puts the grass 
into a dorm ant state. Many grass 
plants actually  die out and m ust 
be eplaced as the stand recovers 
from the drought.

I t  follows then  that if the 
brush  w ere not present, there

available for the grow th of grass. 
Droughts would not h u rt nearly 
as bad and yearly  re tu rns from 
grazing would be increased. The 
re tu rns from w et years would 
also be significantly increased.

Now is the tm ie to  be consider­
ing elim inating o r controlling 
your brush. The effective tim e is 
generally w hen it  first gets fully 
leafed out and is a t its peak grow ­
ing stage in spring and early  
summer.

TEXAS GROWTH
I t  was hearten ing  to learn one 

-probability  which w ill emerge 
from  the 1960 Census figures. 
A ccording to estim ates released 
last week by the Texas Municipal 
League, m any smafl towns in tlfe 
P anhand le  and in the S tate will 
hold the ir ow n or register a stea­
dy  grow th. I t  is good news that 
th e  typical Texas city  is a small 
tow n  — population wise — ra th ­
e r  than  a m etropolis. The report 
indicates that, although over 
50% of the S ta te’s population re ­
sides in  m etropolitan  centers, 
T exas sm all tow ns have shown a

generally consistently healthy  
grow th during the 1950’s, and tha t 
over 86% of the incorporated 
m unicipalities have under 10,000 
population.

C ertainly no one, least of all 
me, would be averse to the fact 
of the grow th of any unit in our 
great State, but it has also been 
my contention the backbone of 
our democracy, our economy, and 
our society is the com m unity life 
and progress evidenced by our 
small towns and rural areas.

One aspeyt w hich will almost 
certainly be revealed when the 
complete Census figures are tab ­
ulated is not a particularly  hap­
py one. I speak of the declining 
family farm  population, which 
decline I have opposed at every 
oportunity, believing it will re­
sult in sociological and economic 
problems which we have not even 
yet foreseen. It would certainly

be my hope th a t the observation 
of the League will be correct, to-
w it:

"G row th begets growth. As 
m etropolitas Texas grows during 
the 1960's, sm all tow n Texas will 
benefit w ith the re-aw akening 
of local agriculture and resources 
supply activity, developm ent of 
small m anufacturing operations, 
and other supporting operations 
necessary to sustain the m etro­
politan populace.”

Among those m unicipalities in 
the Panhandle w ith an estim ated 
1959 population under 10,000, 
showing a substantial grow th in 
the 1950’s are Hereford, Perry- 
ton, Dalhart, Canyon, Tulia, Wel- 
ington, Dimmitt, C l a r e n d o n ,  
Stinnett, Canadian, Friona, P an­
handle, McLean, Stratford, Bovi­
na, and Spearm an.

QUAIL FOOD SUPPLY 
HELPED BY DISKING

College Station — The cheap­
est and most effective method 
for providing food for bobw hite 
quail is disking strips in old 
fields and along fence rows.

Disking, says Ed Cooper, ex ­
tension w ildlife specialist, is of­
ten all tha t is needed to get a 
good stand of choice quail foods, 
such as doveweed and partridge 
peas, growing. This method of 
turn ing  the soil can be done at 
little  cost and it gives the quail 
food plants a chance to compete 
w ith more vigorous growing ones. 
An application of fertilizer, the 
sam e as used on pastures in the 
area will greatly  increase the 
food produced, adds Cooper.

The disked strips should be 
near low-growing brushy cover 
to give the birds protection from

EATING INTO INCOME

There has been an interm inable 
am ount of talk  and debate over 
the subject of inflation. But, it 
seems, m ultitudes of people don’t 
relate the problem  to the ir own 
financial situation.

If you’re one of them , consider 
this item which appears in the 
March issue of N ation’s Business: 
“Living sandards — m easured by 
income — are rising.

“A look ahead shows:
"Total personal income soon 

will average $1,900 a year for ev­
ery man, woman, child in the 
country. T hat’s the highest ever.

“But the rise is only half as 
much as it could be.

"Inflation eats heavily into 
income.

Here are  the facts: Total per

$625 per person h igher than it 
did 10 years ago. A djust for loss 
due to price inflation and you’ll 
find that real purchasing power 
has gone up only $325 p e r person.

“W ithout inflation, purchasing 
pow er of each person would have 
gone up the fu ll $625.”

I t can be added tha t if and 
when inflation reaches th e  real 
“runaw ay” stage, the prin ting  
presses can’t tu rn  out enough 
currency to keep up, and any 
conceivable wage or income boost 
becomes meaningless. T hat has 
happened in country a fte r coun­
try  in the last 50 years. It could 
happen here.

fused to  consider a direct appeal 
from the  City of A ustin th a t it 
order a com plete recount of votes 
in a hotly contested urban  re­
newal election.

Issue has had A ustinites in a 
stew for m onths. It was originally 
announced a fte r the election in 
Decem ber th a t urban  renewal 
had carried by a 52-vote m argin. 
E ight property  owners contested 
the election results on grounds 
th a t ballots w ere cast by per­
sons not qualified to vote.

A fter 9 of 18 contested boxes 
had been opened, D istrict Judge 
Jam es K. E vetts of Belton declar­
ed the election void. He said 
there w ere so m any disqualified 
voters and  im properly m arked 
ballots th a t  it was impossible to 
determ ine the election outcome.

A ustin’s city attorney petition­
ed the Suprem e Court for a w rit 
of m andam us to compel Judge 
Evetts to  open and exam ine all 
the  ballot boxes. He contended 
the qualified voters had a right 
to have th e ir votes counted.

Having lost out on a d irect plea 
to the Suprem e Court, City A t­
torney Doren Eskew said he 
would go through the usual ap­
peal route, going first to the 
Third C ourt of Civil Appeals. 
COLLEGE HOME DELAYED — 
Governor Daniel’s office and the 
Legislative Budget Board are to 
m ake a “full review ” before plans 
proceed to build an $87,000 home 
for the president of Sam Houston 
S tate Teachers College.

A num ber of legislators h it the 
ceiling last session over sim ilarly 
costly homes built for presidents 
of Southw est Texas S tate Col­
lege and S tephen F. A ustin S tate 
College. Restrictions w ere w rit­
ten into the curren t appropria­
tions bill aim ed at preventing 
fu rther expenditures on such a 
scale.

Rp. Jam es M. Cotten, m em ber 
of the House committee on sav­
in taxes, w rote the governor to 
protest w hat he called a “tre ­
mendous w aste.”

Governor Daniel said he had 
been assured by the chairm an 
of the Board of Regents for S tate 
Teachers’ Colleges that no action 
would be taken  until everyone 
interested had had his say. He 
pointed out, however, th a t the 
home was to  be built from con­
stitutionally  allocated funds to 
which the leislative appropriation 
restrictions “have beer, held not 
to apply.”
MORE JUDGES SUGGESTED— 
Larger m etropolitan areas such 
as Houston, Dallas and San A n­
tonio m ay soon need larger 
Courts of Civil Appeals. This ob­
servation w as m ade by Associate 
Justice Jam es R. Norvell of the 
Texas Suprem e Court and others 
in a study m ade for the Texas 
Civil Judicial Council.

Judge Norvell suggested tha t 
five judges, ra th e r than  three, 
may be needed soon for the courts 
in the city areas.

Suprem e Court, the study also 
noted, m ay also soon need some

fu rther restric tions on cases it 
will handle to prevent too hea­
vy dockets. Civil Appeals Courts 
w ere created to  keep everything 
from going to the Suprem e Court, 
but the high court is flooded 
w ith appeals from  these courts.

Judge Norvell suggested lim it­
ing the Suprem e C ourt to consti­
tu tional issues and cases where 
there  is a conflict in judicial de­
cisions.
OIL ALLOWABLE CUT — Rail­
road Commission cu t the  sta te’s 
oil production for A pril after 
testim ony th a t both crude oil and 
gasoline w ere in oversupply.

April allowable w ill be 2,814,- 
252 barrels a day, a cut at 128,029 
barrels a day from March. Num ­
ber of producing days w as cut 
from 10 to 9.

Oilmen told the Commission 
tha t o ther states, such as Louis­
iana and Mississippi had no t cut 
back production to offset the ov­
ersupply as Texas has. This state, 
said one Texas executive bitterly, 
is taking the “backlash” of the

s i t u a t i o n .
TIGHTER DRIVING LAW — 
L e g i s l a t i o n  t h a t  w o u l d  c r a c k  
d o w n  o n  t h e  d r i v e r  w h o  d o e s  n o t  
e v e n  h a v e  a  d r i v e r s  l i c e n s e  h a s

Rep. Ben Lewis of Dallas said 

that under present law a person 
who drives w ithout having a li­
cense can only be hauled before 
a city court and fined about $10.

By contrast, he said, a license 
holder who gets three tickets and 
has his license suspended can, if 
he drives during the suspension, 
be pu t in  jail and fined as much 
as $500.

Lewis said he would propose a 
series of stiffer penalties for th e  
people who cannot pass driver 
tests bu t drive anyway.

are almost wholly edible.
Therefore it is obvious tha t 

w here brush exists in notable a- 
m ounts there is w holesale rob­
bery of valuable, m uch needed 
moisture. Forage production by 
grasses is som ewhat lessened ev ­
en in w et years. In  dry years 
grass production is cut drastically. 
B rush is a higher order of vege­
tation and not only has an  ad­
vantage in com petition for m ois­
tu re  bu t also for space and sun­
light. P lants, like people, require 
a certain  am ount of "space” in 
which to live and derive much of 
their energy from  sunlight.

It is tru e  th a t m any times it 
appears th a t the only grass a man 
has left has been "saved” by the 
brush o r is growing in or around 
brush p lants w ith the spaces be­
tween brush  virtually  bare. At 
first exam ination this situation 
is misleading. It has led some 
operators to presum e th a t it 
would be foolish to  get rid  of 
brush. T heir th inking was tha t 
the brush would “take care of 
them  during droughts.”

Of course the reasons for grass 
being left in and around the 
brush are  easily determ ined. 
Some of them  are these: (1) The 
brush presents a physical barrier 
against grazing the grass, (2) The 
pricking of thorns presents a 
m ental discomfort against b rav­
ing the brush plants, (3) With 
less sunlight and w ith chemical 
changes in the soil the grass is 
tough and less palatable for graz­
ing. Therefore the grass between 
brush p lants is more severely 
over grazed and tram pled. This 
abus coupled w ith its already low 
state of vigor because of the 
drought quickly puts the grass 
into a dorm ant state. Many grass 
plants actually  die out and must 
be eplaced as the stand recovers 
from the drought.

It follows then tha t if the 
brush w ere not present, there

would be much m ore m oisture 
available for the grow th of grass. 
Droughts would not h u rt nearly 
as bad and yearly re tu rn s  from 
grazing would be increased. The 
retu rns from  w et years would 
also be significantly increased.

Now is the tm ie to be consider­
ing elim inating or controlling 
your brush. The effective tim e is 
generally w hen it first gets fully 
leafed out and is a t its peak grow ­
ing stage in spring and early 
summer.
