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Hospital board votes for tax increase

The Donley County Hospital
Board voted in favor last week of
raising the district’s ad valorem tax
rate, which has remained unchanged
time since 1998.

The higher tax rate is expected
to generate approximately $13,000 in
extra revenue to help it meet its finan-
cial obligations and keep the Medical
Center Nursing Home open.

“I don’t like the idea of a tax
increase any more than anyone else,”
said board member Don Thornberry.
“When we voted [in 1998] to keep or
sell the nursing home, it was pretty
overwhelming to keep it. Now we
have to have some help to do that.”

The new rate of $0.1946 is the
maximum allowable without trigger-
ing a potential rollback petition. The
hospital district has been operating
with a tax rate of $0.18022 for the
last seven years

Board president Alan Fletcher
said the options were limited.

“I don’t think we have any other
he said. “We have to raise
taxes or close. If the community
wants a nursing home, we have to
do this.”

Board member Onita Thomas
agreed and said she hoped people
would realize that the cost of operat-
ing the home has increased.

dently for housekeeping services.

Steve Hall and Bob Watson
addressed the board concerning
transferring the tax abatement for the
Best Western American Inn from 786,
Inc., to the Clarendon Hotel Corpora-
tion. The transfer was approved 6-1
with Fletcher being opposed.

Holly Eads presented an order
from the Texas State Library and
Archives Commission governing
records management. The board
approved a motion bringing the dis-
trict into compliance with the order.
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Clarendon will play host to
the state’s largest regional group of
newspapermen next summer when
the West Texas Press Association
holds its 76th annual convention
here.

Incoming WTPA convention
chairman and ENTERPRISE publisher
Roger Estlack made the announce-
ment Saturday during last week’s
gathering of the group in San Angelo
and said the 2006 event will give the
association a taste of the Old West.

“We're going to model this
convention on one the WTPA held
in Ft. Davis three years ago,” said
Estlack, who is also the WTPA’s first
vice president. “That year proved you
don’t have to have a big convention
center to have a successful conven-
tion, and we're confident that we can
put on a program that everyone will
enjoy and remember.”

The three-day event will be held
July 20, 21, and 22; and the program
will feature entertainment and semi-
nars suitable for the interests of the
community journalists in the WTPA.
Tentative plans call for a golf tourna-
ment, a Chuckwagon supper on the
courthouse square, a WTPA night at
the Sandell Drive-In, seminars and

o e

banquet on the campus of Clarendon
College, and the annual better news-
paper contest awards brunch.

The WTPA annual convention
brings together members and their
families for outstanding programs,
information, and activities.

“I've attended several press
conventions over the last ten years,”
Estlack said, “but the WTPA event is
different in that it’s more like a big
family reunion every year. People
bring their entire families, and it’s
not uncommon for us to have three
generations in several families in
attendance.”

The West Texas Press Asso-
ciation was organized in 1926, and
it is considered the “largest regional
association in the world” because
of its vast geographic area. The
Association is composed of weekly,
semi-weekly and small daily news-
papers in the great West Texas area
with Ft. Davis, Ft. Stockton, Hondo,
Gatesville, Perryton, Vernon, Burk-
burnett, Decatur, and Burleson being
the fringe area cities.

In 1993, membership was
extended to Eastern New Mexico
newspapers, and several are now
regular members. In addition to
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Administrator In-Training Vicky
Robertson gave the nursing home's
census as 52 residents with one in the
hospital. She also presented revised
policies governing vacation, continu-
ing education, and sick leave, which
were approved.

The board also considered and
approved a revised organizational
chart for the nursing home to put the
maintenance supervisor under the
direction of the administrator.

Ambulance director Anita Aaron
said the Associated Ambulance
Authority responded to 53 calls in
June and had responded to 49 calls in
July as of the 19th.

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Parents must
be responsible
for raising kids

The steady march of the federal nannies continued
this month with a bunch of busybodies looking at the
video game industry.

It seems some parents out there are unhappy
with the level of violence and possibly even — gasp!

- sexual content that some of their precious darlings
might be exposed to in some | e
of the more graphic computer |
games currently available. But
instead of just taking Little
Johnny's computer away from
him, they want the government
to step in.

These hapless parents have
willing allies in the form of lib-  commentary
eral Democrats who are desper- by roger estlack
ately trying to appeal to ordinary
Americans in the hopes of one day winning a national
election. Case in point: Sen. Hillary Rodham Clinton.

Earlier this month, Sen. Clinton called on the Fed-
eral Trade Commission to investigate the game “Grand
Theft Auto: San Andreas” and said that such games
make being a parent a tough job.

“There is no doubting the fact that the widespread
availability of sexually explicit and graphically violent
video games makes the challenge of parenting much
harder,” Clinton said.

Of course, having a husband who drops his draw-
ers in the Oval Office and then claims that the activity
he engaged in wasn’t really what it was doesn’t make
parenting a walk in the park either. But that’s old
ground, and I'm sure the reported national rise in that
same behavior among the nation’s young people has
nothing to do with the former president implying that
it was okay.

Back to the topic at hand, the video game indus-
try already has instituted the Entertainment Software
Rating Board, which puts rating labels on games. The
ESRB was formed by the industry in 1994 after Con-
gressional nannies threatened to regulate the business.
The game Mrs. Clinton is worried about already has a
“Mature” rating, but I guess that’s not explicit enough.

Others agree with her and think the ESRB isn’t
tough enough in handing out labels. Rep. Joe Baca (D-
Calif.) is one of those who thinks “Grand Theft” ought
to have an “Adults Only” rating.

“They know very well that if it said ‘Adults Only,’

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wouldn’t be sold,” Baca said in an interview.

Baca also echoes the old “it’ll rot your mind line”
that has been said about a supposed link between
violent behavior and Wile E. Coyote trying to drop an
anvil on the Road Runner.

Should we stop kids from playing cops and robbers?
Undoubtedly, some people would say yes.

The simple fact of the matter is that it is not the
government’s job to raise your kids, and our nation
would be better off if people like Clinton and Baca
would just say that rather than trying to appease a
bunch of whining parents.

Labels on television programs, movies, and video
games are worth nothing if parents don’t take an active
role in their children’s lives. But the trend seems to be
in the opposite direction for some people. They just
turn their heads and hope someone else will do the
parenting. Parents will take toddlers and youngsters to
R-rated movies and then get all offended if their baby
hears a certain expletive.

Disclaimer: This column is not funny.
You may smile and you may cry, but I can
guarantee you it's not funny. Sorry.

I think I have finally recovered from
the trauma of last summer’s endless parade
of weddings. I endured an entire wedding
as a bridesmaid without a hint of reserva-
tion or jealousy or bitterness. And I may
have actually grown from the experience.

This weekend, my two best friends
from Africa tied the knot in the sweatiest
little one-horse town in East Texas, and |
stood beside them like a champ.

Amber and Nathan met at an Ameri-
can boarding school in Africa where their
parents were missionaries to the Ivory
Coast.

They have described the boarding
school experience kind of like going to
college in the seventh grade. They leave
home, live in the school, and build a sur-
rogate family out of the children around
them.

For years, Amber ignored Nathan,
avoided him, and accused him of stalking
her. She resisted, but he wore her down.
And they fell in love.

Then, (cue the Behind the Music
theme) tragedy strikes. Nathan graduates
a year before her and goes to college in
Georgia. Six months later, civil war comes
too close for comfort, and the boarding
school is evacuated after weeks of being

fired upon by both
sides.

Amber is allowed
to take one backpack.
In it, she has one suit
of clothes, a book of
her poetry and draw-
ings, and a mix tape "fe’s Iessons
that Nathan made for & carrie helms
her. The lock down
has made it impossible for her to com-
municate with Nathan, and he only knows
about her from the pictures he sees on
CNN.

Amber returns to Texas to live with
family and finish out her senior year of
high school. In the fall, she goes to Hardin-
Simmons University where she meets me
and instantly becomes my pet freshman.

She became my friend the night |
picked her up from the emergency room
after she fell asleep at the wheel coming
home from taking Nathan to the airport and
rolled her car three times. Miraculously,
she only needed two stitches in her hand.

She became my sister the hellacious
months we spent pledging the same co-ed
theatre fraternity. She became my mother
any time I got a little out of line.

Nathan came to Hardin-Simmons the
next year. He was my friend instantly, but
became my little brother when he pledged
the same fraternity.
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For those of us who love Texas his-
tory, nothing is more sobering than pausing
to consider how close we often come to
losing parts of our heritage. This is why
I worked hard to secure National Historic
Trail designation for El Camino Real De
Los Tejas, the network of trails traversing
Texas from Louisiana to Mexico. It could
easily have been lost if we had not taken
steps to protect it.

Throughout our history, Texans have
had to act to preserve our historical heri-
tage.

The best example of this is the Alamo,
which was on the verge of being sold to a
group of Easterners who wanted to build a
hotel on the site. Clara Driscoll stepped in
to help at the last minute to buy the prop-
erty. She, Adina de Zavala, and the Daugh-
ters of the Republic of Texas preserved the
Alamo for all of us.

Another Texas icon, the longhorn
steer, also came perilously close to extinc-
tion in the early 20th century. After
Columbus discovered the New World, the
Spanish brought their long-horned Andalu-
sian cattle to the West Indies, but it was not
until 1521 that six or seven of them were
brought ashore in Mexico.

Longhorns first arrived in Texas when
Coronado headed north with 500 head of
cattle on his fruitless search for El Dorado.
Many of his cattle scattered and formed
wild herds which multiplied in Texas. By
the 1800s, Mexican cattle ranchers and the
first cowboys — known as vaqueros — were
herding hundreds of thousands of animals

~ in an area north of the Rio Grande, but

generally south of San Antonio and the
major mission settlements.

After Moses Austin secured rights
for Anglo settlers to come to Texas, the
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newcomers brought many Northern Euro-
pean breeds to Texas where they bred

with the longhorns. This produced the

Texas longhorn,
larger and heavier
than his Mexican
cousin, but still
retaining the quali-
ties which allowed
him to cover long
distances, thrive on

capitol

poor forage,and  comment
adapt to extreme by sen. kay bailey hutchison
heat and cold.

Their endurance and hardiness allowed
the longhorn cattle to multiply in Texas.
As many as 10 million longhorns roamed
our state, and their most valuable product
was not beef, but hides and tallow (the ren-
dered fat used to make candles, soap, and
lubricants). This changed with the advent
of the Gold Rush in California. Several
Texas cattlemen drove herds all the way
to California to provide the prospectors
with fresh beef. Others drove cattle north
to Missouri while some cattlemen near
the coast took advantage of steamships to
generate profits by shipping cows to New
Orleans.

But the heyday of the cattle drives
would wait until after the end of the Civil
War when beef overtook pork as America’s
favorite meat. Entrepreneur Joseph G.
McCoy almost single-handedly revolu-
tionized the Texas cattle industry when
he grasped that the railroads allow fast
shipment of cattle to the booming indus-
trial cities of the northeast. He commis-
sioned Jesse Chisholm to mark the famous
Chisholm trail to make it easier to drive
cattle north to railheads he constructed to
expedite transportation.

In 1867, O.W. Wheeler and his part-
ners bought 2,400 steers in San Antonio
and made the first trip up the trail. By
1871, 35,000 cattle made the long trip up
the Chisholm Trail, and the numbers of
cattle driven on the trail climbed each year.

I have learned so much about true love
and maturity from these kids. They have
been self-sufficient adults since they were
in the seventh grade. They can take piles
of crap and turn it into mountains of shim-
mering gold.

They both have strong personalities
and identities. I see that what is so beauti-
ful about their relationship is that apart
they lack nothing, but together they are so
much more than they could ever be alone.

I gave them both haircuts the week
before the wedding, and while I worked I
asked Nathan, “How did you ever find this
person? How did you know?”

“I was where I was supposed to be and
so was she.” Nathan said. “And how could
I have any doubt? Look at her.”

As 1 stood there watching them take
communion with consecrated grape Kool-
Aid (someone forgot the grape juice, but
Kool-Aid was absolutely appropriate), I
watched a wedding for the first time with
unadulterated happiness.

I think this is a sign that I am growing
up and one step closer to having that iden-
tity that lacks nothing alone but doubles in
value when complemented.

By the time an 1885 Kansas quarantine law
banning Texas steers killed the trail drives,
more than five million cattle and one mil-
lion mustang horses had made the trip.

With the end of the drives, which put a
premium on the longhorn’s ability to walk
long distances and endure hardship, other
breeds which matured earlier and put on
weight faster began to grow more popular.
Soon the once-numerous longhorns were
reduced to several small scattered herds.

Wichita Mountains Wildlife Refuge
Forest Ranger William Drummond
was inspired by the preservation of the
American Bison at the national park. The
buffalo, which once numbered over 60 mil-
lion, had been reduced to less than 1,000
by the turn of the century.

Charles Goodnight, who had made his
fortune with Texas longhorns, was one of
the key figures in introducing 15 bison to
the Wichita Mountains Wildlife Reserve in
1907. In 1927, with the support of many
Texas cattlemen, 30 head of longhorns
were introduced to the park as well. Today
the park maintains a herd of 525 bison and
300 longhorns.

Over time, other cattlemen began
raising longhorns, often using animals
descended from the Wichita herd. By
1964, the Texas Longhorn Breeders Asso-
ciation of America was founded in Fort
Worth to help promote the breed. Today,
the Association reports that more than a
quarter million registered Texas longhorns
are being raised throughout the country.

Whenever I see a Texas longhorn, |
see a vital part of Texas’ colorful history
and am grateful for those forward-thinking
individuals who took action in the 1920s
to save from extinction this living part of
Texas’ proud past.

Part of my goal as an elected official
is to save other parts of Texas' heritage as
well.

CC Regents okay new faculty,
approve schedule of salaries

The Clarendon College Board of
Regents met in regular session July
21 in the Bairfield Activity Center.

The board heard from Larry
Gray about the Donley County
Junior  Livestock  Association’s
desire for a new show facility. They
discussed the possibility of such a
building being put in close proximity
to the Livestock & Equine Center. No
action was taken, but the college says
discussions are ongoing.

The regents approved a request
to transfer the tax abatement of the
Best Western American Inn from
786, Inc., to the Clarendon Hotel
Corporation.

A memorandum of understand-
ing was approved defining the rela-
tionship between the college and the
CC Foundation as required by the
college’s accrediting agency.

The board approved updating
the college’s organizational charge
and defining the positions of program
coordinators.

The salary schedule for 2005-
2006 was presented and approved.
Non-instructional employees will
receive a two percent raise with a
minimum increase of $600. The
dean of instruction’s salary was
revised to be more consistent with
other administrative salaries and with
similar positions at other institutions.
The faculty will receive a built-in
increase of one percent of base pay,
and the board approved an additional
one percent of base pay.

Program coordinators will each
get a $400 stipend, and the stipend for
division chairs and athletic coaches
was increased to $5,000. Agriculture
team coaches will receive an addi-

Add eye exams to kids’ back-to-school list

HOUSTON - Preparing for the
start of a new school year? Remem-
ber to get a new backpack, paper
and pencils, and get your children’s
vision screened as part of their back-
to-school checklist.

“Poor vision can interfere with
learning, school performance, par-
ticipation in sports and other activi-
ties, as well as self esteem,” said Dr.
Kimberly Yen, assistant professor of
ophthalmology at Baylor College of
Medicine (BCM) in Houston and an
ophthalmologist at Texas Children’s
Hospital.

Yen said if parents know that
eye problems run in their family or if
they suspect problems, it is especially
important that their child receive eye
exams regularly. All children should

their well-child check ups, and chil-
dren who exhibit no signs of visual
problems should have their vision
screened by age 3.

Amblyopia, or “lazy eye”, and
strabismus are two common eye

“Lazy eye” occurs because the
brain doesn’t receive clearly focused
images from one eye. As a result,
the brain learns to rely on the other
“good” eye, in which the images are
clearly focused.

If detected early enough, a patch
or, occasionally, eye drops can be
used to blur the vision in the strong
eye. This encourages the weak eye to
be used, strengthening the vision.

Strabismus occurs when the

eyes are misaligned, and it is caused
by an inability of the brain to control
the eyes in a coordinated manner,
sometimes from a damaged nerve or
a problem in part of the brain or the
eye muscles. Strabismus is common
in children, but most young children
£0 untested and unidentified.

Exercise of the eye muscles
alone usually will O €orrect stra-
bismus. Glasses, eye drops, and/or
surgery are often necessary to create
and maintain good alignment.

Yen says that studies have shown
that children begin to notice the dif-
ferences in people’s eyes as early as
5 or 6 years of age. Misalignment
of the eyes can therefore affect how
well they fit in at school and how
their peers treat them.

“It's important to address the
issues early on,” Yen said. “Take your
child to their pediatrician or ophthal-
mologist immediately.”

Many eye accidents that occur
with children are sports-related, and
almost all are preventable by using
protective eyewear.

Parents should always remind
children to wear eye protection when
participating in sports. Children who
play basketball, baseball, and racquet
sports are more susceptible to eye
injuries. Sports goggles can signifi-
cantly reduce the likelihood of poten-
tially sight damaging injuries.

Having good vision not only
helps children develop in the class-
room, but it teaches them the life-long
value of regular vision screenings.

New Treatment for Seizures in Children

Children with a history of seizures, who are sometimes not controlled
with conventional oral seizure drugs, are often taken to the ER or admitted
to the hospital and given diazepam rectally. An alternative to rectal diaz-
epam is midazolam, which is administered orally for the same purpose.
Researchers in the United Kingdom compared the effect of oral midazolam
and rectal diazepam over a period of four years in.177 children, six years
of age and older, who were brought to the hospital emergency room with a
long-lasting seizure.

Results of the study were published recently in the medical journal
Lancet. Successful seizure control occurred in 56% of the children who
received oral midazolam. Only 27% of the children treated with rectal
diazepam where considered successfully treated. In addition, those con-
ducting the study said that oral midazolam ended seizures more rapidly
and seizure control lasted longer than it did for children who got rectal
diazepam. According to one report, studies of the midazolam in the form
of a nasal spray are being planned. Experts think this may be an even better
option when these type of seizure occurs.
