C i t y  a l d e r m e n  o k a y  p a v i n g  c o n t r a c t
A divided Board of Aldermen 

gave the final green light to Claren­
don’s 2005 paving project when they 
met June 28.

Clarendon Economic Develop­
ment Corporation Board President 
Jerry Woodard addressed the aider- 
men and sought the city's approval 
to amend the CEDC budget to allow 
$100,000 in economic development 
funds to be spent on the streets.

Woodard’s request was approved 
3-2 with Aldermen Tommy Hill and 
Michael Tibbets opposed to the mea­

sure.
The board then voted 3-2 to 

approve the paving contract with 
B&B Solvent with work to be com­
pleted within 180 days. Aldermen 
Tommy Hill and Michael Tibbets 
were again opposed.

Board members asked Hill and 
Tibbets about their opposition. They 
cited the cost of the project and 
expressed a desire to wait a year 
and bid again. Other board members 
noted the price of paving has contin­
ued to increase and would again next

year.
Woodard urged the board to 

act for the betterment of the city 
and noted that there will never be a 
time when everything is perfect in 
everybody’s opinion.

“If we don’t do anything, we’ll 
be left behind,” he said. “We’re 
already 20 years behind. I want to see 
the town go forward. We cannot let 
the town continue to go backward.”

Construction on the streets is 
expected to begin early this month 
after engineers hold a pre-construc­

tion meeting with the contractor.
In other city business, Dee Dee 

Autry addressed the board concern­
ing her interest in the city annexing 
rural lodging establishments under 
the city’s motel bed tax. The city 
cannot do this, but Autry said that the 
Bar H Dude Ranch and her Ace No. 
8 Bed & Breakfast would be willing 
to voluntarily collect the tax in order 
to help promote tourism in Donley 
County.

Autry also represented the Texas 
Plains Trail which is preparing a

regional tourism promotion. The 
board approved $500 from the motel 
bed tax fund for this project.

Donna Hicks presented her 
annual report for the Local Housing 
Authority to the board. The aldermen 
commended her and her staff for the 
work they do.

City Administrator Sean Pate 
discussed problems with one of the 
city’s trash trucks, which needs a new 
engine. He also updated the board on 
the activities getting ready for the 
Fourth of July.

The old celebration ain’t what she used to be.
There. It’s out in the open. Now let’s talk about it 

for a moment.
Putting on the Saints' Roost Celebration is no 

easy task. Several different groups each plan their own 
thing -  sometimes with little communication between 
them -  and somehow the whole thing comes together 
in the end. But something seems 
missing. It’s just not the same 
anymore.

Most of us can remember 
how crowded the Courthouse 
Square used to be during the 
Fourth. But the days are long 
gone when literally thousands
-  sometimes 10,000 or more
-  would come to Clarendon for 
the Fourth.

The only accurate indicator we have for atten­
dance is the barbecue. In 1997, the A1 Moriah Shrine 
Club served more than 1,500 plates. But since the 
celebration was moved to the City Park in 2001, the 
number of plates served has topped 1,000 only once. 
Last year the Shrine Club struggled to break even, and 
this year it hit a new low of 794. They will likely lose 
money this year.

The Chamber of Commerce at least deserves 
some credit for trying to do something different this 
year. They took a lot of heat for changing the parade 
from the traditional 2 p.m. to 10 a.m., but there have 
been some positive comments made about it being 
cooler. But unfortunately, the move did disrupt other 
activities.

So what can we do to turn things around? Plan­
ning and communication seems to be the thing that is 
lacking the most. If we want to have a successful cel­
ebration next year, planning needs to start right away. 
We can start with three simple things.

First, and the E nterprise is at least partly to blame 
for this one, we need to come to an agreement about 
which celebration we’re having. This year was billed 
as the 127th annual celebration. But in point of fact, it 
was the 128th. Previously, we had been figuring this 
by taking the current year and subtracting 1878. That 
works great for anniversaries and birthdays, but in this 
case you have to add one because the first celebration 
was July 4, 1878. Next year, therefore, will properly 
be the 129th annual Saints’ Roost Celebration.

Second, 1 don’t see anything wrong with deciding 
now what the dates will be for (Re 2006 celebrSrfftn’ 
Heck, the Texas Press Association can tell you right 
now when and where every annual TPA convention 
will be through 2009. Surely, we can think a year into 
the future. Personally, I vote for July 4.

Sure, I know it’s a radical idea to celebrate Ameri­
can independence on Independence Day, but I think 
it could work. Besides, we’re all off work that day 
anyway. This year we could have started the celebra­
tion on Friday or Saturday and kept local motels full 
through Monday.

This idea that we have to have the celebration on a 
Saturday is just nonsense. The barbecue numbers don’t 
show that Saturday is any better than any other day. 
Four years ago we held the celebration on the seventh 
of July just so it’d be on a Saturday. That’s nuts.

And finally, I think it’s way past time for the cel­
ebration to return to the Courthouse Square. The most 
successful celebration we’ve had in the last four years 
was in 2003 when we rededicated the Courthouse. 
Opening the building for tours could itself draw more 
people to the celebration. And also, when the county 
applied for the grant to restore the Courthouse, the 
tradition of the July Fourth celebration was given as an 
example of how important the building was and is to 
the community.

Those are my thoughts. What are yours? Maybe 
we need a central committee to put the thing on, 
maybe we need better marketing, or maybe we just 
need one gigantic fireworks display at the close of the 
July 4th rodeo. Send us your cards and letters. Tell us 
what you think of the Saints' Roost Celebration. What 
do you like or not like? What are your fondest memo­
ries of the celebration, and what do you miss the most?

“I keep thinking they’ll tell me I’m too old and

He had a 
good wit about him, and there was one thing I learned 
quickly while serving with him on the museum board. 
It didn’t matter what time the meeting was going to 
be over; we might as well end it at 6:00 p.m. sharp 
because Willard was leaving for supper then.

Willard was a vault of local history, and he gladly 
opened that vault for anyone who was willing to listen. 
Perhaps that’s what made him so devoted to the Saints’ 
Roost Museum, its development, and its mission. How 
many school children did he take on tours? How many 
people’s lives did he touch with his vast knowledge of 
our heritage? We will never know.

Clarendon is richer for having had Willard as one 
of its citizens. We are poorer now without him, but 
hopefully we can share his love for this community.

Energy proposal fosters independence

With oil prices hovering around $60 
a barrel, the price for petroleum is over 50 
percent higher now than it was last year. 
Energy affects every part of an industrial 
economy, from manufacturing and trans­
portation to services. Petroleum is also 
the source from which we create plastics, 
adhesives and light-weight composite 

j  materials.
High oil prices have occurred in large 

part because of a tightening supply and 
increasing demand. China and India alone 
account for the majority of the increase in 
world demand. Consumers in the United 
States are feeling the effect of higher 
energy prices worldwide because we are 
increasingly dependent upon imports. The 
American Petroleum Institute’s latest data 
shows we depend on imports for 64.3 
percent of our petroleum needs. In 1973, 
when an OPEC oil embargo hammered the 
U.S. economy, we were importing 28 per­

cent of our oil.
Petroleum 

imports are rising 
because our domes­
tic production is 
declining.

The importance 
of a comprehensive 
energy bill cannot 
be overstated. It 
provides a roadmap 
for greater energy independence which will 
make us less vulnerable to price swings. 
The bill encourages domestic production, 
improves conservation efforts and pro­
motes renewable sources of energy. This is 
good for consumers, for businesses and for 
the environment.

To boost domestic production, the bill 
streamlines oil and gas development on 
existing federal lease sites to bring fuel to 
market sooner. It seeks to diversify our

sources of energy to give us flexibility 
and adaptability. It does this by stimulat­
ing use of clean nuclear power, providing 
incentives for solar, wind and geothermal 
energy. The bill requires fuel manufactur­
ers to use eight billion gallons of ethanol in 
gasoline by 2012.

An ambitious program to design and 
use clean coal burning technologies will 
help America use its 250-year supply of 
coal in environmentally safe power plants. 
A program researching the use of clean- 
burning hydrogen in cars is included in 
the legislation as well as provisions and 
mandates to encourage utilities to expand, 
modernize and improve the reliability of 
the electric power grid.

I have long argued that our nation 
needs a coherent energy policy. I am grati­
fied that the Senate has, at long last, passed 
this important and necessary bill.

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Hospital district reschedules hearing 
on budget after public notice error

The Donley County Hospital 
District board approved a temporary 
spending motion last Friday after 
a public notice error prevented the 
adoption of the 2005-06 budget.

"We lacked a day having the 
proper notice given to hold the 
budget hearing,” board president 
Alan Fletcher said. "We just counted 
wrong.”

The district thought its notice 
in the Thursday, June 23, edition of 
T he C larendon  E nterprise gave it 
the required ten-days notice to hold 
a hearing on July 1 since the paper 
came out on Wednesday, June 22. But 
the E nterprise is legally a Thursday 
paper under its periodicals postage 
permit, and all public notices must be 
published according to that date.

The district rescheduled its 
budget hearing for its next regular 
board meeting on July 19.

In other district business during 
Friday’s called meeting, the board 
accepted the resignation of board 
member Pat McAnear and appointed 
Gene Hommel to take her place.

The board approved Medical 
Center Nursing Home’s having a 
poker run to raise funds to benefit the 
residents. The board also authorized 
several employee policy changes as 
presented by administrator in-train­
ing Vicky Robertson.

During the open forum, pub­
lisher Roger Estlack spoke concern­
ing a legal opinion obtained by board 
president Alan Fletcher which has 
restricted the use of district funds for 
advertising and promotion.

“You can’t keep the nursing 
home open if you don’t keep the beds 
full," Estlack said, “and you can’t fill 
the beds if you don’t advertise and 
keep a positive image in the com­

munity.”
Estlack said he had talked with 

another hospital district that said 
advertising is definitely legal and a 
reimbursable expense under Medi­
care. He encouraged the district to 
look at the issue again in light of its 
pending certification as a Medicare 
facility and said the board should 
consider getting an Attorney Gener­
al’s opinion on the matter.

Some board members said they 
felt advertising was important and 
proper. Fletcher said he would look 
into an Attorney General’s opinion 
and said decreases in the promotion 
lines of the proposed budgets were 
not targeted at the newspaper but 
were rather an indication of how tight 
the district’s finances are.

“We’re in a catch 22 where we 
need to advertise, but the advertising 
cost may sink us," he said.

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S u n screen  p ro te c ts  a g a in s t sk in  ca n ce r
If you plan to spend even 20 

minutes outdoors on any given day, 
you should apply sun screen. Make it 
a habit to apply sunscreen as part of 
your “beginning-of-the-day” ritual. 
When you’re done applying your own 
sunscreen, apply it on your kids.

Children’s skin is delicate and 
needs protection, and they need time 
outdoors being active. You don’t 
have to keep your kids indoors, but 
you do need to apply sunscreen and 
try to keep them out of the sun during 
peak UV exposure hours (10 a.m. to 
4 p.m.) when possible. Always be 
careful not to get sunscreen into the 
eyes during application, as this can 
cause irritation.

The only exception to wear­
ing sunscreen is children under 6 
months of age. Do not use sunscreen 
on children under 6 months of age. 
Sunscreen can irritate infant’s skin.

When outdoors, try to keep children 
under 6 months of age in the shade, 
out of direct sunlight. Place them in 
light-weight, long sleeve shirts and 
pants to cover their skin, while avoid­
ing over-heating. Cover their heads 
with a wide-brimmed hat, and use 
infant sunglasses with 99*100% UV 
protection because infant’s develop­
ing eyes are particularly vulnerable .

One of the biggest mistakes we 
make when it comes to sunscreen use 
is that we don’t use enough. To get 
the maximum protection from sun­
screen, one ounce - one large handful 
or enough to fill a shot glass - is the 
amount needed to cover the exposed 
areas of the body properly.

Think about the areas of your 
body exposed to the sun. In the sum­
mertime. even more areas are exposed 
when wearing shorts, short sleeves, 
or bathing suits. Use sunscreen liber-

Another crucial step in correct 
sunscreen use is reapplication. Sun­
screen should be reapplied at least 
every 2 hours. If activities involve 
water or heavy perspiration, a water- 
resistant sunscreen is recommended. 
You will still need to reapply sun­
screen every 2 hours or more often 
if you towel dry or rub off the sun­
screen in any way.

When choosing a sunscreen, 
ideally it should be water-resistant so 
that it cannot be easily removed by 
sweating or swimming. These sun­

screens stay on the skin longer even 
if they get wet, but they are not actu­
ally “waterproof- since no product is 
completely waterproof. Rather, they 
should be labeled as "water-resis­
tant” or “very water-resistant.” In 
testing procedures, “water-resistant 
sunscreen retains its SPF after 40 
minutes of swealing/perspiring or 
water activity; “very water-resistant 
sunscreen retains its SPF after 80 
minutes ( I Vi hours) of sweating/per- 
spiring or water activity. Like other 
types of sunscreen, water-resistant 
sunscreens still need to be reapplied 
often when sweating or swimming, 
and especially after towel drying 
when it can be rubbed oft. Check 
the product label for reapplication 
directions.

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Researchers show how to settle the dust
A M A R IL L O  -  The merger of 

research and applied technology was 
demonstrated here this week during 
the quarterly meeting of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture’s Agricul­
ture Air Quality Task Force.

Bruce Knight, Natural Resources 
Conservation Service chief and task 
force chair in Washington, D.C., said 
the Texas High Plains is the epicen­
ter of air quality research. The task 
force came to see how this region’s 
unique issues and priorities are being 
addressed, he said.

Created in 1996, the task force 
advises the Secretary of Agriculture 
and the Environmental Protection 
Agency on air quality issues, science, 
and policy. Knight leads the 30- 
member team, which includes scien­
tists and engineers from throughout 
the United States.

The task force witnesses air 
quality concerns around the country, 
Knight said. In this region, the chal­
lenge caused by dust stirred up in 
the evenings by cattle, coupled with 
reduced dispersion conditions, is of 
interest.

“We’re looking for liveable, 
affordable controls of dust that allow

feedlots to be a good neighbor to 
those downwind,” Knight said. In the 
Midwest, odor around hog facilities 
is a major concern. California has 
a wide range of air quality issues, 
including diesel engines, pesticides, 
and livestock, he said, and the North­
west is concerned with emissions 
from grass burning.

Ben Weinheimer, Texas Cattle 
Feeders Association regulatory man­
ager in Amarillo, said the task force 
is the “voice of sound science.” By 
hosting the group here, he said, “we 
hope to give these scientists and engi­
neers a better understanding of crop 
and livestock production here.”

For example, he said, a proposed 
regulation for particulate matter -  
dust -  could have far-reaching effects 
on the feed yard industry.

“If we end up with a PM (par­
ticulate matter) coarse standard not 
based on good data, potentially feed 
yards and other agriculture opera­
tions would be subject to violations 
and fines from regulatory agencies 
inappropriately,” Weinheimer said.

“Our preference on managing air 
quality issues is to focus on appropri­
ate best management practices,” he

said. “No one should expect zero 
emissions, only that the emissions 
would be minimized.”

The importance of the task force 
is to be the voice to carry the message 
to the Secretary of Agriculture and to 
EPA, Weinheimer said.

“In many ways, this basket of air 
quality issues in 2005 is where water 
quality was 20 years ago and soil ero­
sion was 70 years ago," Knight said. 
“It represents the changing priorities 
of society.”

Both the industry and research­
ers are recognizing the impact some 
agricultural practices may have on 
communities and “are making real 
progress” in addressing those issues, 
he said. "What we’re seeing is years 
and years of research being applied 
on the ground,” Knight said.

The task force members toured 
three area feedlots, where they saw a 
water curtain, sprinkler systems, and 
frequent surface manure removal all 
being utilized for dust control. They 
also visited a recently built dairy and 
cotton gin to talk about air quality 
concerns.

Dr. John Sweeten, Texas A&M 
University System Agricultural

Research and Extension Center 
director of research here, said, 
“We’ve been trying to illustrate that 
concentrated animal feeding opera­
tions are being designed and man­
aged in a manner that is consistent 
with air quality regulations.”

The multi-agency, multi-dis­
ciplinary research is characterizing 
particulate and gaseous emissions, 
developing effective and economical 
abatement measures, and developing 
a scientific basis for emission factors 
that EPA can utilize, Sweeten said.

The tour, he said, demonstrated 
producer adoption of several NRCS 
Environmental Quality Incentives 
Program cost-share practices for feed 
yard dust abatement. These practices 
include solid-set sprinklers and/or 
frequent manure collection.

Viewing research and demon­
strations allows the task force to 
better comprehend current and future 
air quality policy, and see manage­
ment practices that allow producers 
to meet those policies, Sweeten said.

“We are making a difference,” 
Knight said. “But it is important to 
realize it's one feedlot at a time, one 
farm at a time.”

Drugs in the News

Prescription Drug Approved: New Name for an 
Existing Drug

Last month, a popular prescription drug was approved for a new and 
different use. The new name for this drug is Revatio. The drug in the form 
of a white oral tablet, which is expected to be in pharmacies by this name 
soon, contains sidenafil citrate, the same active ingredient as is in Viagra, a 
popular drug used for erectile dysfunction.

The Food and Drug Administration approved Revatio for pulmonary 
arterial hypertension, a rare, but serious and usually life-shortening medi­
cal condition. The approval was largely based on results of a study involv­
ing 277 people. Study participants were given either Revatio or placebo 
(fake drug). Their ability to exercise was then measured. According to 
news releases about the study, those who received Revatio experienced sig­
nificant improvements in their ability to complete the required six minute 
walk distance, a test given to all study participants.

They also experienced improvements in the blood pressure inside the 
pulmonary artery and also improved with regard to some measurements of 
heart function.
