City aldermen vote 2-1
to okay $974k proposal

The 2005 paving project is
moving forward after Clarendon
Aldermen voted 2-1 to accept a
$974,485 proposal from B&B Sol-
vent last Tuesday.

City Administrator Sean Pate
this week said a contract for the job
will be presented to the aldermen for
their final approval June 28. B&B,
which is a division of Jordan Paving,
has expressed to city officials that it
will be ready to mobilize early next
month.

“I’ll be a good
Clarendon,” Pate said.

Aldermen Janice Knorpp and
Bobbie Kidd voted for the proposal
last week. Alderman Michael Tib-
bets was absent, and Alderman Mark
White was presiding as mayor pro-
tem. Alderman Tommy Hill voted
against the measure.

this now, the next bid will be more.”

Mayor Pro-tem White said he
appreciated the contractor working
with the city.

B&B presented two proposals
based on its $1.3 million low bid pre-
viously accepted by the city. Proposal
#1 was priced at $974,485.15 and
eliminated planned paving on Fourth
and Seventh Streets east of Koogle
Street; and Proposal #2 was priced at
$905,870.15 and eliminated the work
east of Koogle as well as eliminating
parts of McLean and Third streets
north of Fifth Street.

Aldermen said they preferred
the first proposal because it tied the
project together and was part of the
overall plan to control waterflow.
Kidd also pointed out that the city
was already paying for the engi-
neering work on McLean and Third
streets whether it was part of the
project or not.

The project as it stands now
includes the following streets: Third
Street from Collinson to McLean,
Fourth Street from

Collinson to
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McLean, Sixth Street from Cottage
to Koogle, Seventh Street from the
western city limit to Koogle, Eighth
Street from Leroy to Bugbee Avenue,
Leroy Street from Fifth to Eighth,
Johns Street from Sixth to approxi-
mately one-half block past Eighth,
Collinson Street from Clarendon
Avenue to Eighth Street, McLean
Street from Clarendon Avenue to

The Clarendon Family Medi-
cal Center will give the free test
on Thursday, June 30, from | to §
p.m. at #1 Medical Center Drive.
Free movie tickets will be given to
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everyone who receives the test. All
services will be strictly confidential

According to the CDC, half
of all new HIV infections occur
in people under the age of 24, and
HIV infection rates in heterosexual
women are increasing faster than in
any other population. There are cur-
rently 671 people living with HIV/
AIDS in Amarillo and the Texas
Panhandle said Troy Williams, HIV/
STD Specialist.

“Testing will be provided by
ORAQuick, which is a finger prick
method; and the results are available
within two hours,” Williams said.
“We encourage anyone who has
had more than one sexual partner,
or who has a partner whom they
believe has not been monogamous
to take advantage of this free testing
opportunity.”

The city had $833,759 available
from tax revenue notes and economic
development money to pay for the
project. The Clarendon Economic
Development Corporation will con-
tribute $100,000 to the project, and
the balance will be paid for from the
city’s improvement fund.

CEDC awards
more funds

The Clarendon Economic Devel-
opment Corporation committed an
additional $100,000 to the city’s
2005 street paving project Monday, a
move that gives the city the resources
it needs to fully fund the project.

Meeting in a called session, the
CEDC board voted unanimously to
approve the additional funds. Mayor
Tex Selvidge thanked the CEDC.

“When [the CEDC] was voted
in, one of the things that was to be
done was streets.” Selvidge said. “It
speaks highly of this board to see
them join with the city. They are
progressive and want to see the city
improve.”

Monday’s vote is in addition to
$20,000 pledged to street improve-
ments in fiscal year 2003-2004 and
$30,000 already pledged this year.

The CEDC board also intends to
provide $30,000 each year — approxi-
mately half its annual revenue — to
help the city pay the indebtedness on
the new streets.

The CEDC is funded by a half-
cent sales tax approved by city voters
in 1995.

Accident claims life
of local farmer Friday

A Donley County farmer and
| rancher died Friday when the pickup

he was driving was hit by a tractor-
trailer rig.

Department of Public Safety
Trooper Chad Simpson said Robert
Pittman, age 81, died at the scene 3.5
miles west of Clarendon on US 287
despite efforts by at least four motor-
ists to save him.

Pittman’s Chevy pickup was
traveling westbound in the outside
lane of 287 in front of the tractor-
trailer driven by Darie Monday of
Tulsa, Okla., when Pittman’s vehicle
was struck from behind. The pickup

slid sideways and flipped over,
coming to rest on its wheels in the
north ditch and catching on fire.

An investigation is ongoing, but
Simpson said speed did not seem to
be a factor in the accident.

§ No citations or charges have
been issued, but the case will be pre-
sented to the Donley County Grand
Jury.

Pittman was a resident of Ama-
rillo at the time of the accident but
had had ties to Donley County since
1925.

Funeral services were held for
Pittman in Clarendon Tuesday.

Thornberry honors Mann
in Congressional Record

WASHINGTON, DC - Rep.
Mac Thomberry (R-Clarendon)
submitted a statement last week into
the Congressional Record to honor
Clarendon resident, Jiggs Mann.
Mr. Mann is the 2005 recipient of
the prestigious “Rancher of the
Year” award presented by Cowboy
Roundup, USA.

The following is the statement as
submitted by Thornberry:

Statement of Congressman Mac
Thornberry Honoring Jiggs Mann

Mr. Speaker,

Our nation includes many tradi-
tions and cultures which have influ-
enced our history and our national
character. In my area, none is stron-
ger than ranching.

Cowboy Roundup, USA, is an
organization dedicated to preserving
the Ranching Heritage of Amarillo
and the Texas Panhandle. It works to
educate the public, “in the spirit of our
ranching ancestry and the lifestyle of
the great American Cowboy.”

Each year at the Ranch Rodeo in
Amarillo, Texas, which this organiza-
tion sponsors, an individual is named
as “Rancher of the Year,” to recog-
nize a lifetime of accomplishment.
This year’s recipient is W.C. “Jiggs”
Mann, from my home county, Donley
County, Texas.

In thinking about ranchers, the
stereotype characters from movies,
books, songs, and stories will come
to mind for many people. But I think
that they would be more impressed to

meet the real thing. Jiggs Mann is the
real thing.

Jiggs began working on the JA
ranch as a schoolboy during the sum-
mers of World War II. He rode with
the chuck wagon all summer as it
moved from pasture to pasture on
Texas’ second largest ranch, sleeping
on the ground and eating by camp-
fire. After returning from serving his
country in Korea in 1953, Jiggs went
to work at the JA again and served as
foreman of the ranch from 1959 until
1969. He leased part of the ranch,
running his own cattle, and now runs
cattle on his own property in Donley
County.

More than his decades of experi-
ence with land and cattle, Jiggs Mann
was honored because of his character
and integrity and because he is a
shining example of what a rancher is
and should be.

A rancher, like others who make
their living off of the land, is a risk
taker. His whole year's work can be

wiped out by weather, disease, or a

tumble in the market.

A rancher is independent and
does not look for ~ or feel entitled
to — a hand-out from government or
anyone else, but he will drop what-
ever he is doing, even at considerable
sacrifice, to help out a neighbor.

He is honest and straight talk-
ing: he has no need to beat-around-
the-bush. Mother Nature and the

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Funds available for disadvantaged farmers,
ranchers from USDA’s FSA loan program

The US Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) Farm Service Agency
(FSA) allocates a portion of its farm
loan program funds specifically for
socially ~disadvantaged applicants
(SDA) including minority and
women producers.

“FSA farm loans are available to
all qualified applicants; but by setting
a'side funds specifically for minori-
ties and women, the Agency ensures
members of these specific groups
can receive a portion of available
funds - assuming they meet FSA
loan eligibility requirements,” said
Larry Goetze, Farm Loan Manager
for Donley, Gray, and Wheeler Coun-
ties FSA.

By FSA definition, an applicant
is considered socially disadvantaged
if he or she is a member of a group
whose members have been subjected
to racial, ethnic, or gender prejudice,
without regard to individual qualities.
FSA has identified socially disadvan-
taged groups as Women, Blacks,
American Indians, Alaskan Natives,
Hispanics, Asians, and Pacific
Islanders.

FSA offers both direct and
guaranteed farm loans. Farm loan
funds can be used to purchase farms,
livestock, and equipment. They may
also be used to operate a farm, build
or repair service buildings, pay for
soil and water conservation practices,
and in some cases refinance debt.

For direct loans made by FSA
to purchase a farm, the terms may
extend to 40 years with a current
interest rate of 5.375 percent. Direct
operating loans may be made for one
to seven years with a current interest
rate of 4.625 percent, which is sub-
ject to change.

“Applicants requesting direct
real estate loans should be aware that
funding for this program is limited
and may require a waiting period
before funds are available and appli-
cations approved,” said Goetze.

FSA guaranteed loans are made
by banks or other commercial lend-
ers and are guaranteed by FSA for
up to 90 percent of any loss. The

guaranteed loan program includes
both operating and real estate loan
programs. If a loan applicant is able

to obtain financing from a private
lender equal to 50 percent or more
of the total funds needed to jointly
finance the purchase of the farm, the
interest rate on the FSA direct loan
would be fixed at five percent.

SDA loan applicants do not
receive automatic approval. Indi-
viduals must be US citizens with
a satisfactory  history of meeting
credit obligations, have sufficient
education, training, or experience
managing or operating a farm, pos-
sess the legal capacity to incur debt,
and be unable to obtain credit through
traditional lending means.

“Qualified loan candidates are
provided information and assistance
to develop sound management prac-
tices, analyze problems, and utilize
available resources essential for
successful farming in the ever-chang-
ing agricultural environment,” said
Goetze.

CC Regents set budget hearing date

I'he Clarendon College Board
of Regents met in regular session
June 16.

Among the items on the board’s
agenda, regents accepted a letter
of engagement from Fox, Byrd &
Golden for the 2004-2005 audit in
the amount of $26,600.

Regents set August 4 as the date
for their budget workshop. A public
hearing on the 2005-2006 budget will
be held August 18 at 11:30 a.m. in the
Bairfield Activity Center.

The board received a class
completion report for the fall 2004
and spring 2005 semesters show-
ing 92.5 and 93.9 percent of classes
were completed by CC students.
