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SOCIAL SECURITY
The Social Security Amend­

ments of 1958 will provide in­
creased monthly payments to 
about 13,400 people in the Pan­
handle, beginning with the checks 
which are due early in February 
1959, according to John R. San­
derson, Social Security District 
Manager in Amarillo. The amount 
of the increase will be about 7 
percent, although the increase in 
some checks will be slightly more 
than 7 percent and it will be 
slightly less than 7 percent in 
some others.

People who are already getting 
social security payments do not 
need to apply for the increase. 
It will be automatically added to 
the checks for January, which 
will be mailed out early in 
February.

Under other changes made by 
the new law, social security bene­
fits will become payable to a 
number of people not previously 
eligible for payments. They must, 
however, apply to their social 
security offices before payments 
can start. Among the groups now 
eligible because of the amend­
ments are:

1. Dependents of people who 
are 50 or over who are now get­
ting disability insurance benefits 
(children under 18 or disabled; a 
wife of any age who has a child

in her care who is entitled to 
benefits; a wife 62 or over; or a 
dependent husband 65 or over).

2. Disabled people 50 or over 
who could not qualify for bene­
fits under the old law because 
they did not have as much as 1M> 
years of work in the 3 years be­
fore they were disabled. (A total 
of at least 5 years of work under 
the law is still required).

3. Dependent parents whose son 
or daughter died after 1939 and 
who could not qualify for bene­
fits under the old law because the 
son or daughter left a widow, 
widower, or child.

4. Adopted children whose a- 
dopting parent began receiving 
retirement benefits less than 3 
years after the adoption. (In many 
cases this provision will also make 
possible payments to the mother 
of the adopted child).

5. A person receiving benefits 
who marries another person also 
receiving benefits can continue to 
receive monthly checks, or can 
become eligible as a dependent of 
the new husband or wife without 
waiting 3 years.

Some people in situations simi­
lar to those mentioned above may 
have applied for benefits in the 
past and been notified that they 
did not qualify for payments. 
These people should get in touch 
with their social security district 
offices promptly about filing new 
applications, Sanderson noted.

Beginning January 1, 1959, the 
social security tax rate for em­
ployees and employers will be 
2V4 percent each. The rate for 
self-employed people will be 3% 
percent. These rates are schedul­
ed to increase every 3 years until 
they reach 4% percent for em­
ployees and employers and 6% 
percent for self-employed people

in 1969.
Starting with 1959 the'"first

be taxed for social security and 
will count toward social security 
benefits.

AUSTIN—Texas Democrats now 
look toward 1960, tne year some 
think they might nominate the 
next U. S. President.

And added to the party’s tumul­
tuous history is the 1958 Demo­
cratic convention. It was billed as 
a “harmony” meet, but more re- 
semblen a family reunion to fight 
over granspa’s will.

Gov. Price Daniel’s liberal foes 
are hotter under their collars than 
ever, but dtspite their noisy op­
position, the governor “ruled the 
roost” in San Antonio. And, with 
an executive committee accept­
able to him and a platform re­
flecting his views, he holds the 
reins of party leadership for two 
years.

U. S. Sen. Lyndon B. Johnson 
and Speaker Sam Rayburn also 
were honored by the conven­
tioneers. Johnson was urged to 
become a presidential candidate.

Test in the struggle between 
Daniel’s supporters and the lib­
eral DOT faction championed by 
U. S. Sen. Ralph Yarborough 
came over the selection of a pre­
siding o f f i c e r .  Congressman 
Frank Ikard of Wichita Falls,

with the support of Senator John­
son, Speaker Rayburn and a com­
fortable majority of delegates, 
snowed under Corsicana Judge 
Jim Sewell.

But the real grudge being nurs­
ed by the Yarborough faction 
was over the bouncing of two 
executive committee nominees 
selected by the delegates from 
their districts. They were replac­
ed, on the recommendation of the 
nominations committee and vote 
of the convention, by people re­
garded as more friendly to the 
governor.

Liberals, who haven’t been 
“in” with a Texas governor for 
years, have fought bitterly a- 
gainst this traditional veto over 
the make-up of the executive 
committee. They feel the com­
mittee members should be like a 
legislature, reflecting the vary­
ing views of the sections which 
elect them.

THE NEW EUROPEAN 
COMMON MARKET

Sometime back I mentioned a 
few aspects of the proposed 
European Economic Community. 
As this approaches reality, I feel 
that it is important for the people 
of this country to understand just 
what is taking' place; therefore, 
I will attempt to point out a few 
of the highlights of this proposal 
in this newsletter.

This Community is composed of 
six signers of a treaty, to wit. 
Western Germany, France, Bel­
gium, Luxemburg, The Nether­
lands and Italy. The primary pur­
pose of the movement is to create 
a closer economic integratiin in 
Western Europe. The feeling is 
that fi there can be a successful 
economic integration between 
these countries, it will result as 
a matter of course in a better 
political integration. As among 
the six member countries, there is 
intended to be created a market 
and trade operation similar to 
commerce between the states in 
the United States. The operation 
is to include the movements of 
goods, services, manpower or in­
vestment of capital. It is contem­
plated that this will result in a 
competitive situation within the 
member countries that will pro­
vide concentration of productive 
power in those areas pecuiarly 
adapted to particular products, 
and thereby increase efficiency 
in production. This will, in turn, 
enable the European Economic 
Community as a whole to have a 
most effective weapon in general

jf' ' . - ! |
competition for world trade. The
free movement of manpower be­
tween the countries is expected to 
answer labor shortages without 
difficulty.

It should be noted at this point 
that there are several countries 
in Europe and the Scandinavian 
area not members of the Common 
Market Treaty. These include the 
United Kingdom, Sweden, Nor­
way, Denmark, Austria and Swit­
zerland. These countries have 
been negotiating to create a Free 

i Trade Area which would include 
the Common Market countries. 
These other countries realize the 
potential of the common market 
theory as benefiting Europe, but 
because of commitments and 
other situations in which they are 
involved, they find themselves 
unable to participate in the entire 
Common Market program and to 
become members of the European 
Economic Community, as such. It 
is generally felt in Europe that a 
free trade area will be establish­
ed in keeping with the general 
thinking of the common market 
theory.

The big question concerns what 
will happen to U. S. business as a 
consequence of these proposed 
programs in Europe. Of course, it 
would be impossible to answer 
that question as the matter pres­
ently stands. However, there are 
certain facts that must be real­
ized:

(1) The six member nations of 
the EEC had a gross national pro­
duct of about 40 per cent of that 
in the U. S. in 1956. In that same 
year the 12 nations negotiating 
for the free trade area produced 
goods and services equal to about 
two-thirds of the U. S. total.

(2) Although Europe is the 
largest market for U. S. exports, 
it conducts one-third of the 
world's trade. It imports one-half

of U. S. etfcorts of food and 
tobacco, textile fibem, fuels and 
petroleum products, and about 
one-fifth of our machinery ex­
ports.

(3) This same Western Europe 
exports into the world market 
one and one-half times the ex­
ports of the U. S. into the world 
market. The U. S. exports to 
Europe consist mostly of raw 
materials and semi-finished goods 
It is important to note that manu­
factured goods also make up most 
of Western Europe’s exports to 
other areas.

This creates the following type 
of problem for the United States 
to consider. Although Western 
Europe, under the EEC program, 
could become a much greater 
market for some U. S. exporters, 
those engaged in exporting manu­
factured products may find much 
stiffer European competition, 
both in the European markets 
and in the other world markets. 
It has been suggested that this 
threat might cause many U. S. 
businesses to set up subsidiaries 
in Europe or to work out licens­
ing operations so that their pro­
ducts could be manufactured by 
European manufacturers.

The cheap labor in Europe 
would certainly pose a serious 
threat to U. S. manufacturers. 
This has been one of the major 
bones of contention in the bitter 
controversies over the Reciprocal 
Trade Agreements Act, as well as 
the activities of the Tariff Com­
mission with relation to imports. 
During the debate in the Congress 
on the Reciprocal Trade Bill, the 
attention of the Members was 
called to numerous articles, from 
Europe and many other places in 
the world, manufactured in com­
petition with such articles in this 
country. The differential in price 
was great, some foreign products

being 200 to 300 per cent cheaper.
There is no doubt but that the 

countries in Europe are moving 
into the operation contemplated 
by the common market theory, 
for the purpose of stabilizing their 
own economy and “strengthening 
their several countries. However, 
it would be well for this country 
to watch these operations daily 
as they progress to the end that 
our business in this country will 
not be unduly jeopardized. It 
must be remembered that many 
of the factories and business con­
cerns in those countries were set 
up by the use of foreign aid funds 
furnished out of the pockets of 
the taxpayers of this country. As 
I warned previously, the Euro­
pean Economic Community is an 
excellent approach to the solution 
of a tragic problem in Europe, 
but we in this country must 
watch its development with great 
vigilance.

Help To Protect 

Young Wildlife
AUSTIN—Don’t molest nesting 

wildlife. This is the warning from 
the Director of Law Enforcement 
of the Game and Fish Commis­
sion. Teachers and parents should 
explain to boys who are ventur­
ing into the woods with .22 rifles, 
air guns, and sling shots that 
nesting birds and young animals 
should not be harmed.

The same is true on the coast, 
the Director said. Millions of 
shore birds are nesting along the 
shore line and islands. These 
brids are protected under the 
laws.

“If nests are robbed or the par­
ent birds otherwise disturbed, it 
will mean a loss in population of 
the birds,” the Director said. 
“Sometimes people are thought­
less and throw rocks at these 
birds or destroy the nests. War­
dens over the state are doing a 
fine educational job, especially 
among Boy Scouts and organized 
groups in teaching them the 
value of protecting wildlife. We 
hope it will be protected.”

The Director also warned again 
against the capture of young wild 
animals as pets. Every year it is 
necessary for wardens to liberate 
young animals that people have 
taken for pets.
