The Farm Program • Pari I

The Secretary of Agriculture 
unveiled the Nixon Administra­
tion’s long-anticipated agricul­
ture proposals this week in hear­
ings before the House-Agriculture 
Committee. Secretary Hardin re­
vealed, in broad strokes, the 
thrust of the Department's think­
ing on such issues as commodity 
programs and long-range land 
retirement. Specifics will have 
to be spelled out in future mes­
sages to Congress.

The Secretary’s testimony ran 
to 14 pages with six additional 
pages of appendix. In order to 
report to you as fully as possible, 
1 am going to divide his recom­

mendations into two sections and 
report this week on commodify 
programs, saving until next week 
the issue of resource adjustment 
through land retirement and 
other means.

As you are no doubt aware, the 
present farm program expires 
December 31, 1970. New legisla­
tion must be approved by April 
of 1970 at the latest, to afford 
wheat producers and others a 
chance to study the program and 
make necessary decisions before 
planting time. If new legisla­
tion is not passed by the time the 
present act expires, net farm in­
come will decline about a billion 
dollars a year.

In trying to arrive at a work­
able farm program which farm­
ers would support, Secretary 
Hardin and members of his staff 
traveled all over the country lis­
tening to farmers, commodity 
groups and farm organizations, 
weighed the testimony and con­
ferred with House and Senate 
leaders of both parties. As the

Secretary noted in his testimony 
. . It is clear to us that farm­

ers want help to bring their in­
comes up to the level of the 
national average and that they 
want a bigger say *n decision­
making on their own farms.”

It is also abundantly clear that 
neither the House Agriculture 
Committee, nor the Administra­
tion, nor the Republicans, nor 
the Democrats can pass a farm 
bill without the other's help.

Whatever program is decided 
upon, the Secretary reminded 
the Committee, there must be 
restraints on production that will 
permit satisfactory levels of 
price and income and will 
“ neither Inhibit the growth of 
markets nor place needless ob­
stacles in the way of efficient 
farm operation.”  Neither should 
we concede world markets to our 
foreign competilors. He invited 
further comment and response 
by farm organizations, commod­
ity and producer groups.

Programs for wheat, cotton,

and feed grains are the ones that 
affect most farmers. In addition 
to proposals already made by 
various farm organizations, t!ie
Secretary proposed a "set-aside”  
program or, as an alternative, 
domestic allotment and diver­
sion.

To quote from his testimony on
I  k __ 7 C i »  the set-anide program,

® Ko "o  dnmr oils oltntn
. tills would" 

be “ a domestic allotment of cot­
ton and wheat and, in addition, a 
national feed grain base. The 
feed grain base would be similar 
to the present one. Price support 
loans would be offered partici­
pating producers who would be 
required to set-aside a crop acre­
age equivalent to perhaps 75 to 
100 percent of the domestic cotton 
or wheat allotment and 30 to 50 
percent of the feed grain basp. 
No constraints on acreage or 
production would apply to any 
crop except the sot-aside acre­
age, which would be in addition 
to the normal conserving base."

The program would be volun­
tary. Income support payments 
would be made to cotton and 
wheat producers on the normal 
production of their domestic al­
lotment acreage and to teed 
grain producers on the normnl 
production of half of' theje . f f fd

grain base. Rate* of payment 
could vary over time and would 
affect the number of participants 
and, thus, the acreage in the 
set-aside. The amount of acreage 
to be allotted, size of the pay­
ment, and the levpl of the loan 
would all have to be determined. 
The allotment would serve only 
as the basis for calculating thr 
size of the payment and the 
amount of land to bo diverted. 
After he had diverted the neces­
sary number of acres, he would 
have full freedom to use the re­
mainder of this land in any way 
he wished.

The other possible approach is 
by domestic allotment and di­
version. This grants somewhat 
more freedom to the farmer 
than present approaches.

As in the set-aside, there would 
be an acreage allotted to each 
wheat and cotton producer, equal 
to his computed share of the do­
mestic market. On this allotment

payrn<>nts-
there would be no diversion re- 
quidfed fomcotton or wheat.

To quote further from Secre­
tary Hardin’s testimony: "Feed 
grains and wheat would be ag­
gregated into a total grain base. 
There would be no domestic al­
lotment for feed grain. There 
would be diversion payments to 
take the desired amount of land 
out of teed grains. A price-stabil­
izing luan would be available for 
participants. , Grain producers 
would be eligible for loans if 
they produced within their total 
allotment.

"A s in the set-aside, this pro­
gram dispenses with marketing 
quotas. Wheat and cotton grow­
ers, o f whom no diversion would 
be required, could plant what­
ever they wished on their tilled 
acreage. Feed grain growers who 
choose to participate in the pro­
gram would be required to limit 
their plantings of feed grains to 
an acreage equivalent to their 
base minus the feed grain acre 
age diverted. Substitution be­
tween feed grains, including 
wheat for feed, would be allow­
ed. Ordinarily the Commodity 
Credit Corporation would not ex­
pect to acquire stocks.

"The domestic allotment ap­
proach differs from the set-aside 

.ip jthet it requires no diversion

for cotton or wheat. For the feed 
grains the chief difference is that 
in the domestic allotment plan 
the wheat base and the feed 
grain base are added together to 
give the new grain base.”

Next week I will be reporting 
on the second part of the Ad­
ministration’s suggested farm 
program which focuses on Class 
I Base Plan for Dairy, Pay­
ment Limitations, Resource Ad­
just Programs, Cropland Conver­
sion, Town and Country Pro­
gram, Easement Program, and 
Programs for Rural People. In 
the meantime, I would like to 
have your views on Secretary 
Hardin’s proposals. It will be 
most helpful to me ns your Rep­
resentative and as a member of 
thr House Agriculture Commit­
tee.

Soil Conservation 
District News

T T h is is th“  first series of ar­
ticles describing the more promi- 

1 bent types ot soils found In Don­
ley County. At this time a stan­
dard soil survey is underway in 
the county. This survey is being 
made to It im  what kinds of 
soils are in Donley County, where 
they are located, and how they 
can be used.

The Abilene soils are found 
mostly or. the smooth upland
terraces and (wanes of the central 
and east central port of the coun­
ty paralleling highway 287. The 
ureas ol this particular soil are 
generally small, averaging about 
40 acres in size. Tile reason lor 
this is that Abilene soils occur 
only on level or concave type 
positions. Another large area o( 
this soil can be found on the 
"ilats" of the J.A. ranch in the 
very southwest corner of the 
county.

The Abilene soil consist of a 
very deep (30-80” ), dark gray­
ish brown, clam loam soils. They 
have firm loam topsoils with very
firm, compact subsoil. The pa-

rent material is a clayey, cal­
careous, old washout material, 
and usually contains accumu­
lations of lime.

The Abilene soils have good 
surface drainage. They have a 
slow permeability or downward 
movemen of water within the 
soil and their water holding ca­
pacity is very high. They have a 
high natural fertility and are only 
slightly susceptible to erosion. 
These soils are droughty during 
periods of low rainlall such as 
we had this summer.

Most all of the Abilene soils in 
the county are cultivated. With 
irrigation the yields of most 
crops are above average for the 
county.

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Will legislative redistricting mittee recommeded 18 per cent,
force another special session of 
the legislature this year.

Nobody knows for sure, al­
though rumors have been hot on 
the subject. Observers, including 
Gov. Preston Smith, have indi­
cated they doubt reapportion­
ment will demand emergency at­
tention of the lawmakers.

Issue is Ix'fore a three-judge 
federal court in Houston. PI un­
tiffs claim that population vari­
ance of 24.2 per cent between 
smallest ar.d largest Texas legis­
lative districts is discriminatory. 
They argue that big city Hou-e 
members should run by individ­
ual districts, not county-wide.

Court, in spite of some reports 
to the contrary, has not sche­
duled the case for hearing.

An Indiana case involving the 
validity of multi-member legis­
lative districts is on appeal to the 
U. S. Supreme Court.

Gov. Smith recently noted that 
1970 census figures will be avail­
able in less than a year and that 
the new head count will provide 
a more reaworialile basis for re-
apportionment than the 10-year- 
old census.

Filing deadline for legislative 
candidates is next February. So 
if the court is gonig to older 
immediate redristicting to affect 
1970 elections, it is presumed that 
the decision would be handed 
down well before the end of this 
year.

Naturally the longer the court 
delays its decision, the closer 
looms the new census tabulation. 
Insurance Raise l.ikely 
A quick decision of the State In­
surance Board is expected to 
jack up auto insurance premiums 
at least 9.9 per cent.

That, in effect, was the recom­
mendation of the governor’s 
study committee on rates. Board 
originally proposed an 11.4 per 
cent boost. Industry wanted 5.6 
per cent more than that.

A lust-niinute flurry of contro­
versy raised the question as to 
whether the committee had been 
misled by exaggerated statistics 
on auto accidents.

which Chairman Price Daniel 
specified as “ average,”

F. Darby Hammond, executive 
director of Southwestern Insur­
ance Information Service, releas­
ed a blistering attack on the 
committee’s report.

As to statistics. Hammond says 
that the Insurance Board does 
not use Department of Public 
Safety figures as the basis for 
determining costs. It uses claims 
paid. DPS doesn’t get reports 
on all accidents."

Texas school board members 
have been hit hard in making 
budgeU thii fall, when the mujer
part of the teacher pay raise 
package takes effect.

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DOUBLE-BARRELED 
H U NT ING  SAFETY 
URGED BY TSA

With duck, deer and many 
game bird seasons near at hand, 
Texas sportsmen are urged to 
take a "double-barreled’ ’ ap­
proach to hunting safety by the 
Texas Safety Association.

"Duck hunters in particular 
should be aware of the necessity 
for safe boating habits as wfll 
as proper gun handling," said 
George Wm. Perry, Dallas, 
president of the stide-wide safety 
association.

Heavy hunting and hip boots 
can prove to be an anchor, mak­
ing boating mishaps doubly dan­
gerous. Some insulated hunting 
jackets quickly become saturated 
with water, hamperng even the 
strongest swimmer. Hunters us­
ing small, unstable duck boats 
are urged to wear a lifepresorver.

Hunters were also advised to

said. "It would be better to leave 
a friend behind on the shore than 
leave him behind in the lake.” 

Boating safety rules should be 
combined with proper gun handl­
ing—the second "barrel’ ’ of hunt 
ing safety—to increase the sports­
man’s chances of not only bag­
ging his limit this season, but 
bringing himself back alive.

Hunters, except duck hunters 
in blinds, should wear bright red 
or reflective orange caps and 
jackets to make identification 
easier for other hunters. Each 
year hunters arc killed when 
mistaken for a deer, quail or 
even rabbit, Perry said.

All hunters are reminded to 
be sure of their line of fire. Nils 
is particularly true when hunting 
in underbrush, as bullets fired 
from high-powered rifles can 
travel great distances.

Shooting at sounds in deep 
underbrush is the sure sign of a 
"green-horn." A hunter should 
fire only when positively sure 
his target is legal game.

When the hunt Is over, hunters 
should make sure their guns are 
unloaded. leaded guns should 
never, he carried In a moving 
vehicle, as rough riding, a play­
ful dog or an accident can cause 
a gun to discharge.

All hunters—on land or the 
water— are advised to avoid 
drinking alcoholic beverages be­
fore and during the hunt, as well 
as afterwards on the road home.

Alcohol and gunpowder—just 
as alcohol and gasoline—do not 
mix safely, the safety official 
concluded.

Soil Testing Can Give 
The Right Answer

There is something many farm­
ers can do now to improve field 
crop production next year. Dr. C. 
D. Welch, Extension soil chemist 
at Texas A&M University, sug­
gests that farmers give consider­
ation to outlining spots in their 
fields where production last year 
or over the years continues below 
average.

The cause for the lower yields, 
he adds, often is associated with 
plant food deficiencies. Close ob­
servance of plants growing on 
the spots will often give a strong 
hint as to what is wrong, but 
Welch believes tliere is a better 
way.

He suggests that soil samples 
be taken from the problem areas 
and submitted to a soil testing 
laboratory for analysis. In sub­
mitting the samples, the soil 
chemist reminds that it is most 
important to give on the sheet 
which goes in with the sample a 
description of what happens to 
plants during the growing season 
on the problem spots.

If plant food or foods are de­
ficient, the analysis of the soil 
sample will show the exent. Sug­
gestions will be made for over­
coming the problem, explains 
Welch. He also notes that dif­
ferent types of soil even within 
the same field may require dif­
ferent management practices, 
and these will be considered by 
the testing laboratory.

But, concludes the soil chem­
ist, soil testing is a most valu­
able method for determining soil- 
related production problems, and 
their solution.

Q. I filed for disability bene­
fits, but was turned down. I am 
still disabled. What should I do?

A. You should get In touch 
with your social security repre­
sentative. You have the right to 
have your claim reconsidered.

Q. I have the hospital insur­
ance under social security. Do 
I pay a $44 deductibble each time 
I go to the hospital?

A. No, only if you have been 
out of a hospiaj or skilled nursing 
home for 60 days or more at the 
time that you re-enter the hos- 
pitul.

Q. | am receiving a retire­
ment benefit from the Railroad 
Retirement Board. Having also 
worked under social security, 
can I receive both benefits?

A. Yes. If you are eligible for 
a social security benofi based on 
your work under social security,

you can receive both benefits.
Q. My accountant did not in­

clude in my gross earnings for 
1968 the rental value of the par­
sonage and utilities furnished to 
me by the church. Is this op­
tional? Minister.

A. No, it is not. The value of 
utilities and the rental value of 
the home furnished to the minis­
ter must be included as income 
in computing minister’s net earn­
ings for social security purposes. 
They are not included, however, 
In computing the amount sub­
ject to income tax.

Q. My brother, upon whom I 
was dependent, died in 1960. Can 
I get his social security?

No monthly benefits are pay­
able to a dependent brother or 
sister. The Social Security Act 
provides survivor payments only 
for children, widows, dependent 
widowers and the dependent 
parents of a worker.

Q. My 20-year-old son was 
hurt in a car wreck and the doc­
tor says he will be bedfast for 
18 months. Can he be entitled 
to any social security benefits 
based or  two years ot work?

A. It’s possible. Sine* he is 
under 24 years of age, he needs 
only one and one-half years of 
work in the past three years to 
meet the work requirements.
