Amtrack
Service
Sought

A delegation from Claren-
don will be flying to Ft.
Worth on May 15 to join
other interested citizens from
neighboring towns located on
the Burlington North Rail-
road lines in an effort to
secure Amtrack service
between Dallas and Denver.

ICC hearings will begin on
that date to decide on the
routing of Amtrack service to
either Denver or El Paso.
The Clarendon delegation
has been allotted 15 minutes
on the matter to state
reasons why service to this
area would be advantageous.

According to the proposed
route from Dallas to Denver,.
vailroad passenger service
would be established: in
entermediate points all along
the route, including Claren-
don, for a trial period of six
months. At the end of the
trial period, passenger
boardings would be analyzed
and a determination made by
Amtrack for continued ser-
vice to each town involved.

Chief of Police Submits Letter
Of Resignation Tuesday Night

In a surprising move
Tuesday night, Chief of
Police Gary Gerdes present-
ed the Board of City
Aldermen with a letter of
resignation, asking that it be
made effective Sunday, May
20.

Gerdes said he will be
accepting the duties as
juvenile and misdemeanor
probation officer for Swisher
and Castro Counties effective
May 20, and although he will
miss working with law
enforcement directly, will
still “have connections with
law enforcement agencies in
the Panhandle area.

Gerdes has been police
chief in Clarendon for the
past 10 years, coming here
from Canyon where he was
with the security department
of West Texas State
University. Prior to his
association with the WTU
security department, Gerdes
had been deputy sheriff for
Swisher County on two
different occasions, totalling
four years service.

In his letter of resignation
to the Board of Aldermen,
Gerdes states ‘I respectively
submit and ask for your
acceptance my resignation as
Chief of Police, effective May
20, 197s.

‘‘My reasons are few, but |
feel that I will have more
spare time, other fringe
benefits such as retirement
pay and an increase in
salary.

‘1 will be accepting the
duties of being probation
officer for the counties of
Swisher and Castro. The
decision did not come easily.
I have given ten years of
service to the City of
Clarendon, wanting only in
return the best for the
department, city and you
(the Board of Aldermen). It
has been my honor to have
served you and the people of

Car Stolen
At Jail

Thieves are getting a
little more brazen all the
time.

Following the acceptance
of Gerdes' resignation,
Aldermen agreed to begin
accepting applications for a
replacement, recommending
than the person hired should
have a minimum of five years
in law enforcement work, be
a certified law enforcement
officer and hold at least an
intermediate certificate.

The city has hired a new
patrolman for the police
department to help with the
manpower shortage which
has now developed. Steve
Rogers Jr., 24 year old
Clarendon native, began
work for the department
Monday, May S.

Rogers has already at-
tended the Panhandle Re-
gional Law Enforcement
Academy, at his own
expense, and completed the
required 240 hours of basic
training as a law enforce-
ment officer.

He has served three years
in the United States Army
and is presently working on
his associate degree in law
enforcement at Clarendon
College.

In other board matters,
aldermen voiced approval for
enforcement of present
zoning regulations pertain-
ing to the location of mobile
homes in the R-1 zones.
Present regulations prohibit
the location of mobile homes
anywhere within the boundr-
ies south of Third Street from
Jefferson Street west to the
city limits. Trailers may be
put in any other part of town
with this exception according
to the present ordinances.

Also brought up along the
same lines was the discus-
sion of allowing the erection
of a steel building in the
downtown fire zone areca and
aldermen agreed that pre-
sent ordinances provided
against such construction.

City employees also re-
ported that the city sewer
plant is getting a great deal
of used motor oil injected
into the sewer lines about
twice a week from a local
source and killing away
enzymes at the city sewer
treatment plant.

Homer Holman said this

additional cost of enzymes is

about $65 per week each time
this happens. The City of
Clarendon pregently pays
$3.95 per pound for these
necessary bacteria to treat
sewage and six to eight
pounds must be added to the
treatment tanks when oil is

found.

In addition, Holman said,
employees have to scoop the
oil and muck out with shovels
in order to get the plant back
in operation. Aldermen
agreed that this additional
cost to the city will have to be

- stopped at once.

Aldermen backed the
proposal that city employees
begin a search for the source
of the oil by checking all
service stations and garage
grease traps and inspection
of all systems for signs of oil
overflow into the ¢city’s sewer
systems.

In the event this should
fail, the city will call in the
State Health Department for *
further assistance and strict
enforcement of health de-
partment laws.

The edition will contain
pictures and stories on outstanding students from most high
schools throughout the Panhandle, as well as pictures and
stories of all the contestants in the Miss Texas Teen-Ager
Pageant.

We have received calls from as far away as Oklahoma City
for placement of advertising in this issue and we are very
gratified at the reception so far.

Soil Stewardship week

At a time when pressures
grow on the land, it is useful
to remind ourselves of the
origins and history of the Soil
Stewardship observance.
They stress the allegiance of
2ll men to God and their
dependence on His grace for
all good things.

Throughout the ages, men
have offered humble thanks
to their Creator for the
priceless gifts of air, soil,
water, and sunshine which
make all living things
possible.

The custom of setting
aside special days
Rogation Days -- for this
purpose’ began more then
1,500 years ago in the
neighborhood of Vienne,
France. Bad weather and
earthquakes had brought
crop failures and widespread
hunger. The Bishop of
Vienne call for prayer and
penance on the three days
proceding Ascension Day.
The people responded and
implored God for help in
their suffering and privation.

Word of what had
happened in Vienne spread
throughout France and
then to other countries. The
supplication filled a need in
the hearts and minds of the
people, and as the years
went by, Rogation Days were
widely observed as a annual
custon. By the end of the
eighth century, the Church
formally adopted the custom.
Now, the world over, people
on Rogation Days beg the
mercy of God and ask that He
spare His Children the evils
of soul and body -- and give
good increase to the plants of
the field.

In our own land it has met
an evident need of the people
to set aside a week each year
to acknowledge before God
our gratitude for His gifts of
soil and all the bountiful
resources associated with it.

In America, the soil
stewardship observance has
always traced its origins to
the Rogation Days.
Throughout parts of the

South, earlier in this century,
churches and their congre-
gations began to set aside
the fifth Sunday after Easter
as Soil and Soul Sunday.
Subsequently, this became
Soil Stewardship Sunday
when, in 1946, the publishers

. of Farm and Ranch magazine

suggested to religious lead-
ers in a few southern states
that one Sunday be set aside
each year to remind their
congregations of man’s duty
to be a good steward of the
land.

The response of clergymen
and laymen was so warm and
widespread that observance
of Soil Stewardship Sunday
spread steadily to additional
states. In 1954, the
publishers of the magazine
suggested to the officers of
the National Association of
Conservation Districts that a
still wider observance of Soil
Stewardship Sunday could
aid signigicantly in bringing
about a national awakening
and resognition of man’s
obligations to the Lord’s
earth. The publishers
offered to relinquish their
limited sponsorship of Soil
Stewardship Sunday to the
Association -- which repre-
sents some 3,000 local soil
and water conseryation
district organizations
throughout America.

The Association accepted,
and beginning in 1955
undertook to encourage a
nation-wide observance -- a
mission to which it has
dedicated itself ever since,
under the guidance of a
special Soil Stewardship
Advisory Committee of
clergymen representing
many of the country's
religious denominations. In
1956, recognizing possible
conflicts with the observance
of Rural Life Sunday, which
was on the calendar of many
churches, Soil Stewardship
Sunday was changed to Soil
Stewardship Week -- begin-
ning with the fifth Sunday
after Easter and continuing
through the sixth.
