Heavy Immigration.

The heaviest week the Immigra-
tion bureau has ever had in April
and the record 10 days for the first
part of April, ended with the land-
ing and shipping to other places of
the list of 38,076 immigrants.

This number has arrived between
April 1 and 10. The record of last
year for the first ten days of April
was 26,798, or 11,287 fewer than
was cared for this year in the same
time.
