Cole Younger and Frank James.

No exhibition that has yet been
given in Clarendon, has so much
| historical interest or promises more
| spectacular novelty than the Cole
Yourger and Frank James Wild
West Shows which appear here on
Friday October 9. The lives of
these men are too familiar to every
American citizen to make a recital
of them necessary for an introduc-
tion. Cole Younger, the last of
the Younger Brothers, who began
an eventful career as an 18 year
old confederate captain, has experi-
enced a greater number of thrilling
adventures than perhaps any living

man. He was recently released
from the Stillwater, Minnesota,
penitentiary, where he spent 27

years as an exemplary prisoner,
and at one time when there wasa
fire in the prison that threatened to
give freedom to a number of crim-
inals, he played the friend to the
law he had for years defied by pre-

During all the years he was con-
fined he showed the quality of a
man who had fortitude to bear un-
complainingly the hard lot of ad-
verse fortune with as much cheer
as the average man endures the
comparatively trivial trials of or-
dinary life. He studied his fellow
prisoners aud their well-being and
by teaching them proper morals.
He became a preacher and deliver-
ed the regular Sunday sermon to
the other prisoners. He was edi-
tor of the prison paper and wrote
on ethical subjccts as well as the
subjects that might be expected to
interest men in their condition. On
his release recently he emerged
from the penitentiary a humanitar-
ian at heart, a professional appear-
ing man and a robust specimen of
physique of mature development.
Since his return to his home in
Missouri he has been made the hero
of a score of nephews and nieces
and fellow citizens who regard him
as the victim of persecution because
of his loyalty to the lost cause,

Frank James is the surviving
brother of the famous James boys,
of whom Jesse James was conspic-
uous as the leader. Younger and
James were members of Quantrell’s
raiders, a band of confederate sym-
pathizers who terrorized Kansas.
The exhibition with which they
are identified is a Wild West Show
comprised of bands of Indian, cow-
boys, Cossacks, Mexican vanquer-
os, skilled horsemen and marksmen
and all other elements of shows of
that character.
