Increased Cost of Living,

WaAsHINGTON, Nov. 13.—The
bureau of labor has issued a bulletin
on the cost of living of workmen's
families, showing that of 2,567
families in thirty-three states from
which data was obtained, the aver-
age income per family was $827.19,
average expenditure for all pur-
poses $768.54, average expenditure
per family for food $326.90 and the
average size of family 5.31 persons.
The last figure is seven-tenths
above the average of private families
in the whole country as shown by
the census of 1900.

The food expense is more than
42.5 per cent of the expenditure for
all purposes. An extended investi-
gation covering the years 18go-
1902, shows that the cost of food
1902, the
average then being 10.9 per cent
above the average for the decade
1890-1899, and an increase of 16.1
per cent, compared with 1896, the
year of lowest prices, It is an-
nounced as a conservative conclu-
