Did the Governor Bargain With
Brewers.
The Texas Advance publishes
the following:
AvsTiN, April 16.—As the re-
sult of the publication of an editor-

Dallas, during the past week,
written by its editor, G. C. Rankin,
charging that the anti-prohibition-
ists were trying to get Railroad
Commissioner O. B. Colquitt to
enter the race against Gov. ILan-
ham, who seeks re-election, Mr.
Colquitt today addressed a letter to
Editor Rankin which threatens to
create a political sensation in Texas
such as has not been known in it
for years. Rev. Rankin charges
that Mr. Colquitt was being groom-
ed for governor by the anti-pro-
hibitionists, who feared Gov, Lan-
ham, who avowedly is a strong lo-
cal option advocate and who would
successfully combat all effort of the
antis to abolish prohibition. Col-
quitt comes back today denying
that he is being groomed for office
by the antis and publishes the fol-
lowing sent by him to the manager
1 ©f one of the largest breweries in
the State, and that gentleman’s re-
ply is as follows:

““Austin, Tex., April 15.—Col.
Otto Wahrmund, San Antonio,
Tex.: Jeff McLemore stated to me
that you told him that, while Col.
Lanham was a candidate for nomi-
nation for governor, he came out
to your brewery in San Antonio and
stated to you and Otto Koehler
that if you would give him your

|
support and influence for the nomi- |
nation for governor, he (I.anbam) |

would use his influence, if elected,
to keep down agitation of prohibi-
tion question during his term of of-
fice. McLemore states that you
made this statement to him while
he was urging you to support Camp-
bell, and subsequent to Lanham’s
election you stated to him you had
nothing to fear from Lanham as
~ gouernor, on the prohibition ques-
tion, on account of his promise to
you, and that on this promise you
supported him for governor. Refer
to Dr. Rankin’s statement in this
morning’s Express and say whether
I,anham made this statement to you
or one substantially like it. Also
state whether you have offered to
support me for governor or talked
to me at all about it. Please an-
swer, my expense, candidly and
fully at once:

The reply to the above is as fol-
lows:

“‘San Antonio, Tex., April 16.—
To Hon. O. B. Colgnitt, Austin,
Tex.: Gov. Lanham, when candi-
date for nomination for governor,
called on me at the brewery in the
interest of his candidacy, when, at
first, a general discussion pertain-
ing to State affairs took place, and
finally the production and consump-
tion of beer was reached, and it
was admitted that a reasonable
quantity of good beer would not be
harmful. Before going Gov. Lan-
ham assured me as far as my busi-
ness, the beer business, was con-
cerned, we had nothing to fear if
he was elected ' governor. From
this I naturaly inferred and still
elieve that he would be opposed

reference to your candidacy for
governor.
