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Murdered HU Mother.
At Killeen Saturday night while 

getting ready to attend church, 
Mrs. M. A . Rowe, aged 69, was 
shot through the heart and expired 
immediately. A  warrant has been 
issued charging her only child with 
the crime.

According to the testimony her 
son, J. L. Rowe, called at the resi­
dence and demanded an apology, 
which his mother hesitated to give, 
but answered his direct question at 
the point of a pistol. This did not 
not seem to satisfy young Rowe, so 
the tragedy followed.

After the deed was committed he 
left the premises and rode home­
ward. He kissed his sick wife 
good-bye and told her he was called 
away on urgent business but would 
return the next morning.

Monday night he was located-' in 
a barn only a few hundred yards 
away from where the awful tragedy 
occured. W. M. McDowell, who 
is the young man’s uncle, went to 
the barn to feed his stock and as he 
entered the loft Mr'Rowe raised up 
almost in his face. Mr. McDowell 
a sked him if be desired to surrender 
or not, aud Mr. Rowe handed him 
his pistoi and told him he did. The 
general opinion is that he is insane. 
The officers took him to Belton. 
There is no talk of mob violence.

S herifls Ceusure Legislators.
At the San Antonio meeting of 

the Sheriffs’ association Fort Worth 
was selected as the next meeting 
place, and the following officers 
were elected: President, George 
S. Mathews, Travis county: vice 
president, James Laney, Jefferson 
County; secrectary and treasurer, 
John P. King, Travis county.

Every speech made referred in 
uncomplimentary terms to the legis­
lature for passing the anti-pass law 
and otherwise trying to cut off the 
emoluments of the sheriffs, and the 
indications are that the sheriffs will 
attempt to preventt the re election 
of many of the present members. 
One sheriff stated that another legis­
lature like the present one would 
send all the sheriffs to the poor 
house.

There has been much dissatis 
faction among bankers and bank­
ing associations over what they 
call the infringement of their 
rights by the express companies of 
this country and last week a g^at 
financial struggle was precipi­
tated by a complaint filed by over 
seven thousand bankers charging 
the express companies with a vio 
lation of the Interstate Commerce 
law in conducting a bauking busi­
ness iu addition to their business 
as common carriers. In the com­
plaint it is alleged that the express 
companies known as the Adams, 
the Pacific, the Wells-Fargo, the 
Southern aud the Great Northern 
are now aud have beeu for a long 
time dealing in exchange both for­
eign and domestic in the form of 
money orders, letters of credit; 
travelers checks and drafts, all of 
which it is claimed comes within 
the proper and legitimate busiuess 
of banking and which is in viola­
tion to the Interstate law that a 
common carrier shall not be en­
gaged in another busiuess. It is 
claimed that the express compan­
ies have further encroached upon 
the bankers’ ’ business by buying 
and selling foreign money and 
transferring money by cable and 
mail. They rent space in railroad 
cars at much lower rates than the 
bankers can secure it and are there­
fore able to carry on their financial 
business more economically than 
the banks* The bankers are ask- 
ing the Interstate Commerce com­
mission to issue an order compel 
ling the express companies to dis­
continue their banking business.

Mayor Schmitz Sentenced.
In San Francisco Monday Mayor 

Eugene Schmitz, convicted of e x ­
torting $1,175 from .French restau­
rant keepers, was sentenced by 
judge Dunne to serve fiye years in 
the San Quentin penitentiary. 
The last word of the sentence bad 
hardly passed the judge’s lips when 
a thunderous cheer was seut up 
from the great crowd in attend 
ance.

Several threw their hats into the 
air, others scrambled aud pulled 
hair to see over the shoulders of the 
crowd. The greatert confusion 
prevailed.

New National Itauks.
At the close of the current fiscal 

year the state of Texas was in the 
lead with the greatest number of 
newly organized national banks, 
381 having been authorised during 
the year. The total capital of flit 
institutions amounted to $17,181,- 
000. Pennsylvania was second on 
the list with 340 banks, but was in 
the lead when the questiou of cap­
ital was considered, the aggregate 
total amounting to $25,187,000.

When dhese figures were made 
public 6,521 national banks, with 
an aggregate capital of $898,156, 
275> were in operation in the couti 
try. ..Bonds on deposit as security 
for circulation amounted to $558,- 
442,910, and circulation secured by 
bonds to $555,570,881.

Farmer Produced More, Received 
Less.

Figures just given out by secre 
tary Wilson, head of the agricultu 
sal department, makes the astonish­
ing fact in connection with the to­
tal values of farm products is that 
the value of the cereals of last year 
was $40,000,000 below that of the 
crop of 1905, which was 4.688,000. 
oou was 120,000,000 above the 
yield of 1905.

The farmer or the United States 
should not be blamed if he grum­
bles at the decrease in the price of 
every article he has to buy. He is 
prosperous, not because of increas 
ed prices received for the things he 
has to sell, but because he produces 
more than he did a few years ago, 
owing to beneficent natur^— good 
seasons—and the application of 
modern methods in agriculture.

In addition to the iucrease in the 
price of horses and most producing 
animals, the price of poultry also 
increased during during 1906, but 
the price of eggs decreased from 
the average of 18.7c in 1905 to even 
17c in 1906.

The total gain in value of the 
crops of 1906 over the crops of 
1905 despite the enormous increase 
in size, was only $22,000,000 The 
net decline fot ail cereals is estima 
ted by Secretary Wilson at about 
$40,00c,000,

Convict Labor Higher. 
Contractors bidding for convict 

labor were given a surprise Wednes­
day when they were informed by 
the Penitentary board that no bids 
would be considered for negro con­
victs for less than $28 and white 
and Mexican convicts for less than 
$24.' Twelve hundred and five 
convicts wereJeased by the peniten­
tary Board Wednesday. The ne- 
groes'were leased for $31 a month. 
About 200 white and Mexican con­
victs were leased for $29 a month. 
No leases were made for convict la­
borers other than farm laborers.

Superintendent Herring said 
Wednesday: “ Leases for 1,485
will expire on Jan. 1, 1908. Of 
this number, something over 300 
will be withdrawn from the lease 
altogether and be worked on state 
account."

He further stated that leases for 
something like 500 men would ex­
pire m xt year, and it was the in­
tention of the board, and his belief 
that those men could be withdrawn 
from the lease and be worked for 
State account.

In view of the increase of the 
price of guards as passed by the 
last Legislature, as well as the large 
increase in the cost of maintaning, 
including cost of provisions, cloth 
lug, etc., it was found indispensi- 
ble-to substantially increase the 
price at which couvicts were leas­
ed.

We hear thaf there Is a case or 
two of slow fever in town. This is 
a disease for which there is a pre­
ventable cause. Fresh well water 
n Clarendon is always pure, but the 

milk you drink may not be, and the 
milk you drink may not be, and the 
disease may be communicated as 
easily through a cows milk as oth 
erwise. Milk cows here have ac­
cess to the holes of water in the 
branch running by the school yard. 
The closets in this yard have been 
in constant use by some 503 per­
sons and every heavy rain washes 
more or less filth into the branch 
besides the filth that collects into it 
through its entire course. To 
drink the milk of a cow that waters 
out of these filthy holes is like 
drinking poison. A  cow requires 
from eight to ten gallons of water 
daily, if she is capable of giving an 
abundace of milk. Water is the 
largest proportion of the milk, and 
the cow should have a sufficient 
amount to use in manufacturing 
milk and for supplying her bodily 
requirements. See that she gets 
pure water or quit using the milk.

Yamada, Iso, Japan.—How much 
religion huve the Japanesu an 1 what 
Is it? A sw «  wer to  tha t
question would bo th a t Japan ’s a tti­
tude towards it;-, religions is pretty 
much th a t of the small hoy In the 
country toward the eel skin which 
he tics around his ankle to ki > p away 
cram ps when he goes in swimming, 
l ie  doesn’t much believe in it, or 
think about It, but still tradition 
aw ards It vlrtuo, so ho*keeps on tho 
safe side.

It would be cnsy to write learnedly 
of liuddhlsm and PMntoi.-en as elabo­
ra te  and beautiful religious systems. 
If 1 did so fow readers would iinish 
th is article, and, what is more to tho 
point, I would not have come within 
u mile of stating  the actual situation 
as it exists here to-day. A lter three 
months spent amid shrines and tem­
ples and Id 's, and largely within 
sound of temple In '.Is and drums (one 
of the la tte r is booming a 1 write.) 
I ,'vjii prepared to say that tho Japa­
nese as a whole are lndiffcia a t to all 
religions; while of tho few who do 
care, most regard religion as a sort

. poet to it; by law they aro required 
o . rve it first in case of fire, and 

u Miing may be hung abovo it on the
I walls.

Yamada, in the province of Ise, may 
bo called tho religions and patriotic 
center of Japan. Hero the emperor 
came to worship at tho shrine of his 
imperial ancestors, to give thanks for 
tho victorious conclusion of the recent 
war. H ither also hundreds of thou- 
auds of pilgrims come annually from 

all parts of the empire. On ordinary 
days tho number is from 700 to 1,000; 
on special occasions It mounts to 
15,000 a day. Of course, when tho em­
peror was hove there came also a 

1 multitude which no man could num­
ber.

These two shrines are the most im­
pressive in Japan—far more so than 
the ornate Buddhist temples at Nikko, 
Kioto, Tokio and elsewhere. He who 
expects display will he disappointed; 
one traveler exclaimed: “There is 
nothing to see; and besides they won’t 
let you see it.”

The simplicity of the shrines is real- 
j ly grand; plain, unpainted timbers for
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The Largest Bell In the World.
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Of charm  to keep away evil or to pro­
cure certain  tangible benefits.

Thoro aro two religious systems, 
asldo from Christianity, which claim 
tho w'orship of the Japanese. 
Buddhism and Shintoism. Of these 
the la tte r  scarcely aspires to bo a re­
ligion; since it3 most intelligent ad­
herents dcclaro that it Is only an­
cestor and nature worship. As for 
Buddhism, old Buddha himself would 
never recognlzo th is perverted sys­
tem, with its pantheon of more than 
a million gods, and its Innumerable 
concessions »o Shlntoslm. In fact, 
the common religion is a mixture, 
which nobody but a few of the learned 
priests professes to bo able to under­
stand, of both Buddhism and Shinto­
ism. Practically one must agree with 
tho statem ent that "Patriotism  is the 
religion of the Japanese."

A Diety Who Nod3.
Tho em peror himself is a  Shintoist; 

yet 1 have been in no less than throe 
Buddhist temples which have apart­
ments reserved for him, which he has 
occupied, when ho has gone to tho 
temples to worship. He seems to be 
beautifully Impartial In the m atter of 
religion, favoring ChrHManlty by 

~ largo gifts, and I have heard it whis­
pered In many parts of the empire 
th a t his favorite diety Is one Bacchus. 
It would bo treason to speak such a 
thing out loud In Japan, although for­
eigners have a very simple explana­
tion for the d ro w s in g  which often 
besets h is m ajesty on tho occasion of 
bis public appearances.

Undoubtedly tho common people 
worship tho em peror' himself. The 
educated classes give another explana­
tion of their reverence toward him, 
whllo atudents laughingly repeat tho 
gossip th a t somehow manages to pass 
th e  two walls and doublo nioats of the 
im perial psdace. I have even found n 
com pany of college-bred Japanese will­
ing to  discuss the possible future of 
th e  monarchy, in the  light of the 
dem ocratic tendency of the times. 
N evertheless, the great bulk of the 
Japanese sincerely worship the em­
peror. His p icture I* In every public 
school and tho pupils bow down to it 
daily. Mission schools also display 
Ifie p o r tra it and_j>a.v ^B possible jo-

)

shrines and toril with never an orna­
m en t in sight. They suggest the old 
Hebrew tabernacle Idea. At the outer 
gate, before which hangs a white 
linen curtain, tho people worship. 
Twenty-five feet or more within this 
largest inclosure, which contains noth­
ing but rough stones, carefully swept 
is a second, with a gate parallel with 
the first, and similarly curtained. 
Thus far men of certain rank may 
penetrate, as did Field Marshal Oyama 
ami Admiral Togo, when tlieyaccom - 
patiled his majesty ’bn his pious pil- 
grimago. The emperor himself, and 
he alone, Is pennittod to enter the 
holy of holies.

Tho extreme sanctity which sur­
rounds these shrinc3 (there aro two 
of identical pattern at Yamada. al­
though calk'd an inner and an outer 
shrine) Is shi/wn by tho fact th a t when 
on one occasion a member of the 
cabinet, educated abroad, attem pted 
to raise one of tho curtains with his 
cane, ho was followed and assassinat­
ed by a devotee, and the la tte r’s grave 
became itself a shrine. The wood of 
which these buildings are constructed 
i . made into relics for pilgrims, the 
shrines being torn down and renewed 
every 20 years.

The patriotic aspect of Shintoism 
is shown by the fact that in Ise are 
displayed cannon captured at Port 
Arthur ar.d during the Chino-Japanese 
war, and other war relics are common 
votive offerings a t tho lesser shrines. 
Pure Shintoism is an abstraction; in 
practice it plays upon popular c’red- 
ulty nud need. Hero a t Yamada are 
two sacred horses, which the spirits 
of tho ancestors ride, and a sacred 
horse is an adjunct to each of the 
large shrines throughout tho country. 
To feed this horso Is an act of merit.

A Shrine for Lovers.
Among the numerous charms which 

1 have gathered up at Japanese tem ­
ples, each guaranteeing safety in body 
and good fortune in estate, are three 
from the imperial shrine at Ise. which 
cost tho munificent sum of two and 
a half cents for the three. These ad­
juncts of Japanese worship aro of in­
terest and of importance as well, for 
they Illustrate the statem ent,! often 
made, that religion here seldom rise#

My candid opinion is that, while tho 
sincerity of many Buddhists and Shin- 
tolsts may not be questioned, the one 
vital and increasing religious force in 
Japan is Christianity. While visiting 
Ise I attended a missionary preaching 
service, and among more than 100 per­
sons present was an old woman who 
had been 18 years a Christian. She 
told how the missionary had formerly 
been stoned when he went there, and 
how she herself had been bitterly per­
secuted. Now all Is changed. At tho 
seat of the imperial shrines Christian­
ity is listened to respectfully and ac­
cepted by an Increasing number. That 
same sort of thing Is going on all over 
Japan. P riests and priests' families 
are becoming Christians and oven 
preachers. The Christian propaganda 
is carried on a t the  big temple festi­
vals. Hundreds of school teachers and 
other government officials have be­
come Christians. The student class 
seems to be giving more attention to 
Christianity than to any other religion. 
The native believers whom t have met 
m anifest a happiness and Earnestness 
which are conspicuously lacking in the 
case of adherents of thw 'othcr creeds. 
In a  word, there Is a Ihre apparent In 
the western faith whlclj Buddhism and 
Shintoism do not show.

beyond an expectation of m aterial 
benefits to  the living and sufety to the 
dead.

At the temple a t Shiogama, for In­
stance, there is one idol who U the 
particular frleud of lovers. The
screen about his pedestal Is covered 
with hundreds of wisps of tw isted pa­
per. Tho idea is th a t if one will write 
the name of the person whom he or 
she wishes to m arry on a slip of paper 
and then tie it with one hand to the 
screen, the prayer will be granted. If 
the one-handed fea t cannot be per­
formed, then the coveted object will 
not be attained. Tho sight is more 
pathetic than curious when one re­
members what little  part either the 
affections or desires of the individuals 
most concerned play in a Japanoso 
marriage. s

Spit-Ball Prayers.
Akin to this is the practice of 

writing out prayers and then chewing 
them into spit balls and throwing 
them a t the Idol. If they adhere, tho 
prayer Is answered. OntJ rather hand­
some idol that I recently noticed had 
a large spit ball In his eye, seriously 
m arring his good looks. It 1? com­
mon to throw stones Into the laps of 
the Idols, or Into the big stono lanterns 
at temples, and If they land safely, tho 
prayer is heard. At Nikko is a small 
shrine the roof of which is covered 
to the breaking point with wooden 
slabs on which are w ritten prayers for 
an easy childbirth. Shrines especially 
devoted to wives desiring children are 
abundant and popular all over the 
islands. And, judging from the num­
ber of children th a t swarm in every 
village and city, theso prayers are 
fully answered.

One of the most pathetic temples 1 
have visited is the children’s temple 
at Osaka, which Is filled with the 
clothes and toys of dead children, 
given as votive offerings by bereaved 
parents. The humdrum, mechanical 
manner In which tho attendant priest 
droned out prayers and rang the bell 
in behalf of two parents who brought 
an offering while I was there made 
one want to lay hands on him. Near­
by is a peculiar device for offering 
prayers for the dead. The name is 
written on a thin shaving of wood, and 
then placed In a large stone cistern in 
the form of a turtle, into which sacred 
water is constantly running. Devotees 
take great pains to have the wood 
thoroughly drenched, for thus tho 
prayer Is born to tho god.

The Largest Beil In the World.
At tho Tennojl temple at Osaka aro 

a number of interesting Bights. In tho 
first place, the temple courts are a 
regular bazaar, filled with a display of 
second-hand goods. Scores of dealers 
have their wares spread about and a 
lively business is done with pilgrims 
and others.

The largest whole bell in the world 
is being hung lti th is temple area. It 
was cast a t the tim e of tho Osaka ex­
position, two years ago, and 10,000 
Buddhist priests were present, which 
is about one-tenth of tho total number 
In the empire. Report went forth 
that, following an ancient custom, a 
young maiden was wanted to propiti­
ate the gods by throwing herself into 
the molten metal; and a young woman 
really presented herself as an offering, 
but of course tho authorities would 
not perm it the sacrifice. This bell, 
which is second to the broken bell a t 
Moscow in size, was made of gifts of 
swords and ornam ents and money, 
and has a tone of more than ordinary 
richness. All Buddhist temples con­
tain large bolls and their sound is soft, 
deep and musical.

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temple is the pond full of sacred tur­
tles. It Is a pious act to feed theso 
with the pink rice balls which a priest 
sells. Here I enjoyed the sensation of 
being an Andrew Carqegie, for tho 
purchase of half a nickel’s worth of 
iha food (about a quarter of a peck) 
caused the wondering natives to ex­
claim. “Oh, see! He is a very rich 
m an!” The hundreds of turtles race 
and fight for tho bouyant baljs and 
(hen beg for more. This feeding of 
the living creatures that are called 
sacred is a p leasan t form of religious 
devotion. I have fed wriggling eols to 
sacred cranes (tho eels were not 
sacred, and had no rights), beans to 
sacred horses, rice to sacred fishes; 
and have paid a few coppers to see a 
dancing priestess go through her slow, 
graceful posturing and gesturing, with­
out moving her feet. Certainly worship 
at a popular shrine or temple can 
scarcely be called monotonous with 
all these diversions, and the various 
booths for the sale of souvenirs bo- 
sides.
