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C h a n c e s o f  a  F in a n cia l Bill. 
The Chronicle’s Washington cor­

respondent who is watching con- 
» gresslonal proceedings, says: 

r  “ The majority party wants to 
draw a financial bill and pass it as 
a party measure, claiming all the 
oredit for it without respect to 
whether the country is waiting and 
needing legislation or not. There 
are about as many minds as to'just 
what is needed in the way of a cur­
rency bill as there are men in both 
houses of Congress There are all 
sorts of freak measures. But there 
are about four possible solutions of 
the problem that will lie seriously 
considered. Indeed whether any 
one of them is really a solution is a 
question that time aloue can deter­
mine. There is a proposition for 
a ceutral bank of issue, more or 
less on the plan of the bank of 
England or the Imperial Bank of 
Germany. There is another 
scheme, less intimately associated 
with the government of an organi­
zation among the existing banks 
with a sort of general clearing houst 
and bank with supervisory powers 
Then there is the scheme for large­
ly increased note issue based on se­
curities other than government 
bonds and finally a scheme for note 
issue based on the assets of the 
banks with a government guaran­
tee behind it. Probably none of 
these schemes will be adopted out­
right. Each of them is a definite 
plan and any of them might work 
more or less well. But there are a 
number ot “ leaders”  who will want 
to have a finger in the pie of final 
settlement and it is easy to see now 
that the ultimate bill will be acorn 
promise measure, trimmed to suit 
various interests and to satisfy in 
dividual and personal varieties. In 
the end the measure probable will 
be neither fish, flesh or fowl and 
the only thing assured, if there be 
legislation at all, is that it will be 
a party measure in the worse sense 
of the term. It is wished by the 
party managers that the bill may 
be framed in committee and brought 
to the House and Senate ready to 
be jammed through under the par 
ty whip. That is the only way 
that it ever will get through and 
there probably will be a lively fight 
over it even then. It is quite as 
likely that the bill will be endless­
ly amended on the floor of the 
House and Senate, bandied back 
between conference and floor, and 
possibly in the end talked to death, 
ending up the session unpassed un­
der the warning of the leaders 
against “ hasty and ill-considered 
legislation.”

Mrs. M. E. Mason, mother of 
the minister, was shot through the 
fleshy part of the face and a great 
piece of her jaw was torn off.

Rev. Mason was hit under the 
left ear, the bullet ranging around 
under the skin and coining out tin 
der the other ear, making merely a 
flesh wound. Another bullet passed 
through his clothing.

Rev. Mason declares that his 
brother,Curtis Mason,who is an en­
graver and lives in Dallas, did the 
shooting. He further avers that 
his brother Curtis did the shooting 
because he had tried to borrow 
money from him and he was un 
able to do anything for him.

Bob T a y lo r  on G reed  fo r  G o ld .
“ The lust for gold and the hun­

ger ior power have riddeu rough 
shod over lil>erty and law and hung 
their banners over every capital 
and every mart. The jingle of gold 
sounds even in the laughter of mod­
ern society, and the eyes of the 
church are jaundiced with it. We 
have become a nation of gold wor­
shippers. I fear that if the Amer­
ican people in the present spirit 
were transplanted to the heaven 
above they would tear up the gol 
den streets in three hours and levy 
a tax on the harps of the angels 
for the benefit of American indus- 
sry.”

Thus spoke United States Sena 
tor Robt. L. Taylor of Tennessee 
in a speech on “ Greed for Gold” 
at the third annual dinner of the 
Tennessee society in New York 
Saturday night.

Senator Taylor declared that in 
New York all the dreams of Iren- 
zied finance are inspired and that 
that city Is the greatest gambling 
center of the western hemisphere.

The recent bank panic in New 
York was peculiar in some respects. 
The convulsion was all on the top, 
while usually to have a real indus 
trial disturbance the underlying 
foundations must be unhealthy and 
shake. The old Romans had a 
beautiful illustrative maxim, which, 
in our language, is “ Distinct as the 
waves, united as the sea.”  In our 
case, the waves were the financial 
institutions, some of which bad be­
come disturbed and were beating 
against themselves as well as the 
shore. But under them was the 
great sea, united, steady and im­
movable. The sea typifies our ag­
ricultural industries. As long as 
they remain immovable the surface 
waves, though they roll mountain 
high, will beat against them in 
vain.— Ex.

C o n fe d e ra te  W o m a n ’s H o m e.
After four years’ efforts the 

Daughters of the Confederacy had 
the pleasure Thursday afternoon of 
dedicating the Confederate W o­
man’s home in Hyde park, an Aus­
tin suburb.

The keys of the home were for­
mally turned over by Mrs. W. P. 
Baugh, the treasurer, to Mrs. J. B. 
Dibrell, the president. The state­
ment of the treasurer showed that 
nearly $12,000 has been expended 
for the home, and that there is 
nearly $4,000 in the furnishing 
fund, It will soon be ready for oc­
cupancy.

The building is built of artificial 
stone, and contains 21 rooms, and 
all are handsomely finished. Dif­
ferent chapters will furnish the 
rooms.

Mrs. Dibrell explained that the 
home is to be called the Confeder­
ate Woman's home, and nat the 
widows’ home. Any Confederate 
woman may have the privilege of 
the home.

H ow  H o g s  M a k e  M o n e y .
Mr. K ., a friend of mine, has 

done so well in raising pork that 
his success may lead others in the 
right path. He decided some years 
ago to make pork his money crop 
and has succeeded very well.

The cost of inclosing 15 acres in 
hog wire is somewhat expensive, 
but that should frighten no one. 
Fifteen acres were set apart in 
which to fatten the hogs, and in 
closed with stout wire. The two 
lines of wire were used to make 
three inclosures of five acres each. 
In one field he planted corn, in an 
other cow peas, in the third, wheat 
and clover. Each year he raised 
the same crops, but changed the 
fields. On the remainder of his 
farm (35 acres) he raised all the 
corn he could so as to fatten the 
hogs at the proper time. He fed 
the corn late in the afternoon, so 
as to have the hogs eat all the pas­
turage they would before the ration 
of corn was given them.

A few movable hog shelters are 
found in each field and are moved 
about from field to field as required. 
In size they are about 5x8 feet, 4 
feet high in front by 2% in rear, 
with no floor. PUnty of straw is 
thrown in these shelters, and the 
manure that is made remains right 
upon the field

He has found it the best policy 
to sell his hogs all during the year, 
just as soon as they reach the 
weight of 180 pounds. And his 
profits each year are far greater 
than they would be if he raised 
general crops as his neighbors do; 
while at the same time his land is 
growing better. He calls it a lean 
year if his profit falls below $2,400 
He believes in feeding all the grain 
he can raise and in selling the fin 
ished product, for thereby he re­
alizes more money and also enrich - 
e s h is  land.— Cor. Progressive 
Farmer.

Postmaster General Meyer re­
cently pointed out that in the last 
fiscal year $70,000,000 of good 
money of the United States was 
sent abroad, largely by foreigners 
working as laborers.— E x.

Clark H. Wray has brought suit 
against the M. K. &  T . Ry. for 
$20,000 at Austin for the loss of a 
finger caught between the vesti­
bules of two coaches.

In Upshur county Saturday the 
local option election gave prohibi­
tion 406 majority. Gilmer precinct 
gave 158 majority for prohibition. 
Every box in the county but one 
went dry.

In Hunt county Friday the resi­
dence of John Nelson at Point 
burned and the 3-year-old daughter 
of Mr. Nelson was caught in the 
flames and burned to death in the 
building. Two small children were 
badly burned, and the youngest 
one, a baby, will likely die from its 
injuries.

Two men injured and a monetary 
loss of $9,000 are the results of an 
explosion, followed by fire, at the 
Abilene gas plant Thursday night. 
The force of the explosion threw 
Engineer C. B. Hall against a wall 
and hurled Manager J. K. An^er, 
who was asleep, from his bed. Hall 
was hurt about the back and par­
tially paralyzed on the left side.

AtGatesville Friday Mrs. M. A. 
Lanham died as the result of burns 
sustained while at her home. While 
putting fuel in a heating stove her 
garments caught fire and she ran 
into the street screaming to atract 
attention. Neighbors ran to her 
and extinguished the flames, but 
she died an hour later. Mrs. Lan­
ham is survived by a husband and 
four children.

While in our town last week 
Prof. W. D. McGehee informed us 
that there was a move on foot in 
his community to form a new coun­
ty out of portions of Armstrong, 
Briscoe, Swisher and Randall coun­
ties. The News would regret very 
much to lose the splendid citizen­
ship embraced in that portion of 
territory proposed to be taken from 
our county (everything south of 
Paladuro canyon), but we are free 
to admit that they are justified in 
asking for a new county or for 
other relief. The matter will prob 
ably come before the next legisla­
ture.— Claude News.

There is another record breaking 
report of wireless achievement on 
the Pacific. The western ocean 
seems for some reason to be better 
adapted to long distance wireless 
work than the Atlantic. There is 
no particular explanation of why 
this should be, but there are so 
many things about wireless telegra­
phy still unexplained that perhaps 
this is not remarkable. The fact 
remains that one of the naval ves­
sels when about 1,400 miles off San 
Francisco was in communication 
not only with San Francisco but 
picked up a wireless message from 
Sitka. This was distant 2,200 
miles air line, making a record for 
wireless communication.

Locomotive firemen in the em­
ploy of the Fort Worth &  Denver 
road have been granted a 10 per 
cent, increase in wages, becoming 
effective Dec. 1. The Denver road 
did not grant a wage increase last 
year, made by most other south­
western roads, and the 10 per cent, 
raise now granted puts the pay of 
firemen on a par with that of other 
roads.

Another step has been taken in 
the fight with the Tobacco Trust 
in the case of the $7,200 worth of 
cigaretts that were recently seized 
at Norfork. The Trust after put­
ting up adequate bond was allowed 
to ship the cigarrettes abroad 
They were intended for the trade 
supplied by the British-American 
Tobacco Company and were orig 
inally seized under the claim of the 
government that it had a right to 
levy on trust goods in interstate or 
foreign commerce. The question 
of law has not yet been fought out 
and it probably will be a long time 
before the case comes to a settle­
ment which must eventually be be 
fore the United States Supreme 
Court. Meantime tbe Trust is free 
to ship its goods abroad, giving 
bond to cover tbe amount if any 
more of them should he siezed.
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ery at the present time is taxed to 
the utmost. In tbe department iu 
which the coins are weighed 30 wo­
men have been employed in addi­
tion to the regular force. Although 
the mint ordinarily employs about 
500 persons and certain depart­
ments are running 14 instead of 
eight hours a day.

Monday tbe census bureau issued 
a bulletin showing the total cotton 
crop of this year’s growth, ginned 
up to December 1, as 8,338,854 
bales as compared with 10,027,868 
bales for same period last year and 
8,689,663, in 1905.

Sunday morning the mother of 
Secretary of War Taft, Mrs. Louisa 
Taft, died at Milbury, Mass. Her 
late husband, Alpbotiso Taft, was 
secretary of war and attorney gen­
eral in the Grant cabinet; also min­
ister to Austria and Russia.

With only one committee ap­
pointed, that on banking and cur­
rency, and with assurances that 
SpeakerCannon will announce no 
other committees until next week, 
the house Monday, after a session 
of only a few minutes, adjourned 
until Thursday. Representative 
Bede ol Minnesota, Pollard of Ne­
braska, Coudrey of Missouri and 
Landis of Indiana, were sworn in.

One of the first things done in 
congress last week was for the new 
committee on banking and currency 
to appoiat a sub-committee to draft 
a currency reform bill. This looked 
tolerably well on the face of it, but 
there is a far cry between the ap 
pointing of a sub-committee and 
the passage of legislation. It is 
known that Chairman Fowler of 
the committee is bitterly opposed to 
the measures Secretary Cortelyou 
has already taken for the relief of 
the money market. Mr. Gillispie 
of Texas, one of the members of 
the sub-committee is opposed to 
Mr. Fowler without being in ac 
cord with Secretary Cortelyou. The 
next meeting of the Currency Com­
mittee is to take place this week 
and it is not thought even then that 
there will be any bill reported. 
After the bill gets into committee, 
It will be a long time in being re 
ported to the House, and what 
snags it may run against there be' 
fore it comes to a hearing can only 
be surmised, but probably they wll 
be plentitul.

Gov. Haskell will send a special 
message to the Oklahoma legisla­
ture this week, it is said, resound 
mg a dispensary system for liquor 
in cities of 2000 and over. The 
post office plan of salaries will 
probably be followed, the remuner­
ation of agents being graded ac­
cording to the size of the town and 
the amount of business done. Thi 
dispensary agents will probably be 
named by the Governor. The Anti 
saloon League people claim to have 
the promise of Gov. Haskell that he 
will allow them to name the dis 
pensers, or at least he will nam 
none that do not meet with their 
approval.

PHOTOGRAPHY
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National Aid to Agriculture.
' The report of the National Sec­

retary of Agriculture for the year 
1907, which was issued on Novem­
ber 30, is a marvelous exposition 
of benefits to be derived by the 
people of an agricultural country 
from an intelligent, business-like 
and scientific treatment of farming 
operations. The National Depart­
ment of Agriculture came into ex 
istence in 1839, “ for the purpose 
of collecting and distributing seeds, 
prosecuting agricultural investiga 
tions and procuring agricultural 
statistics,*’ with an annual appro­
priation of only $1,000. It has, by 
intelligent and valuable work, 
grown iu such favor with the peo 
pie that it is now indispensable and 
$10,000,000 a year gladly appropri­
ated for its maintenance, and ex{ 
tension.

The assistance, direction and aid 
given to our agricultural pursuits 
have paid back to the people a 
thousand fold for the expenditures 
of the past. In the one item of in­
troduction of Durum wheat seed 
from Russia and Africa in 1899 and 
1902 at au expense of $10,000, has 
grown an annual crop of this wheat 
valued at $30,000,000 in less than 
eight years and on land in the 
semi arid regions of the west which 
therefore had been considered unfit 
for agriculture.

We have in Texas, in the west­
ern and southwest section, enor­
mous tracts of land that will grow 
Durum wheat, where the rainfall is 
deficient for other crops, and if our 
state would display good business 
judgment in aididg even this one 
Industry to get a start, the returns 
would be worth all that the effort 
cost.

A NRW VARIETY OF ALFALFA.
The department has introduced 

a new variety of alfalfa which 
comes from the high table lands of 
the Andes in Peru and is called Pe­
ruvian alfalfa. The valuable qual­
ity of this alfalfa is, that it grows 
continuously throughout the year 
in the latitude oi Texas; frosts do 
not stop its growth or kill it, as it 
does the ordinary kind.

THE DATS PALM.
In 1899 and 1900 the department 

brought from the Sahara a large 
number of cuttings of date palms 
and distributed them to grow.rs In 
California and Arizona with such 
pood results that the fact has been 
established that the date, as a com­
mercial crop, can be grown in this 
country. A  new date garden has 
been established by the department 
near Laredo, Texas, which is pros 
pering. The successful establish­
ment of this industry in the hot 
and arid sectiou of Southwest 
Texas will cause that territory to 
become very valuable. Not only is 
the value in the product oi the date 
palm, but in the shade of the palm 
tree which enables other fruit trees 
to grow, which otherwise could not 
exist because of the hot summer 
sun.

bean has been introduced from the 
rice lands of Central China which 
fills the need of the growers per­
fectly. New varieties of rice have 
been introduced from the Orient and 
in 1907 we exported 61,000,000 
pounds of rice more than we im­
ported.

IMPROVMBNT OP CORN PRO­
DUCTION.

Attention is called to the exten­
sive co-operative investigations be 
ing carried on in the corn states to 
increase the yield of corn and im­
prove the quality. The valu. of 
the corn crop of the country for 
1907 is placed at $13,050,000. Corn 
in some of the western states, as 
Kansas, Nebraska and Iowa, is the 
principal money crop of the farmer 
and the basis of all his prosperity. 
Lands are much higher in value 
there than in Texas. In 1902 and 
1903 the Rock Island Railroad 
Company, which has a large mile­
age in the corn states, prepared at 
their own expense a “ corn train,” 
employed a number of experts in 
growing corn and spent the greater 
part of two years going from sta­
tion to station teaching the farmeis 
how to get an increase in corn 
yield. The results were more valu 
able, as the farmers took great in­
terest in the movement and the 
large increase in yield in the states 
traversed by the Rock Islaud lines 
is admittedly owing to this effort 
on the part of the Rock Island rail­
road ttf increase the volume of its 
traffic. A Texas Corn Growers’ 
Association was organized last yeai 
and the results in other states en 
courage us to believe that our con 
crop will be largely augmented nexi 
year.
IMPORTANT COTTON EXPERIMENT.

One of the important develop 
ments of the year is the introduc 
tion of practical methods of seed 
selection so that growers can get 
rid of light and inferior seed. An 
apparatus has been perfected by the 
department which makes possib! 
the separation of cotton seed at a 
very small cost. Where this plan 
of securing only good seed by selec 
tion has been practiced,the increase 
in yield has been from 50 to 120 
pounds per acre,

The Secretary states that his de 
partment has secured a supply ot 
improved early varieties of cotton 
seed which will be distributed to 
farmers for next season’s planting 
Let our Texas farmers make early 
application for these seeds so that 
we will be sure to get our full 
share.

An important matter is mentioned 
in the manner of sowing seed to in­
sure an early stand. The report 
says that co'ton seed for an eaily 
stand should be planted on a firm 
bed and should be scarcely covered. 
The ordinary planting of one or 
two inches deep on a soft bed 
causes the seed to lot during the 
early spring rains and the plant i- 
exhausted before it gets through 
the ground.— Milton Everett.

THE VALUABLE COWPEA.
Secretary Wilson says “ the cow- 

pea is to the south what clover is 
to the north and the lessening of 
the cost of the seed and the im­
provement of varieties are the two 
important problems that need to be 
thoroughly pushed.”  Many vari 
eties of cowpeas have been secured 
from foreign countries and others 
developed by hybridization. Special 
machinery has been developed for 
harvesting cowpeas. Cowpeas are 
not only a valuable crop for man 
and beast, but one of the best fer­
tilizers known, storing as it does 
large quantities of nitrogen in the 
ground which it gets from the air. 
Cotton lands will improve 100 per 
cent by a year’s rest and sowing in 
cowpeas. The piney woods lands 
of Eastern Texas could be made 
valuable for staple crops if planted 
in cowpeas, and if the best varie­
ties are secured and the crop pro 
perly harvested there will be 
profit while the land is being im 
proved.

SOY BRANS FOR RICE LANDS.
A t the request of the Texas and 

Louisiana rice growers the depart­
ment has been investigating the 
question of the best “ rotation crop”  
for rice lands to keep up their fer­
tility, and many tests have been

The United States Geological 
Survey's statistics, obtained from 
reports made from the mines, show 
that Texas produced in 1906 only 
a nominal amount of gold, valued 
at $1,592 and derived chiefly from 
the refining of silver, \.-hose pro­
duction amounted to 301,772 ounces 
a decrease of 85,634 ounces from 
the production of 1905.

The chief source of the silver 
output of the state is a siliceous o x ­
idized ore occurring in Presidio 
county.

The gold and silver production 
oi the United States in 1906 is re 
ported by Waldemar Lindgren, 
geologist, of the United States Ge 
ological Survey, in an advance 
chapter from “ Mineral Resources 
of the United States, Calendar Year 
1906,”  which will b*- ready for dis 
tributiou by the Survey before the 
close of the year.

A writer in the Floydada paper 

hits some pertinent truths in the 
following:

“ There are three good reasons 
why all employes should have va­
cations. One is so the employer 
can see how easily anybody and 
everybody’s place can be filled. 
The next is so the employe can see 
when he returns how well lie can 
be spared, since things go right 
along without him. The third is 
so the employe can show the em­
ployer and the employer can under­
stand that the employe is not ma 
nipulatiug the accounts or manip­
ulating deals for his own benefit. 
Many a defalcation could have been 
avoided had the trusted man been 
sent away for a few weeks every 
year and an outsider put in his 
place Beyond these, the vacation 
has little excuse.

“ As a matter of recuperation the 
vacation does not recuperate, since 
as a rule, no man needs a vacation 
so much as the man who has just 
h id one The man who is so run 
down that he needs a vacation can 
never adjust or reform himself in 
two weeks. What he really needs is 
to reform his life.

“ The work during the year at so 
rapid a pace that in August one’s 
vitality is exhausted, and a rest de­
manded is rank folly. What we 
all need is enough vacation every 
day so that we can face each morn­
ing with health sufficient to do our 
work in gladness. That is, we need 
enough of a play spell every day to 
keep us in good physical condition, 
fbe man who is done up and fagged 

out has not found his work. And 
the man who lives durifig the year 
in anticipation of a vacation does 
not deserve one, for he has not as­
certained that it is work and not 
vacations that make bis life endu­
rable.

“ There be good people that trav­
el by the gorge-route so incessantly 
that their livers finally go on a 
strike, palates finally declare a lock­
out, and then they laud Bernarr 
Macfad len, and proclaim fasting a 
virtue. All this until reasonable 
health returns, when they again 
buy commutation tickets via the 
whirlpool and play hockey with 
their 111’ards. If you hustle so con- 
tiuually that your system demands 
a vacation, you have gotten where 
you cannot do good work.

“ If you have,, reached a point 
where you cannot do good work, 
you cannot enjoy your vacation. If 
you absolutely need a vacation you 
are not in the mood to enjoy it, be 
cause it is thrust upon you by 
necessity, willy-nilly. T h i n g s  
forced upon us are never pleasant.
