Wants Guarantee to Depos:—’
tors or Will Surrender
Bank Charters.

Unless Congress or the Comp-
troller of the Currency makes ar-
rangements to protect the deposi
tors of national banks in Oklahoma,
surrender their
charters and incorporate as state
banks, under the proposed new
banking law of Oklahoma, accord-
ing to United States Senator Robert |

L. Owen, of Oklahoma City.

“‘Oklahoma intends to require
the state banks to deposit a sum
sufficient to guarantee the bank de-
dositors of every State bauk in|
Oklahoma, which, on examination,
is found in proper condition, to be
permitted to do business in the
state,”’ said Senator Owens.

“It is proposed to allow any na-
tional bank in Oklahoma, approved
by the Bank Commissioner, to con
tract with the state for insurance of
depositors out of the fund, upon
terms to be agreed upon by the
State Banking Board, the Bank
Commissioner and the Comptroller
of the Currency of the United
States. The bill will go into effect
within 60 days from its passage. A
large number of examiners will im-
mediately report upon the condition
of the state banks,

“If the Comptroller of the Cur-
rency, or Congress does not im-
mediately make arrangements for a
like protection of the depositors of
the national banks, these may give
up their charters and become state
banks.”’

apt to save something than if he
continued to sleep in blissful ignor-
ance of his loss. In the present
instance he is blamed for waking
up in time to save even a_remnant
of hLis valuables.

These robbers have not only
fleeced the people, bhut the big
thieves have devouted the smaller
fry. Morgan, Rockefeller and their
immediate crew got most of the
swag. Apparently nobody else had
the ready cash with which to pre-
vent a total wreck. As I write
there lies before me a cartoon rep-
resenting these men piling bags of
money in a broken dam to stay the
flood of disaster. The praises of
Morgan as our Savior have been
sung throughout the length and
breadth of the land by a multitude
of idiots who haven’t sense enough
to know that if ONE MAN can
save us, it is in the power of ONE
MAN to damn us. But in addition
to the money these men had taken
from the people through schemes
of piracy and plunder, Cortelyou
placed millions of Uncle Sam’s|C
funds at their command and they
promptly used it to buy stock, or
loaned it to others for that purpose,
at from 3 to 9o per cent.

We have not been saved. Mor-

gan and his fellow pirates simply
let go of our throats for the instant
in order to get a better grip through
some scheme of asset currency.
If we ever hope to be saved from
the greed of these human harpies,
we must save ourselves by making
it a felony to issue a share of stock
in excess of the actual value of the
plant concerned, and withdraw
from private banking corporations
the authority to issue money. The
issuance of paper currency, like the
coining of gold and silver, is a
sovereign function and should not
be delegated to any corporation, or
private citizen. Otberwise the pre
vention of periodical panics is ab-
solutely impossible.

Government has no right to per
mit bankers to issue asset currency,
unless it accords the same privilege
to every other citizen possessed of
similar assets.

When the stringency first oc
curred in New York, many western
banks shipped the money of thei:
depositors to that city and loaned
it out at exorbitant rates. Then
when the people at home called for
their cash they were given wild cat
scrip. The little cash held by them
went to a premium of from 2 to 4
per cent. While holding their de
positorsoff with scrip, a great many
bankers raked in this premium
right and left. Soon as the pre-
mium disappears, cash payments
will be resumed.

This is Wall street’s sheep-shear-
ing season, and the wool crop is
abundant. The lambs are being
skinned alive. It will not last long
Trust shepherds must permit the
inauguration of a new era of pros:
perity, so the sheep can grow some
more wool.

Should congress pass the pro-
posed asset currency bill, it will
forever put an end to ‘‘periodical
panics’’ and make hard times per
petual. Asset currency is an in
vention \~hich will enable its bene:
ficiaries to take the wool fast as it
grows. Give a few greedy Mam
mon worshipers power to inflate,
or contract the volume of currency
at pleasure, and it will be up to Al-
mighty God to temper the wind to
the shorn lamb, or the wealth pro-
ducers of our country will perish.

If the people of the United States
continue to meekly submit to these
outrages; if they longer tolerate a
system under which the chicken
thief goes to jail and bank, or rail-
road thief goes to the senate; if
they tamely acquiesce in an eco-
nomic program under which ONE
MAN can save, or damn the Re-
public, then they are a set of dam-

phools who deserve to be robbed
and cnslaved,—Ex.

ITORS OF THE CITIZENS' BANK
OF CLARENDON, DEC. 14, '07:

Meeting called to order and A.
T. Cole elected chairman, John L
Cooke, secretary,

Assignee A. L. Journeay tender-
ed his resignation as assignee, giv-
i g as his reasons for such action
the belief that the affairs of the
bank could be handled by some
other party with less liability of
having proceedings thrown into
bankruptcy court, further believing
that such an action would be bad
for all creditors of the institution.

Motion was made that the meet-
ing proceed to elect another trustee
and that the chair appoint a com-
mittee of five to audit the books of
the bank, said committee to report
by mail the results of such investi-
gation to each creditor. .
The names of J. D. Jefferies and
C. W. Bennett were placed in nom-
ination for the position of trustee.
Ballot was spread with H. B.
White, A. L. Journeay, J. H.
O’Neall and James Trent as tellers,
resulting in the election of C. W,
Bennett by a vote of 44 to 31. On
motion the election of C. W. Ben
nett was made unanimous.

The chair then appointed the
auditing commitiee as foliows: Jas.
Trent, H. B. White, J. T. Patman,
C. A. Burton, J. J. Alexander; the
instructions of the committee being
to go to work Monday morning and
make report as soon as possible,

On motion aresolution was adopt-
ed extending to W, H. Cooke, pres-
ident of the bank, the sympathy of
this body in his financial reverses,
and confidence in his integrity and
honor, and the secretary was in-
structed to prepare said] resolution
and present it to him. This action
being unanimous.

A motion was made that this
body declare it the sense of the
body that the interests of the cred-
itors of the institution would be
best subserved through an adminis-
tration by assignment. Carried
unanimously.

The secretary was instructed by
motion and second, duly carried, to
furnish a copy of these proceedings
to each of the county papers for
publication.

of the Citizens' Bank you state that
you “called upon Vice-President Bev-
ille but he said he was uninformed as
to the bank’s condition, and he had no
information whatever to impart.”

To our home people who know my
relation to the bank, no further ex-
planation is necessary, but for such as
do not know the facts fully, I desire to
say this: My relation to the bank was
only nominal. Some three years ago
Mr. Cooke bought the interest of the
then president, J. G. Tackett. Vice-
President Judge B. H. White had died
some little time previous. Mr. Cooke
came to me and asked the use of my
name for vice-president, saying he
had bought about all the stockholders
out; that he would take the presi-
dency. Mr. Cooke bought and paid
for the stock he put in my name, and
assured me by a statement he showed
me at the time that the bank was in a
prosperous condition and that in four
years the stock would likely pay for
itself.

After congentiug for the use of my
name, Mr. Cooke furnished the news-
papers with all the announcements of
the changes. Mr. Cooke owned the
bank, and therefore never consulted
me about any of its affairs. I never
in my life handled a dollar of the
bank’s cash or securities or saw a page
of its books, and therefore, truly ‘*had
no information whatever to impart.”
Although I had talked to Mr. Cooke
several times in the last two months,
as had many others about the finan-
cial stringency, I never had any inti-
mation whatever that the bank was se-
riously embarrassed, much less hope-
lessly insolvent, as shown by the state-
ment of its assets and liabilities since
its failure. As to when this insolvency
began the bank’s books will show, and
who is responsible, and the disclosures
ace as great a shock to me as it has
been to the confiding public. While
I lost but little money by the fail-
ure, the damage done to my name is
far greater to me than would have
been the loss of a great fortune in
money.

I appreciate greater than I have
words to express the multitude of true
friends who, understanding tully my
relation to the bank, have no ccusure
whatever for me in connection with
the failure.
I shall continue in my own unpre-
tentious way my ‘‘battle for bread”
for myself and family, esteeming it as
a very great pleasure to live among
such good people as are to be found
here. If I may have agood name, as
I covet, and with such a host of true
friends, among those who know me
best, 1 am rich, indeed. Very truiy,
