Buckner Orphans’ Home.

In a neat folio comipiled and
printed at the Home and by the
students there, the full reports for
1907 have just been issued from
the Buckner Orphans’ Home
This institution is situated seven
miles northeast of Dallas. It has
accommodations for more than the
600 children cared for this season.
It has work that calls for an outlay
of more than $120 a day.

The report shows that Dr. R. C.
Buckner, the present head of the
home, began his efforts on Dec. 7,
1876. The first public meeting
was a deacons’ convention at Paris,
where he had been pastor for 17
years. It was held July 17, 1877
The first charter to the home was
granted on April 10, 1879. It was
approved at a mecting in the First
Baptist church in McKinney at
that time. The present site of 44
acres was bought of Elder J. T.
Pinson, Sept. 25, 1880. The first
building was erected in the spring
of 1881, The site cost $500.

The grounds and the buildings
and the work have steadily enlarged
under the constant management of
Dr. Buckner until more than 600
children are cared for and the an
nual expenditure reaches about
$70,000. As far as possible the
cottage system is followed in the
care of the children so as to give
them the effect of home in its sur-
roundings and seclusions and in
the greater immunity from any
possible contagion. The several
buildings used have a floor space
of more than 110,000 square feet.
All of the care of it is given by the
children and their instructors.

Besides the main building, there
are special working places, a home
for aged women, a special nursery
building for the younger children,
a children’s hospital, and ample
places for school training and for
religious exercise.

About the Poll Tax.

Not many people know just to
what purposes the poll tax is ap-
plied. It is divided as follows:

State school fund, 91 3-7¢; to
state general fund, 45 5 7¢; tocoun-
ty fund, 22 6 7¢; to tax collector,
15C.

The collector is required to fur-
nish copies of all receipts for each
voting precinct, and in addition an
alphabetically arranged list of all
persons paying poll taxes in each
of such precinets.

He is required to issue certificates
of exemption to all persons not sub-
ject to a poll tax who reside in cit-
ies of 10,000 or more inhabitants,
and to furnish copies and lists of
same,

He is required to transfer upon
the lists the names of all perscns
who remove from one election pre-
cinet to another, and certify all
such changes to the election officers
in the various precincts.

He is required to furnish to all
persons who may lose their receipts
or certificates the numbers of same.

For none of this work does he
receive any compensation in addi
tion to the fees mentioned in the
foregoing; thatis to say, 15¢ for
each poll tax receipt in the case of
the smaller counties and 1oc in the
larger couuties.

He is required to deliver to the
chairman of the county executive
committee of each political party a
certified list of all poll tax payers
and exemptioners, for use in the
primary elections or conventions,
arranged alphabetically and by pre-
cincts, He is permitted to charge
each of these political parties $5
for the complete lists for the entire
county. .

It will be seen, therefore, that
the collector only receives 53/ to
814 per cent. of the poll tax, and
that for this fee he is required to

‘| perform a great deal more work

than merely to issue the receipt and
take the money.

They are coming back from the
west all right, and are hunting
homes in grand old Fannin. We
mean those benighted fellows who
pulled up and went to West Texas
a few years ago, thinkiug to make
their fortune. Not many days pass
but that some weary prodigal comes
back and wants a place to make a
crop this year. They are also com-
ing in from Arkansas, Tennessee
and other statés north and east of
us. A little more advertising of
this section would bring some more
of them, and we would remind you
that this office has a few of the
booklets, '‘Honey Grove, the City
Beautiful,”’ left, and they Jmay be
had for the asking

Just why an East Texas newspa-
per hopes to gain anything by dis-
paraging the western part of the
state is hard to see.

The Citizen, however, appears to
prefer using the general pronoun
‘‘they’’ instead of giving any spe-
cific names of people who have
come back. To make the item of
real value the Citizen ought to give
the following information:

1. The name of the most pros:
perous farmer in the Jot  That is
the one who was the most prosper-
ous before leaving East Texas.

2. Where in West Texas he set-
tled and how long he stayed in one
place.

3. How many acres he tried to
cultivate each year and how much
help he had to do the work with.

4. How many times he plowed
his different crops.

5. How many different crops he
tried to raise during any one year,
and the acreage.

6. How many hogs he raised,
how much poultry, and how many
dairy cows he kept.

If the Citizen will answer these
questions, it will do a real service.
Even West Texas will be inter-
ested.

The situation of the dissatisfied
East Texas farmer in West Texas
amounts to practically this:

He has sold his small farm and
put all the money into the first pay-
ment on another four times too big
for him, All of his money has gone
in that first payment and he has
wagered his first year’s crop against
the second payment. He has tried
to cultivate twice or three times as
much land as one man can cultivate,
hoping to get a big crop the first
year and clear off his indebtedness.
He has pinned his faith all in one
crop, usually cotton, because it is
the easiest to cultivate. He has
had no time for hogs, a dairy or a
flock of poultry to keep up house-
hold expenses, but bas gone in debt
for all his groceries. Thena bad sea-
son for his particular crop has hap-
pened along and he is cleaned out.

The same story has been repeated
a hundred times and West Texas
instead of the farmer who lacked
the elementary principles of com-
mon sense has had to take the bur-
den of the blame.

When you see, in West Texas, a
prairie schooner and a team of
mules pointed east, one thing can
he set down.

Farms.

Houston, Jan. 23.—The policy
of the Campbell administration in
the handling of the penal system of
the state is. disclosed in the argu-
ment to purchase, which was made
today, by which the state takes
over close to 20,000 acres of land,
all the necessary implements and
mules to conduct the farms, the
tram roads necessary to hauling a
canecrop, and therejisjajpromise to
pay $650,000.

In this sale the companies retain
the sugar mills and the Cunning-
ham plantation keeps the big re-
finery at Sugariand, which is the
largest independent refinery in this
country, Onthe Cunningham plan-
tation there are two sugar mills
which have a capacity of 1,600
tons of cane a day, which is equal
to a quarter of a million pounds.
The big refinery has a capacity of
from 4,000,000 to §,500,000 pounds
of refined sugar a month. The state
therefore buys only the cane grow
ing industry and there are mills and
hands to handle the product of the
farms.

Iu connection with the purchase
by tbe state there is a contract en-
tered into by the owners of the
Cunningham plantation and the
owners of the Ellis
pro

Sartartia or
plantationito takejthe entire
duct of the state farms at a mini-
mum price of $3 per ton. If the
sugar market advances so as to
make cane worth more than that
figure, the state is to get more in
proportion, but the price is
to go under $3 per ton, delivered

never

at the mill, and cane should yield
20 tons to the acre, so the gross
revenue ought to be §60 per acre.
The purchase of this large lot of
land is to carry out the
pledge made by Governor Campbell
when he was a candidate, that as
soon as practicable, he would take
convicts out of manufacturing com
petition with free labor and that he
would abolish the lease system. It
is undesstood that Captain J. A.
Herring, the superintendent of the
penitentiaries, has opposed the
lease system in all its forms and
that he has been one of the prime
movers in bringing about the nego-
tiations for this big trade.

Captain J. A. Herring states (!.a*
these farms will require the use of
many of the men who are now be-
ing used in other work and that it
will eliminate the lease system
which has been discussed so much
in Texas. He has favored the pur-
chase of this additional land and be
lieves that sugar raising by the state
will be profitable in all things. The
contract made for the sale of the
cane to the refineries located on the
plantations just bought, is a favor
able one to the state and gives as-
surance of a market.

An agricultural writer says: ‘‘We
are going to again insist that no
milking should be done except
throunrh a sterilizea cheese cloth
cover. Just a strip of cheese cloth
big enough to cover the top of the
pail and sag down in the middle so
as not to make the milk splash
wher it strikes the cloth is all that
is necessary. Tie a string around
the bucket to hold the cloth in
place and there you are. When the
milking is done you will be sur-:
prised to see how much fine filth
you have prevented from falling
into the pail to be taken up and ab-
sorbed by the milk, Perhaps you
will say that you strain the milk
through a cloth after milking, but
that will not accomplish what milk-
ing through a cover will. Much of
the filth which gets into milk can-
not be strained out, but is dissolved
and becomes part of the milk.”

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Women Today Not as Happy
as Their Grandmothers.

Surrounded by all the luxuries
and conveniences of modern times,
it is difficult for the women of to-
day to imagine the perfect happi
ness of the grand dames of ‘‘ye
olden times, notwithstanding that
they were hampered by the incon-
veniences and discomforts of earlier
days. History and tradition have
told them how their grandmothers
carded the cotton and wool and
broke the flax, spun the thread
and wove all the cloth from which
table and bed linen, blankets and
clothes for all the family - were
made. Iu addition, with their own
deft fingers, they cut and made all
the garments “worn by the men,
women and children, as well as be-
ing their own milliners. They knew
nothing about cooks and butlers
except in exceptional cases outside
the slave states.

Trained nurses were unknown
consequently they nursed their
children and personally attended to
their sick or injured, and not infre
quently performed the office of
physician and surgeon if the cases
were not too serious. They gave
much time to their churches and to
charity, To discharge these mul-
tiple duties, they had to be dili
gent and systematic, and they
were to such an extent that they had
plenty of time for pleasure and so-
cial life,

Their virtues and loyalty won
for the women of America the rev-
erence which all good American
men still pay to wowmen, tho their
degenerate descendants have some-
times deserved to lose the homage
of their countrymen.

With such wives and mothers
the men could not practice the de-
ceptions or be guilty of the disloy-
alty that is so common now. Men
knew they could depend upon the
women in adversity as well as in
prosperity. Young men were not
afraid to get married on account of
limited income, They were sure
that the economies in which the
women were trained would make
them veritable helpmates as wives,
hence there were few unhappy mar-
riages,

Unfortunately, the 2oth century,
with all of its progress in civiliza-
tion, advancement in science and
higher education, abundant wealth
and luxury, have brought mauifold
evils, The women of the nation,
in far too great numbers, are vic-
tims of these evils because of their
indulgence in the follies and luxu-
ries of the age. KEach generation
for the past two or three have
gradually wandered away from the
simpler lives, noble ambitions and
wise examples of their ancestors.

Extravagance has taken the place
of economy, indolence the place of
industry. Ignorance and indiffer-
ent servants have taken the place
of mothers with the precious chil-
dren born to the present genera-
tion. Mothers, daughters, sisters
and wives are no longer the pre-
ferred companions of a majority of
men, in most cases because their
demands for money to satisfy their
luxuries are too_great and becomes
irksome and irritating. In their
indulgence in the follies they should
eschew aund coundemn, they have
degenerated into burdens to those
whom they should help to bear the
prodigious respousibilities of the
present age. * * ¥

their lives, or of their real condi
tion. They resort to drugs and
stimulants as panaceas for their dis-
comforts and supposed ailments,
which only add to their indisposi-
tion and unhappiness.

They have no ambition to be
helpful to their families, but in-
dulge themselves in self-pity on ac-
count of their imaginary troubles
and cares.

Memphis Leads.

Memphis station shipped up to
date this season more cotton than
any station on the Denver road.
The only station on the entire line
to come anywhere near it is Chil-
dress, which is about 100 bales be-
hind Memphis. The shipments up
to Thursday night were 10,706
bales for the season. The same
date last year this station bad ship-
ped 6,955. Last year Memphis
was third point on the line in ship-
ments, and this year she should be
easily first, as not two thirds of the
crop has yet been shipped.—Her-
ald.
