The tank is 
made of galvanized iron, and the base

of heavy sheet Iron with angle iron 
around the top and bottom edge inside. 
The tank has an angle iron riveted to 
the sides about six inches from the 
bottom to carry it when in place on 
the stove. The fuel door is made to 
slide up, but it could be made with 
hinges if preferred. The tank has 
handles on the sides so that it can be 
lifted off to rinse it out. The smoke 
pipe may be any length. To keep it 
from being blown over the pipe may 
be wired to a stake driven in the 
ground near it. I used this stove last 
spring in cooking over 1,000 pounds of 
sulphur. The base is made without a

bottom, and the door is made large to 
admit of using large pieces of wood. 
The tank will take 30 pounds of lime 
and 30 pounds of sulphur with the 
necessary water without danger of 
boiling over.

Points Which Ought to Be Considered 
at This Season of Year.

Insects live over in almost all 
stages and the fall and winter furnish 
a good season for reducing their rav­
ages the following year. It will be 
well to bear the following points in 
mind to aid in this work:

Dispose of all rubbish. Many in­
sects which hibernate in the adult 
stage seek rubbish of all kinds. Here 
they are protected from the severe 
change in the weather which is so 
detrimental to their constitution and 
escape the prying eyes of their bird 
enemies. AU rubbish should be con­
signed to the compost heap or plowed 
under to furnish humus for the soil. 
StufT that cannot be used in this way 
should be burned. Clean out the ditch 
banks and fence corners. Cut close 
and rake up all these places.

Fail and winter cultivation of the 
ground will help to dispose of grass­
hopper eggs and cutworms. If the 
ground is kept fallow during the fall, 
cutworms will disappear before the 
spring crops come up.

Disc the alfalfa. It will break up 
or bury the pods of grasshopper eggs 
and be a help to the plants. It will 
be well to disc all dry exposed places 
where the grasshoppers have been 
abundant during the fall.

Make an examination of the spray­
ing apparatus, and if necessary give 
the orchard a winter treatment. At 
any rate, be ready for the spring 
work.

Examine the seed peas. If they are 
weevlled, put them in a tight box and 
fumigate with carbon-bisulphide at the 
rate of four ounces to each bushel of 
peas. The fluid should be put in a 
shallow dish over the peas so that the 
fumes will flow down over the mass.

Clean out around the apple trees 
and scrape oft the rough bark to get 
rid of the hibernating Insects.

Examine the chicken roosts and 
use some good disinfectant on them 
if the miles are troublesome. This 
should be repeated at intervals every 
few weeks until coid weather sets in.

Gov. H askell Indicted. 

Muskogee, Okla., Feb. 4.— Gov- 
ernor Haskell was indicted by the 
federal grand jury here late yester­
day afternoon. He is charged with 
conspiracy against the United 
States government in connection 
with the Muskogee townsite frauds.

Seven other wealthy and promi­
nent citizens were indicted. The 
maximum penalty $10,000 and two 
years in ths penitentiary. The 
bond in each case is fixed at $5,000.

Governor Haskell was notified In 
Guthrie by telephone and he is 
coming here today. He declares 
that Hearst and Roosevelt have 
plotted against him and that the 
interior department is mislead.

All are to be tried before Judge 
Campbell at the next term of the 
court.

It is alleged that Haskell and 
others sold the Creek Indian lands 
as townsites to eastern men and 
manipulated “ d u m m ie s ”  and 
forged signatures to quit claim 
deeds. Four hundred witnesses 
were brought here from all parts of 
the country at an expense of $25, 
000.

It is expected that when Gov­
ernor Haskell comes here he will 
prepare statements to offer to prove 
that Roosevelt and Hearst schemes 
have resulted in his indictment in 
connection with the Muskogee 
townsite frauds.

Haskell declares Roosevelt has 
through the interior department 
permitted the Prairie Oil &  Gas 
company to violate the laws. This 
company is a subsidiary of the 
Standard Oil company 

St. Louis, Feb. 4.— M. L. Mott, 
attorney for the Creek nation, as 
serted today that the land fraud 
investigation in Oklahoma was in­
stituted as the result of evidence 
he gathered in connection with 
civil suits for the recovery of lands 
alleged to have been fraudulently 
obtained from the Indians whom 
he represents. The government’s 
interests, he said, is that of a 
trustee simply. He denied that 
Hearst had inspired the suits. 
Mott is on his way to Washington.

Legislative Lore.
The senate finally passed the 

drainage districts bill and the bill 
providing for the examination of all 
professional nurses by a state 
board.

The house committee on peniten­
tiaries reported favorably the bill 
appropriating $100,000 to improve 
the state cotton factory, afar 
amending so as to make it optional 
with the governor and tbe peni­
tentiary board if the improvements 
are necessary.

Tbe house committee on common 
carriers reported favorably the 
Bryne bill, requiring railway cor­
porations to have repairing of 
engines and other machinery done 
in the state. i

From what can be learned the 
majority report of the committee 
on criminal jurisprudence killing 
the Bowles bill, prohibiting Sunday 
baseball, will be adopted in the 
house when the question coiu.s up. 
The committee reported adversely 
on the measure.

Large delegations from all over 
the state are there to protest 
against the passage of the anti­
bookmaking bill.

The senate accepted an invitation 
on behalf of citizens of Galveston, 
for the senate to visit that city at 
the conclusion of the visit of the 
legislature at Houston Saturday 
and Sunday.

The first railway consolidation 
bill of the present session appeared 
Tuesday, when Senator Veale in - 
troduced a measure authorizing the 
Wichita Falls Railway company to 
purchase and operate the Wichita 
Falls and Northwestern Railway 
and Wichita Falls and Southern 
Railway.

Senator Senter introduced a bill 
to perfect the present corporation 
court law so as to give corporation 
courts concurrent jurisdiction with 
county courts and enlarging its 
purposes.

D O N 'T S T U N T  T H E  CALVES.

Keep Their Feed Up If You 
Make a Profit.

Would

If last year's calves are to be kept 
on the farm during the present win­
ter there is no economy in keeping 
them through on short rations. No 
matter what the price of feed is, if 
they are good enough to keep they 
should have plenty to eat, and if they 
are not good enough to keep they had 
better be marketed now at almost any 
price. If the calf is stunted during 
its first winter it will not be worth 
more in the spring than at this time. 
Profit in growing young calves of any 
kind depends largely upon keeping 
their growth constant. One of the 
most worthless objects upon any farm 
In the spring is a calf that has been 
brought through the winter on a ra 
tion of straw and cold weather and 
that has been allowed to become lousy 
as well as stunted. The grain fed to 
the calves this winter may seem cost­
ly and not productive of any results, 
but when these same calves are put 
upon the pasture next summer it will 
be very easy to tell which of them re­
ceived grain and which did not. As 
has been repeated in these columns 
many times there is no economy in 
poor feeding, and this is doubly truo 
when applied to young stock.

DIPPING NURSERY STOCK.

It Must Be Done with Care So as Not 
to Injure Plants.

Dipping nursery stock In llme-sul- 
phur wash or other insecticides has 
recently been much advocated as a 
substitute for fumigation with hydro­
cyanic acid gas. The New York ex­
periment station at Geneva finds, how­
ever, that this treatment, if used at 
nil, must be handled with care to 
secure scale destruction without Injur­
ing the trees. With the sulphur wash, 
exposure of the trees for too long a 
time or at too high temperature re­
sulted in Injury; while with any of the 
materials used, exposure of the roots 
to the mixture resulted in serious in 
jury to the stock. For nurserymen 
the station still recommends fumiga­
tion as most effective and least liable 
to injury; and would advise orchard 
ists to use the lime-sulphur as a spray 
after the trees are set, rather than as 
a dip when they are received.

F rau d  in F o o d s  an d  D ru g s .
Pauline Periwinkle has this to 

say in the Dallas News: Every- 
both eats, consequently everybody 
ought to be interested in foods and 
their values. The majority of food 
consumers, however, concern them 
selves with but f>ne quality— that 
of taste. If the palate is pleased, 
no f ult is found with the food. 
So o.i the intelligent housekeeper 
rests a double burden. She must 
plea>e the family palate, and she 
must see that the food has value—  
the proper amount of nutrition at a 
proper price. The family health 
and the family purse demand this. 
For instance, if she pays a fancy 
price for syrup, in order to avoid 
glucose, which she knows to be in­
digestible, or for pure cider vinegar, 
knowing that the chemical acid 
kind injures the membrane of the 
stomach, and if in spite of her pre­
caution she is deceived, and the 
syrup is adulterated with glucose 
and the vinegar is a mixture of 
cheap molasses, whiskey and acetic 
acid, then the family has not only 
been cheated in food value, but 
robbed of money. “ Cheating”  is 
not too strong a word to apply to 
food adulterations; sometimes it is 
not strong euough, for not infre­
quently more is involved than 
merely taking one’s money without 
equivalent return, since the adul­
terant used may be positively inju- 
tious, or like water in milk, may 
lack the nourishment on which life 
depends.

No amount of precaution on the 
part of the housewife was of any 
avail until the pure food law went 
into effect, and until the state cre­
ated a pure food commission to un­
earth frauds operating against the 
law. Now the housewife’s intelli 
gence, co operating with the tech­
nical knowledge of the state chein 
ist, can reduce fraudulent practices 
on the part of food purveyors to a 
minimum, and conserve the health 
of the people while saving them 
thousands of dollars. This has 
been proved in the instance of 
milk alone.

Some people may ignorantly be­
lieve that whereas they are paying 
perhaps ioc a quart for milk now, 
and paid only 7c or 8c a quart be­
fore the passage of the pure food 
law, they are losing money. If 
they were getting just the same 
product now that they did before, 
this might be true. But they were 
getting quantity, not quality, be 
fore. Perhaps 5c would represent 
the actual value of the milk, to 
which was added sufficient skim­
med milk or water to make up the 
quantity and give the dairyman 
the necessary profit on his business. 
The dairyman can not operate a 
business for nothing, but if the 
people “ will not consume a product 
on the basis of a legitimate profit, 
it is still not right to fool them in­
to paying the price by adulterating 
such a product.”  The consumer 
might better buy a half quart or 
three-quarters of pure milk and 
add the water himself, if he is de­
termined to have quantity regard­
less; but for the protection of the 
thousands of babies dependent on 
cow’s milk for nourishment moth­
ers ought to know what they are 
receiving in food values in the 
milk they buy. Nobody can esti­
mate the number of infants that 
have been starved to death or poi* 
soned by the preservatives once 
used in milk without let or hin­
drance. If the pure food law of 
Texas and the services of a state 
chemist had accomplished nothing 
else, they would still be a humane 
and profitable investmert for the 
people.

The first annual report of the 
Dairy and Food Commissioner of 
Texas, made to the governor, has 
recently been published, and it 
would pay every housewife, especi 
ally in the cities where so much de 
pends on the character of “ made’* 
products, to get a copy, if for no 
other reason than to find out what 
is meant by the legend, "Guaran* 
teed under the food and drugs act,’* 
etc. The report says: “ The public 
understands this to mean that the 
United States Agricultural Depart* 
ment guarantees the contents of 
every package bearing this legend. 
It simply means that the man­
ufacturer has made affidavit that

his product is not misbranded nor 
adulterated, according to the re 
quirements of the pure food law. ” 

How many housewives read the 
label on the canned goods they buy? 
And how many compi.re it with 
the label once placed upon these 
goodi? A housekeeper who paid 
a fancy price for a can of ground 
coffee that bore the label, “ Pure 
Mocha and Java Blend”  was sur­
prised, after the law went into 
effect, to see that the label had 
been changed to read, “ Pure Java 
and Mocha and Other Superior 
Brands.”  Now she knows that 
all along she was paying a stiff 
price for a good deal of “ other 
superior brands, ”  and very little 
Java and Mocha. SV  had been 
imposed upon by a clq -r coffee 
that had been doctored! I thus 
she had been robbed o ff  10c
for every pound of cofftf -lily
had consumed. Ttae\
which this practice o f IN. on
the public was carried j  
manufacturer was compa"’ 
a truthful label, may be\ 
from the following extra;
Dr. Abbott’s report.

“ Our preserves, jams an 
have been largely adulter; 
misbranded, being made 
of starch, glucose and sa<
I have found peas, beans a 
les colored with copper sa" 
have analyzed a large number of 
colors and preservatives, all ol 
which were illegal, that were on 
hand whtn the pure food law was 
passed. I have found that our 
meats have been embalmed with 
borax, boracic acid and sulphite of 
soda. I have found our meats and 
candies colored with illegal coal tar 
colors. Canned meats that were 
on hand when the pure food law 
was passed were composed of gris­
tle, connective tissue and scrap 
pieces of meat, and were represent­
ed as chicken or potted ham, etc. 
Our syrups were made up largely 
of glucose and molasses, and sold 
under false labels and false repre­
sentation. Sugar syrup, flavored 

nd colored with caramel, was sold 
as mapie syrup.

“ Honey has been found to be 
adulturated, in some cases with 
glucose, in other cases with molas­
ses. Distilled vinegar has been 
sold for apple vinegar. A mixture 
of cotton seed and olive oil has been 
sold as genuine olive oil, bearing a 
label that did not contain a single 
word of English, but written in 
Ita.tan, representing the product as 
virgin oil direct from Italy. A 
mixture of coffee and chicory has 
been largely sold in Texas as a 
genuine Mocha and Java coffee. 
So-called lemon extracts have been 
imply solutions of citral. Vanilla 

extracts have beeu found to be 
largely imitations, being made up 
with vanillin and coumarin. The 
low grade malt liquors * * * sold 
in local option territory have in 
most instances turned out to be 
real beer. Five soft drinks have 
been found that contain cocaine.”

Then follow several pages of 
“ examples,”  showing how labels 
have bsen changed since the law 
went into effect. “ Mocha and 
Java”  now reads “ coffee and chic­
ory;”  “ pure maple syrup” now 
reads "maple and cane syrup;” 
“ potted ham” is now “ potted meat 
ham flavor.”  etc. Some things 
were taken off the market entirely, 
such as banana extract (there be­
ing no such thing) and other prod­
ucts, including extracts and even 
medicines that would not bear ex 
amination at all. Manufacturers 
wrote the Texas dealers to set these 
goods aside to be taken up by their 
traveling salesmen, and then they 
were re shipped to other states that 
had no pure food laws. Many of 
the extracts were actually poison­
ous, being made with wood alcohol,' 
and they are now being foisted on 
the unprotected citizens of other 
states as once they were on Texans*

Some manufacturers, it was 
found, were trying to get around 
the law by describing as a “ floor 
disinfectant”  a deodorant sold to 
butchers. It was such a poor floor 
disinfectant, but such a good de' 
odorant,-that a nse was soon found 
for it in “ restoring”  decayed sau 
sage meat, especially as the manu­
facturer had very thoughtfully 
given it just the right “ sausage

color”  by including a coal tar in 
its preparation.

The worst forms of fraud are 
those perpetrated through the 
medium of drugs aud medicines, 
even when the iugredients are per 
fectly harmless. The report points 
out the danger as fol l o ws :  
“ Through the manufacturers’ ad­
vertisements of their nostrums, the 
public is induced to diagnose and 
prescribe for ailments. If such an 
ailment is an imaginary or hysteri­
cal one no harm is done; but if a 
person is suffering from some or­
ganic trouble, aud is induced to ap­
ply these remedies, harmless in 
themselves, great harm may come 
in the delay of proper treatment.”  
Remedies of this character have 
been analyzed and condemned as 
“ misbranded”  by the state chem 
ist. They are not “ illegal”  be­
cause the manufacturer has com 
plied with the law by filing the 
formulas with the authorities, and 
secured the right to use the 
“ guaranteed”  legend; but they are 
misbranded when they claim toper 
form the impossible. Illegal med

I have had a good rifleman tell me he 
could cut off a robin's head at a hun­
dred steps. The truth Is that he could 
not see the head clearly that far. You 
read that the desperado Slade could 
with a alx shooter at fifty or sixty 
steps hit a man In any button of his 
roat that he chose, but you may be 
sure that neither Slade nor any one 
else could do anything of the kind. 
Even trick and fancy shooting at Its 
best could ever cover feats ascribed as 
matters of course to the average fron­
tiersman by those devotees o f frenzied
