Austin, April io .—As a result of 

the extra session the following bills 
have been actually passed:

Amending the Robertson act 
governing foreign life Insurance 
companies so as to require them to 
Invest their Texas reserves in T ex­
as real estate loans to get a le- 
duction in premium taxes.

Appropriating $25,000 for the 
use of the attorney general in the 
prosecution of suits for the recov­
ery of illegally held school and 
and other public lands.

Creating a state board of health.
Abolishing the doctrine of con­

tributory negligence and substi­
tuting therefor the doctrine of com­
parative negligence.

Instructing the commissioner of 
agriculture to make an investiga 
tion of the irrigation canal situation.

Creating a board for the regu­
lation of fire insurance rates.

Amending the anti-trust act so 
as to make the maximum daily 
penalty for violating same $1,500; 
placing the venue of such suits in 
any county the attorney general 
may elect, and fixing the fees ol 
attorneys at 10 per cent of the first 
$50,000 and 5 per cent of amounts 
above that amount recovered in 
suits brought under the act.

Appropriating $2,000 as a sup­
plement to the amount spent by 
the national government for ex­
perimental tobacco culture in Nac­
ogdoches county.

Appropriating $25,000 for ad­
ditional agricultural experimental 
stations throughout the state.

Providing for the organization < f 
co operative life insurance associa- 
ciations in this state.

There were also passed several 
bills making it a felony to sell at d 
solicit orders for intoxicants in 
local option districts. Two of these 
bills are identical in purpose, but 
vary in the matter of penalty, oue 
of them providing a punishment of 
three years in the penitentiary and 
the other five years. The question 
is, therefore, which bill goes? 
Furthermore, there was nothing 
said in any of the governor’ s mes­
sages about amending the local 
option law. Nor did he suggest 
some of the independent school dis 
trict and local road law bills that 
were passed.

Experim en t Station Bill.
The bill providing for experi­

ment stations passed by the last 
legislature, after saying one shall 
be in the rice belt, one in the black 
land belt, one in west Texas and 
one in northwest Texas, says:

Sec. 2 Th$ governor, the com 
missioner of agriculture and lieu­
tenant governor shall be and are 
hereby vested with power to desig 
nate such places or localities in the 
state upon which agricultural, hor­
ticultural and feeding stations may 
be established.

3 After the location of such 
station or stations, such station or 
stations may, at the pleasure of 
said board, be abandoned, and lo 
cated elsewhere in the state of 
Texas.

4. In the location of any such 
agriculture, horticulture or feeding 
station, (the board so locating such 
station or stations n ay take into 
consideration any donation of mon­
ey or other property to be used in 
the operation and managi ment of 
such station or stations, and may 
accept any lease of lands upon 
which to carry on such experi­
ments.

5. It shall be the duty of the 
director of such stations and feed­
ing places to issue and circulate 
among the farmers and livestock 
raisers of the state from time to 
time, as may be deemed beneficial 
10 such industries, printed bulle­
tins showing the results of such e x ­
periments, such bulletins to be 
nailed to such persons as may de­

sire same-
6. That the agricultural and 

experimental stations now existing 
under the laws of this state shall, 
trom the time this act takes effect, 
oe under and subject to the pro­
visions of this act and may at the 
pleasure of said board, be discon 
tinued at such time as they may di­
rect.

7. The director of such station 
or stations is hereby given authori­
ty iu the conduct aud management 
of such station or stations.to employ 
such assistance as may be necessa 
ry and to purchase from time to 
time such implements, equipment 
and seeds as may be necessary in 
the successful management of such 
statious, subject to the approval ot 
said board.

8. There shall be appropriated 
out of any funds in the state treas 
ury, not otherwise appropriated, the 
sum of $25,000 per annum or so 
much thereof as may be necessary 
to be expended in the establish 
ment, maintainance and operation 
of such station or stations, such ap 
propriation to extend fof two years 
from the end of the fiscal year for 
1909.

9. That all laws' and parts of 
laws in conflict with this act be, 
and the same are hereby repealed.

T h e  Nine Ju r y  Bill.
There appears to be a presistent 

effort on the part of a respectable 
number of the present legislature 
to pass what is known ts "T h e 
Nine Jury L aw ." The purpose of 
the law is the change of the exist 
ing conditions. All juries in the 
district court are composed of twelve 
men, and the law, as it stands, re­
quires the unanimous decision of 
the twelve jurors before a verdict 
can be rendered in that court. The 
purpose of the law that is now be­
ing agitated before the legislature 
is to allow nine members of the 
jury to render the verdict of the 
jury. The law is so framed that 
if a jury disagrees it cannot agree 
upon a verdict within six hours, 
then if nine members of the jury can 
agree upon a verdict, then the ver­
dict agreed upon by these nine men 
will be accepted as the verdict of 
the jury.

The interest in this proposition 
is a growing one, and various ar­
guments are now offered in its fa­
vor. However, the nine jury law 
is only to apply in civil cases. It 
is argue! that in questions of law, 
where there are three judges, as in 
our supreme court, and nine judges, 
as in the United States supreme 
court, a majority of these judges 
determine what the law is. Ama- 
joiity of the voles in the State 
legislature is sufficient to make a 
law, and it is argued that a ma­
jority of the members of a jury 
ought to be sufficient to determine 
its v'-rdict.

This is a much mooted question, 
in which there are honest differ­
ences between good men. For 
instance, it is argued that in a civil 
case, in an action for damages, the 
jury may agree that the plaintiff i?  
entitled to recover, but they may 
disagree as to the amount that he 
should be entitled to. In such case 
It looks like a majority of the jury 
should be authorized to determine 
that question.

And again, we can see no reason 
why it should not apply in a crim­
inal case. If all the jurors agree 
that the defendant is guilty, but 
disagree as to the grade of his of­
fense, or the amount of punishment 
it looks like this might be de 
termined by a majority of the ju- 
rois The question involved in this 
legislation has been much discussed 
in the State Bar Association, and 
the demand for a change iu the 
present jury law is increasing.— 
Exchange.

THE GOOD ROADS BOND ISSUE.

Ju d g e  O’ N ea ll  G iv e s  F a c t s a n d  
F ig u re s .

To the Citizens and Taxpayers of Don­
ley County:
A  number of people over the coun­

ty who are interested in the Road 
Bond Issue, to be voted on April 24, 
have called on me for information 
concerning same, and many have 
urged me to make a statement through 
our papers that the voter may be in­
formed as to what his vote may mean 
to him individually.

Be it understood in the outset that, 
individually, I am heartily in favor of 
the bond issue and think it the oppor­
tunity of a life time to the farmer of 
Donley County, and especially those 
of the sandy road part of the county, 
and think every dollar paid in road 
tax will be amply repaid in conveni­
ence and actual saving to those who 
have crops to market.

But as I have so of ten said—and now 
repeat—I shall not attempt to in­
fluence the vote of any citizen, nor 
urge him to act on my judgment. But 
I think it my duty, especially since so 
many have requested me to do so , to 
explain the matter and state facts 
and figures o f which I know, that the 
voter may think and vote for himself. 
To this end it will be necessary to dis­
cuss several questions:

1. Kind of road.
2. The cost of constructing—and 

will $90,000 be sufficient?
3. The manner of constructing— 

that is, by home labor or by contract?
4. Where will the money be expend­

ed and what roads built?
5. The cost to the taxpayer.
6. The benefit to taxpayers.
Now let us notice each of these in 

its order:
T H E  K IN D  O F  ROAD.

As every road man knows, this could 
be answered by the suggestion that 
only well constructed, permanent 
roads should be built. But many de­
sire information as to how they shall 
be built and the material used.

Hence I will go somewhat into de­
tail. Our commissioners’ court elect­
ed a committee to go east and make 
Investigation concerning the material 
to be used and also machinery needed. 
Messrs. Williams and Naylor as such 
committee went to Dallas and were 
from there carried by experienced 
road builders and shown the actual

work and process of road building on 
the ground—observing the completed 
work along with work then being 
done.

They had civil engineers make es­
timate o f cost and construction for 
our county—especially the deep sand 
country—which is the “ elephant”  in 
all road work. These engineers differ 
somewhat in figures. One thought 
possibly $500 and the other $600 per 
mile sufficient. This depends, of 
course, on distance to haul material. 
Our said committee think that $600 
per mile a safe estimate for the sandy 
roads and in some places where the 
gravel and clay will be “ handy”  it 
will not take that amount. It is 
thought that we will be able to get 
all needed coating for the sand road, 
and that which is good and will make 
permanent roads, reasonably near the 
several roads to be coated. I think 
we should build P E R M A N E N T  roads or 
n o n e , but I  am glad to say that I 

think we can get the material for 
p e r m a n e n t  work in Donley county. 
T H E  COST O F  C O N STR U C TIN G , A N D  

W IL L  890,000 BE S U F F IC IE N T ?

This has been answered in a measure 
in the first question, but it may be of 
interest to enlarge on that. As afore­
said it will cost siime $600 per mile for 
sandy road. It  will cost from $50 to 
$150 per mile for hard road where only 
labor and machinery are necessary.

It was estimated by Messrs. Mc- 
Dougal and Naylor, I believe, that 
there will be 52 miles of bad sand road 
which at $600 per mile will cost $36,- 
000 and 150 miles at $150 per mile 
(which is a big allowance for a hard 
road), $22,500—total $58,500, and to 
this we may add for all necessary 
equipment, $2,000; total $60,500.

This you see will require $60,500. 
Now let us suppose we have 50 miles 
of bad sand (which is not the case) at 
$600 per mile—then the cost will be 
$42,000—and 250 miles of hard road at 
$150—$30,000, making a total of $52,- 
000; then add for necessary equipment 
$2,000 and for incidentals $1,000, and 
we have as a grand total $55,000.

This from $90,000 leaves us a balance 
of $15,000 for anything that may not 
have been considered in costs afore­
said.

C O N TRAC T OR HOME LABO R .

This question has been causing some 
agitation and a littie feeling among 
some o l the voters because of a rumor 
(whose author, as is usual in such 
cases, has more of time for attending 
to other people’s affairs than for his 
own) to the effect that all this work 
would be let by contract and non-res­
idents would get all the money and 
our Donley county citizens get none.

How, or by whom, this was stated I 
know not, but will say that there is no 
foundation for same, in fact. How­
ever, I  will say this much; Every time 
the matter has been discussed by the 
commissioners in my presence or 
hearing I have understood that they 
were w i t h o u t  e x c e p t i o n  in favor of 
working every home man who wanted 
work. Provided, however, that every 
man be paid according to amount of 
labor performed. That is to say, the 
work should be under competent man­
agement and systematically perform­
ed. I think all will agree that it 
would be unjust for men and teams to 
be employed and money paid out ex­
cept under the supervision of a 
c o m p e t e n t  and strict business fore­
man.

For instance, Mr. A. is employed 
with his large team and Mr. B. is em­
ployed with his small team. Would 
any fair minded man say that B should 
have the same pay that A  does when 
possibly A  hauls twice as much as B? 
No, I think not. But all will agree 
that i f  both are paid for just what 
they haul (so much per yard of dirt) 
each will be fairly treated and the 
taxpayers’ money rightly handled. 
•So with other work.

Now, I don’t think there is a mau in 
Donley county (at least I know of 
none) competent to supervise this 
work. I therefore will favor (should 
the bonds be voted) the employment 
of a c o m p e t e n t  road builder, a man 
o f experience in this kind of work, 
whose duty it will be to lay out and 
plan the work and have general sup­
ervision of the work over the county; 
or at least for such time as may be 
necessary In which to train some of 
our home people to supervise the 
work, after which his services might 
be dispensed with and a home man or 
men employed to supervise.

o n  w h a t  r o a d s  a n d  w h e r e  w i l l  

t h e  m o n e y  b e  s p e n t .

Of course, l can not say positively 
what the commissioners will do, but 
suffice it to say that I think our com­
missioners are as fair, unselfish, im­
partial and honorable a body of men 
as can be found anywhere, and whose 
every thought and act with reference \ 
to the road question have been J 
prompted solely by an honest, earnest 
desire to better the condition of their 
constituents, and especially those 
who must use four to six horses to get

to market with a two-horse load.
As to the rumor that “ the whole 

thing is a scheme of Clarendon to draw 
trade,”  I  will say that no such sug­
gestion was ever made to myself or to 
the commissioners except by persons 1 
who said their information had come 
through some person who/had heard 
some other person say that somebody 
told somebody else that somebody had 
heard, etc., etc., some one say that it 
is an actual fact and no mistake, that 
“ the commissioners were waited on 
by the Clarendon committee of busi­
ness men and there will be only the 
cardinal roads built, all of which cen­
ter in Clarendon.”  Now, the only 
comment I have to make in answer to 
this is, that if such is the case I know 
gothing of it, and furthermore I  do 
not believe any of them have been 
approached upon the subject and 
would resent as an insult to their \ 
manhood and integrity such sugges- ] 
tion coming from any source.

True, I believe all »' e “ main" roads 
should be put in good o : ’ er and I be­
lieve in addition thereto i>>ere should 
be a sufficient number of cross roads 
for the convenience of our people in 
different parts of the county.

For instance, I have discussed with 
the commissioners the situation in 
the eastern part of our county where 
the people have so much bad sand and 
a goodly number haul their produce 
to Rowe and Hedley, and without ex­
ception all agree there should be at 
at least two cross roads from north to 
iouth; that these people who so de­
sire, may get to market at their near­
est shipping point.

COST TO  T H E  T A X P A Y E R .

I will answer this by stating that 
the court will levy a tax o f fifteen 
cents on the hundred dollars valuation 
o f property for the purpose of pro­
viding interest and sinking fund to 
take care of these bonds.

Now if  the average farmer has 
$3,000 worth of stuff he will pay $4.50 
more tax for the benefit to be derived 
from good over bad roads.

B E N E F IT  TO  T H E  T A X P A Y E R .

I  had thought of discussing this also 
but with the discussion of the 
other questions before you I feel it 
would be a reflection on the intelli­
gence of the average voter to try to 
argue that a prima facia good thing is 
to your best interest. It needs no 
argument to convince a man that if  
he can haul as much with two horses 
(and in less time) on a good road as he 
can with four or six on a bad road, 
then he can well afford to pay a small 
tax for the building of a good road.

So without further discussion, and 
trusting these facts may be of benefit 
to the voter, I respectfully submit 
same. Respectfully submitted,

portant changes made since it was 
reported t>y the ways and means 
committee the Payne tariff hill was
p >-v.d "v  the H 'll e ton ght. The 
rollc II 'ii we I that party lio- s had 
liten a II in iint.lined. Onl» one 
repi’hhcati voice against the bill 
ami id' f 111 deni crats voted for 
it. The vote .\as, for the bill, 217; 
aganst it, 161 The announce 
m tit by Sp alter Cannon that it 
had passed was followed by a noisy 
demonstration by the republicans. 
They applauded, cheered and 
banged their desks and it was sev­
eral minutes before the speaker 
could restore order. In the gal­
leries and corridors was a great 
throng which joined iu the enthusi­
asm on the floor. Tomorrow the 
bill will be sent to the senate, 
where many of its schedules will be 
changed.

The only modification in the bill 
not proposed by the ways and 
means committee relates to oil. 
After a bitter fight the Honse took 
action which it intended as a blow 
at the Standard Oil compiny. Ii 
adopted in amendment striking out 
the entire oil sche iule inserted by 
the ways and meins committee 
The purpose of til's amend nent is 
to permit free entry to the United 
States to crudi o l and all of the 
prod acts of the oil industry. About 
20oby pioducts, including paraffin, 
v  iseline and candles, now on the 
dutiable list, are thus transferred to 
the free list. The fight to prevent 
the adoption of this amendment 
was directed by Speaker Cannon 
who employed every influence at 
the command of the House organi­
zation for the retention of the oil 
schedule.

The advocates of free lumber 
were defeated as the result of a deal 
between the representatives from 
the lumber states and the N> w 
England and oih- r delegations that 
demanded Iree hides. Yesterdax iu 
committee of the whole free lumber 
w is beaten by only six voles. Bui 
in the House this afternoon the 
same amendment was rejected by a 
majority of 14 The defection ol 
the democrats also entered into the 
controversy over lumber, as several 
members on that side of ihe Honse 
who represent southern lumhe- 
producing states voted for the 
duty.

The delegations from the cattle 
raising states made a poor showing 
in their fight for the retention of 
the 15 percent duty on hides. Fre< 
bides won by a substantial majori­
ty.

The bill provides for a graduated 
inheritance tax, but this probably 
will be cut out in the senate. A- 
surance has also been given thai 
the gloves and hosiery advance:* 
will be eliminated by the senate. 
In fact, the real fight on the tariff 
bill has just begun. It is generally- 
recognized that the bill will be re­
modeled in the senate. Important 
modifications are inevitable, as the 
bill in its present shape with the 
tea tax removed, will provide only 
3 million dollars more revenue from 
customs than the Dingley law pro­
vided. Should the inheritance tax. 
which is depended on for 20 mil 
lion, but cut out, the bill would 
leave a deficiency and the senate 
would be compelled to provide ad­
ditional sources of taxes. A  tax of 
2 per cent on dividends of corpora­
tions has been discussed, as well as 
some of the stamp taxes of the 
Spanish war.

While we do not in the least hold 

that the waste that is draining the 
family income, in city or country,is 
all on the woman's side, we would 
call the attention of the women of 
tjie family to the fact that the gar 
bage can gathers in many a wasted 
nickel. Poor cocking, unwise 
planning or unchecked wastefulness 
on the part of the children are all 
factors in the loss. In many fatni 
lies, this waste is thrown out in the 
yard abont the doors in the cold 
season, where it is very offensive to 
the eye of persons accustomed to 
cleanliness, and where it will rot 
and draw flies and give out foul 
smells as soon as the weather be 
comes warm. If there are poultry, 
pigs, or a compost heap, there is a 
way of utilizing it, but if not, it is 
better to throw all refuse into the 
stove, or A specially constructed 
crematory outside the gate. Watch 
for the extravagance of waste.

YACHTSMAN’S NOVEL FEAT.

to Set Mark In Arctic Zona.

Yacht Club, whose burgee will be flown 
from tho truck of one of its member’s 
boats during a three years' cruise in 
the waters o f tho Arctic zone.

The yachtsman who will carry out the 
novel feat is Ernest De Kovcn Lefflng- 
well, geologist and member of the Uni­
versity of Chicago geographical depart­
ment, who has been made an honorary 
member of the Chicago Yacht Club. 
Mr. Lefllngwell recently went to Pasa­
dena, Cal., to perfect his plana for the 
Alaskan trip.

llis craft is to be a stanch auxiliary 
schooner, now being completed In Seat­
tle, and when it is launched the pennant 
of the Chicago Yacht Club will fly from  
the main truck, ready to be carried 
where no yachting embl m has been 
seen before. The schooner will be a 
fifty footer, and its auxiliary power 
will bo furnished by a twenty-fire horse 
power kerosene engine, which Is thought 
to be safer for the purpose than one of 
the gasoline type.

Four sailors will be Mr. Leffingwell’s 
companions during the trip, which is 
to start May 1. The first stop will be 
made at Nome and the second at Point 
Barrow, where is located the last Hudson 
Bay trading post. From that point a 
course will be laid for Flax man Island, 
800 miles northeast, and Mr. Lefllngwell 
then will take up tho ta k of making 
maps of tho rivers that he dieoorered 
there upon his recent exploring trip.

Boston Sportsmen Interested In Project
For Protecting All Game Birds.

The interest of thousands of sport 
lovers all over tho United States is now 
centred i i an enterprise backed by ' 
several Boston sportsmen to establish 
a national “ sanctuary” for the propaga­
tion, brooding and protection of mill­
ions of game birds of different species 
upon Cat Island, an immense tract of 
low lapd lying off the ooast of Louisiana 
in tho Gulf of Mexico.

The movement is headed by William 
Brewster,president of the Massachusetts 
Audobon Society, John F, Thayer and 
other prominent Bostonians interested 
in gamo protection, who propose to 
purchase tho island, and they have 
already expressed their willingnaoa 
to raise the $25,000 needed as the pur­
chase price.

The plan was brought to the attention
of tho present backers by H. K. Job, a 
well-known New England ornithologist, 
who recently paid a visit to the island to ; 
take photographs of the bird* there and j 
to study tho island’s merits as a breed­
ing and gathering place for the migra­
tory game of the country.

Mr. Job’s glowing reports of the thou­
sands of birds of all kinds that ha found 
there, tho tameness of tho Cat Island 
feathered tribes and tho natural feature* 
of tho place for the successful propoga^ 
tion of birds wero made the bona for 
the present Boston movement to acquire 
tho island.

“ I believe tho creation of this island, 
remote from the mainland and now the 
home of both migratory and breeding 
birds, into a great sanctuary for our 
game birds is ono of the most excellent 
measures than can and undoubtedly 
will enlist tl o interest of sportsmen 
everywhere, ” declares Mr. Brewster.

“Tho island itself, a low, level, well- 
timbered place in the Gulf of Mexico, Is 
one of the most remarkable congre­
gating places for both breeding and 
migratory birds in the United States.

“ i t  is safo to say that millions of these 
creatures either make their nests there 
or else spend several weeks of each year 
on the island during their flights north 
and south.

“The object of the purchase of the 
island is to render the birds going there 
safo at all seasons from everybody.

“We know that when birds find 
such a place they will continue to go 
there in increased numbers,and they also 
tend to spread out from such localities. ’

The purchase of Gat Island is declared 
to be an initial movement is establishing 
a chain of such * bird sanctuaries’  which 
will serve as protec t ive spots against the 
annihilation of all classes of flying game 
now subject to tho dangers of the open 
seasons during their migratory flights.
