Washington, July 31.— Whether 

it is more consistent to vote for 
free hides and reduced duties on 
leather than to vote against such a 
proposal is the rock on which the 
Texas delegation in the House split 
this afternoon. The Texans faced 
this proposition when it came to 
voting for or against the adoption 
of the special rule sanctioning the 
action of the conferees in placing 
hides on the free list and levying 
certain duties lower than the 
House rates on leather, boots and 
shoes. There were eleven votes 
cast against the rule, of which 
Texans furnished, as near as could 
be counted in the confusion, seven.

There was no record nor even a 
division, but among those who 
stood up for the lule were Repre­
sentatives Gregg, Sheppird and 
Biall, and among those counted 
voting against the rule were Rcpre 
sentatives Garner, Burgess, Burle­
son, Henry, Smith, Slaydeu and 
Stephens. Both sides believe 
theirs was the logical vote. Shep 
pard, Gregg and Beall followed 
Champ Clark and the majority of 
the Democrats who supported fiee 
hides and lower duties on leather 
and shoes. Mr. Clark and a ma­
jority of the Democrats likewise 
voted agaiust a duty on hides when 
the question was first raised in the 
Payne bill. The seven Texas 
Democrats who voted against the 
rule say they have consistently 
advocated free hides in the event I 
that leather and boots and shoes 
were made free, and hence their 
vote against free hides and dutiable 
products was a perfectly logical 
one. They also objected to the 
rule because, like all such rules, it 
shuts off opportunity to modify or 
otherwise perfect the legislation 
which the rule seeks to effect.

Before the final vote was taken 
Representative Henry sought in 
vain to recommit the bill with 
amendments placing the products 
of hides as well as hides and such 
other articles on the free list as is 
demanded by the democratic plat­
form.

Killed By a Switch Engine in Amarillo
Amarillo, Tex., Aug. 1.— Royce

an engine on the Fort Woith & 
Denver. The body will be ship­
ped to the family home. The 
youth was enroute to New Mexico 
for the benefit of his father’s 
health, the parent being in com­
pany with him at the time of the 
accident.

The father, who is a semi inva­
lid, was just behind the son at the 
time the crash came, the body of 
the latter being carried ninety feet 
from the force with which the en­
gine struck him.

Two-Year Old Chiid Murdered in Briscoe
Citizens of Briscoe county are 

worked up over the alleged pois- 
ioning of a boy two years old, son 
ot Mrs. Mart Miller.

On Friday, July 23, when the 
Mart Miller family returned to 
their home at Quitaqua, the child 
wa > given a drink of sweet milk. 
In a few minutes it was seized with 
convulsions and died before the 
doctor couid be summoned. The 
physician listened to a 
of the symptoms and 
strychnine poisiouing. This idea 
was confirmed a few minutes later 
when oue of the members of the 
family started to take a drink of 
water and found it of peculiar 
taste. Investigations showed the 
presence of strychnine iu the 
drinking water, the sweet milk and 
the butter, it being evident an at­
tempt had been made to poiston 
the entire family. The infant 
victim was the only child.

Warrants were issued for the ar­
rest of Mrs. Mary Miller, step­
mother of the dead boy’s father 
and E. S. Bonner, her son-in law. 
Later on, Wm. Miller, the dead 
boy's grandfather was arrested. 
The accused parties were placed 
under bond to await the action of 
the Briscoe county grand jury.

A series of family rows preceded 
the attempted poisioning and the 
three arrests.

Wm. Miller and his wife, both 
of whom had been previously mar­
ried, separated some time ago aud 
a divorce suit is now pending in 
the district court of Briscoe couu 
ty. The two had previously made 
their home with Mart Miller and 
family but after the separation, 
Mrs. Miller moved to the home of 
her son-in law, Bonner, who Is al­
so separated from his wife.

While Mart Miller and his wife 
and child went away to gather 
plums in the brakes, his father re­
mained at the house, taking his 
meals at the Quitaqua hotel.

All the parties arrested waived 
preliminary examination when 
taken to Silverton.

Inoculated Against Typhoid
Omaha, July 30.— The three 

Fort Omaha soldiers, Sergeant 
Fuller and Private Goodman and 
Private Schmidt, who subjected 
themselves to typhoid fever tests, 
have been pronounced immune by 
the medical department of the gar­
rison. June 17 these meu were 
vaccinated with typhoid serum and 
went into the hospital. Inside of 
seven days all three developed 

description j symptoms of the fever. They had 
suspected typhoid, but in a mild form. They 

recovered and again were vaccin­
ated, but no typhoid symptoms re­
appeared.

Ten days ago the last and most 
severe test was applied, aud since 
then the physicians of the post, the 
headquarters staff and the city 
have been anxiously awaiting de­
velopments.

The last was the drinking test. 
Ordinary water was left for three 
days iu an open vessel. Then 
more than 1 million typhoid germs 
to a gallon were placed in it. This 
mixture was allowed to stand four 
hours longer, after which the three 
soldiers drank of it freely.

One who was not immune would 
have been stricken with fever in 
from three to five days ago, say the 
physicians who have been watch­
ing the tests. Now that this time 
has passed and no symptoms have 
developed, the medical men fetl 
satisfied the subjects would be un­
able to contract tbe disease.

$75,000 Ranch Deal In Moore County

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Happy Prison Life for a Tranp
“ The liquor Interests of Texas 

are fighting hard against the en­
forcement of the prohibitory law,
said Herbert W Wolcott, a law- 
yet, who returned a few days ago 
from a trip through Texas and 
New Mexico. “ In Denison, Tex., 
the saloon keepers wished to test 
the law, and as none of them cared 
to run the risk of going to jail 
themselves, they hired a tramp to 
be arrested and face trial.

their representative twodollars a day 
while he was awaiting the second 
trial, they went to court with a 
pica that it wasn’t right for their 
client to lie in jail so long. He 
was released, but the saloon men 
had to furnish a large appeal bond.

“ Then their teal trouble began 
livery day the tramp would ap 
pioach one of his backers, and teU 
him that unless several dollars and 
many drinks were forthcoming, lie 
would leave town and forfeit his 
tv. I The threat always brought 
foi > h the change.

W i n the tramp was convicted at 
the second trial, they allowed the 
mattei to rest. They now are pay­
ing him two dollars every day un­
til he serves out his sentence of one 
and one half years.” — K. C. 
Times.

Gan Destroy All Ships or Engines of War
London, July yt.— From au ex­

cellent source it has been learned 
that the reason the American gov­
ernment remains apparently so lit­
tle concerned about the advances 
in aerial navigation made by for­
eign experimenters is that an offi­
cer in the American army stationed 
at Fort Omaha has worked out an 
electric invention which is likely 
to paralyze all other existing or 
proposed engines of war.

The invention, he says, is to be 
exclusively the property of the 
United States Government, and up 
to the present the essential details 
are carefully guarded. The ma­
chine is said to project through the 
air a column of electric energy of 
almost any desired strength at any 
given object for a distance of many 
hundred yards. The informant, 
who himself is an expert in war, 
said:

“ Such an electric column would 
queer every mechanism on a war­
ship. stop the engines, annul the 
dynamos, kill the signaling appa­
ratus, make the guns unworkable, 
slay hundreds of raeD by shock 
alone and might even explode the 
magazines. Its possibilities for 
' ffensive warfare are almost unlirn 
ited. Of course I don’t say its ah 
solute efficiency yet is assured, but 
trom certain knowledge I can say 
in entire confi lence that the exper 
intents made point convincingly in 
.bis direction."

T h e  Mystery of Leprosy
I.eprosy is not so contagious as 

is imagined. I went for a week’s 
visit to the settlement, and I took 
my wife along all of which would, 
not nave happened had we had any 
apprehension of contracting the 
disease. Nor did we wear long, 
gauntleted gloves, and keep apart 
from the lepers. Ou the contrary, 
we mingled freely with thhm, and 
before we left we knew scores of 
them by sight and name. The pre­
cautions of simple cleanliness seem 
to he all that are necessary. On 
returning to their own houses, af­
ter having been among and hand­
ling lepers, the non lepers, such as 
the physicians and the superlnten- 
dant, merely wash their faces and 
hands with mildly antiseptic soap 
and change their coats. Leprosy 
is feebly contagious; but now is it 
contagious? An Austraiu physi 
can has inoculated himself and his 
assistants with leprosy, and failed 
to catch it. But this is not con­
clusive, for there is the famons case 
of the Hawaiian murderer, who 
had his sentence of death com­
muted to life imprisonment on his 
agreeing to be inoculated with the 
bacillus leprae. Some time after 
inoculation leprosy made Its ap­
pearance and the man died a leper 
on Molokai. Nor was this con­
clusive, for it was discovered that 
at the time he was inoculated sev­
eral members of his family were 
already suffering from the disease 
on Molokai. He may have con 
traded the disease from them, and 
it may have been well along in its 
mysterious period of incubation at 
the time he was officially inocu 
lated. Then there is the case of 
that hero of the church, Father 
Damien, who went to Molokai 
clean man and died a leper. There 
have been many theories as to how 
he contracted leprosy, but nodoby 
knows. He never knew himself

Capricious Prince Troubetsky.
Tlie story of the erectiou of the 

equestrian statue to Alexander III. 
which the < znr unveiled on June H, Is 
an amusing one. Thu monument took 
seven years to erect, and the sculptor. 
Prince Troubetsky, who Is ns capri­
cious ns a lady, had a spocinl glass 
studio, costing £3,700, erected for him 
by the Imperial cabinet, with supple­
mentary chimneys costing £1,300. 
The wax and mastic cost £2,000, the 
casting of the bronze figures ran Into 
several thousands more, and the sum 
destined to be paid to the sculptor was 
£1(1,000. The artist changed model aft­
er model until the committee lost all 
patience. Then the question of a 
pedestal arose. Finally Prince Trou­
betsky was commissioned to visit Fin­
land and select a suitable granite 
block. After several Journeys to the 
Interior of Finland the sculptor chose 
two enormous cliffs, which, taken to­
gether, were to form tho pedestal, 
hut experts declared them to he weath­
er worn, crumbling and unfitted for 
use and the cost of transport to be 
prohibitive. Then the artist refused 
to execute the pedestal. A subcom­
mittee was appointed, and finally 
Prince Troubetsky was persuaded to 
sketch a design for It, but changed it 
threo times. It consists of four solid 
granite blocks.—Westminster Gazette.

It will not be Impossible to find a 
tree upon which all will agree, for the 
vast majority of people desire above 
all things that their neighborhood 
should be attractive and will yield 
somewhat In their opinion In order to 
obtain desirable results. We must 
learn to sacrifice some things In order 
to get others of different tastes to co­
operate with us. I t Is best perhaps 
after a thorough discussion of tho mer­
its of the different trees to put the se­
lection of one for each street to a vote 
and let the majority rule, not forget­
ting that this is a matter which con­
cerns the general public more than the 
Individual.
