March 31 Last Day 
To Enroll For Medicare

Thousands of people across 
the country who previously said 
they did not want the medical 
benefits under social security, 
or were undecided, are now 
electing the covering that will 
help pay doctor bills, according 
to R. R. Tuley Jr., social secur­
ity district manager at Abilene.

One reason for the change, 
Tuley stated, is a recent an­
nouncement by a number of in­
surance companies. They have 
urged all their policy holders 
over 65 to enroll for Medicare. 
They have also announced that 
they will provide a new policy 
for those over 65, at reduced 
rates, replacing those now in 
effect. The new policies will sup­
plement the coverage provided 
by Medicare.

“Anyone over 65 who has pre­
viously said he did not want or 
was undecided about this cov­
erage has until March 31 to en­
roll.”

Chief among these bene­
fits will be education, home 
loan guaranty and the exten­
sion of the VA hospital benefits 
on the same priority basis as for 
wartime veterans. Thus appro­
ximately four million veterans 
discharged from the service 
since January 31, 1955, ranging 
from “cold war” veterans to 
those now on duty in Vietnam, 
become eligible for benefits 
somewhat similar to those gran­
ted the veterans of World War 
II and the Korean Conflict.

At the same time, provision 
has been made for 600,000 addi­
tional veterans who will be re­
turning to civilian life each cal­
endar year to participate in the 
same benefits. In all cases, to 
be eligible the veterans must 
have discharges that are other 
than dishonorable and they 
must not already have used up 
their eligibility under previous 
programs. All the new bene­
fits, with the exception of the 
educational assistance program, 
went into effect immediately 
upon the President’s signing of 
the bill. The educational assist­
ance provisions will go into ef­
fect June 1, 1966.

The benefits established by 
the new law are:

Educational assistance, home 
and farm loans, medical care, 
job counseling, job placement’, 
Federal employment preference 
and the Issuance of burial flags.

Safety Demonstration
