OurqChieago Letter.
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The building of the College o f ! ed and equipped, and everywhere

D ear Mac.
In my last letter ] ^promised to say 

something in this about Chicago 
Medical Colleges. It may seem at 
“ first blush,”  a some what narrow 
subject: but the fact is it has, 
greater bredth than I am able to com­
pass, at least in a single letter. A l­
though I have given considerable 
attention to the subject for two weeks 
I am unable to say exactly how many 
Medical Colleges there are here.

W e have the Rush Medical Cob 
lege; the Homeopathic; the Haneman; 
the Womans; (he Chicago Me’dical; 
College of Physicians and 
Surgeons; the Eclectic, and how many 
more I am unable to say. Rush 
College is the oldest of them all, and 
it is claimed that it was the first in­
stitution of learning founded in the 
state. The youngest of them all is 
the College of Physicians and Sur­
geons.

Cook County Hospital, and insti 
tution of * immense puoportions, is 
located oh the W est side of the city, 
comfidcruly removed from the prin­
ciple business center of the city, on 
Ogden | Avemiq and Hon ore St. 
Surrounding this hospital and at the 
four angles are four Medical Colleges, 
viz: Rush; Homeopathic, Woman's 
and Chicago College of Physicians 
and Surgeons. The others are lo­
cated in different parts of the city. 
There are said to be about one thou­
sand medical students in the city, 
connected witlhthe various colleges. 
It may be a matter of wonder to 
some what becomes of them all; but 
this wonder is disipated when we 
know that quite a percentage of them 
from one cause or another, never 
graduates, and that quite a consider­
able proportion of the graduates do 
not pursue the profession for any 
length of time but turn aside to other 
and more lucerative or congenial 
callings. It may also help in the 
elucidation of the subject to know 
that in the city of Chicago alone there 
aru 1700 practicing physicians, and 
that this number is less in proportion 
to the population, 500,000 or 600,000 
than in most other towns and cities, 

The average life of physicians is 
short, either because they are unable 
to heal themselves or else, as is 
claimed,because they are overworked, 
exposed to disease and are deprived 
of regular hours for sleep and food.

As a consequence of the increased 
demand for learned and competent 
physicians, the medical colleges of 
respectibility are taxed to supply the 
demand.
f As an illustration of this we may refer 

to the Chicago College of Physicians 
and Surgeons, which is now in its 
fiist term, with an attendance of 154 
students. This send off is unpre­
cedent in the history of Medical 
Colleges in America or Europe. It 
is worthy of note that these students, 
as a whole, compare favorably in 
mental caliber, age and experience 
with those of any ether medical col­
lege in the country.

There is a senior class of between 
40 and 50 students who expect to 
graduate the 13th of March next. 
Quite a number of these have been 
in the practice of medicine for several 
yean, having certificates from State 
Boards of Health, or from Medical 
JAiUnining Boards in Judicial Dis-

Physicians and Surgeons, with which 
I am best acquainted, is new, large, 
beautiful and possesses all the latest 
and most approved appliances. It is 
better adapted to its purpose than 
any similar building in the city, and 
probably in the United States. This 
institution has a faculty of twenty- 
three men selected with great care 
fr*>in a large number oj physicians 
and scientific men who have distin­
guished themseves in their special 
department.

Among the older professors are 
Dr’s Jackson, Rev. Angear and 
Carpenter, also Palmer and Ear], 
than whom few men of their age 
and time enjoy more honorable and 
enviable prominence in their profes­
sion.

The younger Professors, although 
for the most part not so well known 
are men “ well up in their parts,” 
whom the world^will soon hear from.

They add fresh, young blood to 
the faculty and bring all its members 
in closest sympathy with the stu­
dents.

On Friday evening Dec. 22, 1882, 
the faculty gave a magnificent ban­
quet to the students,* in the d’spen- 
sory hall. It was on the eve of the 
Holiday vacation, as a number of 
the students were abont leaving for 
their homes to enjoy the festivties of 
the season.

Stock on the range in this vicinity 
are in quite as good condition as 
stockmen can expect at this season 
of the year, speaking of located range 
eattie. Thus far but few instances 
of range cattle dying have been re­
ported. What losses have been re­
ported have been mostly among the 
northen strays and cattle that were 
driven on to the range late. The oc­
casionally severe northers have drift­
ed the stock to considerable extent 
and stockmen are working togethor 
for mutual benefit.

S c a r c ity  o f  B r e e d in g  Stock .,

Texas Live Stock Journal.
The scarcity of aged saddle horses 

in the state, and consequent high 
prices will, we hope, induce breeders 
to hold on to their female stock. W e 
have shipped and driven the best 
mares out of the state , until the fact 
stares us in the face, that we are no 
longer a great horse growing country, 
and that our horse stocks have been 
culled over, so that the future supply 
will not show the improvement in 
quality which will be expected.

The demand for our largest, best 
mares has been so great, and the high 
prices offered for them, has induced 
some breeders to sell ail of the really 
good stock oil hand, and keep such 
as were unlit for shipment. This 
gives us for breeding purposes a very 
poor quality of mares, and as “ like is 
sure to produce like”  we need not 
look for a better class ot horses in 
the future. The eattle-men of to-day 
demand a better class of horses than 
was formerly used, and this demand 
for still better horses will grow just 
in proportion as cattle are improved. 
The man who owns his land is certain 
to improve the quality of his live 
stock. He cannot afford to raise or 
vise common stock and he will go 
outside of the state for his saddle 
horses unless our homo breeders can 
furnish him with a better quality 
than he now buys. The old type 
of pitching cow pony will in a few 
years be a thing of the past. As 
lands are fenced and cattle improved, 
the characteristics of the old time 
cowman will change, and the new 
business cattle-raiser will not .be seen 
using a scrub pony. The few far- 
seeing horse raisers who have held 
on to their best breeding stock and 
gone on improving the quality of 
their horses, will make more money 
than any of the breeders who have 
sold their choice mares for big prices

T h e  S t o c k m e n  of Texas, including 
all kinds and classes, should now be­
gin to arrange their business, so they 
will be able to attend the meeting of 
the Texas Live Stock Association 
which meets at Austin in February 
next. They should not only arrange 
to attend and aid this worthy enter­
prise by their presence, but should 
closely study the work to be done 
and the duties that will devolve 
upon them while there. Stockmen 
are too much accustomed to attend 
these conventions without giving 
the work to be done proper thought. 
These matters should be thoroughly 
discussed before assembling that 
each may be enabled to vote and act 
intelligently on all subjects that may 
come up. The legislature will be 
in session at the time of the meeting 
and we doubt not but a large attend­
ance with united and harmonious 
efforts, will succeed in securing the 
much needed legislation in the in­
terest of the stockmen of Texas. 
This is a matter of too great impor­
tance to be neglected, and we hope 
each and ever one interested will 
aid in securing the necessary laws 
by attending the Austin Convention.
