Economy is not littleness or mean­
ness; it is making the best possible 
use of what we possess, avoiding un­
necessary expensfs and losses. If  
our incoifut i-s $5Q0 a year instead of 
*6,0 >G,_ then in honesty to our selves 
and our neighbors, we should man­
age > savt a little annually from the 
smaller.bum. The possessor of an 
aniiual income of $5,000 can afford 
more generous expenditures, if they 
can be estimated by the sum given, 
Dm if by the motive of the donor of 
the smaller sum be estimated, they 
may count quite as much as the larg­
er. It would be poor economy for 
cither to give mora than his income, 
4uU thus subject himself to become a 
pauper. Of course there may be 
cases of extreme suffering which call 
lor piompi action, when it would n )t 
be humane to stop and count cost, but 
these are exceptions.

As with individuals so with nations. 
A nation should not be profligat#. The 
veto of the River and Harbor Bill by 
President Arthur, may be a mistake, 
but his reasons given for the act are 
sound. : I t  is true that our nation is 
grand and large, and there is no need 
of pinching; but since the war Ameri­
can politicians seem to tax thsir in­
genuity to plan a way to put their 
hand into the treasury.

'jjiUUS-in Egypt, a n d jl  is proposed Ju  
lay a line along the bank of the Suez 
Canal from Jstnailia to the Mediter­
ranean. The ships by which it is to 
be conveyed are not to stop at A lex­
andria but proceed© direct to the 
Canal and lay the rails and other 
plant at Ismilia. The heavy decep­
tion of the rails— 70 bt to the yard 
renders them better suited to a per­
manent line than a me* rl\ flying 
military train-roid, and the sleepers 
which are mostly of broad iron plates 
hollowed beneath, are well adapted 
for resting upon the sand of the des­
ert. For sounder situations, timber 
sleepers are provided,but even they 
are much broader than those com­
monly used on English lines. A rail­
way corps has been specially trained 
for laying and working the railway 
consisting of No., 8 Company Roval 
Engineers, among whom are plate­
layers, engine (Divers, and mechanics 
caapble of constructing a bridge or a 
pier. This company, which has been 
exercised for some time past on a 
section of railway at Upnor Castle,on 
the Medway, will embark with the 
plant this morning. Three engines 
go on to another steamer. Today 
will also embark, in the London dis­
trict, several other instalments of the 
Army Corps, including a battery ol 
Royal H .rse Artillery in the “Lud- 
gate Hill”, one of Field Artillery in 
the “City of Lincoln,” and th# fam­
ous Black W atch; 420 Highlanders, 
on board the “Nepaul.”

Fanatical Musslemans have been on 
a mission o the docks proclaiming as 
unholy the English crusade against 
“the faithful” in Egypt, and forbid­
ding the Laicers, under penalty of 
future torture, to take any part in 
the expedition. At first they' were
