Satisfactory comple­
tion of the program entitles the 
student to receive a Certificate of 
Completion and to take the exami­
nation required by the State Board 
of Vocational Nurse Examiners 
to become a Licensed Vocational 
Nurse in the state of Texas.

With this positive mindset, it can 
only be said that th : subject of the Clarendon Chamber 
of Commerce T-Shirts last week was... at best... dis­
appointing.

“I Hung Out In Clarendon”
! was emblazoned above a photo- 
i graph depicting the June 3, 1910, 
j hanging of convicted murderer 

G.R. Miller.
That public execution is of 

! historical note because it was the 
last legal hanging in the Texas 
Panhandle. But that singular by roger estLtck #

; event is not something that is 
well suited to promote our town today.

There is a lot to be proud of in the heritage of 
1 Clarendon. A look back across the ages reveals the 

story of a people who came to an unsettled land, tamed 
' it, and toiled through many hardships to bring all the 
elements of civilization to a wilderness.

The dedication of those early pioneers earned 
Clarendon a reputation as a town that was good and 
decent while other towns were wild and woolly. It was 
called “Saints' Roost” -  sometimes derisively -  for its 
adherence to the principles of its Methodist founder. It 
came to be known as “The Athens of the Panhandle" 
for its commitment to provide excellent opportunities 
for education through the development of its public 
schools and its college. And. during the early 20th cen- 

' tury, it was called "The City Beautiful” for its impres­
sive public buildings and tree-lined streets.

G.R. Miller’s execution is not a point of pride for 
Clarendon. It is only a point of fact.

On June 4, 1910, editor A.M. Beville took great 
pains to report the hanging “without pandering to the 
curiosity of those whose minds could be unduly influ­
enced by recital of sensational and spectacular happen­
ings.”

Beville wrote: “...we exceedingly regret that 
it was necessary to have a legal execution in our 
county...," and he kept his coverage thorough but to 
the point as he attempted to “draw the mantle of for­
getfulness about the horrors of the gallows.”

There was not then -  nor is there now -  any 
debate over Millei’s guilt or that he got just what he 
deserved. A crowd of a thousand people turned out 
-  many with picnic baskets -  to watch the condemned 
man die that day. But 94 years later, we should be able 
to have something better to say about Clarendon than 
that we once killed a man at the end of a rope.

This column is not meant to heap criticism upon 
anyone at the Chamber of Commerce, upon any of the 
Chamber’s sponsors, or upon anyone who purchased 
one of those shirts. But as a community we need to 
think about the message that shirt sends and consider 
if it really presents the best image of Clarendon and 
if it’s really what we want people to know about our
town.

Given their long history with the electric chair, 
would officials in Huntsville sell T-shirts saying 
"Huntsville lit up my life”? Would the folks in Polk 
County, where today’s legal executions take place, put 
some clever slogan about sleeping peacefully on shirts 
there?

Those are all tasteless ideas. And so is “I Hung 
Out In Clarendon.”

The Chamber’s T-shirt appeals to the same morbid 
curiosity that drew people to see Miller’s demise first 
hand. But while those spectators were at least partly 
interested in seeing justice done, this summer’s T- 
shirts were about nothing more than making a dollar. 
Two people died at Miller’s hands, and it is shameful 
to make a profit from his execution for those crimes in 

! the name of promotion.
The 1910 execution of G.R. Miller is not some­

thing to brag about. It is not something to be trivi­
alized, and it is not something that belongs in the 

; context of celebrating America’s independence. It is, 
rather, a part of our history. It deserves some small 
treatment in our museum, and it should be recorded in 
the written records of our county. Nothing else.

The Chamber of Commerce’s job is to showcase 
Clarendon, to put its best foot forward, and to try 
to attract new residents and new businesses to this 

< county.
Clarendon has many historical firsts for this part 

of the state -  the first churches, some of the earli­
est ranches, the first newspaper, the first college, and 
Ihe list goes on. Donley County has a rich history 
of culture, a prehistoric legacy of fossils which has 
earned its own name -  the Clarendonian Stage, and a 
wonderful diversity of wildlife and landscapes which 
showcases God’s handiwork. There is a high quality of 
life here with good schools, good churches, and good 
people.

All of these things are worth promoting. They 
make this a desirable place to live, and they set this 
community apart in a way that makes us better than 
other communities.

Miller's hanging also makes us different from 
; our neighbors. But unlike our other attributes, it does 
not enhance us. Trying to draw attention to that old 
event will do nothing to move us forward to a brighter 
tomorrow.

The Chamber can do better, our community can 
do better, and we will.

Fence un-building defines gender roles
The great American poet Robert Frost 

once wrote, “Something there is that does 
not love a wall.” Frost means that there 
is some supernatural force that slowly 
destroys this wall so that these two neigh­
bors can be friends and, in turn, the whole 
world can be united without barriers.

Despite the awkward syntax in every­
day conversation. I'd say Mr. Frost has a 
point. It is not a supernatural "something” 
that hates walls, however. That “some­
thing” is, namely, my boss.

He seems to have some kind of beef 
with barbed wire fences. On the south 
end of camp is a little section of fence. A 
harmless fence, really. It does little more 
than mark the place where the staff can 
stop mowing. But even that is important. It 
separates the mown from the unmown, the 
safe grass from the unsafe.

But the boss says down with the fence, 
and I say okay. It's not too hot outside, 
there's a nice cloud cover, and at least I’m 
not scrubbing toilets. So, we round up a 
posse and get to work.

Rolling barbed wire is an exercise 
in futility. Barbed wire is not designed to 
bend. It is meant to hang in neat straight

lines from pole to 
pole. To roll it is 
against God’s will.

Yet, roll it we 
must. So we roll.
Soon you have this 
tangled mess of 
wire that you cannot 
control. It is ripping ^  carTU ^ ms 
your gloves to shreds 
and scratching your arms and getting rust 
all over your favorite T-ball T-shirt. Can 
anyone spell tetanus?

Even if you do get the stuff coiled up, 
what have you accomplished? You haven’t 
opened up a new frontier. You haven’t 
altered the face of the land. You won’t be 
more productive

You've gotten sweaty and scratched 
and lockjaw. And you said bad words... at 
least in your head.

Funny thing, though. While I'm  fight­
ing this endless battle with barbed wire, 
where are the boys? Our posse is made 
up of yours truly, the boss's wife, and two 
other girls. Where are they?

Two were life guarding our little pool 
that is four-feet at it’s deepest and invari­

ably no one drowns. I think the boss conve­
niently had an errand to run in town.

Meanwhile, the only one that is left to 
us is operating the tractor. It sounds a lot 
harder than it is. He lifts a lever that raises 
the bucket attached to the chain wrapped 
around the post. All morning he moved his 
elbow. Proof positive of our male-domi­
nated society!

But you know me; I’m an optimistic 
gal. I like to look for the good in things. 
Tearing down the fence was actually kind 
of fun. I got to go on a long feminist tirade 
while we worked and have an arts and 
crafts session afterward.

We made a manly task girly by 
making wreaths out of the coils of bribed 
wire. We drove around on the golf cart 
picking flowers and grass and leaves 
and wild plums to decorate our country 
wreaths. They were beautiful.

Frost is right. I’m not saying we 
should destroy all fences everywhere. In 
fact. I’m certain my fence-tearing days are 
over. But as Frost hoped, I think I might 
have made some new friends tearing down 
that fence. And I have the battle wounds to 
prove it.

Sovereignty comes early to Iraqi people
From the moment the first bomb 

dropped in Baghdad last March marking 
the launch of Operation Iraqi Freedom, 
our nation's dialogue has centered on 
seeing the mission through to a successful 
end. Since declaring a date for the official 
transfer of power, American and Iraqi 
diplomatic and military leaders have been 
preparing the nation for the June 30th han­
dover.

Late Night Surprise
However, on June 28, we awoke 

to the news that sovereignty had traded 
hands during the night -  two days ahead 
of schedule and under a cloak of secrecy. 
The early transfer was an inspired step and 
a testament to how far the budding govern­
ment has come under the newly minted 
leadership of President Ghazi Al-Yawer 
and Prime Minister Ayad Allawi.

Officials cited security concerns and 
the threat of attacks by insurgents as the 
principal reasons for the change; and. in 
addition, the new Iraqi government said 
they were ready to take the reins of their 
nation's future. Iraqis had already been in 
control of all ministries, from defense to 
electricity; and this official transfer was the 
final symbolic act, dissolving the Coalition 
Provisional Authority and solidifying Iraqi 
control. The swiftness and ease with which 
the handover took place was an early, 
hopeful sign that the interim government 
was prepared to run the country.

The U.S. goal 
in Iraq was never 
one of occupation.
The goal was the 
removal of Saddam 
Hussein and the 
threat he posed to 
the U.S. and the 
entire free world.
Within hours of the 
departure of Iraq's 
acting administrator, Paul Bremer, the new 
U.S. Ambassador to Iraq, John Negro- 
ponte, landed in Baghdad and took his 
seat as our nation's envoy to the fledgling 
Republic.

A New Beginning
In a W a s h i n g t o n  P o s t  column that ran 

hours before the handover. Prime Minister 
Ayad Allawi clearly captured the vision for 
the nation’s future when he wrote, “We 
want a free, democratic Iraq that will be a 
source of peace and stability for the region 
and the whole world.” Yet within that same 
breath of optimism, he also recognized the 
enormity of the task that lies ahead. “The 
challenges are great, and the stakes are 
high, both for Iraq and the world. We must 
not underestimate the magnitude of the 
task that lies ahead. Despite the hardships, 
we Iraqis are determined to work together 
and assume responsibility for our country. 
... With these efforts, God willing, Iraq will 
take its rightful place among the free and

prosperous nations of the world.”
To move forward with these goals the 

interim government has outlined the fol­
lowing goals:

1. Establish security
2. Address the dire economic situation
3. Develop a strong and independent 

judicial system
4. Accelerate the nation’s political pro­

cess and march toward democracy
These four goals will not be met over­

night, and they won’t occur without inter­
national support. U.S. troops will remain 
in Iraq in an effort to achieve the first goal 
and assure the remaining can take root. It 
is our hope that other nations who have 
stood on the sidelines will see the prog­
ress in Iraq and step up to the plate. We 
did receive welcome news that the North 
American Treaty Organization (NATO) has 
agreed to help train Iraq’s security forces, 
but it is also time for NATO to send troops 
to support the critical mission of stopping 
the terrorists.

It is clear that we have more work to 
do, most notably to stamp out the treacher­
ous attacks against innocent Iraqis and U.S. 
soldiers. But, with this important transfer of 
power, we are closer to establishing a fully 
democratic Iraq and sending an unequivo­
cal message to the terrorists that their tactics 
will fail and their time is up.
