Social Security
otfice replacing
missing checks

If you missed your Social Secu-
rity check last week, you’re not
alone.

Officials with the Amarillo Social
Security office say possibly as many
as 500 people in the southeastern
Panhandle area did not receive their
checks on time.

“At this point we don’t really
know what has happened,” said SS
District Manager Ruth Wilson. “It
does happen occasionally that a mail
bag gets lost or a plane carrying the
mail crashes.”

Wilson said she first learned of
the problem Monday when a post-
master called her about the situation,
which seems to be concentrated in
area towns with the Zip code prefix
792. The postmaster told her it was
the first time in 15 years the checks
had not arrived on time. Wilson said
it had never happened in an office
where she was working.

“We have reported this, and
things are in motion to find the miss-
ing checks,” Wilson said.

The primary towns affected were
Clarendon and Memphis as well as
other towns like Hedley, Silverton,
Turkey, and Crowell.

A Social Security representative

traveled to Clarendon and Memphis
Wednesday morning to issue checks
to those in the direst need of the
money. Wilson said her office was
also sending information to radio sta-
tions, banks, postmasters, and local
housing authorities to let people know
how to receive their money.

“We try to encourage people to
use direct deposit to alleviate the pos-
sibility of this ever happening.”

Wilson said that people in smaller
towns seem to tend not to use direct
deposit, and people who do not have
bank accounts mustrely on the checks
coming in the mail.

Anyone who missed their check
can call the Amarillo office at
806/324-2241. Alternate  phone
numbers can be found on the
CLARENDON ENTERPRSE website at
www.ClarendonOnline.com. A check
will be reissued and will take about
10 days to arrive.

People who need their checks
immediately can go to the Amarillo
office, and a check will be cut while
they wait.

The Social Security office is
located one block off the Canyon
Expressway at 3501 W 45th St, Suite
E. and is open from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Private pesticide applicator license training set for March 20 at CC

The Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service in Donley County is
sponsoring a Private Pesticide Appli-
cator Training and Testing on March
20.

The session will begin at 8:15
am in the Ranch and Feedlot Opera-
tion Center on the Clarendon College
campus. The three-hour training will
be followed by a licensing test con-

ducted by the Texas Department of
Agriculture.

Anyone who purchases and
applies restricted use pesticides 1s
required to have a private applicator
license.

This private applicator license
allows an individual to purchase and
apply pesticides for themselves. It
does not allow an individual to spray
for another person for money. A com-

mercial license is required for this
type of activity. All producers needing
to obtain a Private Pesticide Applica-
tors License are invited and encour-
aged to attend. This will be the only
local license training of the year.
Other training 1s given in Amarnllo
once per month.

Additional information can be
requested through the Donley County
Extension Office at 806/874-2141.

Legal notices
should not be
tampered with

The boys are back in Austin and up to their usual
tricks. A large number of bills have been introduced for
the 77th Legislature’s consideration. There are scores
of bills under consideration this year. But there is one
that every Texan should keep his eye on because of its
importance to open government. That is Senate Bill 853.

SB 853 was authored by Sen. Chris Harris
(R-Arlington), and 1t would essentially allow your local
governments to operate under the cover of darkness by
virtually abolishing the essence of the legal public notice.

State agencies, cities, counties, school districts, and
other special districts are required by law to publish cer-
tain notices in a legal local newspaper of record. These
notices include but aren’t limited to new ordinances,
solicitation of bids, election notices, and notifications
of public hearings. Also, the State of Texas itself must
publish in every legal newspaper in the state certain
items, such as an explanation of proposed constitutional
amendments that will appear on a statewide ballot.

In Donley County, the legal paper of record is THE
CLARENDON ENTERPRISE. And just this week, readers will
see three legal notices on page eight - one from the Clar-
endon Consolidated Independent School District regard-
ing bids for new a school bus, and two from the Texas
Department of Transportation soliciting bids on construc-
tion jobs. Last week, the ENTERPRISE carried a notice from
Donley County seeking bids for vehicles for the Sheriff’s
Department. The week before that, Clarendon College
was soliciting bids for work on the roofs of its buildings.

The following letter has been sent to
me numerous times. And each time that
[ receive it, my blood pressure goes up a
little more. While you and I have to look
forward to peanuts from Social Security,
our friends in Washington are going to be
living, as they say, high on the hog. Tell
me, after reading this, if we don’t need a
change in both of our systems. The letter’s
original author is unknown:

“Our Senators and Congressmen do
not pay into Social Security, and, of course,
therefore they do not collect from it. Social
Security benefits were not suitable for per-
sons of their rare elevation in society.

plane crash in 1971.

“Way back in the early ‘80s I
took a group of students to Arlington
National Cemetery, and I saw Aud-
1e’s grave,” he said. “I knew who he
was, but that really brought it home.”

In 1995, Martin said he tracked
down some of Murphy's relatives and
asked them to participate in promot-
Ing patriotism at a school in Gilmer
where he was principal. Martin stayed
in contact with family members and
gained a greater respect for the sol-
dier.

“I thought he was an important
American that the students needed to
know about,” Martin said. “He was
from Texas, he was from rural Amer-
ica like our school was, and I wanted
to tell the students how a person can
achieve great things even if they're
not from a rich family. He grew up
in humble surroundings and became
one of our greatest Americans. He
inspired me personally.”

Gene Murphy, 71, of Jackson-
ville, is a younger brother of Audie.
He said the family worked on farms
in the Greenville area in east Texas,
raising cotton and corn among other
crops.

Gene Murphy not only allowed
Martin to use the family name for the
rural foundation, he agreed to sit on
the board of directors. He said his
brother would have endorsed Mar-
tin’s project, and he hopes the name
will help inspire success.

“I'm surprised at the number of
people I've been around, people a
lot younger than me, who remember
him,” Gene Murphy said.

Audie Murphy is believed to be

the nation’s most decorated combat
soldier during World War II. He
received 33 citations for bravery,
including the Congressional Medal of®
Honor.
" Many generations of Americans
will remember him for another reason
- he became an actor following his
military career, appearing in more
than 25 films. One of his co-stars was
Hollywood legend Jimmy Stewart.

Martin hopes Murphy’s name
will enable the foundation to help
rural causes.

“Rural hospitals are closing ,and
we have many needs,” Martin said. “I
am a kidney transplant patient myself,
and I'm not the only one out here.
I want to be able to live here in my
hometown.”

Well, the fishing is getting better
at Lake Greenbelt. February 26,
2001: I caught 3 nice smallmouth
bass. The biggest one weighed 4%
Ibs. and the other two weighed 4%
and 3% Ilbs. I also caught one large-
mouth bass that weighed 3% Ibs. I
caught the bass on grubs and 4" plas-
tic worms. I was fishing out of my
boat in 21’ of water that was close to
40’ of water.

Lake Greenbelt has some very
nice smallmouth, but tough to catch.
There are not many of them as the
largemouth are the prime bass in
the lake. I feel very lucky to have
caught these tough fighting small-
mouth. I took a picture of them and
then released them in perfect health.
I feel the 18" size limit has helped in
the quality of the smallmouth bass at
Lake Greenbelt. \

Monday, March 2, 2001: I
decided to try my luck bank fishing
at Lake Greenbelt. This time of year
bank fishing can be very good. So
after work, I loaded my truck with all
my nighttime fishing gear and headed
to Greenbelt. I got to the lake around
6:30pm and set up my campsite. I
am a very organized camper and fish-
erman, especially at night. Now I'm
not trying to brag too much, but I
have one of the best setups for night-
time bank fishing around this region.
There is a lot of work with my bank
madness, but it is worth it because |
am in peace with nature. Success is
achieved by how much you put into
whatever you are doing. And when
it comes to fishing, I mean business.
I will not be tripping over rocks or
sticks or trying to look for stuff in the

dark. Everything has a place.

Anyway, I called my wife via
cell phone, and she asked me if it was
going to be a good night of fishing.
[ told her yes. With cloudy skies and
temperatures between 35° and 45°
and light winds... perfect!!! My wife
told me that I am a nut but said to
catch some crappie. That’s her favor-
ite fish to eat. Joking (and bragging),
I said I would catch 10 crappie, 5
sand bass, 3 walleye, and 2 channel
cats. She laughed and told me good
luck. Luck hmmm....

Anyway, after the “I love yous”
and saying our goodbyes, I started to
fish. With the fire crackling, the coy-
otes yelping, and no one in sight, I
was in fishing heaven. I could talk to
myself all night long without people
thinking I was loony, and I love it. I
have fished all my life by myself, and
that's the way I like it when I am fish-
ing seriously. My concentration is on
fishing and the nature that surrounds
me...period. Well, my story is get-
ting long, and you are probably get-
ting tired of me rambling on about
my fishing, but I can go on and on
and on when fishing is the issue.

So, this 1s my fishing story for
the week and I am sticking to it.... |
fished all night long with the excep-
tion of a 45-minute nap at 3:30 in
the morning. That night I caught 15
crappie 12 to 15%” long, 3 sand bass,
2 channel cats with the biggest one
weighing about 5 Ibs., and one keeper
walleye. Hmm... not to far from
my original quota. I caught my fish
with minnows, bluegills, and grass-
hoppers. I caught the grasshoppers
last year and froze them.

Clarendon man looking
for NCAA track title

Clarendon’s Roy Williams, now
a senior at Texas Christian Univer-
sity, will contend for a second straight
NCAA Indoor Championship track
title March 9-10 in Fayetteville, Ark.

‘Williams is scheduled to anchor
the Frogs defendmg national cham-
pion 4 x 400 relay team and will
likely compete in the 400-meter run
as well.

While TCU'’s relay team started
slowly this season, it posted the sec-
ond-fastest time among all indoor
championship qualifiers on March 2 in
Ames, Iowa. Williams ran a 45.8-sec-
ond split, and the team recorded a time
of 3:06.59. Only Baylor (3:04.46) has
run faster this season.

Williams ran the anchor leg for
the first time in Iowa.

“I like it because I want to be
the one they depend on,” he said. “If
we're going to lose the race, I want it
to be on my shoulders. I want to be
the guy. It’s my time to be the leader,
to step up and take that challenge.”

Williams missed about two
weeks early this season with torn lig-
aments in his back. He said he’s fully
recovered from the injury and has
offered evidence to prove it the last
two weekends.

The 4 x 400 relay team won the
Western Athletic Conference cham-
pionship Feb. 24. Williams won the
WAC’s 400-meter dash that same
weekend.

And on March 2, the relay team
produced a faster time than TCU
needed to win the NCAA Indoor
Championship a year ago.

Williams ran the first leg on last
year's relay team. He said this squad
has two new members and has needed
time to find a successful chemistry.

“We're still trying to learn how
everybody runs and get into a rhythm.
As soon as we get our rhythm, we
will run faster. There’s no doubt about
that,” he said prior to the Iowa meet.

In the individual 400, Williams
was expecting to be notified by mid-
week whether he has qualified for
the indoor championships. The auto-
matic qualifying time is 46.32 sec-
onds. Williams’ season best is 46.58
seconds. Only five runners have met
the automatic qualifying time this
season, according to the NCAA’s
Internet web site.

(Editor’s Note: Roy Williams
learned Tuesday morning that he did
qualify for the 400-meter dash in the
NCAA Indoor Championship.)

AUSTIN - Agriculture Com-
missioner Susan Combs reminds
livestock producers that 240 Texas
counties have been approved by the
U.S, Department of Agriculture Farm
Service Agency for the Livestock
Assistance Program (LAP).

Area counties that are approved
include Donley, Hall, Briscoe,
Collingsworth, Armstrong, and Gray.

LAP, administrated by FSA, pro-
vides direct payments to eligible live-
stock producers in approved counties
who suffered grazing losses due to
natural disasters during 2000. Nation-
wide, $430 million have been allo-
cated for livestock producers for
weather-related losses as part of the
farm assistance package passed last
October.

For drought-related losses, LAP

benefits are available in approved
counties where precipitation was 40
percent or more below normal for at
least four months and where there
was at least a 40 percent loss of avail-
able grazing during a 90-day period
due to drought during the 2000-crop
year.

Eligible producers must have suf-
fered a 40 percent or greater loss of
grazing for three or more consecutive
months during 2000 due to a natural
disaster.

Eligible livestock include beef
and dairy cattle, buffalo or beefalo
when maintained on the same basis
as beef cattle, sheep, goats, swine and
equine animals used commercially
for human food or kept for the pro-
duction of food or fiber on the own-
er’s farm or ranch.
