Ihvra's father served in the 
Civil War from 1861 18<»5 
One battle ai this time was at 
Vicksburg, Miss Simmons 
returned home after the war 
and fyuind the plantation in 
shambles married and 
decided |n move west, 
traveling in wagons pulled by

County?
The first Simmons home 

was a log cabin, with a dirt 
floor, no windows and one 
door. Later on he built a 
house, and purchased the 
first cook stove to be used in 
Denton County.

It was a modern day 
wonder and people ckme for 
miles to see it. shook their 
heads and said it would 
never work.

Mrs Adkins was a real 
Tom-Bov as she grew up. 
taking part in sports, 
especially lik ing  baseball. 
She still enjoys seeing all 
sports on T.V

While in school she 
prepared herself to he a 
music and voice teacher She

traveled by horse and buggv 
to each pupil's home, which 
were scattered for miles 
around, also serving as 
organist for the Flower 
Mound Presbyterian Church. 
In 1903 she met and married 
Mr. T R. Adkins in De­
cember. 1905.

After World YVar One was 
over. Mr. Adkins heard so

many good things about the 
panhandle of Texas that he 
came to Clarendon, liked 
what he saw and bought a 
farm four miles west of town.

In February of 1919 he 
moved his family to Donley 
County, where the six 
children grew up in the 
M artin  Community. They 
still wanted to attend the

Presbyterian Church, so 
every Sunday morning the 
whole family piled into a 
buggy and drove into town, 
usually being the first ones to 
arrive.

Then in the afternoon the 
family attended the Martin 
Church where Mrs. Adkins 
was pianist for many years.

After her husband passed

away in 1934, Mrk. Adkins 
moved to A m arillo  for 
several year*, then moved 
back to Clarendon, bought a 
home, and lived there as long 
as her health permitted. She 
has two living children Glen 
Adkins and Roberta Pittman 
of Clarendon. Jest, Marion 
Earl (Byrd). T.R. Jr. and Ola 
May are deceased.

On April 29. 1903. Collins 
filed a patent application for 
his invention of a new and 
improved mailbox described 
as follows:
• "This invention relates to 
improvements in mail boxes 
particularly adapted for use 
on rural mail-routes; and an 
object of the invention is to 
provide a mail-box of simple 
construction and inexpensive 
and so arranged as to protect 
the deposited mail-matter 
from rain or *now and which 
can be quickly opened and 
closed, resulting in a great 
saving of time in the

collection and delivery of 
m ail."

This he did.
The metal, cylindrical 

receptacle had two basic 
parts; a mail-receiving unit, 
shaped like a scoop, which 
slid in and out of a protective 
outer casing. A flag, 
attached to the outer unit, 
could be raised to indicate 
when mail was to be 
collected. By grasping a 
handle, a person could 
release the inner unit, 
containing the mail, from the 
outer casing. The latter 
offered protection of the mail 
from the weather. The 
mailbox could be attached in

a vertical position to a post or 
any suitable support.

Various forms of cylin­
drical mailboxes for many 
years accentuated the pas 
toral scenery along rural mail 
jputes across America.

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Grasses and legumes have 
established their place av one 
of the nation v major crops 
thanks to farm ers' and 
ranchers' profitable ripen  
ance in growing improved 
varieties developed by SCS 
plant materials centers, 
ag ricu ltu ra l research ern 
ters and commercial seed 
growers
• Today, after a quarter of a 
century of conservation 
farming and ranching, the 
results of grassland hus­
bandry are reflected in the 
economy of individual opera 
tors and that of communities 
and some enure regions The 
job is not complete however, 
foe much of our present 
cropland is unsunabie foe 
cu ltiva tion  and needy to 
return to grass 

Grasses and legumes have 
largely taken the place of 
cotton tn many areas 
Livestock operations thnve 
on improved pastures which 
were once in cultivation In 
this area native grasses are 
protecting thousands of acres 
of soil which once blew in 
dust storms , and are 
increasing livestock returns 
to farmers and ranchers. 
Eapanded planting and 
profitab le  management o f 
Improved grasses and 
legumes result in higher hay 
yields and increased carrying 
capacities on pastures.

M ott grassland farmers 
started by using grasses and 
legumes for erosion control. 
Then they realized that these 
crops were not only soil 
savers but were also 
improvers and moneymakers 
as well. Ranchers who 
realized that grass was the 
base of the ir livestock 
production learned to know 
their plants and to take care 
of them the same way they 
did their livestock. The new 
generations of conservation 
fanners and ranchers have 
come to manage glasses and 
legumes as primary crops on 
a par with the conventional

G a r d e n  d i ­
sease  control

Since a plant is subjeci to 
diseases from the time the 
seed is placed in the ground 
until the edible portion is 
harvested, disease control in 
the home vegetable garden is 
a season-tong practice, savs 
Ronald Gooch, county agent 
with the Teaas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

To get off on the right foot 
toward a disease free gar­
den. select a site (hat is in 
full sunlight to aid in drying 
of the foliage in the early 
morning hours Many d i­
seases are caused hv a fungal 
organism, a small, micros­
copic plant which requires a 
certain moisture - level to 
germinate to begin the 
disease process Plants tn 
protected, shadv arras do not 
dry rapidly and. as a result, 
are more subject to disease.

Neil, plant garden vege­
tables on raised beds (8-10 
inches) to allow water to 
move out of the root zone. 
Poor drainage in the roow, 
zone causes many problems, 
such as the yellowing of 
tomato plants, points out 
Gooch.

Many plants require some 
method of keeping the fruit ■* 
off of the ground to prevent 
fruit decay. Staking plants is 
still satisfactory, but the use 
Of wire cages has become 
quite popular Such cages 
should be about three feet 
high and about 20 inches 
across. Tomatoes, pole beans 
and cucumbers are well 
adapted to cages. Plants 
grown in cages are more 
upright and the fruit is kept 
off the ground, thus avoiding 
a number o f soil-borne 
diseases.

When watering the gar-. 
den. avoid wetting the 
foliage of plants, especially 
In the evening, since it will 
remain wet during the night 
and provide an excellent area 
for diseaaei to develop. 
Instead, water at mid-day or 
early afternoon, and use 
furrow irrigation whenever 
possible, advises Gooch.

When fe r t i l i i in g  plants, 
follow a well balanced pro­
gram. Excessive levels of 
nitrogen will make a plant 
more susceptible to some 
diseases. Calcium, potas­
sium and phosphorous are 
Important in developing 
healthy plant tiatue which 
will to aome extent withstand 
disease attack. Plants which 
ate high in potassium and 
calcium can withstand a light 
nematode attack compared to 
those grown In defic ient 
soils. Of course, this does not 
mean that potassium and 
calcium can be used for 
nematode control.

Program.
This quarter century of 

progress in grassland agri­
culture is only a beginning. 
This area's potential of grass 
production has scarcely been 
tapped and the grassland 
conservation job is barely a 
fourth done.
