The Floral Clock 
Many visitors to Scotland 

are clock watchers—and for 
good reason. One of Edin-
burgh's and Scotland's most 
fascinating attractions is the 
Floral Clock, the world's 
oldest floral clock.

or 75 mph when speed limits 
were 65 mph may be travel-
ing at 60 mph now, He is 
exceeding the speed limit —
as he was before — but he 
has cut his speed 10 or 15 
mph," says an NSC spokes-
person, "and that reduces 
accidents and saves lives." 

To conserve gasoline, the 
55 mph speed limit was 
selected by the federal 
government as the median 
energy efficient speed based 
upon its studies of wind 
resistance and engine effi-
ciency factors. Studies by 
the Auto Information Council 
say there is a loss of one mile 
to the gallon for every in-
crease of five mph over 50. 
Additional tests conducted by 
the Federal Highway Adminis-
tration indicate that requiring 
vehicles to run at highway 
speeds under 50 mph would 
probably waste fuel because 
of gear ratios, timing settings 
and other mechanical factors. 

There are several sound 
safety reasons for support 
of the 55 mph speed limit, 
says Allstate Insurance Corn-
pa ny. A driver has more room 
to compensate for errors at 
lower speeds. Higher speeds 

tions show that if the present 
consumption rates continue, 
domestic and world sources 
will be unable to meet 
the U.S. demand for petro-
leum. Driving at 55 mph is 
one way tocontainautomobile 
demand for fuel. 

A law that saves lives is a 
good one, most people would 
agree. The 55 mph speed limit 
law, however, has become one 
of the most controversial 
pieces of legislation passed 
by Congress in recent years. 
Presently, there is discussion 
in several states about abolish-
ing the 55 mph speed limit; 
at the same time, arguments 
for maintaining the law are 
very strong. It saves fuel and 
even more important — it 
saves lives. 

Passed by Congress in 1974 
as a temporary fuel conserva-
tion measure, during the Arab 
oil embargo, the 55 mph speed 
limit was made permanent 
in January, 1975. As a result 
of the legislation, the Federal 
Highway Administration esti-
mates motor fuel savings at 
3.6 billion gallons ner year. 
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More significant, however, 
is that traffic fatalities dropped 
the first year after the law 
was enacted. Fatalities fell 
from 54,052 in 1973 to 
45,196 in 1974. That saving 
of approximately 9,000 lives 
was maintained each subse-
quent year until 1977, when 
fatalities rose to 47,671, an 
increase of 2,148 over 1976, 
according to the National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration. Traffic deaths 
are slowly rising but people 
are still driving at lower speeds 
than they did before the 55 
mph maximum was imposed. 

According to the National 
Safety Council (NSC), in 1973 
the number of vehicles ex-
ceeding 65 mph was 31 per-
cent. This figure was down to 
six percent in 1974 and 1975.

but, except ye repent, ye shall 
all likewise perish," (Lk. 13:3,5). 
This was the theme of His 
Personal ministry: "From that 
time Jesus began to preach, and 
to say, Repent: for the kingdom 
of heaven is at hand." (Mt. 
4:17). His commission was "that 
repentance and remission of 
sins should be preached in his 
name." These two are joined 
inseparably. When men asked 
on Pentecost what they should 
do, Peter's first word -was 
"Repent." (Acts 2:38). This was 
often repeated by the apostles in 
preaching (Acts 3:19,. 8:22, 
17:30, 26:20). 

What is repentance? It is the 
change of heart that is sub-
sequently seen in a changed 
life. It is not godly sorrow, for 
that works repentance (2 Cor. 
7:10). It is not reformation, but 
rather produces reformation. 
Jesus clearly illustrated this: 
But what think ye? A certain 
man had two sons; and he came 
to the first, and said, Son , go 
work to day in my vineyard. He 
answered and said, I will not: 
but afterward he repented, and 
went." (Mt. 21:28-29). The son 
first changed his mind, and then 
he changed his life!

If there is any 
other one item of faith or 
obedience that puts one into 
Christ, why hasn't someone 
informed me? I have been 
pleading for that Scripture for 
years! 

Paul explained this plainly in 
Gal. 3:26-27: "For ye are all the 
children of God by faith in 
Christ Jesus. For as many of vou 
as have been baptized into 
Christ have put on Christ." No 
one puts on Christ apart from 
baptism, for Paul says the 
number who put Christ on, and 
those baptized into Christ are 
identical! 
THEY WHO BELIEVE SHALL 

BE SAVED 

Do you really believe Jesus 
Christ? He said, "He that 
believeth and is baptized shall 
be saved" (Mk. 16:16). Now that 
is either true, or it is false! 
Jesus plainly said it; and it is 
either true, or else we can't 
really believe Jesus at all! How 
about it? This verse says to be 
savedyou must believe and be 
baptized! The last part of the 
verse says, "He that believeth 
not shall be damned." If you 
want to be save, believe and be 
baptized. If you want to be 
damned, just refuse to believe! 
If you can't understand this 
message, get a fifth-grader to 
expl-ain it to you! 

When men asked Peter on 
Pentecost, "What shall we do?" 
Peter replied, "Repent and be 
baptized every one of you in the 
name of Jesus Christ for the 
remission of sins, and ye shall 
recieve the gift of the Holy 
Ghost." (Acts 2:37-38). Analyze 
that carefully. Those folk had 
heard the gospel, had- believed 
it (else the question would not 
have been asked), and were 
then told to repent and be 
baptized for remission of sins 
(salvation). Those were the 
identical steps found in Christ's 
commission (I) They heard the 
Word; (2) They believed; (3) 
They repented; (4) They were 
baptized; and (5) They are saved 
Notice this: "Then they that 
gladly received his word were 
baptized: and the same day 
there were added unto them 
about three thousand souls . 
And the Lord added to the 
church daily such as should be 
saved." (Acts 2,41,47). Those 
were the items in the commis-
sion that promised salvation: 
those are the items on Pentecost 
where remission of sins was 
obtained and folk were saved! 
Do you want to argue with Jesus 
Christ, or the inspired apostle, 
Peter?

Friend, have you wondered 
why so many are fighting so 
hard against baptism? The devil 
is still as conniving and cun-
ning, as wily and as devious, as 
he ws in Eden. He knows every 
man is in his power until he 
enters into Christ; so he musters 
all his strength at that point. 
Jesus says believing and being 
baptized saves: but the devil 
says differently! Which one are 
you going to trust and obey? 
Review the five items carefully, 
and resolve to obey Christ! 

Hearing, believing and re-
penting does not bring one into 
Christ. It is baptism that 
occupies that pivotal position! 
Baptism always precedes 
salvation, and is so stated in 
every passage where the two are 
together. Jesus clearly stated: 
"He that believeth and is 
baptized SHALL BE Saved." 
That puts baptism squarely 
before salvation, and one must 
be baptized before becoming a 
Christian! Christ appeared unto 
Saul of Tarsus, but it was not to 
make him a Christian, for Christ 
said, "For I have appeared unto 
thee for this purpose, to make 
thee a minister and a witness" 
(Acts 26:16). Later Ananias 
came to tell him, "For thou 
shalt be his witness unto all 
men of what thous hast seen and 
heard. And now why tarriest 
thou? arise, and be baptized, 
and wash away thy sins, calling 
on the name of the Lord."

Faith is a paramount requisite 
to salvation. One must have a 
deep, abiding faith in God as the 
omnipotent, omnipresent and 
omniscient Creator of the Uni-
verse!

Jesus warned, "For if ye believe 
not that I am he, ye shall die in 
your sins." (Jno. 8:24). This 
rusting faith must be active in 
doing what He commands. He 
asked, "Why call ye me.
