The theme for the 1979 
celebration 	 is 
"Interdependence," a concept 
endorsed by President Carter in 
his foreword to the descriptive 
Soil Stewardship Week booklet. 
The booklet and accompanying 
Soil Stewardship Week material 
is distributed by Conservation 
Districts to clergymen, lay 
leaders, civic and educational 
organizations and individuals 
interested in participating in the 
unique celebration. 

"Americans have always 
understood the value of working 
together to achieve common 
goals." President Carter said. 
"We have learned that unity of 
purpose and mutual depend-
ence are essential to our growth 
as a society of self-governing 
people. 

"It is especially fitting, 
therefore, 	 that 
interdependence... of •city and 
country, of Americans and their 
resources, and of man and 
nature...is the theme of Soil 
Stewardship Week in 1979," the 
President observed. "Our 
nation can be thankful for our 
progress in repairing the 
damage we have done to our 
enviornment. But that is only a 
start. To achieve greater 
harmony with nature, we must 
continue to seek harmony with 
one another."

quarter, notes Armstrong. He 
says 80 to 90 percent of the 
cases are in skunks. However, 
domestic animal cases are 
increasing. 

Twenty-two rabid dogs have 
been reported in the El Paso 
area, possibly due to rabid stray 
dogs in Mexico, he says. As a 
result, special immunization 
clinics have been set up to 
increase the vaccination level. 
Armstrong says intensive stray 
dog pick-up activities are under 
way on both sides of the river. 

The veterianarian says the 
keys to rabies control are public 
awareness, pet vaccination 
(both dogs and cats) and stray 
animal control. 

There are 3.7 million dogs in 
Texas, yet only 1.25 million 
rabies vaccinations are given 
annually by Texas veterinar-
ians, Armstrong points out. A 
70 percent vaccination level is 
considered the minimum-neces-
sary for rabies control. 

During the first four months 
of 1979, laboratory confirmed 
cases through the TExas De-
partment of Health totalled 370, 
compared to 183 confirmed lab 
cases for the corresponding 
period in 1978, representing an 
increase of over 100 percent. 

"Of the 370 cases this year, 
139 of them were confirmed in 
April alone. About 80 percent of 
all confirmed cases have been in 
skunks, and the department of 
Health has announced that 46.2 
percent of all skunks examined 
have been positive," notes 
Armstrong( 

Cases confirmed through the 
laboratory during the first three 
weeks of April include: Skunks, 
108; foxes, 2; bats 4; raccoons, 
2; cats, 1; dogs, 6; horses, 2; 
and cattle, 7. Although the two 
horses were confirmed in Brazos 
County, they were brought here 
for testing from the Houston 
and Hempstead areas, the lab 
report indicated.

WAYS TO PROTECT YOURSELF 
BEFORE LIGHTNING STRIKES 

That is why it is essential that 
each household has some me-
mber who is trained in first aid 
and cardiopulmonary resusci-
tation (CPR), instructors at the 
seminar stressed. 

They also emphasized the 
need for persons assisting 
accident victims to seek and 
obtain prompt assistance from 
fully trained medical personnel. 

For many years, an American 
soldier wounded, 	in combat had 
a better chance of survival than 
an accident victim in the Texas 
Panhandle, Betty O'Rouke, re-
gional director of the Panhandle 
emergency Medical Services 
System (PEMSS), said. 

Participants in the seminar 
were instructed in recognizing 
symptons and\ initiating emer-
gency treatment for several 
common accidents. These in-
cluded poisoning, burns, bleed-
ing, amputation of extremities, 
shock, chocking, and other 
respiratory emergencies, heart 
attack, heart failure and stroke. 

Instructors included Gary H-
edgecoke of Amarillo, con- 
sultant and instructor trainer 
with the American Red Cross; 
John Gilliland of Hereford, an 
emergency medical technician 
with advanced life support 
skills, and Archie Dwyer of 
amarillo, instructor trainer in 
CPR for the American Heart 
Association. 

Learning to recognize life-th-
reatening medical emergencies 
and taking prompt and proper 
action can save the lives of 
persons nearest and dearest to 
you, participants in a day-long 
seminar on handling such 
emergencies were told here. 

A group of citizens from 
Donley County was among the 
more than 250 persons from 
throughout the Panhandle who 
took part in the seminar 
Thursday, April 26. The semin-
ar was presented by the Family 
Living and Youth Task Force of 
the Panhandle Economic progr-
am (PEP). PEP is a regional or-
ganization sponsored by the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service to promote economic 
growth and development in 
counties. of the Panhandle.

iored by the National Easter 
Seal Society for Crippled 
Children and Adults, on 
March 24 and 25. 

Emmy-Award-winning 
actor Jack Klugman is na-
tional campaign chairman 
and Don Kirshner, host of 
"Rock Concert," one of 
television's most successful 
rock-and-roll programs, is 
the co-host. The telethon, 
now in its seventh year, has 
raised more than $25 million 
to help fund a nationwide 
network of rehabilitation 
centers, camps, transporta-
tion services, equipment 
loans, workshops and special 
education courses. 

Organized in 1919, the 
Easter Seal Society is recog-
nized as the world's oldest 
and largest voluntary agency 
offering rehabilitation ser-
vices to persons with disabil-
ities.

If you are, with a 
group of people, make sure 
you disperse yourselves over 
a wide area. 

Bypass unprotected storm 
shelters, such as those lo-
cated at open golf courses, 
picnic areas and campsites. 
These often attract light-
ning. Also avoid flagpoles, 
towers and metal fences. 
Lone trees are dangerous, 
because even if the light-
ning does not strike the tree 
directly, the bolt may travel 
through the root system and 
electrify the ground you're 
standing on. 

Since water is an excellent 
conductor of electricity, do 
not wade or swim during a 
storm. If you are in a boat 
on open water when the 
storm approaches, stay low 
to avoid becoming the main 
target. 

Royal-Globe Insurance 
Companies and their inde-
pendent agents and brokers 
remind you that, the best 
measure is to learn to 
recognize an approaching 
lightning storm whenever 
possible. Look for large, 
anvil-shaped clouds. Often 
you'll hear thunder 
rumble in the distance. 
That's the time to seek 
shelter immediately. 

the Underwriters Labora-
tories, Inc., "Master Label 
Service" which provides for 
factory inspection and field 
inspection of a number of 
installations. It is also a 
good idea to have a light-
ning arrester properly in-
stalled on your television 
antenna to carry lightning 
induced charges to the 
earth. 

For your own protection 
during a lightning storm do 
not stand near an open 
window or on your porch 
since the warmer interior air 
may attract the lightning. 
Put off using the telephone 
or television set and don't 
touch metal objects, such as 
pipes and electrical appli-
ances, during the storm. 

Postpone doing the dishes 
or taking a bath until the 
storm subsides. Overcome a 
reaction to run outside to 
pull wash off the clothes-
line or close your car 
windows. You could be-
come a grounding device for 
lightning. 

If you're outside without 
the protection of-a building 
when the storm strikes, you 
should seek a depressed area 
or dense woods, avoiding 
hilltops or high places. If 
you can't find shelter, sit 

Those spring showers that 
bring the flowers are often 
accompanied by.  a not-so-
welcome natural force—
lightning. Mostly unpredic-
table, a lightning bolt strikes 
before the warning thunder 
and sometimes leaves death 
and destruction in its path. 

Royal-Globe reminds you 
that there are measures you 
can take to protect your 
family and household from 
danger during a lightning 
storm. 

Lightning killed a total of 
441 persons in a four-year 
period ending in 1976, the 
latest available figures from 
the National Safety Council. 
Between 1970 and 1974, 
the National Fire Protection 
Association estimated that a 
total of 103,600 buildings 
were struck by lightning 
causing a total of 
$203,935,000 in losses. 

Lightning strokes may oc-
cur between clouds or 
clouds and earth. Composed 
of a number of separate 
charges, a lightning stroke 
contains a first "pilot leader 
stroke" with a speed ranging 
from 100 miles per second 
to 20,000 miles per second 
for the main stroke. In 
extreme cases, currents can 
range up to 200,000 
amperes, lasting for a few 
millionths of a second. 

Even if lightning does not 
start a house fire, the force 
can cause splintering in dry 
wood beams or blow out 
windows. If you live in an 
area with frequent light-
ning storms, on open land 
or on a hilltop, you may 
want to consider having a 
professional install a light-
ning protection system on 
your house. Make sure that 
any system you choose has

Amtrak trains get no 

better fuel efficiency than 
the average automobile used 
for intercity travel, and in 
the not-too-distant future, 
because of mandated im-
provements in fuel ef-
ficiency of the automobile, 
it can be expected that 
Amtrak will be less fuel 
efficient than the average 
automobile in intercity 
travel. 

Other ways you can en-
courage your family to save 
energy is to remind your 
children to shut off tele-
visions, radios and record 
players when no one is 
there, to close doors—both 
to the house and the re-
frigerator—as quickly as 
possible, and to make sure 
they don't leave lights on in 
empty rooms. 

There's good news for 
people who find the current 
energy crisis rather chilling. 
There are some things you, 
your family and the govern-
ment can do about it 

You can save energy when 
you cook if you don't pre-
heat your oven. Foods that 
are broiled, or that cook an 
how or more, require no 
preheating.. 

When getting gas for your 
car, buy slightly less than a 
full tank. This will prevent 
wasteful overflow, allowing 
room for fuel expansion. 

A line of evergreens on 
the windy side of your 
house can do a great deal to 
protect your home's heat 
from the wind—and so save 
on heating fuel. 

Cork and carpeting can 
help keep your home 
warmer in winter. So can 
wood paneling or metallic 
wallpaper. 
Keep your air conditioner 

down to no more than 15 
degrees below outside 
temperatures. Even on the 
hottest days that should feel 
cool enough by contrast. 

The government can help 
conserve fuel by no longer 
supporting fuel wasters. 
According to the experts at 
the Committee to End 
Government Waste of the

Overall beef production 

in the U.S. declined byfour 
per cent last year, while 
veal production dropped 24 
per cent.

AUSTIN--A sharp de-
cline in the number of

"This legislation does not 
actually appropriate money to 
buy agricultural land but rather 
allows the state to guarantee the 
local loans.

Head lice increase in U.S. 

One veteran state repre-
sentative told me this week that 
he had never seen so many bad 
bills come before the House of 
Representatives in Austin. 

I had the pleasure of helping 
kill one of these last. This was 
H.B. 491 which we sent to the 
graveyard by a vote 92 to 46. 
This bill would have resulted in 
doing away with our homestead 
laws. It would have made older 
people in their declining years 
vulnerable to crooks and fast-
talkers. Unscrupulous lenders 
could have really taken advan-
tage of anyone who got in a 
financial bind. 

Had this bill passed, a 
companion bill was waiting in 
the calendars committee that 
would have placed a proposed 
constitutional amendment on 
the ballot, which the people 
could vote on in the next general 
election. 

To me, it was the most 
dangerous piece of legislation to 
come before the House, and I 
voiced strong opposition to it at 
both the front and back micro-
phones on the floor of the 
House. 

Unfortunately, not all bad 
bills arc killed. One got by this 
week with a few votes to spare. 
This bill (H.B. 1358) obligated 
the State of Texas for an initaial 
one million dollars for 
constructing and developing a 
large state veterans' cemetery 
in Nueces County. But even 
worse, it obligated the state 
government for the perpetual 
annual care of the cemetery. 
This will amount to approxi-
mately 200 thousand dollars a 
year, including salaries for 23 
personnel, but costs could run 
more.- 

I spoke just as vigorously 
against this bill because I do not 
think this is a state responsibity. 
As a veteran of World War II, I 

felt I was fighting in the defense 
of the United States. Texas was 
only one of the 48 states that I 
served. If the people of Nueces 
County want to establish a 
veterans' cemetery, I think they 
should pick up the tab. 
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High school graduates with 
experience in the particular field 
may qualify for the following 
examinations: Accounting Clerk 
II and III, ADP Record Control 
Clerk I, Engineering Technician 
11, Laboratory Assistant II. Meat 
Inspector I, Medical Aide II,

Despite the highest living 
standards in history, head lice 
appears to be increasing in the 
United States. 

Dr. Carl Patrick and Dr. Phil 
Hamman, entomologist with the 
Texas Agrigultural Extension 
Service, say head lice problems 
increase in Texas' urban areas 
during late winter and early 
spring. The tiny pests suck 
blood, causing skin abrasions 
that could lead to bacterial 
infection. 

Head lice are grayish. flat-
tened, wingless insects about 3 
millimeters long. 	The adult 
female attaches 50-100 eggs. or 
nits, to the hair near the scalp. 
They spead easily by physical 
contact. Even under the best 
sanitary conditions, infestations 
may occur among school child-
ren who are in close, daily 
contact, point out the entomo-

logists. 

Personal hygiene and not 
using another person's comb, 

brush or hat are the keys to 
preventing lice infestations. 
Shampooing with soap and 
water normally will not remove 
nits from hair since they are 
attached by a "Cement," ex-
plain Patrick and Hamman. 

Thorough laundering in hot, 
soapy water (125 degrees F. or 
more for at least 10 minutes) or 
dry cleaning kills lice and nits in 
clothing and bedding. Personal 
items 	(hats, 	combs, 
hairbrushes, wigs) can be heat 
sterlized. 

Infested persons should see a 
physician, emphasize the 
entomologists. 	Medicated 
lotions or shampoos can be 
prescribed for effective control. 

Also, report suspected 
infestations to a physician, local 
public health authorities or 
school officials so the source can 
be located. Prevention is the 
most important control of head 
lice, emphasize Patrick and 
Hamman.
