Iberville and 
Bienville, who figured so con 
spiculouslv in the historv pf the 
exploration and colonization of 
Louisiana, all bore the Fleur-de- 
lis in y he wilderness.

Mass, in 
I "’■’4; the Bedford flag - a mailed 
arm extending from a cloud-—the 
arm clasping a sword - on the 
scroll are inscribed the words 
"V in ce  Aut Morire-' -.Conquer 
or Die. .It was carried at 
Lexington and. Concord by the 
Minute Men The pine tree was 
used as a symbol on a number of 
flags during this period to show 
the great love the colonists had 
for the pine-clad hills of New 
England. John Paul Jones used 
the Rattlesnake flag with the 
words "Don't Tread on M e".

Fifteen stats staggered and 
fifteen stripes was the design of 
the flag that flew over Ft 
McHenry. Maryland, during the 
bombardment the night of Sept 
1.1 and 14. 1814. and inspired 
Francis Scott Key to write the 
"Star Spangled Banner."

Since the first- Stars and 
STripes was made in 1777. stars 
have been added as new states 
entered thc^nion. now totalling

has been reduced to the original 
thirteen - seven red and six 
white.
