I was very happy to be asked
by Representative Bob Simpson
to co-sponsor HB 880 that would
exempt the Opportunity Plan
Inc. from Ad Valorem taxation.
This is a non-profit corporation
located off campus in Canyon. It
has loaned millions of dollars to
worthy Panhandle students who
attend colleges and universities
throughout the state. For many
years the students receiving
these loans were primarily
students of West Texas State
University. It is my understand-
ing they now make loans to
students attending other col-
leges and universities.

Milton Morris of Canyon is
the founder and great sponsor of
this fine program. Both the
Federal Government and the
State of Texas would do well to
consult Morris on how he has
had such a phenomenal record
of collection on these loans. The
loss ratio has been less than two
percent. I'm sure you have read
where the loses of the Federal
Government Educational Loan
Program have run into the
hundreds of millions. Loses by
the State of Texas on student
loans have been in the tens of
millions.

Davidson brought us a slide
presentation on the Multiple
Uses of Soils Surveys produced
by the U.S.D.A. Soil Conser-
vation Service. The presentation
brought out that soil surveys
show how soils vary. The
surveys are made by soil
scientists who examine every
acre of the county which they
are surveying. The information
which they gather is put into
various forms such as maps and
photos and published in book-
lets by county. Over half of the
counties in Texas, including
Donley County, have now been
surveyed.

The information in these
surveys is used by the Soil
Conservation Service in plan-
ning soil and water conservation
programs. It is also useful to
highway planners, housing de-
velopers, municipal utility plan-
ners, contractors, and persons
selecting home sites. Also an
individual home owner can use

the survey to determine what
kind of flowers or garden plants
will do well on the soil on which
his house is located. Lion David
Davidson, who is our local Soil
and Conservation Agent, said
that information regarding the
soils survey of Donley County
can be obtained at the local Soil
Conservation Service Office and
that he will be glad to assist you
and to answer any questions you
might have on it.

Agriculture

Modern agriculture received
a '‘shot in the arm'’ when an
Englishman by the name of
Jethro Tull, invented the grain
drill in 1701 thus launching the
modernization. His ‘‘Horse-
hoeing Husbandry'' published
in 1731 established row cul-
tivation.

Another advance was made
when *‘Turnip Townshend, a
well educated man of means
introduced the turnip to Europe
as he traveled over the countries
from his native Holland. The
turnip became a great winter
feeding crop for live stock.

Not only primitive methods
handicapped the early farmer,
he too, as is the farmer of today,
was plagued by the govern-
mental regulation of crop prices.
This had begun as early as the
15th century when the British
wrote the Corn Laws to keep
prices from getting too high. In
1663 the laws were applied to
keep the prices from getting too
low.

Agriculture, according to Col-
liers Encyclopedia (Latin Agri
Cultura, cultivation of the field)
as that which includes the arts,
sciences and industries utilized
by man to obtain food from the
land. In recent years the use of
the words ‘‘husbandry’’ and
““farming’’ have come into
usage and have been accepted
as having the same meaning,
about, as agriculture.

Primative man_subsisted by
gathering nuts; grains and
fruits, catching animals and fish
for meat and in times of drought
adapting as much as was
possible to whatever grew near
him from which he could receive
nourishment. So it was that
early man learned to harvest
before he learned to plant.

Legends about the beginning
of cultivation range from the
ridiculous to the sublime. The
earliest estimates place the first
agriculture efforts at about
18,000 B.C. The industry suf-
fered slow growth for 10,000
years, one of the reasons for the
delay being the restless roaming
of man for some 10,000 years in
search of a permanent home
before he settled down to till the
land.

The evolution of the me-
chanics of tools and machinery
goes from the first firehardened
sticks which were used to dig
holes in the earth to the
sophisticated power driven me-
chanical monsters of today.

Early knowledge of Agri-
culture was a collection -of
experiences verbally passed on
from farmer to farmer. Al-
though the notion was not
widely embraced the first aca-
demic training of farmers was at
Keszthely, Hungary in 1796. In
the intervening 283 years agri-
culture classes in the classroom
have grown and expanded to
cover an endless variety of

specialized studies.

Great contributors to the
cause of agriculture are John
Deere, an lllinois blacksmith
and plowmaker of the 1930's;
Robert Ransome, an English
inventor who patented a cast-
iron plowshare in 178S; Patrick
Bell of Scotland and Cyrus Hall
McCormick of the United States
who made such a contribution to
agriculture with the reaper.
Also the cotton gin, invented in
1793 revolutionized the cotton
industry.

Today the prime factor for
growers is not how to raise
enough for man's use but rather
the regulation of cost-price to
make a living. Although major
agriculture countries govern-
ments are all engaged in
regulating farm prices and
income none has actually been
able to apply a meaningful
standard for a fair price or
reasonable income.

The effects of policies of price
and income are difficult to
assess- and efforts have been
made in this direction for S
centuries in most of the
developed countries of the
world.

Is it any wonder then that
today world markets, shortages
and surpluses are the seeming
unending problem for American
Agriculture Movement mem-
bers along with all the other
agriculturist non-members who
have their interests at heart.

The week of March 18-24 has
been designated as National
Poison Prevention Week and 1is
designed to help parents,
grandparents, etc. in taking a
look at the potential poisons in
their homes, ~arages, gardens,
and neighborhood.

During 1978 the Texas State
Poison Center assisted with
nearly 13,000 poisoning cases.
Over 72% of these involved
children under five years old.
“*Children 1n this age group,
and most particularly those in
the 6 months to 3 year age
bracket, live in a ‘hand-to-
mouth’ world, "’ said Michael D.
Ellis, M.S., Director of the
Poison Center. ‘‘There are
certain areas in the home that
are particularly dangerous, for
instances, under the Kkitchen
sink, the bathroom sink, and the
garage. These areas are where
most people store cleaning
products. The garage contains
lots of petroleum distillage-
containing (oil-based) products
such as gasoline, paint thinner,
enamel paints, etc. With these
products, as little as one sip, if it
gets into the lungs, can po-
tentially be fatal."

The major substances in-
gested by young children in-
cluded plants, colognes and
perfumes, cosmetics, disinfect-
ants, and household cleaners.
Chewable multivitamins rank
high on the list of frequently
ingested medicines along with
cough preparations, aspirin,
and aspirin substitutes.

“Over 77% of the cases that
the Poison Center has assisted
with can be treated at home,"

Ellis noted, .'‘thus eliminating K

emergency room. That’s why we
encourage the parents of chil-
dren who have ingested a po-
tentially toxic substance to call
the Poison Center first."
Prevention of these numerous
poisoning instances is the
ultimate goal of the Poison
Center. But prevention requires
considerable effort on the part
of the adults in the home. *'This
means that traditional storage
areas for cleaning products,
medicines, furniture polishes,
etc. must be altered. Areas, like
under the kitchen sink, must be
cleaned out and the household
products moved to higher loca-
tions.”” Ellis observed that
‘“*since most houses don’t have
an overabundance of storage
places, we recommend that
canned goods be put under the
kitchen sink and the cleaning
products be placed in high
cabinets.”’ Another way to help
keep small children out of
poisonous items is to use Mr.
YUK stickers. ‘‘When these

stickers are used as a teaching
tool, they can be very effective
in labeling the many substances
that the child should not touch.
If the parent will take the child
with them and go over and over
with the child that Mr. YUK is a
NO-NO - and he will make you
sick, the child can be taught to
leave Mr. YUK labeled products
alone,”" Ellis noted.

“*Should all else fail,”" said
Ellis, ‘‘and if the child should
require medical attention, we
can assist in referring the
patient to either their physician,
the nearest Member Hospital in
the Poison Center Network or
the closest emergency room.
The Poison Center will call
ahead and tell the medical
facility what the problem is and
also recommend the proper
treatment. In that way the child
will receive the best and
quickest care possible."’

“*Accidental poisoning is a
growing problem,’’ observed
Ellis, '‘and there are some
100,000 cases of poisoning each
year in Texas. But we hope that

: =

we can help reduce this number
by parent education and
through the use of the mr. YUK
poison warning symbol."’
Should a poisoning emergency
occur, the Poison Center can be
reached by calling 713/76S5-
1420. The Mr. YUK stickers can
be obtained by sending a large
self-addressed, stamped envel-
ope to the Poison Center,
University of Texas Medical
Branch, 8th & Mechanic, Gal-
veston, TX 77550.

““We urge parents, grand-
parents, and adults who have
young children in their homes to
survey their storage areas, and
to help us prevent a poisoning
from occurring,’’ Ellis con-
cluded.
