As . winter finally breaks 
her grip on most of the coun-
try, thousands of homeowners 
will begin the spring ritual of 
cleaning, raking, fertilizing and 
so on, getting ready for 
summer. 

But many will forget one 
of the most important steps 
in preparing for summer . . . 
getting the air conditioner 
ready. 	 • 

It'i not surprising. Prob-
ably, the moment the air 
conditioner is turned on, it 
will Whirr to life, blowing 
cool, dehumidified air into 
the room. It probably has 
for years. But if it doesn't, 
you're going to find it 
difficult to get a good night's 
sleep on that first muggy 
night of the year. 

So, for those who do not 
wish to risk a sleepless night 
later, here are some tips from 
General Electric, one of the 
nation's largest producers of 
room air conditioners. 

Turn the air conditioner 
on. Check to see that you're 
getting an unobstructed flow 
of cool air into the room. Be 
sure that curtains or furniture 
will not block the flow of 
air. 

Be sure the filer is clean. 
Take the filter out and clean. 
it if necessary. This is an 
important step to assure that 
the unit operates as efficiently 
as Possible. If you don't 
know how to get the filter 
out, consult your use and 
care book. 

Check the coils, inside and 
out. Dirt accumulation on the 
coils tends to reduce efficiency 
also. This is most prone to 
happen on the outside coils. 
If the coils are covered with 
dirt, or if dirt has accumulated 

between the fins, air will not 
be able to carry away the heat 
efficiently. The unit will have 
to work harder and you'll 
have to pay more in electrical 
costs. (This type of dirt ac-
cumulation calls for steam 
cleaning by an appliance ser-
vice technician.) 

Trim bushes and shrubs 
away from air conditioner. 
Bushes, shrubbery or any 
other obstacle around the out-
side of the unit also will 
impede the heat exchange 
process, causing the unit to 
function below par. 

Seal around the air con-
ditioner. Be sure there are 
no air leaks around the air 
conditioner to let in the hot, 
muggy summer air. The less 
heat and humidity the air 
conditioner has to remove 
from a room, the less it has 
to operate, saving you elec- 
tricity and money. 

What if it doesn't work? 
If the unit will not operate 
at all, first check the elctrical 
system. Be sure the unit is 
plugged in firmly. A partially 
loosened plug sometimes will 
not make electrical connec-
tion. If all looks okay there, 
check the fuse or circuit 
breakers. If they're okay and 
it still won't start, then it's 
time to call in a technician. 

What if you get no cold air? 
If the unit operates, but 
does not cool the air, even 
after running for four or five 
minutes, there could be 
several explanations but any 
of them will require the 
services of a technician. In 
that case, call your factory 
technician so you can correct 
the problem in your air 
conditioner before it becomes 
a problem in your household.

No formal record exists of the 

names and purposes of the 
ladies clubs which have inter-
ested the women of Donley 
County since the first residents 
settled down and began to take 
civic betterment seriously. But 
as a center of culture when the 
area was being settled these 
clubs in Donley County and 
Clarendon played and important 
part for the membership and as 
a stimulus for the arts. 

With the building of the 
Clarendon City Hall in 1918, by 
Mrs. Adair, and her generousity 
to the city of Clarendon the club 
women were given a place to 
meet, in the basement of the 
building. 

This club room had a kitchen, 
a fireplace with a gas log and 
was enjoyed by the clubs until 
the war years of World War 11 
when the Red Cross was offered 
the space to roll bandages and 
do whatever else they could to 
support the war effort. During 
this time the various clubs met 
in the homes of the members. 

Slowly things began the 
process of getting back to 
normal and once again the club 
room was used by the womens 
clubs. Soon after this time ,the 
Patching home was offered to 
the club women of Donley 
County after the passing of Mr. 
and Mrs. Fred Patching Sr. in 
1948. Mrs. Patching died in 
June and Mr. Patching in 
December of the same year. 

The last thirty years have 
seen many changes in the big 
old house which is the property 
of the club women and a symbol 
of civic responsiblity from one 
generation to another. Preserv-
ed for following generations is 
the exterior style of a residence 
befitting the lifestyle and cli-
mate of the Texas Panhandle 
just after the turn of the 
century. 

The elder Patchings, Fred 
Patchings Sr. came to Clar-
endon to be near Clarendon 
College and thus to be able to 
educate their children. Mr. 
Patching had an interesting 
background. 

John and Mary Patching 
came to the United States from 
their native England. They were 
living in Chicago before the 
move to Clay County, Texas, in 
1875 when Fred Patching Sr was 
14 years old. 

In Texas, after a short stint 
with the Ft. Worth and Denver

railroad. Patching went to work 
for a ranch near Clarendon and 
worked on area ranches for the 
next 11 years. He married Mary 
Josephine Slaver in 1890 in 
Bowie where he stayed for 
seven years and farmed. The 
plains countrylept him thinking 
about it and in 1897 he moved 
his family to Tulia. He helped 
organize the Tulia Bank and 
Trust Co. there. In 1905 the 
family made the move to 
Clarendon. 

A very surprised Fred Patch-
ing, after considering himself a 
United States citizen for many 
years, found that he was not an 
American citizen and had to go 
through the formality of apply-
ing for citizenship. 

His home along with Mrs. 
Patching, sons Bill, Edgar and 
Fred Jr., and daughters Iva, 
Eva and Ruth, is now the 
Patching Club House in Claren-
don. 

Iva, Mrs. John Harris, lives in 
Tulia and Ruth, Mrs. C.L. Craig 
resides in Hereford. They are 
the surviving members of the 
Fred Patching Sr. family. 

When the Clarendon club 
women moved into their newly 
acquired club house in 1949 
there were six clubs meeting 
and an immediate need for 
money to make some changes to 
alter the residence to a club 
house. Each club was assessed 
$2 per membership per club to 
begin with and any worthwhile 
money making endeavor was 
undertaken. The money did not 
grow on trees but did come in. 
Individuals gave then as now to 
help out and partitions were 
moved, a floorcovering put 
down, dishes and furniture 
purchased. The renovation was 
a success. 

Some of the first person who 
took on the responsibility of the 
club room were the members of 
the first permanent board who 
were: Mrs. Cal Merchant, J R 
Porter, Mrs. Jim Swift, J.L. 
McMurtry, and Mrs. C.T. 
McMurtry. Anna Moores 
Simmons, was the first club 
room board president.

the clubs' memberships. Much 
money was donated by various 
individuals within the com-
munity as well as outside the 
county to help with the face-lift 
of the clubhouse. The club 
members are naturally, pleased 
with their latest accomplish-
ment and are extremely grateful 
to all those who donated time 
and money to help improve the 
clubhouse. 

After several years of talking, 
planning, raising money, and 
more talking, the ladies of the 
Les Beaux Art Club, The 
Pathfinder Club and the 1926 
Book Club finally realized their 
latest goal - painting the 
exterior of the Patching Club 
House. 

These three women's clubs 
use the clubhouse during var-
ious scheduled times of the 
month as a meeting place for 
business meetings, study pro-
grams and refreshments. The 
home which was built in the 
early 1900's (probably between 
1906 and 1908) was occupied by 
Mr. and Mrs. F. G. Patching for 
a number of years. In 1949 Mr. 
and Mrs. F. G. Patching, Jr 
gave the home to the City of 
Clarendon stipulating that the 
home be used as a meeting 
place for women's clubs. 
Through the years, the women's 
clubs have maintained the 
house by making repairs, de-
corating the interior with wall-
paper, furniture, and accesso-
ries appropriate to the style of 
the house. A fine collection of 
paintings which the ladies have 
acquired throughout the years 
can be found in the clubhouse. 

Mr. Kenneth Byrd of Claren- 
don contracted the painting and 
concrete work necessary to 
complete exterior repairs. Work 
began several weeks ago and 
was recently completed. As 
always, several husband will- 
ingly loaned their labor to help 
carry lawn debries as well as 
worry with their wives over 
approaching 	thunderstorms 
hailing out half-repaired screens 
and windows.

AUSTIN--Texas Legis-
lators and state officials, 
including the governor, 
braved a steady drizzle, a 
mobbed service station and a 
dozen television cameras in 
order to fill their cars last 
week, but there were no 
complaints. 

The fill-up, with up to 20 
gallons of gasohol, was free. 

The demonstration, 
sponsored by the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
and made possible through 
the courtesy of Midwest 
Solvents, Inc., the Texas Oil 
Marketers Assn., and Neal, 
Inc., of San Antonio, was the 
finale to Gasohol Day at the 
State Capitol, according to 
Agriculture 	Commissioner 
Reagan V. Brown. 

Brown set aside his regular 
duties for the afternoon and 
manned the pumps for the 
demonstration. 

"It's one thing to 'talk' 
about gasohol, which is a 
blend of 10 percent 200 proof 
anhydrous ethyl alcohol and 
90 per cent unleaded 
gasoline," Brown said, "and 
quite another to be driving 
around with a tankful of it. 
You begin to really think in 
terms of possible alternatives 
to traditional fuel supplies. 

"Gasohol is not a new or 
untried concept," he 
continued. "It has been 
around since World War II 
and currently accounts for 2 
percent of the auto fuel sold in 
Iowa. Unlike our own state, 
Iowa does not have any- 
statutes which prohibit the 
manufacture of industrial 
alcohol. Those laws are the 
first hurdle we must clear in 
Texas before we can prtiduce 
I uel alcohol on a commercial 
basis." 

Joining Brown at the gas 
pump for the gasohol 
demonstration was Rep. Dan 
Kubiak, one of the co- 
sponsors of current legis-
lation which w ould allow 
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industrial production of the 
fuel additive in Texas, and 
Speaker Bill Clayton. 

Among dignitaries taking 
part in the demonstration 
were Gov. Bill Clements, who 
filled his official limousine, 
and Land Commissioner Bob 
Armstrong, whose fillup, 
totaling one gallon, was for 
his motorcycle. 

All members of the 
Legislature and all elected 
state officials were given 
certificates for 20 gallons of 
free gasohol during the three-
day demonstration period. 

"While the supply was 
limited and not on sale to the 
public during this brief test, I 
hope within two years to see 
every station in Texas 
marketing gasohol." Brown 
said. 

TDA Reports 
Fat Lamb 
Sales Climb v. FILL 'ER UP •-- Agriculture Commissioner Reagan

• AUSTIN—Marketings of 
Texas fat lambs topped last 
year's levels by 35 percent in 
March, due in part to a strong 
seasonal demand at Easter, 
the Texas Department of 
Agriculture has reported. 

Figures just released by the 
Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service show that 
46,000 head of sheep and 
lambs were sold for slaughter 
from Texas large-capacity 
drylots last month. This figure 
was 5,000 head above 
previously stated intentions, 
added Agriculture Commis-
sioner Reagan V. Brown. 

"Texas sheep feeders also 
reported 66.000 head of sheep 
and lambs on feed for 
slaughter at the first of April." 
Brown said. "This would be 
about 16 percent more than at 
the same time last year, 
although it is 7 percent lower 
than the previous month." 

Wheat Farmers To Harvest 
About 150 Million Bushels 

AUST1N--Texas wheat 
producers are expected to. 
harvest some 150.3 million 
bushels this year, almost twice 
the small 1978 crop, but, still 
below the 1977 level, Agricul-
ture Commissioner Reagan 
V. Brown has announced. 

Brown said the latest Texas 
Crop and Livestock Report-
ing Service surveys show 
increases in all wheat-growing 

-areas, but that expected pro-
duction would still be 10 per 
cent below that of 1977, 

Manv farmers cut Kick on  

their planting last year in 
response to low prices and in 
compliance with the govern-
ment's set-aside program. The 
1978 yield was 54 million 
bushels. 

The prospects are good for 
the growth of wheat this year. 

Tornado damage to crops 
in the Wichita Falls and 
Vernon areas has not been 
assessed as yet. There are 
around 200.000 acres of wheat 
planted in Wilbargcr and 
Wichita counties each year. • 
Brown said. Pli 
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Texas veterans who have 
been led to believe they are 
entitled to receive an insurance 
dividend on lapsed World War 
II GI insurance polices are being 
notified they are not. 

The only dividend that the 
Veterans Administration pays is 
on insurancepolicies that are 
still in force from World War II 
and the Korean Conflict, Jack 
Coker, Waco VA Regional 
Office Director, said. 

VA is receiving many calls 
weekly from veterans who have 
been decived into expecting 
dividends on GI insurance that 
was allowed to lapse years ago. 

Coker said the hoax comes up 
each year in various parts of the 
country as a result of news 
stories and reprints of phony 
application forms which appear 
in many publications throughout 
the U.S. 

Corker said VA has been 
paying dividends on policies in 
force as announced each year 
and the dividend is paid on the 
anniversary date of the policy. 

-Stay off the telephone, 
strange as the restriction may 
seem. Lightning may strike the 
outside lines. 

-Don't take a shower or bath. 
It is important to instruct 

children about lightning as well. 
Even a very young child should 
know to stay out of water during 
storms and to go indoors if they 
are playing outside. 

In an age where we often feel 
a false sense of security against 
the forces of nature, we need to 
remind outselves that lightning 
kills more Americans annually 
than hurricanes or tornadoes. 

If you are with someone who 
is struck by lightning, you must 
think clearly and act fast. The 
victim has received a severe 
electrical shock and may be 
burned. They are not 
"chared" though and are per-
fectly safe to touch. Even if the 
person appears to be dead, 
prompt first aid often can revive 
them. 

If they are not breathing, give 
mouth-to-mouth resuscutation 
orizz every five seconds to 
adults, once every three seconds 
to infants and small children. If 
there is no pulse, it is necessare 
to administer both resuscitation 
and external cardiac compres-
sion. 

This can only be safely done 
by those with proper training. 
(another good reason to take a 
first aid course from the Red 
Cross or some other organ• 
ization or agency.) Even those 
victims who merely appear 
stunned need to be check for 
burns: examine fingers and 
toes, particularly areas next to 
buckles or jewelry. 

Lightning is a power to be 
respected, but do not panic. 
Remain as calm as possible and 
use your common sense. Others 
may be depending on you for 
guidance and help. 

According to the Insurance 
Information Institute, the best 
safety tools you can have are a 
knowledge of lightning and the 
tips you've just read.

In West Texas, it struck 
someone playing baseball with 
an aluminum bat. 

On the Texas coast, another 
victim was just getting into a 
car. 

In Harris County, it happened 
during an installation of pipe at 
a construction site. 

Another victim was a young 

football player. 
What happened to all these 

Texans? They were struck by 
lightning. Three of the four 
were killed. 

Although lightning is ob-
viously not something that can 
be eliminated, fear of lightning

Suppose this is the situation: 
You are driving through flat 

farmland in Texas. What ap-
peared to be a mild shower off 
on the horizon seems to be 
moving inland. More and More 
lightning streaks across the 
darkening sky. As you pay 
closer attention, the grumbling 
thunder turns into loud frequent 
claps. 

There is no question that you 
are about to be caught up in the 
midst of a Texas thunderstorm. 

• It's the kind of storm that may 
be good for your parched lawn 
back home, but it is potentially 
dangerous and even deadly for 
you at this moment, depending 
on what you know and what you 
do. 

If you see a shed off the road, 
should you stop and seek shelter 
there until the storm passes 
over? Is it safe to say in your 
car? What if it's a convertible? 
Should you keep the radio on? 

The first thing to do is to 
reamin calm but cautious. If you 
notice a shift in the weather 
while traveling in your car, try 
to tune in to a local radio station 
to get a better idea of the 
forecast. Once in the midst of a 
thundestomrm, turn off the 
radio. 

Your metal car is the safest 
place you can be. Pull over to 
the side of the road and sit the 
storm out. Do not tuch the metal 
parts of your car. A convertible 
car, which is not all-metal, is not 
safe. Your alternative would be 
to seek a ditch, cave or ravine. If 
you cannot see any such shelter, 
crouch down in the open. 

Stay away from trees, tele-
phone poles, wire fences, tra-
ctors, and anything else that 
might serve as a conductor of 
electricty. The main thing to 
remember is that you must not 
be tallest object in the field. 
Drop to your knees, bend 
forward and place your hands on 
your knees. Wherever you find 
yourself, be aware that if your 
hair stands on end or your skin 
tingles, lightning may be about 
to strike you. Crouch down at 
once. 

If the same kind of storm 
catches you at home, the 
Institute suggests other precau-
tions. 

- Avoid windows, doors, 
fireplaces, radiators, stoves and 
metal pipes or sinks. 

-Refrain from using electrical 
appliances such as radios, TV's, 
toasters, hair dryers, electric 
razors.

The Firestone Tire & 
Rubber Company and the 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration 
(NHTSA) have signed the 
final agreement covering the 
voluntary recall of several 
million Firestone 500 and 
other steel belted radial tires 
manufactured in the U.S. and 
Canada in 1976 and earlier. 
An agreement in principle 
had been announced by 
Firestone and the NHTSA 
on October 20. 

Firestone Chairman 
Richard A. Riley said the re-
call is expected to take at 
least a year to complete. 

"1Ve are turning out 
400,000 tires a month to-
wards meeting the needs of 
the recall," Riley said. 

"Despite our best efforts 
to fulfill the needs of the 
recall and to meet our con-
tinuing business require-
ments, however, there are 
likely to be occasional 
shortages of replacement 
tires in some areas from 
time to time," he continued. 

"We will do our utmost 
to handle those who come 
in for the recall as quickly, 
fairly and conveniently as 
possible," he added, "and 
we appreciate the under-
standing and cooperation 
we have received from our 
customers during the first 
few weeks." 

In July, the NHTSA 
made an initial determina- 
tion that a defect relating to 
motor vehicle safety exists 
in the Steel Belted Radial 
500 tires. The voluntary re-
call is being made to resolve 
the matter.

tion letters from Firestone. 

Firestone has hired R. L. 
Polk, a firm specializing in 
automobile registration re-
cords, to handle the mailing. 

The Polk firm maintains 
records of current owners 
of vehicles based on the 
car's serial numbers and has 
an address correction sys-
tem for vehicle owners. 

"We are taking this extra 
step of hiring the Polk firm 
to do the mailing so we can 
reach as many current 
owners as possible in order 
to make the recall as com-
plete as we can," Riley said. 

To the extent it is pos-
sible, the mailings will he 
coordinated with the avail-
ability of tires. 

Firestone dealers and 
stores will check tires to 
determine if they are in-
cluded in the recall and 
make appointments to re-
place them if they are. 

Motorists who receive 
notification letters are being 
asked to contact Firestone 
outlets for an inspection 
and appointment so change-
overs can be made with 
maximum convenience to 
customers.

Under the agreement be-
tween the NHTSA and 
Firestone, replacement will 
be made only for the owner-
purchaser. 

Since the recall was an-
nounced some news reports 
have focused on the fact that 
tires were being collected 
from dumps with the hope 
they might be covered by 
the recall. 

"The agreement makes it 
clear that the recall is in-
tended to replace tires on 
vehicles that people are 
using and not tires that have 
been collected by specula-
tors, or that have been pre-
viously discarded, retreaded, 
adjusted or scrapped," 
Riley said. 

In the interest of satisfy-
ing customers as fully as 
possible and in addition to 
replacing recalled tires free, 
Firestone is conducting a 
half-price replacement pro-
gram covering earlier manu-
factured tires not eligible 
for free replacement under 
the agreement. 

Persons still using Steel 
Belted Radial 500 and TPC 
tires purchased before 
Sept. 1, 1975, can have 
them replaced with Fire-
stone tires for one-half the 
current retail selling price. 

The half-price program 
excludes "worn out" tires, 
but puts no limit on how 
long before Sept. 1, 1975, 
the tire was manufactured. 

As an additional part of 
its customer satisfaction 
policy, the Company, upon 
presentation of necessary 
documentation, is authoriz-
ing refunds to persons who 
already paid a pro-rata ad-
justment price on tires now 
eligible for free replacement. 

Steel Belted Radial 721 
and TPC tires will be used 
as replacements for most 
tires involved in the recall 
and adjustment program, 
but customers have the op-
tion of selecting other com-
parable Firestone tires, 
including constructions 
other than-radial. 

Due to different handling 
characteristics that could 
create serious driving prob-
lems industry guidelines dis-
courage mixing radial and 
non-radial tires on the same 
vehicle, and these guidelines 
must be adhered to in 
selecting replacement tires. 

Because of their limita-
tions for seasonal usage, 
snow tires are not being of-
fered as replacements. 

Tires replaced free or at 
half-price will be mounted 
and balanced at no charge. 

The tires in the third 
group are assumed to have 
been purchased on or after 
Sept. 1, 1975, with no proof 
of purchase. Owners of tires 
in the fourth group need 
proof of purchase, showing 
they bought the tires on or 
after Sept. 1, 1975. 

For the same dates of 
groups 1 and 2 private brand 
tires made by Firestone 
with similar or the same in-
ternal construction as the 
Steel Belted Radial 500 are 
included but will normally 
be replaced through the in-
dividual tire marketers. 

In order to simplify the 
proof of purchase required, 
Firestone has agreed that 
"500" tires involved in the 
recall and purchased in the 
replacement market shall be 
considered sold on or after 
Sept. 1, 1975, if the tires' 
serial number indicate they 
were manufactured after 
March 1, 1975, even though 
the owner-purchaser 
presenting the tire may not 
have proof of the purchase 
date. 

This provision is based 
upon the time replacement 
tires remain in inventory be-
fore being sold and is not 
applicable to tires that come 
as original equipment on 
new cars. 

Customers with original 
equipment tires manufac-
tured before Sept. 1, 1975, 
and replacement market 
tires manufactured before 
March 1, 1975, will be 
required to present proof 
the tires were purchased 
after Sept. 1, 1975, to have 
affected tires replaced free. 

In all cases, tires to be 
replaced under the recall 
will have to be presented, 
along with proof of pur-
chase as needed. Proof of 
purchase alone, without the 
tires, will not be sufficient 
to obtain free replacements 
under the recall. 

Although use of tires 
worn down to or below the 
final 2/32 of an inch of 
tread is a violation of motor 
vehicle laws in 38 states and 
the NHTSA's recommended 
tire inspection standard, 
Firestone has agreed that 
such "worn out" tires in-
cluded in the recall will 
qualify for free replacement 
if they are' in use on the 
vehicle brought in by the 
owner-purchaser. No other 
"worn out" tires are covered 
by the recall. 

Tires are considered 
"worn out" if treadwear in-
dicators, which appear when 
the tire reaches its final 
2/32 of an inch of tread, are 
showing on two adjacent 
grooves at three different 
sections of the tire's circum- 

A defect of the type 
referred to in the NHTSA's 
initial determination may, 
according to the NHTSA, 
first be evidenced by ap-
pearance of a bulge or of a 
noticeable difference in ride 
characteristics. According to 
the NHTSA, tires covered 
by its initial determination 
may also fail without warn-
ing. The NHTSA believes 
that failure of the tires can 
result in loss of air with a 
possible loss of control of 
the vehicle which may re-
sult in vehicle crash. 

The recall provides for 
free replacement of the 
following tires: 

1) Firestone Steel Belted 
Radial 500 tires of seven- 

rib tread design, similar 
private brand steel belted 
radials and TPC tires (in-
stalled as original equipment 
on General Motors cars or 
sold as replacements) manu-
factured from Sept. 1, 1975 
to May 1, 1976 (serial num-
bers ending 355 through 
525 and 016 through 176). 

NOTE: Serial numbers 
have 9 to 11 letters and 
digits, and are on the inside 
sidewall of the tire. The last 
digit designates the year of 
manufacture and the pre-
ceding two digits the week 
of that year. 385, for exam-
ple, means the 38th week 
of 1975. Seven-rib tires have 
six deep grooves in the tread 
design. Five-rib tires covered 
in the following paragraph, 
have four deep grooves. 

2) Firestone 500 tires of 
five•rib tread design and 
similar private brand steel 
belted radials manufactured 
from Sept. 1, 1975 through 
Dec. 31, 1976 (serial num-
bers ending 355 through 
525 and 016 through 526). 

3) Firestone 500 tires of 
five-rib or seven-rib design 
and similar private brand 
steel belted radials manufac-
tured from March 1, 1975 
through Aug. 31, 197 5 
(serial numbers ending 095 
through 345) and purchased 
as replacement tires on or 
after Sept. 1, 1975. 

4) All other "500" and 
TPC tires manufactured be-
fore Sept. 1, 1975 (serial 
numbers ending 345 or low-
er) and purchased new after 
Sept. 1, 1975. 

The Sept. 1, 1975 pur-
chase date is a key date in 
the recall. The reason is that 
the law provides for free re-
placements only for tires 
purchased within three years 
of the specified recall date. 
No proof of purchase is re-
quired in the first two 

groups, because it is obvious 
tires made after Sept. 1, 

1975 had to be purchased 
after Sept. 1.

dominium developer, you 
or the developer should 
take steps to make the 
neighbor move the fence or 
buy the right to use the en-

closed property. If that is 
not done, after 10 years the 

neighbor may come to own 

the enclosed property by 

what is known as "adverse 

possession." But you should 

not knock down the fence. 

To do so would make you 

liable to your neighbor for 

damage to the fence. and 

perhaps be a violation of 

criminal law as well. 

Motor vehicle crashes claim 
almost 50.000 lives each year, 
and injuries number in the mil-
lions. Most of the deaths and 
serious injuries can he pre-
vented by the regular use of 

seat belts. 

Scientific research, including 
actual crashes under controlled 
conditions, proves that safety 
belts can be extremely effective 
in protecting you and your fam-
ily, says a pamphlet from the 
American Medical Association. 

The most effective safety belt 
is the combination lap-shoulder 
harness, but even the lap belt 
alone will help to keep you 

safe. 

Seat belts already are saving 
more than 3,000 lives each 
year, and between 7.000 and 
8.000 more lives could be saved 
each year if safety belts were 

always buckled. Q: If a car pulls in 
front of me to switch 
lanes and I'm unable to 
avoid hitting the car 
from behind, who is at 
fault? After an accident, 
is it necessary to leave 
the cars where they 
stopped? What can you 
do if the police report on 
an accident is incorrect? 

A: State law requires 

that any change of traffic 

lanes must be accompanied 

by a signal and must be 

done safely. After an acci-

dent, the cars involved 

should be moved out of 

traffic to avoid creating a 

hazard. A copy of the of-

ficial accident report may 

be obtained from the De-

partment of Public Safety 

in Austin for a fee of $2: 

both drivers also may file 

reports, and you may chal-

lenge the investigating of-

ficer's version by appeal-

ing your traffic citation in 

court, where the officer is 

subject to cross-examina-

tion.

Accidental poisoning is one 
of the leading killers of young 
children, according to Dr. 
Albert H. Domm, child safety 
specialist and former medical 
director of the Prudential 
Insurance Company. 

"The best precaution the 
parent can take is to keep 
all poisonous substances 
locked up or otherwise out of 
the reach of children," Dr. 
Domm advises. 

"You should also label 
all bottles 
containing 
drugs and 
chemicals 
and never 
give your 
child medi-
cine in the 
dark," 

Cosmet-
ics, nail pol-
ish and re-
mover, per-

fumes, cleansers, furniture 
polish, pesticides and medi-
cines are among the poten-
tially lethal materials found 
in the house. 

"If your child does swallow 
a poison, call a doctor and 
then start first aid proce-
dures," Dr. Domm says. 

He recommends giving the 
child five glasses of milk or a 
solution of baking soda or salt 
in a glass of water and insert-
ing a finger into the throat 
to induce vomiting. 

However, if the mouth is 
burned, give the victim raw 
eggs or olive oil and do not 
induce vomiting. 

"Quick emergency action 
when a child swallows poison 
can usually avoid tragedy," 
says Dr. Dornm, "but an ounce 
of prevention can save parents 
plenty of anxiety."

A responsible and caring 
babysitter is a boon to new 
parents. To assure the baby's 
and the sitter's health and 
safety in their absence 
parents should follow certain 
guidelines. 

• Leave and return on time. 
If you are unavoidably de-
tained, call and notify your 
sitter. 

• Post a list of important 
telephone numbers—
neighbors, doctor, fire and 
police departments, a number 
where you can be reached—
near the phone. 

• Give your sitter specific 
instructions related to bath• 
ing, feeding and bedtime. 
You can simplify feeding 
time and be sure that baby 
has a nutritious meal by hav-
ing convenient Gerber baby 
foods on hand. 

Don't ask your sitter to do 
housework or the laundry. 
The sitter's main and only 
responsibility should be 
caring for your child. 

Q: I filed on my ex-
husband a year ago for 
back child support. He 
learned of the order and 
skipped town.

The Texas Dept. of Hu-
man Resources also pro-
vides child support en-
forcement services for a 
nominal fee. If such an in-
dividual goes into hiding 
the local child support unit 
can draw on statewide as 
well as local and occasion-
ally national resources to 
try to locate the delinquent 
spouse and have the war-

rant executed for his ar-
rest. 

Q: I live in a condo-
minium in the county. My 
neighbor has fenced in 
property beyond his 
boundary. My air condi-
tioning unit is inside his 
fence and he has all sorts 
of building materials 
stacked up against it. He 
won't allow anyone inside 
the fence. Would I be 
breaking the law if I 
knocked down part of 
the fence, making an en-
trance to my air condi-
tioning unit so I can clean 
around it and have it ser-
viced?
