Tire Setup to 
Handle Autos

AUSTIN. Jan. 26—S tate  Ra­
tioning A dm inistrator Mark Mc­
Gee Monday announced that the 
State tire rationing system also 
would hand’" ra tio n in ' of new 
automobiles and recapping and 
retreading of tires.

McGee, just returned from a 
Chicago conference w ith Frank 
Bane of the War Production 
Board, asserted he had not been 
informed about possible rationing 
of sugar or radios. He added that 
rationing of second-hand tires had 
not been mentioned.

“They expect to start rationing 
automobiles about Feb. 9,” Mc­
Gee continued. “Eligibility for 
purchasing of new autos will be 
along the same lines as that for 
tires. The same will hold for re­
capping and retreading hut I be­
lieve there will be some flexibil­
ity in this matter. Those who de­
sire tires recapped or retreaded 
will have to qualify for certifi­
cates from local boards.”

The adm inistrator said he had 
learned that tire dealers could sell 
their stocks to other dealers or 
back to original sellers without 
local board certificating as had 
been required in the past.

“All they’ll have to do now,” 
McGee related, “is to let the local 
boards know about such sales or 
transfer. In other words, they 
have to be reported.”

Auto rationing will be based on 
sales last year, McGee declared, 
adding thut car and tire rationing 
allocations for defense areas 
would undergo alteration because 
of swelled populations.

“Local rationing boards will be 
expanded to m eet the added 
load,” he said. “I understand 
there will be some 250,000 cars 
available for purchase over the 
nation bu t we w ere informed 
there would be no light trucks for 
civilian use.”

FACTS FOR REGISTRATION 
FEB. 16 ARE ANNOUNCED

There has been a little confus­
ion about the selective service 
registration coming up Feb. 16, 
and the local d ra ft boards have 
had to answer almost numberless 
questions. Here are the facts as 
outlined by the board:

This, the third, registration, 
comes Feb. 16.

All men born between Feb. 17, 
1897, and Doc. 31, 1921, and who 
w ere not registered in the prev­
ious two selective service regis­
trations m ust register on tha t day 
between the hours of 7 o’clock in 
the m orning and 9 o’clock in  the 
evening.

Local draft boards w ill handle 
the registration. The boards w ill

Approximately 56,000 male res­
idents in Texas w ill be registered 
in the 20 and 21-year-old age 
groups on Feb. 16th.

National Selective Service Head­
quarters anticipates a to tal regis­
tration in the Continental United 
States of about 9,000,000 men be­
tween the ages of 20 and 45 years, 
and of these about 1,650,000 will 
be in the 20 and 21-year-old 
group.

It also estim ated that around 
444,000 in the 36 to 44-year-old 
group w ill be registered in Texaa 
on Feb. 16th, together with some 
in the 21 and 36-year-old group 
Who were unable or for other rea­
sons did not register at the two 
previous registrations.

Clarendon has always prided 
herself in being among the first 
in everything. This fact was 
brought out more clearly this 
week when a troop tra in  stopped 
at the depot for a few minutes, 
and the soldiers were treated with 
candy bars and magazines by 
local ladies. Fifteen individuals 
contributed money which to pu r­
chase 25 magazines and 50 candy 
bars.

This worthy effort is headed by 
Mrs. C. T. McMurtry and Mrs. C. 
G. Stricklin who ask the full co­
operation of every individual in 
the county. Jars  are to be placed 
in every business firm  in town 
with the intention of building up 
a reserve to purchase candy for 
the soldier boys who will be pass­
ing through Clarendon from time 
to time. These two ladies, assisted 
by others, will m eet the troop 
trains and distribute candy and 
magazines to boys whose hearts 
will be made lighter and their 
faces more brighter, in knowing 
that friendship and love may be 
found beyond their home en ­
vironm ent

candy. In other words you can 
make three soldier boys happy for 
a dime. Or, maybe you have some 
recent magazines th a t you have 
finished, and would like to place 
them  where they would do the 
most good. If you have, call 80 or 
70-M and the magazines w ill be 
picked up, and eventually find 
their way to soldier boys who will 
find them  of much help to break 
the  monotony of long train rides.

Food for victory loans, with 
which greater numbers of low- 
income and small farm operators 
may increase food and feed pro­
duction for home consumption 
and the market, are now available 
through the Farm Security Ad­
ministration, U. S. Department of 
Agriculture.

Announcement that funds are 
immediately available and that 
application for loans are being 
received here, was made by John 
E. Burch, Rural rehabilitation 
supervisor for the FSA in Donley 
County, who received the “full 
speed ahead” orders from Region­
al Director Wilson Cowan at 
Amarillo, Texas.

The liberalized lending pro­
gram does no affect present FSA 
borrowers. However, present bor­
rowers may, if the need is pres­
ent, obtain loans to meet increas­
ed food goals for w ar-tim e needs.

In addition to bringing addi­
tional numbers of farm families 
into the thousands now being 
served in this section Farm Secur­
ity plans to help producers form 
cooperatives to m arket their pro­
ducts. This may be done by estab­
lishing pick-up and delivery 
routes in the rural areas.

Among purposes for which the 
new Food for Victory loans will 
be made, according to Mr. Burch, 
arc purchase of feed, seed, ferti­
lizer, tools and renting equipment 
and workstock or power neces­
sary in production enterprises; 
purchase of m aterial for fencing, 
building repairs, and shelters for 
livestock.

Loans are available also for 
participation in group ownership 
of workstock and power equip­
ment; purchase of cows, heifers, 
calves, pigs, other livestock, and 
chickens.

Farm  wives will be interested 
in knowing that these Food for 
Victory loans may be made to 
eligible rural people for the pur­
chase of m aterials and equipment 
for the construction of food stor­
age.

Persons eligible for Food for 
Victory loans arc tenants, very 
low-income owner-operators, and 
part-tim e farmers with small 
farms, employed in non-industrial 
off-farm work, who can make a 
contribution to national defense 
needs, either by supplying more 
of their own family needs or by 
contributing to national m arket­
able supplies.

"Our greatest effort toward in­
creasing the necessary food and 
feqfi to win the w ar and w rite the 
peace,” Mr. Cowan wrote, “will be 
made with our present and future 
standard borrowers.”

“O ur second greatest effort,” 
Mr. Cowan wrote to Mr. Burch 
toward increasing food and feed 
productoin, “will be with rural 
families below the economic lev­
els ordinarily aided through 
standard loans. These families, in 
many instances, can be aided to 
produce food to an extent which 
they have never before achieved.”

Farm  families in Donley Coun­
ty who believe they are eligible 
for assistance through the Farm 
Security Administration, are urg­
ed by Mr. Burch to contact him 
soon at his office in the Goldston 
building a t Clarendon.

'We’re in the w ar to win,” said 
Mr. Burch, “and it’s going to take 
a lot of food here a t home, for the 
arm y and navy and the United 
Nations. Let’s win the w ar and 
w rite the peace with food.”

Mrs. Loader, whom he mentions 
in the letter, is a former Welling­
ton resident and a sister of Mrs. 
John McClure of Wellington. She 
was before her marriage Miss 
Loura Jones, the daughter of Mrs. 
Carrie Jones. Rer family and that 
of Lieut. Bourland's have been 
friends for many years.

I.ieut. Bourland is a graduate 
of the United States Naval Acad­
emy at Annapolis with the class 
of 1938..

His letter follows:
Pearl Harbor, Hawaii. U. S. A.
Supply Department
Wednesday the 15th 

Dear Dad,
Your letter to the Loaders came 

yesterday. I thought surely you 
had heard from me by now. I 
wrote a post card on the day fol­
lowing the raid, which 1 under­
stood would go out via clipper. 
Then on the 23rd I received a let­
ter from Sis dated the 18th, in 
which she said that it was certain­
ly a relief to hear that I was all 
right, I assumed from that that 
you had received my card for the 
8th and would worry no further. 
Since the card. I have written 
three clipper letters, one of which 
has surely reached you by now.

But to bring the news up to 
date, I will start all over. The hos­
pital is here in the Pearl Harbor 
area, so I had a pretty good view 
of the raid. I heard the first plane, 
felt the earth shake a bit, then 
heard the explosion. I was at the 
time reading the President’s ap­
peal to the Emperor, and possibly 
that is why 1 realized right off the 
bat tha t the explosion was a 
bomb. At any rate, I jumped out j 
of bed. ran over to the veranda, 
and got there just in time to see 
the first plane swerve off. Then 
the party really started The first 
planes came mainly from only 
two directions, flying low, and all 
loaded with torpedoes. They were 
so low that you could almost 
count the teeth in the grinning 
pilot's mouth (Japs don’t have 
very good or very many teeth). 
It is known that some planes 
were shot down by individual 
rifle fire. Well, to  get on, they 
caught us very much by surprise, 
but it d idn 't take the boys in the 
ships long to open up. and in less 
than five minutes, they were 
downing Japs. One torpedo plane 
came in very low over the hos­
pital. He would have been a suck­
er for a rifle shot, or even a shot­
gun, but I could only cuss for hav­
ing neither. If my last quail hunt 
is any indication of my shooting 
ability, it probably wouldn't have 
done the Jap  any harm if I had 
had a gun.

While getting dressed, which I 
started to do after I saw the first 

' two or three planes come in, a 
plane was hit just after he had 

I swerved up from having loosed 
' his torpedo. He started burning, 

and jiggled his p lane a little in an 
effort to lose the fire, I suppose, 
or maybe he was nervous (I cer­
tainly would have been). Then he 
lost control, and we thought he 
would hit the right wing of the 
hospital in his crash. He missed it 
though, by a few feet, and landed 
in a burning, spreading heap a- 
bout 50 yards from where I was. 
This was as close as I got to the 
battle. The fire party  from the 

i hospital had the fire out in a m at­
ter of seconds, although it had al­
ready caught a house afire. (Cen­
sored).

I The raid was over about a quar­
ter of twelve, having consisted of 
torpedo bombing, dive bombing, 
and high altitude bombing, which 
came la s t Since I hadn’t  eaten in 
over a week, I was plenty weak 
and had turned my place in the 
emergency-rturse line-up over to 
someone else. When the high al­
titude raid  started, I went under 
cover. Up to tha t time the Japs 
had mercifully spared the hos­
pital, bu t I didn’t  trust their high 
altitude efforts.

History -will no doubt record 
the defeat of the Battle of Pearl 
Harbor due to our not having 
spotted the Japs before they got 
here, but I hope it also includes a 
few notes on the bravery and 
qourage of these men attached to 
the ships, the workers in the 
Yard, and everybody else. As Sec­
retary Knox said, none can be 
cited for particular bravery, since 
all stood up and fought as sailor- 
men should. I remember one kid 
who was brought in. He had had 
his right foot blown off, and was 
pretty well bloodied up. Although 
he had had no shots of any kind 
to ease the pain, there was not a 
m urm ur out of him I picked up a 
blanket and spread it over him to 
keep warm, and as I did so, he 
looked up and murmured 
“Thanks." 1 felt pretty small to 
receive thanks for so little after 
what he had given. And he was 
one of plenty.

On Monday I tried to get out of 
the hospital. There was little 
cause for nurses and corpsmen to 
waste time over me when they 
were needed else where. The doc 
vetoed the idea because 1 had no 
one at home to take care of me. 
The next day I told him that Jean 
Bryant would be tickled to take 
care of me if he would let me out, 
and it worked. I planned to do it 
myself. All I needed was a bunch 
of pills every so often and to stay 
in bed and drink my milk, but I 
found the apartm ent pretty lone­
ly. John was there when I got 
home Tuesday afternoon (his first 
time since the raid), but left again 
to stay here at the yard on duty. 
Wednesday was plenty lonely. I

couldn’t  sleep, it was hot, and 
those four walls were damn bare. 
I began to call up everyone to sec 
how they had fured during the 
raid. When I got to the Loaders, I 
called no more. Mrs. Loader came 
down and got me and bundled me 
up to their place.

I don’t know whether I owe 
them  my life or not, but surely 
the Loaders are responsible for 
my getting well so quickly and so 
completely. Before many days we 
had blacked out a couple of rooms 
and were able to sit up after dark. 
More rooms were added until now 
the whole house is blacked out, 
which means a lot. Life out here 
in the past has been so free and 
so much in the open. If one w ant­
ed to go all day long in a bathing 
suit, all over town, he had but to 
do so. Well, we, ra ther they, since 
service personnel now wear the 
uniform all the time, can wear the 
bathing suit all right, but if they 
do so after dark, it is in their own 
homes. No one is perm itted on the 
streets after six except defense 
personnel going to and from 
work, doctors on calls, etc. And a 
person can’t go far. either, even if 
he tried to disobey regulations. 
Buses don’t  run, and the basic 
gasoline allowance is ten gallons 
per month, and I don’t think any­
one would care to take a long 
stroll to any place after dark, not 
after the way these soldiers and 
Territorial Guards have shown 
their willingness to shoot. But no 
one tries to disobey regulations. 
This is one place where prohibi­
tion really works and one doesn't 
see many speedsters, either. Mili­
tary justice is swift, but it is also 
damned just and efficient.

I came back to duty last S atur­
day. and so far. the tummy has 
held up fine. I have to watch my 
food, of course, but outside of 
that. I’m back to battery. I get off 
every other day at four, which 
leaves me some time with the 
Loaders. They have been really 
grand to me, and I will never be 
able to repay them in any way.

Don’t worry, we’re all right, b u t 
you might save a little sympathy 
for the Little Brown Brothers, 
they’re going to need it. Will 
w rite you all about Xmas and 
New Year’s next time.

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Down In Texas

Poll tax paym ents have reached 
remarkable levels in some parts 
of the State this year, but not on 
account of great public interest in 
local politics. This phenomenon, 
like so many others, is due to the 
war. The stirring of patriotic 
spirit has stim ulated attention to 
all the duties of citizenship. As 
Texans have hastened to take up 
arms for the country, to buy war 
bonds and stam ps and co-operate 
with various defense agencies, so 
have they hastened to qualify as 
voters.

The people will be'too nqpch in­
terested in the w ar and mobiliza­
tion of the Nation’s resources for 
victory to give much time to the 
arguments of office-seekers No 
such campaigning as is usual in 
peacetime will be witnessed this 
year. But there may be more con- 
tests than observers thought like­
ly a few weeks ago.

Governor Coke Stevenson is 
seeking election w ithout an avow­
ed opponent. In view of his rec­
ord, his visibly increasing popu­
larity and the importance of tasks 
begun by him as wartim e gover­
nor, the chances are good tha t he 
will not have serious opposition, 
if he has any at all.

A num ber of other holders of 
im portant posts may also have 
easy sailing. Among them is Sen­
ator O’Daniel, now formally an­
nounced. Half a dozen men talked 
of a short time ago as possible 
candidates for his Senate seat are 
definitely not candidates today. 
There is still speculation concern­
ing Congressman Wright Patman, 
but it is quite likely that he will 
choose to retain  his present post.

Early this week, Gerald C. 
Mann, attorney general, had not 
declared his intentions. It is be­
lieved, however, that he will seek

“Grape* of W rath” 
Goes In Reverse

“It’s the ‘Grapes of W rath’ in 
reverse,” a west-bound traveler 
said during a stop recently, com­
menting on the homeward move­
ment of hundreds of carloads of 
Oklahoma migratory workers 
who are not finding California 
any “land of promise” these days. 
Definite Movement

Port of entry officers agreed 
tha t there was a definite “back 
home” movement among the fam ­
ilies which not so long ago were 
heading in droves into the setting 
sun to seek fortunes.

It was estim ated that immed­
iately after the w ar declaration 
and threats of raids along the 
west coast, a hundred cars daily 
bore Oklahoma m igrant workers 
back across New Mexico, together 
with probably that many more 
from other states in a general ex­
odus.

Recently, heavy snows along 
the highway route through here 
has caused a sudden decrease in 
the eastward movement—due in 
all probability to use of the south­
ern route.

Varying causes were found for 
this "reverse” migration—princi­
pally based on the effect of the 
United S tates’ entrance into the 
war. “A lot of them were afraid 
of getting bombed if they stayed 
in California," one port officer 
said.
"Promised Land" Is Home

However, the offers of defense 
work at inland cities, many in th6 
home state of the “Oakies” was 
responsible for many decisions 
that the “promised land” is at 
home.

Elderly men, especially, told 
port officers “there’s no place for 
us old fellows out there on the 
coast—we’ll have a better chance 
to get work if we go home.”

Younger migrants said they 
were being transferred from 
coast defense projects to those in­
land.

Many of the travelers added 
that their ’homes’ in camping 
spots and ‘shelter’ areas near de­
fense industries had been ‘clean­
ed up’ by guards about these 
plants and the transient residents 
ordered to “move on.”

Anyway, it was the same scene 
—just heading another direction: 
ancient cars piled high with 
moveable household furniture 
and bearing loads of adults, 
youths and ragged children—all 
showing no signs that their migra­
tion westward had meant pros­
perity.—Holbrook (Ariz.) News.

SOLONS QUIT POSTS 
FOR ARMY, NAVY,
OTHER JOBS

Getting jobs in other public of­
fices has done more than the war 
to cut the rolls of the legislature, 
according to reports available in 
Austin of members of the last 
legislature who have resigned.

In February, 1841, while Texas 
was still a Republic, an amusing 
incident almost caused a sever- 
ence of the friendly relations be­
tween France and Texas,

D. W. C. Baker, in his book, “A

history and adventure in the Uni­
versity of Texas Library's Texas 
Collection, tells the story:

"One of the pigs of Mr. Bullock, 
an Austin landlord, found his way 
into the stable of M De Saligny, 
the French charge d ’affaires, and 
proceeded to appropriate a por­
tion of the corn of the minister’s 
horses. For this offense a servant 
slew the swinish invader, where­
upon the irate landlord horse

whipped the dependent of the 
French ambassador.

“Saligny thereupon complained, 
and Bullock was arrested and 
bound over to next term of court. 
Afterward the landlord ordered 
the envoy off his premises. These 
indignities to French honor were 
not to be put up with, and the 
Texas government failing to give 
satisfaction, the French minister 
abandoned his post. A concilia­
tory letter from President Hous­
ton afterward healed the breach 
and brought the testy Frenchman 
back.”

Gas Association 
Makes Drive for 
Scrap Metal

FORT WORTH— Charles F. 
Roeser of Fort Worth, general 
chairman for District Three of the 
national petroleum co-ordination 
set-up, today was named chair­
man of the Texas M id-Continent 
Oil and Gas Association drive for 
collection of scrap m etal and ru b ­
ber in the oil industry.

Mr. Roeser, in accepting the 
chairmanship, extended the drive 
to cover not only Texas, but also 
all other States of D istrict Three, 
including Louisiana, New Mexico, 
Arkansas, Mississippi and A la­
bama.

“The collection of the scrap of 
the oil industry is too im portant 
to confine merely to Texas,” Mr. 
Roeser said. “I am therefore en ­
larging our drive to cover all six 
States of D istrict Three, and am 
asking the Texas M id-Continent 
Io co-ordinate th y a m p a ig n  ov«»r 
this entire area htrough its affil­
iated organizations.”

The collection of oil field scrap 
iron, steel, alum inum  and rubber 
was undertaken by the associa­
tion at the request of the Federal 
Governm ent through its Bureau 
of Industrial Conservation.

"Federal conservation au thori­
ties have asked us to get together 
for re-processing all the scrap 
m etal and rubber now on the 
leases, in the yards and a t the 
plants of the oil industry,” Mr. 
Roeser said. “It is a patriotic duty 
which the oilmen gladly assume 
as part of our industry’s program  
of w ar-tim e co-operation.

“Also, it can prove to be of 
benefit to our industry in its ef­
forts to drill new wells and make 
the o ther expansions which the 
increased dem ands upon our in ­
dustry m ake necessary. Some of 
this scrap doubtless will be re ­
used in making oil field goods 
which are vitally needed to sup­
ply the additional oil and find the 
new reserves called for by the N a­
tion’s victory program .”

Truck and Bus 
Owner Lag In 
Reports

AUSTIN, January  28.—Texas is 
about to be branded a slacker in 
one phase of its National Defense 
effort. S tate Police Director Hom­
er Garrison declared today.

The War Departm ent has set 
Jan. 31 as the deadline for com­
pletion of its nationwide inven­
tory of trucks and buses. Thus far 
only 60 per cent of Texas truck 
and bus owners have returned 
their questionnaires. Garrison 
said. This means that the owners 
of 100,000 commercial vehicles in 
Texas have failed or refused to 
cooperate w ith the W ar D epart­
ment.

“This inventory is essential to 
intelligent planning for em erg­
ency transportation needs,” G ar­
rison said. “The press, the radio 
and state and local officials have 
given it wide publicity. Inventory 
forms have been sent to the own­
ers of all vehicles, and duplicate 
forms have been sent to those 
whose reports have not yet been 
received. It is inconceivable that 
anyone concerned has not been 
informed of the survey and of its 
purposes and significance. The in­
evitable conclusion is that a very 
large num ber of supposedly pa­
triotic people in Texas have re­
fused to cooperate in the survey 
because they are afraid th a t by 
doing so they m ight subject their 
vehicles to requisition by the 
Army. As a . m atter of fact, how-

ever, the Arm y has registration 
lists of all commercial vehicles, 
and if forced to do so could re­
quisition vehicles indiscrim inate­
ly. Therefore, the person who 
holds out is accomplishing noth­
ing but confusion.

“Every County Judge in Texas 
has a supply of blank inventory 
cards. Any truck or bus ow ner 
who has failed to receive his card, 
or who has lost it, should exercise 
his patriotic duty immediately by 
obtaining one of these cards and 
mailing it to the War Departm ent, 
1222 West Commerce, San An­
tonio.

“Persuasion and appeals to pa­
triotic duty having failed, I know 
of but one rem aining method 
short of legal force by which this 
task can be accomplished. That is 
to call upon every peace officer, 
every service station and garage 
man, every truck or bus owner 
and driver and the citizenship a t 
large to take upon himself the 
duty of helping to save our S tate 
from being branded a slacker by 
the W ar Department. I urge all 
these people to ask every truck 
and bus driver and ow ner they 
come in contact w ith if he has re­
turned his inventory card; and, if 
he has not, to tell him that he can 
get one from his County Judge, 
and urge him to send it in im­
m ediately.”
